Cisco this weekend was exper­
iencing a few days of relief from 
teh heat wave, following a rainstorm 
which formed suddenly early Sat­
urday morning and registered a pre­
cipitation of two and a half inches 
cn the city hall rain gauge.

Lake Cisco was raised alrnô * 
three inches by the hard rain, it 
was reported by the city water de­
partment Saturday. Present level of [ 
the water is 75 feet, 7 inches.

The rain, which started about 1 
o’clock Saturday morning, was one 
of the hardest experienced here in 
some time. Creeks were reported to 
have suddenly risen and overflowedd 
their banks into fields nearby, but 
most of the water had drained back 
into the watersheds by Saturday 
night.

Hottest Day
The rainstorm followed the hot­

test day cf the year thus far, when 
the mercury crept up to 106 Friday 

colored or a white woman j afternoon at 4 o clock. Sweetwatei
reported a temperature of 108 de­
grees Friday.

Seme damage to streets was re­
ported, due to sand and gravel hav­
ing washed across pavements in the 
heavy downpour.

There appeared to be little rain 
east of Cisco, and it was said to 
have been in spots south of here.

At Cross Plains a tornado fol - j 
lowed the heat Friday and cut a i 
path through the town, ripping1 
roofs from houses, smashing plate 
glass, and uprooting trees. Damage 
was estimated at several thousand 
dollars.

No rain fell here during the Cross 
Plains storm. The rainfall of Sat­
urday morning, however, boosted 
the year’s total to 20.2 inches, more 
than the precipitation for all of 
1934.

CLAUSEN HITS 
AT PLANS FOR 

TAXING RICH
■WASHINGTON, July 13 — Fred 

Clausen, representing the United 
States Chamber of Commerce led 
the attack on President Rosevelt’s 
tax-the-rich program today with a 
warning that proposed graduated 
corporation levies would jeapord- 
ize $1,700,000,000 in government 
loans to industry.

Clausen, Wisconsin manufacturer 
and chairman of the chamber of 
commerce federal finance commit­
tee, testified before the ways and 
means committee.

The committee, under adminis­
tration stress to speed the tax leg­
islation before the intensive cam­
paign of the opposing interests gets 
under way, hoped to conclude bear­
ings today and start drafting the 
legislation.

Clausen, one of the leaders in the 
fight against the proposed levies, 
said the government should begin 
planning to reduce rather than in­
crease the taxes on corporations.

The 
filling station attendant had been 
shot twice in the back and once ;n 
the neck and his body weighted 
down.

WALMSLEY TO 
FIGHT OUSTER

power and deserted by his party, 
teday defied Senator Huey P. Long 
to crush the last barricade in all 
Louisiana against his march to
complete dictatorship. The barri­
cade was the mayor’s office desk, a 
piece of furniture behind which 
Walmsley embattled himself against 
preparations of his own party to 
throw him out.

“I ’ll stick from hell to breakfast,” 
he shouted.

But Long, in his hotel suite a few 
blocks away, was jubilant at the 
fall cf New Orleans.

Virtually starved into submission, 
13 ward leaders of the “old regular’’ 
machine which elected Walmsley 
on an Anti-Long ticket, visited the 
Kingfish in his hotel last night and 
offered to surrender on his own 
terms.

They informed Walmsley that 
they would meet Monday to “ac­
cept’’ his resignation. If, as is ex­
pected, they don't receive it, they 
intend to call a mass meeting to 
ask Long’s legislature to oust 
Walmsley.

Heat, Storms, Floods 
Cause Deaths of 120

Heat waves, floods, and tornadoes over two thirds of the nation 

killed at least 120 persons last week and caused an estimated property 
damage of $50,000,000.

Weather forecasters promised Atlantic breezes would relieve the east 
over the weekend, while thundershowers broke the heat wave in the west,

— .... ......  .................... but renewed heavy rains threatened
a resumption of floods in New York.

The torrid heat for two days over 
an area extending from the Gulf 
of Mexico to the Canadian border.

In the last 48 hours heat in the 
New York metropolitan area killed 
14 persons.

In Wisconsin five were dead but 
cool winds swept across the Lake 
country late Friday and promised a 
moderate weekend.

Windstorms and heavy rains were 
destructive through the midwest. 
The storm area of the midwest was 
of such magnitude that its cooling 
effects will be felt for at least two 
days, weather observers said.

The bodies of nine persons were 
taken from a swollen creek near 
Granada, Colo., where a sudden 
cloudburst sent a miniature flood 
raging over farms and homes.

FARM COLONY 

TO BE TALKED
A conference with Dr. D. P. 

Trent, director of Rural Resetle- 
ment for Texas and Oklahoma, at 
Stillwater, Okla., is planned Mon­
day by William Boaz, county colony 
farm project maker, to determine 
chances for the application. Phe 
announcement was made by Coun­
ty Judge Clyde L. Garrett, Satur­
day after receipt of a letter from 
Boaz at Austin.

Creation of the Rural Resettle­
ment program, successor to the 
Texas Rural Communities, under 
which the county hoped to obtain 
the maintenance colony, has made 
necessary new procedure, Boaz in­
dicated in his letter.

Boaz's letter was one following 
inquires of Judge Garrett asking 
status of the county’s proposed lo­
cations for the project in Eastland 
land county.

Options on land for the project, 
estimated to mean expenditure of 
$375,000 have been obtained at Ris­
ing star, Eastland. Ranger, 
and Gorman.

Text of Boaz’s letter is as follows: 
Boaz’s Letter

“I have been keeping very close 
watch of developments and there 
have been a lot of changes recently, 
which I report as follows: Mr. C. 
C. Taylor, formerly a professor a+ 
the University of Texas, has been 
named director of Rural Resettle­
ment for the United States under 
Tugwell Dr. D. P. Trent, director of 
extension service, Oklahoma A. & 
M., has been named regional direc­
tor of Rural Resettlement program 
for Texas and Oklahoma with 
headquarters at Stillwater, Okla. 
Mr. Wiley, professor of agriculture 
economics at the University of 
Texas, has been appointed by Mr. 
Taylor as director of Rural Reset­
tlement for Texas.

“Mr. Smitham, Orr and Lordan 
have not vet been relieved of their 
position nor have they been told 
whether they will lose their jobs or 
be kept on the payroll. It seems 
likely that the Texas Rural Com­
munities will not function as at 
present constituted.

“In spite of all these changes I 
am confident the government will 
go ahead with the colony program 
although there may be a little de­
lay in getting the new organization 
working.

“I plan to go to Stillwater, Okla., 
to be there Monday morning to 
talk with Dr. Trent, ana will know 
more after talking with him.

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Gaining Trade Through Education
The relation of education to trade has often been over­

looked in the past, but there is a definite relation, just the 
same.

There is an old saying in international politics and eco­
nomics that “ trade follows the flag,” or a small country 
trades with the nation whose language it speaks. The same 
is true of local trade. It “ follows the flag” of its interest, due 
to education or something else.

Cisco has been overlooking an important method of 
gaining and holding trade in the past, one which should be 
overlooked no longer. The Cisco public school system offers 
one of the best drawing cards which it would be possible to 
use in bringing more trade here and in holding it after it 
comes.

There are a number of small communities within this 
trade territory which could benefit both to themselves and 
to the city by making use of the Cisco schools. Many of these 
communities have no high school facilities and others are 
forced, by lack of funds, to offer very meager high school 
instruction. Some of the boys and girls from these surround­
ing districts come to Cisco to school, the public schools here 
being paid the regular $7.50 a month tuition. Others are 
forced to attend their small high schools and still others to 
drop out entirely.

By running busses out to the small districts and picking- 
up the boys and girls of the high school grades, Cisco would 
be offering them a better secondary education than they 
could possibly gain in their own communities. By adding 
more pupils the schools, at the same time, would be dble to 
increase their efficiency both to the newcomers and to then- 
old ones, due to increased revenues.

This is difinitely not an attempt to tear down the small 
communities. They have their value and probably will con­
tinue to do so. In many cases they can operate very success­
ful grade schools. But, with only a few pupils and limited 
revenue, they cannot hope to maintain a high school, and an 
attempt to divert sufficient funds, with high school costs 
higher than the others, would be unfair to the grade school 
children.

This is an attempt to give the country community boy 
and girl an equal chance for as good a public school educa­
tion as his city friend.

At the same time, the bringing of high school students 
to Cisco by bus would center the interest of residents of the 
communities upon the city. Remember that a man trades 
where his interest lies.

Other places are beginning to send busses out for stu­
dents and if Cisco does not build up such a program, gradual­
ly the small communities near here will be pulled away 
through interest in schools elsewhere. Even if there were 
some expense attached, it might be worth attempting such a 
plan from a trade viewpoint alone, not to mention the ser­
vice the city could furnish the boys and girls. But the ex­
pense would be taken care of by the state transportation 
fee of $2 a month per capita.

At present there are busses going out to the Dothan and 
Sandy districts, bringing in pupils, but there are half a

W ASHINGTON.—'"When the elec- 
"  trical Industry makes a real 

fight,”  said a powerful Southern 
public utilities magnate in a letter 
recently received by an official 
here, "it can command more influ­
ence than the American Legion 
and the American Federation of 
Labor and a dozen other organiza­
tions besides."

That boast was put to a dra­
matic test in the industry's fight 
against the Roosevelt public utili­
ties bill in the House.

For the “ power trust” was fran­
tic. Its lobbyists wouldn't stand 
still to be counted, but there 
seemed no reason to doubt a com­
monly accepted estimate that it had 
assembled between 500 and 600 of 
them to work upon doubtful mem­
bers with every device known to 
the lobbyist’s art.

Lawyers, power company officials, 
bankers, and others had been 
brought in from nearly every state 
to bear down on representatives 
from their home districts.

An unconvinced congressman 
could be rather sure of suffocation 
within a few hours under bags of 
telegrams from constituents. Back 
went the word from Washington 
to turn the heat on him.

TN the galleries, tense, sat high 
1 officials and agents of Associated 
Gas and Electric, Commonwealth 
Edison, Chase National Bank, Pub­
lic Service of New Jersey, the Edi­
son Electric Institute, and dozens 
of other utility groups.

^MISSION CHAIN 
GIVES UP LOST 

LINK IN WEST
By HENRY SUPER 

United Press Staff Correspondent 
BERKELEY, Cal., July 13 — A 

'■ complete chain of old, forgotten 
Spanish missions, swallowed up by 
the desert generations ago, has been 
rediscovered by the University of 
California.

** The^missions once were bristling
and bustling outposts of Spanish 
civilization and defense in the 
New World.

^ Today nothing remains but a
jumble of week-choked ruins in 
Lower California.

The Dominican Friars rearer the 
’ missions along the coastal wastes 

of Lower California at the same 
time that the Franciscan monks 
were constructing their chain along 
what is now the coast of the state 
of California.

Lost Link Discovered 
* The Lower California group, un­

earthed by a University of Cali­
fornia graduate student, once link­
ed the Franciscan chain to the 
north,' and the Jesuit chain to the 
south in one unbroken chain that 
extended for more than 1,200 miles 
through the two Californias.

Peveril Meigs, graduate of the 
r class of 1925, lived among a tribe 

of Indians for some time and spent 
several years exploring the region 
before completing his work of re­
cording and relocation.

• He has detailed the history of
the old Dominican “Frontera” in 

*, a book recently published.
Seven Original Missions 

The original missions in the old 
chain numbered seven and cover­
ed an expanse of some 200 miles. 

'"Y Three were removed to new sites 
because of failure of the water sup­
ply and pestilence.

Desconso, next to the last mis­
sion built in the chain, was less 
than 50 miles from San Diego. The 
others were El Rosario, the south­
ernmost mission, Santo Domingo, 
San Vicente, San Miguel, Santo 
Tomas and Guadalope. In addition, 
two more missions, San Pedro Mar- 
tir and Santa Catalina, were rear­
ed in the hinterland east of this 
original chain in the attempt to 
establish a new chain reaching to 
the Colorado river.

But this attempt was abandoned 
because of the Indian attacks and 
sterile character of the land. 

Garrisoned by Spanish 
Certain of the missions were giv­

en garrisons of Spanish troops, and 
were evidently intended, along with

fe Franciscan Missions, to form a 
(•-flung line of defense for the 
ianish occupancy of the Califor­

nias. But, because of declining 
population, semi-isolation from 
Mexico, pestilence, revolution and

robbery, the Dominican Missions 
enjoyed a life of only 50 years.

Epidemic swept through as many 
as four missions at a time. Ma­
rauding bands, bound for the gold 
fields of the north, robbed them of 
their treasure. All of them had been 
sold or granted to private indivi­
duals before 1859.

They have long since become one 
of the dead spots in history, al­
though they have played a heroic 
part in the annals of the Mexican 
nation.

TO RIVAL SWIM 

STARS OF U.S.

FRECKLES and HIS FRIENDS.

ROME, July 13 — International 

swimming performances indicate 
that Holland and the United States 
will share major team honors in 
women’s events in the 1936 Olym­
pics at Berlin.

While one of these two countries 
undoubtedly will win the cham­
pionship, individual titles are likely 
to be widely distributed.

In free style events, 100 and 400 
meters and the 400 meters relay, 
the Argentine, Brazil, Canada, 
South Africa and Japan all have 
young women who will dispute 
forecast victories for Holland or 
United States representatives. 

Lenore Kiglit In Top Flight 
Among the fastest free style 

women swimmers today are Willy 
den Ouden, Holland; Olive Mc­
Kean, Dolores Smith and Lenore 
Kight, United States; Jeanette 
Campbell, Helena Salles, Brazil; 
Kazue Kojima, Umeke Shrimi, 
Yukil Arata and Hatsuko Morio- 
ka, Japan; Jennie Maakal, South 
Africa, and Phyllis Dewar, Canada.

Little pink-cheeked Willy den 
Ouden probably will be the lass to 
beat at Berlin in both the 100 and 
400 meter events. She was second 
at Los Angeles in 1932 in the 100 
meters and lost only by inches to 
Helene Madison. Miss den Ouden 
has the following times in free 
style events: 100 meters, 1:04.8 
100 yards, 59.8; 200 meters, 2:28.6; 
400 meters, 5.16; and 500 meters, 
6:48.4. The latter mark broke the 
world’s record, of 6:59.8. held by 
Lenore Kight, United States.

Seattle Girl Outstanding 
Olive McKean, Seattle, is gen­

erally regarded as the successor to 
the great Helene Madison. She has 
numerous national and world marks 
up for consideration, including 
1:03.8 for 100 meters. Helene Madi­
son’s winning Olympic time at Los 
Angeles was 1:06.8. Dolores Smith, 
New York, is swimming in record 
time and' improving steadily.

Lenore Kight, Homestead, Pa., 
second to Helene Madison in the 
400 meters event at Los Angeles. 
She probably is better over the 
middle distance than in 100 meters. 
She has a time of 2:36.8 for 220 
yards and recently swam 500 met­
ers in 7:08.2 compared to Helene 
Madison’s record of 7:22.6.

Jeanette Campbell and Phyllis 
Dewar occupy positions in Argen­
tine and Canadian swimming com­
parable to that enjoyed in Holland 
by Willy den Ouden.

New Records Set 
During the South American 

swimming championships held this 
spring in Rio de Janeiro Miss 
Campbell established new records 
by winning the 100 meters in 1:08 
and the 400 meters in 5:47.8. In 
the latter race she swam away 
from the field and flashed power 
and style which places her among 
the finest swimmers in the world.

On June 18 at Winnipeg, Phyllis 
Dewar, British Empire Games 
champion, won all Canadian free­
style events from 100 yards to one 
mile. She established new 100 and 
440 yard records and swam the 
mile in 23:32.4.

Nora Johnson, Chile, is another 
promising South American swim­
mer. Miss Salles is national Brazil­
ian 400 meters champion.

Japan Not So Strong 
Hatsuko Morioka has a best time 

of 5:53 for 400 meters and 12:39 
for 800 meters. Miss Kazue Joji- 
ma holds the Japanese record of 
1;14.8 for 100 -meters.

Defeating Holland in the wo­
men’s relay probably will be the 
biggest task encountered by wo­
men’s teams. The United States 
won the event at Los Angeles in 
4:38. This year two Netherlander 
teams selected from Willy den 
Ouden, Reik Mastenbroek, Selback, 
A. Timmermans, T. Baumeister and 
G. Browers have times of 4:41.5 and 
4:41.2 against weak opposition. At 
Los Angeles, Holland was second 
and Great Britain third.

\Utility Slush Fund 
Sought by Probers

WASHINGTON, July 13 — Con­
gressional lobby investigators, who 
drew surprise testimony of expen­
diture of $301,000 from the first 
utility witness, believed today that 
further investigation may disclose, 
a huge “slush fund.”

The senate investigating, com­
mittee, speeding to catch up with 
the house inqiury, planned further 
questioning of utility witnesses.

The senate committee gave indi­
cation that it intends to push its 
inquiry vigorously.

French Parties In 
Bastile Day Clash

Tire confessed inability of auth­
orities to explain the cause of the 
accident started rumors that sabot­
age or serious defects in the 
Schuschnigg automobile were re­
sponsible.

Prince Ernst von Starhemberg, 
vice chancellor, returning to Vienna 
tonight by special plane, will he 
in active charge of the government 
curing a long rest which an at­
tending physician has ordered for 
the chancellor.

The chancellor is a monarchist, 
favorable to restoration of the 
Hapsburg family, as represented by 
Archduke Otto, but the position of 
the Prince has been less definite 
in regard to the restoration.

The chancellor’s party was en- 
rcute to a villa for a vacation when 
the automobile was wrecked on a 
bad stretch of road.

The Exchange Telegraph corres­
pondent at Vienna reported today 
that Mrs. Schuschnigg, recently re­
ceived a mourning outfit from an 
anonymous Austrian Nazi, with a 
note reading: ‘‘You may find these 
useful in the near future.”

TACOMA. Wash., July 13 —
Governor Clarence Martin rushed 
national guard reinforcements here 
today after union lumber strikers 
and sympathizers, many of them 
women, battled militia men for five 
hours last night.

Ninety soldiers mobilized at 
Olympia were sent to strengthen 
the first Batalion of the 161st In­
fantry stationed in the Tacoma in­
dustrial district to protect sawmill 
workers who quit the strike a week 
ago.

Arrival of the reinforcements 
increased tension here. Manv 
citizens are sympathetic toward the 
sawmill workers and timber men 
striking for recognition of their un­
ion and higher wages and resent the 
presence of the soldiers.

At the height of last night's riot­
ing. in which' 300 steel-helmeted 
militiamen used arms and tear gas 
against nea,rly 1,000 demonstrators, 
injuring more than a score, a cap­
tain of police said, “If the soldiers 
would get out of Tacoma, we could 
send these people home peacefully 
in 15 minutes.” Other officials had 
the same attitude.
