NOTICE OP PROPOSED AMEND- 

MENT TO THE CONSTITUTION OF 
TEXAS.

SENATE JOINT RESOLUTION NO. 16

BE IT  RESOLVED BY TH E LEGIS­
LATURE OF TH E STATE OF
TEXAS.
Section 1. T hat Section 1 of artic le  

8 of the C onstitution of the S tate of 
Texas be amended so as to hereafter 
read  as follows:

Section 1. TAXATION TO BE 
EQUAL AND UNIFORM AS TO REAL 
ESTATE AND TO BE EQUAL AND 
UNIFORM AS TO ALL REASONABLE 
CLASSIFICATIONS OF PROPERTY; 
AND OCCUPATION AND INCOME 
TAXES; EXEMPTIONS; LIM ITA­
TIONS UPON COUNTIES, CITIES, 
ETC..

“Taxation of rea l property  shall be 
equal and uniform . All p roperty  in 
th is state, w hether owned by n a tu ra l 
persons o r corporations, o ther than  
m unicipal, shall be taxed in  proportion 
to  its  value, which shall be ascerta in ­
ed as m ay be provided by law. The 
L egisla tu re  may by general law s make 
reasonable classifications of a ll p ro­
perty  o ther than  real p roperty  for the 
purpose of taxation , and may impose 
d ifferent ra tes  thereon; provided th a t 
the taxation  of a ll p roperty  in any 
class shall be equal and uniform. 
The L egisla ture  may impose a poll 
tax. I t  may also impose occupation 
taxes, both upon na tu ra l persons and 
upon corporations, o ther than  m unic­
ipal, doing business in th is S tate. I t 
m ay also tax  incom es of both n a tu ra l 
persons and corporations o ther than  
m unicipal, except th a t persons en­
gaged in m echanical and ag ricu ltu ra l 
p u rsu its  shall never be required  to 
pay an occupation tax ; provided th a t 
Two H undred F ifty  ($250.00) Dollars 
w orth  of household and kitchen fu r­
n itu re , belonging to each fam ily in 
the S tate, shall be exempt from  tax ­
ation, and provided fu rth e r th a t the 
occupation tax  levied by any county, 
city  o r tow n for any year on persons 
o r corporations pursu ing  any p ro ­
fession o r business, shall not exceed 
one-half of the tax  levied by the S tate 
for the same period of such profession 
or business."

Section 2. The foregoing am end­
m ent to the C onstitution of Texas 
shall be subm itted to a vote of the 
qualified electors of th is S tate a t an 
election to be held throughout the 
S tate on the firs t Tuesday after the 
f irs t Monday in  November, 1934. At 
th is election, all voters favoring said 
am endm ent shall w rite, or have p rin t­
ed, on the ir ballots the words:

“F or the Amendment to the Con­
stitu tion  of the S tate of Texas provid­
ing th a t taxation  of rea l property  shall 
be equal and uniform ; and th a t all 
p roperty  in  th is state, o ther than  th a t 
owned by m unicipal corporations, 
shall be taxed in proportion to its 
value as ascerta ined  as may be p ro ­
vided by law ; and providing th a t the 
L egisla tu re  m ay m ake reasonable 
classifications of a ll property, other 
than  real property, for the purpose of 
taxation, and th a t the taxation  of all 
property  in any class shall be equal 
and uniform ; and providing fu rther 
th a t the L egislature may impose poll 
tax  and occupation tax  income tax  
and Exempting from  occupation 
tay  persons engaged in  m echanical 
and ag ricu ltu ra l p u rsu its ; and ex­
em pting from  taxation  Two H undred 
F ifty  ($250.00) D ollars w orth of 
household and kitchen fu rn itu re  be­
longing to each fam ily; and nrovid- 
ing th a t the occupation tax  levied by 
any county, city or tow n shall no t ex­
ceed one-half th a t levied by the State 
for the same period.”

Those voters opposing said propos­
ed Amendment shall w rite  or have 
prin ted  on the ir ballo ts the words:

“A gainst the Amendment to the 
Constitution of the S tate of Texas p ro ­
viding th a t taxation  of rea l p roperty  
shall be -r,eq u a l, and uniform  in 
th is S tate, o ther than  th a t owned 
by municipal corporations shall be 
taxed in  proportion to its  value as 
ascertained as may be provided by 
law ; and providing th a t the L egisla­
tu re  m ay make reasonable c lassifica­
tions of all property, o ther than  real 
property, for the purpose of taxation ; 
and th a t the taxation  of all property 
in any class -shall be equal and un i­
form ; and providing fu rth er th a t the 
L egisla tu re  m ay impose poll tax  and 
occupation tax  and income tax  and 
exem pting from  occupation tax  p e r­
sons ene-aeed in  m echanical and ag ri­
cu ltu ra l pu rsu its ; exem pting from  tax ­
ation  Two H undred F ifty  ($250.00) 
D ollars w orth of household and k itch ­
en fu rn itu re  belonging to each family, 
and providing th a t the occupation tax 
levied by any county, city o r town 
shall no t exceed one-half th a t levied 
by the S tate for the sam e period.”

the values fixed for school d is tric t 
purposes shall no t exceed the values 
fixed for county purposes on the same 
land; and provided th a t the U niversity 
of Texas from  the U niversity A vail­
able Fund, shall rem it annually  to 
each of the counties and school d is­
tr ic ts  in which said la i^ s  are  located 
an am ount equal to the tax  imposed 
upon said land for county and school 
d is tric t purposes.”

Constitution of the S tate of Texas sub­
jecting  the lands of the U niversity of 
Texas to taxation  fo r county and 
school purposes, and providing for the 
paym ent of said taxes to the proper 
au thorities of the counties and school 
d is tric ts  w here said lands a re  locat­
ed,” and all those opposed shall w rite 
or have p rin ted  on the ir ballo ts the 
w ords” A gainst the A m endm ent to the 
Constitution of the S tate of Texas sub­
jecting  the lands of the U niversity  of 
Texas to taxation  fo r county and 
school d is tric t purposes, and provid­
ing for the paym ent of said taxes to 
the proper au thorities of the counties 
and school d is tric ts  w here said lands 
a re  located.”

HOUSE JOINT RESOLUTION NO. 42

BE IT  RESOLVED BY THE LEG IS­
LATURE OF TH E STATE OF
TEXAS.
Section 1. T hat Section 30, A rticle 

16 of the C onstitution of Texas be 
amended so as to read hereafte r as fol­
lows:

“Section 30. The duration  of a ll of­
fices not fixed by th is Constitution 
shall never exceed two (2) years, ex­
cept th a t the elected officials of a 
city th a t has adopted and amended its 
ch arte r as provided in Section 5, A rt­
icle X I of the Constitution of Texas 
may, by am endm ent to such city’s 
charter, hold office no t to exceed four 
(4) years; provided, th a t when a R ail­
road Commission is created  by law 
it  shall be composed of th ree (3) Com­
m issioners who shall be elected by the 
people a t a  general election for S tate 
officers, and th e ir term  of office shall 
be six (6) years; provided, R ailroad 
Comm issioners f irs t elected a fte r th is 
A m endm ent goes into effect shall hold 
office as follows: One shall serve
two (2) years, and one four (4) years 
and one six (6) years; th e ir term s to 
be decided by lot im m ediately after 
they shall have qualified. And one 
R ailroad Commissioner shall be elec t­
ed every two (2) years thereafter. In 
case of vacancy in  said office the 
Governor of the S tate shall fill said 
vacancy by apopintm ent un til the 
next general election.”

Section 2. The foregoing Consti­
tu tional Amendment shall be subm it­
ted  to the qualified electors of the 
S tate on the next general election to 
be held on the firs t Tuesday a fte r the 
f irs t Monday in November, a t which 
election all voters favoring such pro­
posed am endm ent shall w rite  or have 
prin ted  on the ir ballot the words, 
“F or the Amendment to the Consti­
tu tion  of the S tate of Texas perm it­
ting  Home Rule Cities to so amend 
their charte rs  th a t the elected officals 
of such cities may hold office not to 
exceed four (4) years,” and those op­
posed shall w rite  o r have p rin ted  on 
th e ir ballots the words, “A gainst the 
A m endm ent to  the C onstitution of the 
S tate of Texas perm itting  Home Rule 
Cities to so am end th e ir charte rs  th a t 
the elected officials of such cities may 
hold office not to exceed four (4) 
years.”

HOUSE JOINT RESOLUTION NO. 41

BE IT  RESOLVED BY THE LEGIS­
LATURE OF TH E STATE OF 
TEXAS.
Section 1. T hat Section 5, of A rt­

icle X I, of the Constitution of Texas, 
be amended so as to hereafter read 
as follows:

“Section 5. Cities having m ore 
than  five thousand (5000) inhabitants 
may, by a m ajority  vote of the quali­
fied voters of said city, a t  an  election 
held for th a t purpose, adopt o r amend 
th e ir charters, subject to  such lim ­
itations as m ay be prescribed by the 
L egislature, and providing th a t no 
charte r o r any ordinance passed u n ­
der said ch a rte r shall contain any p ro ­
vision inconsistent w ith the Consti­
tu tion  of the State, o r of the general 
law s enacted by the L egislature of 
th is S tate,; said cities may levy, a s ­
sess and collect such taxes as may be 
authorized by law  or by the ir ch a rt­

ers ; bu t no tax  for any purpose shall 
ever be law ful for any one year, w hich 
shall exceed two and one-half per 
cent (2%) of the taxable property  of 
such city, and no debt shall ever be 
created by any city, unless a t the same 
tim e provision be made to assess and 
collect annually  a sufficient sum  to 
pay the in te rest thereon  and creating 
a  sinking fund for a t least two per 
cent (2%) thereon; provided fu rther, 
th a t no city  ch a rte r shall be altered, 
amended or repealed oftener than  
every tw elve (12) m onths.”

Section 2. The foregoing Consti­
tu tional Amendment shall be sub­
m itted to th e  qualified electors of the 
S tate a t the nex t general election, to 
be held on the firs t Tuesday a fte r the 
first Monday in  November, 1934; at 
w hich election a ll voters favoring 
such proposed am endm ent shall w rite 
or have p rin ted  on th e ir ballo ts the 
words: “F or the Am endm ent to the
C onstitution of the S tate of Texas 
perm itting  any Home R ule City to 
a lter, am end or repeal its  charter 
every tw elve (12) m o n th s ;” and those 
opposed shall w rite o r have prin ted  
on th e ir ballots the words, “A gainst 
the Amendment to the C onstitution of 
the S tate of Texas perm itting  any 
Home Rule City to a lter, am end or re ­
peal its  ch a rte r every tw elve (12) 
m onths.”

For Hydro Project

F our years ago a hydro-electric  
p ro jec t b u ilt for C risp  coun ty , G eo r­
gia, was heralded  far and  wide as 
th e  firs t publicly  owned an d  o p era t­
ed “ pow er d is tr ic t” in the coun try . 
B u t now, as far as m any  of its spon­
sors are concerned, the  less said a- 
b o u t i t  th e  b e tte r . T h e  co u n ty  has 
failed to  keep up  its  in sta llm en ts on 
th e  construc tion  cost and  has hang 
ing over i t  a federal co u rt judgm en t 
for $147,684.

T h e  original bond issue of $1,- 
250,000 was expected to  prov ide a 
p la n t w ith  four generating  u n its  h av ­
ing a to ta l capac ity  of 20,000 horse­
pow er. O nly  tw o u n its  were com ­
pleted . w ith  a  cap ac ity  n o t to  ex­
ceed 5560 horsepow er.

T h e  p la n t was expected to  m ake 
the  co u n ty  tax  free. In s tead , th e  
tax  ra te  has been doubled, increas­
ed from  13 m ills in 1927 to  26 mills 
on th e  dollar and  today  is th e  high­
es t coun ty  tax  ra te  in Georgia.

An au d it by  th e  coun ty  board  of 
com m issioners shows th a t  in 1931 
th e  p ro jec t’s expenditures for oper­
a tio n  and in te rest, “ w ith o u t allow ­
ance for d ep recia tion” , exceeded in ­
com e by  $28,014.81, and  in 1933 
th ey  exceeded incom e by  $30,1 7 1.26. 
— E lectric Progress.

HISTORY OF THE CISCO SITUATION
Exposition of Fraudulent 

M ethod s of Hijackers to
Perpetuate A  M o n o p o ly

Below the Citizen is publishing a h istory of the gas situation 
in Cisco, and some of the m ethods employed by the Community 
Natural H ijackers to perpetuate the gas monopoly and exploit 
the people by its endeavor to filch them  of every dollar th a t the 
traffic  will bear, and then some.

A recent comm unication from the old company attem pts to 
show th a t they are doing the Polyana act to the queen’s taste  
when they announce a reduction in  rates, when as a m atter of 
fact th is reduction was not made until forced to do so by the en­
actm ent of an  ordinance setting  the m inimum  price th a t may be 
charged for domestic gas in Cisco, knowing th a t the courts have 
held th a t m unicipalities have the righ t to fix minimum  prices 
th a t old companies may not establish a ra te  th a t m ight bank­
rupt m unicipal or independent companies.

Plan to Evade the Law
T hat the Community N atural is a t­

tem pting to evade the courts’ ru ling  
by unfair business methods is seen in 
a recen t con tract th is  company has 
p repared to sell m erchandise to its 
consum ers a t unreasonable prices and 
term s. F or instance: The Citizen is
inform ed th a t the Community N atural 
is offering gas ranges, stoves, heaters, 
refrigera to rs and o ther m erchandise 
a t a sm all down paym ent, and the re ­
m ainder to be paid a t the ra te  of one 
dollar per m onth, which on the more 
expensive artic les would prolong these 
installm ents over a period of several 
years. T hat is ju s t ano ther pretty  
song—one th a t is a ttrac tive  to the wo­
men, especially, but—

There’s A Joker
In this neatly  worded sales contract. 

They will sell you the m erchandise 
as they contract, but when you sign 
it you are  penalized for life. For it 
provides:

“T his con tract shall rem ain in 
force and effect as long as the p u r­
chaser shall rem ain a custom er 
of the Community N atural Gas 
Company, but when such purchas­
er ceases to use the products of 
the Community N atural Gas Com­
pany the unpaid balance shall im ­
mediately become due and the 
Community N atural Gas Company 
is hereby authorized to repossess 
the herein  described m erchan­
dise.”
In other words, they will sell you 

the merchandise, but in doing so they 
a re  careful to place you in bonds of 
slavery, by com pelling you to take 
the ir gas or lose the money you have 
paid in cash. So, w atch out for the 
“Greeks B earing Gifts.”

THE GAS SITUATION
TO THE CITIZENS OF CISCO:

About the year 1914 the City of Cis­
co gave a gas franchise providing tha t 
gas should be furnished to the con­
sum ers in the City of Cisco a t fifty 
cents per one thousand cubic feet. At 
th a t tim e gas was being purchased 
from the Moran fields in Shackelford 
County, Texas, approxim ately 20 miles 
from the town of Cisco. About the 
year 1918 these fields became depleted 
and it was necessary th a t a line be 
laid to W ichita County, Texas, ap ­
proxim ately 180 m iles away, in order 
to get an adequate supply of gas. 
W hen th is was done, the d istribu tor 
came before the City Commission and 
it was agreed th a t in view of th is ad­
ditional expense th e  ra tes  should be 
raised  from 50 cents to 67% cents, 
w ith 10% discount if paid prom ptly.

In December of 1919 an enorm ous 
gas well was completed approxim ately 
four m iles from the City of Cisco, 
and since th a t tim e there has been de­
veloped in and im m ediately adjacent 
to the City of Cisco one of the largest 
gas fields in the state.

P rio r to 1927 the pipe lines deliver­
ing gas from the w ells to the City of 
Cisco w ere owned by the Texas Com­
pany, but in 1927 the Lone S tar Gas 
Company purchased the pipe lines 
which were delivering gas to the City 

‘of Cisco. In  1931 the Community 
N atural Gas Company purchased from 
the W est Texas U tilities Company the 
d istribution system  and franchise for 
the City of Cisco. At the tim e of th is 
purchase, there was also purchased 
the d istribution system  for the City 
of Abilene. The am ount allocated for 
the purchase of the Cisco property was 
approxim ately $186,000.00

Due to the fact th a t there  was an 
enorm ous volume of gas w ithin and 
im mediately ad jacent to the City of 
Cisco which was being purchased by 
I he Lone S tar Gas Company for from 
21/, to 6 cents per 1000 cubic feet, and 
in view of the general depression th a t 
had seriously affected the income of 
all of the inhabitants of the City of 
Cisco, about October 26, 1931, the City 
Commission of the City of Cisco, a fter 
careful consideration and a public 
hearing, passed an ordinance reducing 
the ra tes w ithin the City of Cisco to 
50 cents per 1,000 cubic feet. The 
Community N atural Gas Company filed 
a  bond w ith the R ailroad Commission 
of the State of Texas suspending the 
enforcem ent of th is ra te  pending an 
appeal, and about November 14, 1932,

it filed in the U. S. D istrict Court a 
petition for injunction  seeking to re ­
s tra in  the City of Cisco from in te r­
fering  w ith its  ra ising  its  ra tes  from 
67% cents to a sliding scale rate, 
which in effect provided th a t there  
should be paid $1.77 gross, or $1.60 net 
for the firs t 1000 cubic feet, $1.50 gross 
or $1.35 net for the second 1000 cubic 
feet, 94 cents gross or 85 cents net 
for the th ird  1000 cubic feet, w ith a 
decrease as the am ount of gas used 
increased, until there  w as used by the 
domestic consum er 25.000 cubic feet 
per m onth. The grounds for the in ­
junction w ere in effect th a t the Com­
m unity N atural Gas Company was 
sustain ing  a  loss a t the then exist­
ing ra te  and could not profitably sell 
gas to the City of Cisco a t the then 
existing rate.

U. S. Court Refused In junction
There w as a hearing  on th is petition 

about November 25, 1932, bu t the m at­
te r  was postponed until December 6, 
1932. At tha t tim e the U. S. D istrict 
Court held th a t the Community N at­
u ra l Gas Company had not exercised 
proper diligence in endeavoring to get 
a hearing  before the R ailroad Com- 
Mission, and the p rayer for the in ­
junction  against the City of Cisco was 
refused.

Upon the term ination  of the heari 
which was held in F o rt W orth, ,4he  
Community N atural Gas Company de­
m anded an  im m ediate hearing  before 
the R ailroad Commission, a n ^ 'a  Com­
m issioner from the Railrrfad Com­
m ission commenced the /tak in g  of 
testim ony in Cisco two days thereaf­
ter, th a t is on December 8, 1932.

T hereafter the Community N atural 
Gas Company appealed to the U. S. 
C ircuit Court of Appeals; a t New Or­
leans, where a hearing  Uvas held as 
between the City of Cisco and the Com­
m unity N atural Gas Company on May 
3, 1933, and on June 7, 1&33, a judg­
m ent was rendered by the C ircuit 
Court of Appeals a t New O rleans hold­
ing th a t the action of the tr ia l court 
was proper, and the injunction was 
again refused.

Upon the close of the hearing  he

Oklahoma covered by its  lines, and the 
Community N atural Gas Company or 
o ther subsidiaries of the Lone S tar 
Gas C orporation had a  practical m on­
opoly on the gas d istribution  in  ap ­
proxim ately 265 cities and towns.

Inasm uch as num erous sm all com­
panies and independent operators 
could not find an adequate m arket for 
the ir gas, due to the monopoly above 
referred  to, independent system s were 
constructed in very few towns. Al­
most w ithout exception, when th is 
was done, instead of selling gas a t a 
reasonable ra te , the Community N at­
u ra l Gas Company adopted a policy of 
cut th ro a t com petition w ith a view of 
elim inating the sm all companies and 
driving them  into bankruptcy. It 
was realized by the independent opera­
to rs and sm all companies th a t it 
m eant v irtua l ru in  to endeavor to find 
a  m arket in  any city and tow n which 
was being served by the Community 
N atural Gas Company, regard less of 
the ra te  being charged.

Approxim ately 2% years ago our 
h igher courts held th a t a  m unicipality 
had the righ t to prescribe a minimum 
rate, which would in effect prevent 
cut th ro a t competition, and which 
would enable an  independent operator 
or sm all company to furnish  gas to 
m unicipalities at a  reasonable rate.

Begin Negotiations
Im m ediately a fter these decisions 

were rendered, the officials of the 
City of Cisco commenced negotiations 
with a view of getting  an independent 
company to furnish  gas to the City of 
Cisco a t a reasonable rate, and one 
which purchased gas w ithin the im ­
m ediate a rea  of the City of Cisco or 
in  E astland  County, Texas, thus not 
only saving thousands of dollars an ­
nually  for the citizens of Cisco, but 
furnish ing  a  m ai'ket for the sm all p ro ­
ducers and land ow ners who had gas 
for sale in E astland  county. This led 
to the gran ting  of a  franchise to the 
Cisco Gas C orporation, th is  provid­
ing th a t there  should be charged a 
maximum ra te  of 60 cents per 1000 
cubic feet to the sm allest consum er 
with a  sliding scale whereby the la rg ­
est consum ers purchased gas a t a very 
reasonable ra te . In  order to prevent 
the cu t th ro a t competition which had 
in o ther towns, p rio r to the higher 
court decision, prevented a sm all com­
pany or operator from selling gas a t i 
reasonable rate, a minim um ra te  or 
dinance was poaaou flpn u. m m  .agreed*- 
by the Cisco •’Gas C orporation tha t 
gatp^rSTe should be 25 cents per 1000 

he  feet, and th a t there should be
installed  an  up-to-date plant, modern 
in every respect, a t the low est price 
possible, there  being employed in the 
construction  of th is only local men. 
I t was fu rth er provided th at all of the 
net revenues earned' by the_flperating 
p lan t should be created- tow ards the 
cost of constructing  ana when the 
Cisco Gas C orporation had been fully 
re im bursed for the actual expenditure 
made b y i t  in the construction  of the 
plant, then it  should be owned by the 
City of Cisco, gas to be furnished to 
the City of Cisco a t the City gate a t a 
ra te  of 25 cents per 1000 cubic feet.

W hen the m inim um  ra te  ordinance, 
franchise, and contract had been fully 
explained to the citizens of Cisco, 
more citizens signed up to purchase 
gas from  the new company to be own- 
by the City than  there  were custom ers
of the old company, the excess bei

fore the R ailroad Commission on o r explained by reason of the factJJffit a
about December 10, 1932, the Com 
m issioner requested  th a t the gas com­
pany and the city  file briefs with it. 
This was not done and there  was no 
decision of the controversy by the 
R ailroad Commission.

Denied $1.77 Rate
On A pril 2, 1934, the Community 

N atural Gas Company filed an am end­
ed petition in the U. S. D istrict Court 
again urging th a t the City of Cisco be 
enjoined from preventing it from  pu t­
ting into effect th e  increased rate, 
th a t is where the sm all consum er 
would pay $1.77 gross or $1.60 net, 
w ith the discount, for the firs t 1000 
cubic feeC  $1.50 gross or $1.35 net for 
the second 1000 cubic feet, etc. There 
was a hearing  on th is petition on the 
25th of April, 1934. The U. S. Dis­
tr ic t Court refused to g ran t th is in ­
junction, suggesting th a t more dili­
gence be used in getting  a hearing  be­
fore the R ailroad Commission, and 
the case was postponed until June 29, 
1934. Soon th ereafter the Community 
N atural Gas Company briefed the case, 
as did the City of Cisco, and on June 
20, 1934, there was a hard  fought legal 
ba ttle  in the City of A ustin as between 
the City of Cisco and the Community 
N atural Gas Company. The Com­
m unity N atural Gas Company both in 
its  brief and oral argum ent plausibly 
and forcefully m aintained th a t it was 
necessary tha t the R ailroad Commis­
sion authorize it to raise its ra tes  then 
in effect in Cisco to the scale last 
above mentioned. A judgm ent was 
rendered by the R ailroad Commission 
of the S tate of Texas on the 26th of 
June, 1934, refusing to perm it the Com­
m unity N atural Gas Company to ra ise  
its ra tes  in the City of Cisco.

F or several years past the Lone 
S ta r Gas Company and the Community 
N atural Gas Company have m aintained 
a policy of purchasing as many pipe 
lines or d istribution system s as pos­
sible until a condition arose w here­
by the Lone S tar Gas Company had a 
v irtual monopoly on the gas supply 
and purchasing lines in all of the 
te rrito ry  w ithin the S tate of Texas and

great, m any of our citizejiSf'^’iid par 
ticu'aiTv 'Trn^iness,'eS7tTCTishments had 
been forced to discontinue the use of 
gas by reason of w hat they consider­
ed exhorbitant ra tes  and bills.

W hen it appeared, th a t the R ailroad 
Commission w as not going to increase 
the ra te  for the City of Cisco, and when 
it appeared th a t the Cisco Gas Cor­
poration  was going to actually  con­
s tru c t a m odern up-to-date p lan t at 
Cisco, the Community N atural Gas 
Company, tried , a t th a t la te  hour, to 
make some character of tem porary  
agreem ent w ith the city to prevent the 
construction of the new distribution 
system  by the new company, going so 
far as to th rea ten  to prevent the com­
pany coming in and then dealing h a rd ­
er w ith the citizens of Cisco because 
of the efforts th a t they had pu t fo rth  
to obtain an  independent system.

The Community N atural Gas Com­
pany was unsuccessful in th is and then 
on the 19th of June, 1934, in order to 
avoid competition, telegraphed Mr. 
Hickok, the president of Hielcok • Oil 
Corporation, offering to sell the Cisco 
plant. Being unsuccessful in  this, it 
again sought an opportunity  of getting 
the City to accept a low er ra te  and p re ­
venting its  g ran ting  the franchise to 
Cisco Gas Corporation and passing the 
minimum ra te  ordinance. The City 
officials being m indful of the trouble 
and expense th a t it had been put to in 
connection w ith the litigation and the 
treatm en t th a t it had received th rough­
out the en tire  procedure, and bearing 
in mind the existing situation  with 
reference to the efforts of the inde­
pendent operators and producers to 
sell gas, again refused to accept the 
low er rate, w ork was acutally  
started  on the construction of the 
p lan t of the Cisco Gas Corporation.

IVould Force Higher Rates
On Ju ly  30, 1934, there was mailed 

to each gas consum er in the City of 
Cisco a very lengthy le tter, which was 
erroneous in num erous respects. I t 
sta ted  th a t on June 20, 1934, the Com­
m unity N atural Gas reduced the dom­
estic gas ra te  from 67% cents to 60

cents. The tru th  is th a t on June  20, 
1934, the atto rneys for the Community 
N atural Gas Company w ere exhausting 
every effort to persuade the R ailroad 
Commission of Texas to ra ise  the m in­
im um ra te  from  67% cents to $1.77, 
less a  17 cent discount for the sm all­
est consum er. The judgm ent was not 
rendered by the R ailroad Commission 
until June  26,. 1934. The Community 
N atural Gas Company then  commenced 
billing its  custom ers a t 60 cents be­
cause under the law  th a t w as the low­
est ra te  th a t it  could charge, and it 
was desirous of com peting w ith the 
Cisco Gas Corporation.

The le tte r of Ju ly  30th s ta tes th a t 
“its  ability  to fu rn ish  a dependable 
and in terrup ted  gas service a t all tim es 
is unquestioned.” D uring the past 
few days the tow n has been flooded 
w ith im ported agents of the Commun­
ity  N atural Gas Company, who have 
sta ted  to you th a t the new company 
does not have a  sufficient supply of 
gas to m aintain an adequate supply 
a t a ll tim es. This sta tem ent is untrue 
and is known to be un true  by the h igh­
er officials of the Community N atural 
Gas Company, because they have 
frank ly  sta ted  th a t they  well know 
th a t the new corporation is financially 
able to m aintain an adequte supply of 
gas and carry  out its  contracts. I t  is 
now connected w ith 45 gas w ells in 
E astland  County. It has during the 
past few years practically  a t a ll times 
had w ells drilling, thus giving em­
ploym ent to our local men, and it is 
now, and will continue to be, able to 
m aintain  a gas supply sufficient for a 
g rea t m any tow ns the size of Cisco.

Advise Repudiation Of Agreement
This le tte r  advises you th a t the 

“card th a t you signed does not obli­
gate you to discontinue service from 
the Community N atural Gas Company,” 
and it  has, through its agents, offered 
ex trao rd inary  inducem ents in  connec­
tion w ith the sale of m erchandise to 
evade the sp irit of the law  which p re­
vents price cutting. I t  has in  effect 
tendered m ost unreasonable contracts, 
which are  nothing more than  petty 
bribes to p revent the people from re ­
m aining united in the ir efforts to, at 
/his time, stop the cam paign of greed 
and graft, which the Lone S ta r Gas 
Corporation and its subsidiaries have 
maintained because of the fact th a t 
hey have heretofore had a monopoly 
>n both the demand and supply.

New Company to Buy Local Gas
l b  is stated  in the le tte r  th a t the 

am ta ity  N atural Gas Company 
“c o n tin u e  to be an im portan t factor 
in t.hexjevblopment of Cisco and E ast- 
land Countysas a gas producing a rea .” 
The policy ttfat the Lone S tar Gas Cor­
poration  "has m aintained of monopo­
lizing the supply and preventing the 
operation of any independent company 
has been the cause of any num ber of 
sm all producers and companies being 
forced to sell out or cease operations. 
The am ount of gas th a t the Lone S tar 
Gas C orporation purchases in E astland  
County is insignificant when com par­
ed with the am ount of gas th a t it  p u r­
chases in foreign fields. Evei'y foot 
of gas th a t w ill be bought by the Cisco 
Gas C orporation will be purchased in 
E astland County, unless by chance in 
the course of years, when the Cisco 
G as/C orporation has developed a larg- 
ejAmarket, it m ight find it  necessary 

go to surrounding counties for gas 
in order to m aintain  an adequate sup­
ply a t all times.

This cam paign of m isrepresen ta­
tions and over-reaching is not for the 
purpose of offering to  the citizens of 
Cisco any unusual service because the 
executive officers of th e  Community 
N atural Gas Company have frankly  
sta ted  th a t they resen t the action of 
the City of Cisco in try ing  to get a 
m ore satisfactory  gas supply, but these 
represen tations and inducem ents are 
made for the sole purpose of p reven t­
ing the people from  rem aining united

in the ir efforts to b reak th is monopoly.
We feel th a t a m oral obligation is 

as strong as a  legal obligation, and 
th a t every citizen who carefully  con­
siders the h isto ry  of the en tire  s itua­
tion is going to prom ptly advise these 
agents, who now appear to be so con­
siderate of your w elfare, th a t the Com­
m unity N atural Gas Company has had 
several years, and these w ere the w orst 
years th a t the community has been 
through, to  show its  kind feeling, and 
inasm uch as it  has wholly failed to 
show any consideration for the citi­
zens, th a t you are  no t now in terested 
in  its  petty  efforts.

Start Unfair Competition
We sincerely feel th a t to  m ake these 

unreasonable contracts for ho t w ater 
heaters, cook stoves, refrigerators, etc., 
is m ost un fa ir to the Cisco Gas Cor­
poration, and is unfair to the citizen­
ship as a whole, which will be bene­
f i te d  m ateria lly  in the event th a t the 
new company is successful so as to 
re tire  itself w ithin a reasonable time, 
and thus give the citizens a  much 
cheaper ra te  th an  th a t which they are  
now receiving.

I t  w ill be appreciated if you will 
prom ptly advise us as to any sta te ­
m ent w hich might be made to  you w ith 
reference to the new company, so th a t 
we may have an opportunity  of m ak­
ing clear to  v—- the exact facts as they 
exist. We believe th a t the hundreds 
of good citizens who have been asso­
ciated w ith the employees in the w ork 
of constructing  the modern, up-to-date 
plant, w ill be happy to inform  you 
th a t every deal or transaction  th a t 
they have had has been an agreeable 
one, and th a t in the event the citizen­
ship rem ains united, you will join w ith 
us in conferring a m aterial benefit on 
our community, no t only for the p res­
ent, but for the years to come.

Are the  C om m unity  N a tu ra l H i­
jackers singing the ir swan song? 
T h e  a c t they  are now stag ing  would 
ind icate th a t  they  know th e ir  day 
is sho rt, and ere long they  will be 
w ith o u t a friend a t  court.

R ealizing the ir gam e of bluff in 
telling th e  people of Cisco and  East- 
land th a t  the  H ickok in terests  
would never build  the  Cisco gas 
system  has exploded, now they  are 
resorting  to  tactics of un fair busi­
ness m ethods by  offering expensive 
articles of m erchandise— gas refrig­
era to rs , heating  stoves, ranges, 
and  o ther m erchandise they  carry  
in s to c k —a t a  sm all down pay m en t 
and  on in sta llm en ts of one dollar 
per m on th , in com petition  w ith local 
m erchau ts who handle th is class of 
m erchandise. Of course no leg iti­
m ate  dealer can m eet th is kind of 
com petition , nor could th e  C om ­
m un ity  N a tu ra l H ijackers were they 
dependen t on these sales for their 
revenue.

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City Commission Wipes off 
Over Four Million of Bond

the  te rm s of se ttlem en t adop ted  by  
the  com m ission.

In  the  nego tia tions the Bond 
com m ittee  undertakes to  assem ble 
a  large per cen t of the bonds to  p e r­
fect th is agreem ent, and in the 
even t of a failure so to  do, w ithin 
90 days from  the acceptance of th is 
^lgreement, if th e  consen t of the 
n on -partic ipa ting  bondholders do 
n o t agree to  th is se ttlem en t, the  
bondholders com m ittee would agree 
to  join the  c ity  of Cisco in a pe tition  
in  the b a n k ru p t cou rt a t  Abilene, 
under the  provision of the  federal 
m unicipal b an k ru p tc y  ac t, which 
provides th a t  the  holders of 75 per 
cen t of the  defau lting  bonds could 
m ake a se ttlem en t betw een them  
an d  th e  city , w hich would com pell 
th e  25 per cen t to  accep t such se t­
tlem en t as binding upon them  as if 
they  had  acquiesced in the  original 
agreem ent. T h is would m ake the 
original agreem ent binding, and 
perfect the  agreem ent w hich was 
ratified  by th e  com mission M onday  
n ig h t and  approved  by  th e  New 
Y ork  com m ittee.

T h e  C itizen regrets th a t  we do 
n o t have the  space to  give in deta il 
the full te x t of th e  proposition  and 
th e  resolution of endorsem ent, and 
has a ttem p ted  only to  give a brief 
synopsis of these proceedings. How 
ver, th e  C itizen  cong ra tu la tes the 
c ity  com m ission for conducting  such 
an  acceptab le and beneficial solu 
tion  of the  bonded d eb t problem  
th e  legal end of which was looked 
afte r so ably  by  A tto rneys F orrest 
D . W righ t and R. E. G ran th am , to 
whom m uch of the c red it is due for 
bringing this vexed problem  to this 
successful issue.

Before the com mission had ra t i­
fied the  agreem ent M ayor B erry  
read an opinion from  J .  M . Wag- 
staff, of Abilene, to  whom  he had 
subm itted  the agreem ent, in which 
W agstaff gave it his endorsem ent 
as legal, and in keeping w ith  the 
s ta tu te s , bo th  s ta te  and federal, and 
s ta ted  he considered th is  se ttlem en t 
highly advan tageous to  the city.

M r. Nelson told the  com mission 
M onday  n igh t th a t  he an tic ipated  
th a t  i t  would be required to  en ter 
b an k ru p tcy  proceedings regardless 
of w hether a big m ajo rity  of the 
holders of th e  bonds accepted  the 
provisions, for there are a few of 
th e  bonds being held by school dis 
tr ic ts  whose officers are w ith o u t a u ­
th o rity  to  agree to  any kind of set 
tlem en t except full p ay m en t of the 
bonds and in te rest, and  these can ­
n o t be expected  to  accept th is  set 
tlem en t. H e said w ith  agreem ent

of T u rn e r & S eabury  and  A tto rney  
B urke to  join the  com m ittee by  
pooling the  bonds in the ir hands 
would give th e  com m ittee  m ore 
th an  the required  75 per cen t to  
en ter the  b an k ru p tcy  proceedings.

T h e  resolution  was form ally p re­
sented  to  the  com mission by  H . A. 
Bible, com m issioner, b u t before the 
resolution was acted  upon  by a roll 
call of the com m issioners, all had 
affixed the ir s igna tu res to  the  reso­
lu tion .

Cisco Woman is Held
R. F. T h rea t was found fatally  shot 

in  h is pasture , on his ranch  about 
nine m iles west of Cisco, about 5 
o’clock W ednesday evening. He was 
brought to the G raham  san itarium  
w here he passed away early  T hursday 
morning.

T hreet and a woman, Mary Lou 
Howell, living a t 1301 Avenue D, were 
seen to drive into the T hreet pasture  
early  W ednesday m orning by a ten ­
an t on the T hreet lands, who said 
they were followed by another car 
containing two men. L a te r in the day 
the Howell woman reported  to police 
th a t she and T hreet had been hijacked 
by two men, driving a  faded green car, 
she was tied and forced to lie on the 
ground while they attacked Threet. 
Im m ediately Justice  Joe W ilson and 
C. G. D aniels w ent to the scene and 
institu ted  a search  fo r T hreet.

was la te r  found on a quilt w ith a 
bullet hole in the top of h is head, and 
a therm ous jug  of w ater n ear by.

Passing  his pastu re  she 
stated  th a t T hreet said he would drive 
in and place some sa lt for his cattle. 
Two m en in another car followed 

Yhem. W hen T hreet and the woman 
reached a spot in the pastu re  she 
sta ted  they were confronted by two

men who forced her to lie down while 
they attacked Threet. A fter the a t­
tackers had departed she said she 
loosed herself from the bonds w ith 
which she was bound and came to 
Cisco and reported  the particu lars.

A son of T hreet said th a t his fa ther 
had a billfold containing $135 the day 
before. The billfold was found but 
the money was missing.

Justic  W ilson said charges of m ur­
der would be filed against the woman, 
who is still being held in  the city jail.

T h reet’s body is being held a t the 
Green F unera l Home pending burial 
arrangem ents which will likely be to ­
day.
