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Austin Bill Would Place All 
Freight and Passenger Motors 

Under Control R. R. Board

AUSTIN, Jan. 24.— Regulation of 
motor transport, including freight 
and passenger traffic upon the Texas 
highways would be placed under the 
jurisdiction of the railroad commis­
sion, and such transportation com­
panies declared common carriers, un­
der a bill introduced in the house by 
Representative Rugler and others.

The bill would give the railroad 
commission the same authority to 
prescribe rates and schedules as it 
now has over the railroads of Texas.

The bill provides that the railroad 
commission shall have the power 
and authority to supervise and reg­
ulate the public service rendered by 
auto-transportation companies op­
erating over the public highways in 
this state; to fix just, fair and rea­
sonable rates, fares and charges to 
be charged by such companies. The 
commission is also to prescribe the 
routes over which such transporta- 
t on companies are to operate.

Such transportation companies 
shall also be required to obtain 
from the commission a certificate of 
convenience and necessity showing 
there is a need fur the operation of 
such motor transportation concerns. 
The certificate shall also designate 
the territory over which the appli­
cant is to operate. An annual fee of 
$10 is to be paid by such company 
for each motor vehicle employed in 
the transportation business.

Banking and Insurance.
By a vote of 83 to 29, the house 

passed finally the Carpenter-Irwin- 
Melson bill providing for the sepa- 
artion of the department o f insur­
ance from that of banking. The bill 
also creates the office of commission­
er in insurance with an annual sal­
ary o f $6,000 a year; the bill oVi- 
ginally contained a salary of $10,- 
000 a year.

Irwin obtained favorable com­
mittee reports on several of his 
banking bills by house committee 
on banks and banking Among

! cent., was indicated by Representa- 
I tive Lackey of Dewitt, chairman of 
the house committee on revenue 
nnd taxation, before which this and 

i other revenue measures have been 
I introduced.

Lackey added that the indcpend- 1 
ent producers will not approve the 
enactment of a bill providing such 
a heavy tax, in fact he said it was 

j shown at the meeting of the com- 
I mittee considering the bill, that ( 
such a heavy tax would drive most 

| of the independents out of busi- 
|ness, especially in the shallow fields.

A c impromise may be reached on 
a bill which was introduced by 
Representative Culp, which fixes 
the gross production tax at 2 1-2 per 

i cent., which is a flat increase from 
the present tax. This bill has an 
excellent chance of passage in lieu 
of the Coffee bill.

The Culp bill also seeks to im­
pose a gross production tax of 2 1-2 
per cent, of sulphur. This is a new 
proposition, as sulphur has not here­
tofore been subject to such a tax.

The Melson severance tax bill has 
received a favorable committee re­
port. This is the bill which seeks 
to tax the various resources severed 
from the soil, but oil and sulphur 
are exempted, as these products are 
separately taxed.

Announcement is made that the 
membership committee of the Cisco 
chamber of commerce is shortly to 
inaugurate a drive for additional 
members, that it will be a snappy, 
high-voltage campaign and that the 
committee will be satisfied with 
nothing less than the addition of 200 
new names to the roll.

The committee is composed of 
Messrs. J. T. Berry, Aaron Mayhew, 
L. H. McCrea, K. H. Pittard and M. 
I). Odum. The drive will start about 
February 5 and a suggested plan is 
to divide the entire membership into 
two teams, each with a captain or 
maybe a colonel at its head. The 
teams would then . woop down on the 
community and capture as many new 
members as possible, the most suc­
cessful team to be the guest o f the 
losers at a chicken dinner.

Contests of this sort are usually 
very popular and the membership

drive, if staged along this line, should 
prove a big success.

The Cisco American would like to 
see this campaign put on in a prac­
tical manner and then pushed to the 
limit. In the past entirely too many 
people have failed to function with 
their chamber of commerce, and the 
body has necessarily been weakened 
by this lack o f cooperation.

Fully 80 per cent, o f the heads of 
Cisco families should be paying, at- 
‘ ending, interest-taking members of 
this organization. With a membership 
of this extent and caliber, the body 
would be a truly democratic one, 
would make fewer mistakes of omis- 

, slon and commission and soon be- 
. come a powerful lever for the fur­
ther commercial advancement of the 
community.

The following is 
the language of the judgment enter­
ed on the court’s records:

“ Judgment for plaintiff, approving 
counties IclassifyinK and establishing its claim 

as prayed for in its amended petition 
for the full amount sued for.”

Included in the award to the coun­
ty was $72,000 of county school 
funds. Another suit covering this 
sum was filed in the 88th district 
court, making the signers o f the 
school bond and the state guaranty 
fund jointly defendants. The attor­
ney general’s department sought to 
have this item stricken from the suit 
in the 91st district court on the 
ground that there was another suit 
pending covering the same subject 
matter. This motion was denied by 
Judge Davenport, however, and the 
judgment for the school funds was 
included in the award.

THE BIBLE AND STATE SCHOOLS
\Y. E. Gilliland, editor o f the Baird Star, is opposed 

to the bill recently introduced in the Texas legislature 
which would compel the reading o f the Bible in the pub­
lic schools o f this state. Mr. Gilliland’s very good reason 
is that parents worthy of the title should look after this 
important matter at home; that in fact they are not true 
parents if they permit their children to grow up in ignor­
ance of the greatest book of all the ages.

In the opinion of the Cisco American, Mr. Gilliland 
is correct. The plan now in vogue in Cisco— that o f per­
mitting students to spend one hour each week in the 
church of their choice for instruction in the Bible— is 
first-class and a step in the right direction. However, ev­
en this should not relieve Christian parents of their duty 
relative to Bible study in the home, nor that of family 
’prayer daily and thanks at each meal to the giver o f all 
good things. It is time these old-time customs were re­
vived and the pastors of the various denominations can 
do much to this end if they will buckle down, take a firm 
stand and demand the aid and cooperation o f so-called 
church leaders.

Nothing can take the place o f the truly Christian 
home, and no nation is stronger than its average home.

Mr. Gilliland says: We yield to none in reverence for the Bible. We 
believe it is God's Inspired Word. We believe it is the preatest book ever 
written. We believe it gives a correct account of creation, in spite o f the 
highbrow evolutionists «nd revolutionists in all the world, ancient and mod 
ern, but we oppose any law to compel teachers to read the sacred scriptures 
in the Texas public schools. Why?

Because we have always opposed the doctrine of force in morals and 
religion, and furthermore to force Bible reading in our public schools we 
believe will have a bad effect upon the rising generation. Jesus Christ never 
tried to force people to be religious. He tried to persuade, not force, people 
to accept His precepts and opposed the Use of force. He possessed the power 
to use force more than any man who ever lived, because he was both human 
and divine, yet He never used force but once; when he drove the money 
changers and worldlings from the Temple. When Peter drew his sword and 
proceeded to carve up the hosts of evil that came to arrest Him, the nigh: 
before He was crucified. He ordered Peter to put up his sword and right 
then and there Peter lost his nerve, because his Master refused to let him 
use force to prevent His arrest.

Modern Peters want to use force to make the people hear God'- 
Word, read or spoken.

Let the children get the idea that the law is trying to force religion 
on them, and you will cause many to be infidels, or worse, agnostics, when 
they grow up.

If parents would do their duty at home, their children would not 
grow up in ignorance of the Bible.

Some people neglect properly training their children, then rush to 
the legislature to have laws passed to force their children to do something 
in the public schools— listen to Bible reading that parents should have taught 
them at home.

We hope this bill will not pass. It is a vicious, foolish proposition, 
though no doubt instigated by well meaning church members.

THE VETOED PENSION BILL
The public knew very little about the Bursum pen- 

son bill until President Harding vetoed it. Since that ve­
to, there has been a general feeling o f relief at the coun­
try's escape from an enormous financial drain.

The immediate outlay was estimated at $108,000,000 
a year, in addition to present pension expenditures. The 
President has figured the final cost at no less than $50,- 
000,000,000— nearly twice as much as the world war has 
cost this country already; and that may be a moderate 
estimate.

Congress has always been generous to war veterans, 
and the country has usually approved. It would be hard, 
however, to convince the public that there is any com­
pelling reason just now for paying the civil war veteran* 
$72 a month, whether they saw service or not, and paying 
all veterans widows $50 a month. The latter proposal 
would confer pensions on many thousands o f young wo­
men marrying aged veterans, and thus having no legiti­
mate war claim on the nation’s generosity. The United 
States is still paying pensions to widows of veterans o f the 
war of 1812.

The worst thing about any such benevolence is the 
precedent it establishes. A  new standard would be set for 
400,000 veterans o f the Spanish war and the 4,000,000 
veterans of the world war. There is always danger that 
the business-like policy adopted in recent years, of war 
risk insurance and compensatory payment and care for 
disabled veterans, will be swept away and the old crude 
pension grant system re-established with all its wasteful­
ness. The congressional habit ought to be broken.

George Washington, in the trying 
days of the Revolution, won his way 
into the hearts of people by remark­
able leadership qualities. Not only 
die he lead thorn successfully in war 
but i the days of reconstruction fol- 
! w i:.g the war, his policies of prac­
ticing national economy and thrift 
helped the colonies to weather the 
storm and make a stand as a nation.

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EXAMINING AUTOMOBILE DRIVERS
Civic officials and local automobile men of an ea-tern 

city put their heads together to frame an ideal traffic code 
for the state. The result included regulation of speed, sim­
plified driving rules and the separation o f fast and careless 
driving as offenses under the law, and suggested penalties 
o f varying degree for violations. A report o f the proceed­
ings closed with this sentence: “ There is no provision foi 
the licensing and examination of drivers.” The members 
o f that commission might well quote to one another those 
famous words, “ There you and I and all of us fell down.”

There are two good reasons for requiring examination 
and license before permitting any individual to drive a car. 
One is that this makes it fairly certain that no obviously 
incompetent person will be set at large with a power-driven 
vehicle. The other reason is, that the preliminary inquiries 
would help to fix in every driver’s m ’nd, from the first, ; 
sense o f his responsibility. As long as the unfit and the 
wilfully or cheerfully irresponsible are allowed to cake cars 
out into traffic, all other safety r e . t r m s  . ill operate a 
a disadvantage.

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A. Reich is a Successful Farmer 
and One o f  the Pioneers o f  the 

Cisco Country— He Diversifies
A. Reich, who lives 3 miles south 

of Cisco on the Pioneer and Cross 
Plains road, is an “ old timer’’ in this 
county. It is very interesting to hear 
him tell o f the early struggles the 
pioneers in farming had in their com­
bat with nature to make it yield up 
a sustenance for their families—  
and yet, they did not know that na­
ture was ready and willing to do this 
if they only touched the right but­
ton.

In 1884, thirty-eight years ago, 
Mr. Reich brought his wife and little 
son from Germany to this country 
to try his fortune in this far away 
land. He soon bought the land he 
now farms— on easy payments, of 
course, because he had no money—  
and began his struggle.

The drouth of ’8G and ’87 caught 
him unprepared and he was compell­
ed to work on the railroad for a 
while in order that his family might 
live. But he, like numbers of others, 
held on, and today he has a real old 
time farm home.

The location of his home and farm 
is beautiful. The house is situated on 
a hill, while his farm lies to the ea<t 
and south in a very fertile and level 
valley. He has nearly 300 acres in 
cultivation, fenced hog proof, on 
which he raises feed of all kinds and ’ 
some wheat and cotton as money 
crops. It is likely he will plant more 
cotton than usual this year on ac­
count of the dry weather which has 
probably hurt the grain prospect. 
About 240 acres in pasture, all hog 
proof, lies across the road, in which 
he has hogs and cattle, and eleven ' 
head of work mules and horses. His 
work teams are quite different from 
what they were when he began life 
on this farm. Then, his team was a ! 
yoke of oxen.

His big barns are full of feed and 
a long line of sheds give protection 
to his stock.

Chickens are all over the place.; 
No one seemed to know just how 
many there were. He milks 8 cows; 
we visited his 10x 12 stone milk! 
house. A cream separator is in use.

A wash house, with a gasoline en- \ 
gine to run the washing machine, 
adjoins the milk house, while a wind-j 
mill pumps the using water about the 
place. A cistern, which rarely ever! 
goes dry, is used for drinking pur-j 
poses. Another well, with a hand \ 
pump, is in the yard, and is used in 
times of extreme drouth.

Friend Reich is 68 years of age. 
while his wife is 60. They have thir­
teen children, 8 boys and 5 girls,; 
ranging in ages from 16 to 39 years. 
Reich and his family have worked 
hard, and by strict economy have 
builded their home and surrounded 
it with comforts and conveniences., 
but they are still busy— all finding 
real pleasure in their work. A. Reich 
is a familiar figure about town, where j 
he sells the produce of the farm. 
Eggs, butter an& milk are furnished 
to regular customers, who would 
miss him greatly if his visits should 
cease.

This story would not be complete 
if we did not mention the big supply 
o f bacon, hams and the real old coun­
try sausage, in their natural casings 
and in sacks, that we saw hanging 
up, awaiting the time when they will 
be used.
