The City Commission had a 
called session at 4:00 o’clock 
Tuesday afternoon. Among 
other thingsbrought up for dis­
cussion was the proposed trip 
of representatives to New York 
to meet with representatives of 
the bondholders there in the en­
deavor to take some steps to­
ward a plan for working out the 
financial difficulties of the city. 
Mayor Berry brought up the 
matter and asked for expres­
sions from members of the com­
mission on the trip. Hfe de­
clared that unless the body 
should vote unanimously for the 
making of the trip that he 
would not go to New York and 
unless the commission unani­
mously felt that some good 
would be accomplished in such 
trip he did not think it advis­
able to make it. Commissioner 
Burnett then moved that the 
action taken at the previous 
meeting favoring the trip be 
rescinded. Commissioner Fee 
seconded this motion, and upon 
vote the motion carried three to 
two.

In connection with the above 
motion it was voted to invite the 
representatives of the bond­
holders to meet with members 
of the commission either in Cis­
co or in Dallas for a conference 
concerning the matter.

The bonded indebtedness 
question will probably be taken 
up farther at the next regular 
meeting of the commission 
which will be next Monday 
afternoon.

We believe that Mayor Berry 
and the commission should be 
commended on this action. We 
may be wrong in this, as accord­
ing to some of the would-be 
molders of the city affairs we 
most alw ays are, but we don’t 
mind saying that we can hard­
ly see what might be gained by 
that proposed New York trip. 
Some of its leading advocates 
have admitted that little if any­
thing could hope to be accom­
plished by the trip. About the 
only good hoped for seemed to 
be to show the representatives 
of the bondholders that our city 
is willing to do its part toward a 
a settlement. And it just seems 
that that point can be shown 
without any such trip as propos­
ed. It is a fact that cannot well 
be disputed that some of these 
representatives are going to 
find it necessary to come here 
themselves anyway that they 
may determine just what con­
dition our city is really in. 
And if after finding this out to 
their own satisfaction they are 
inclined to make a settlement 
that our city can really afford 
to make, then will be the time 
to show our willingness to do 
our part toward such settlement 
Whether the bondholders re­
presentatives will ever agree to 
a settlement which our people 
can really afford to make re­

mains to be seen. We do not feel 
that we should necessarily be 
arbitrary about making some 
amicable settlement if that can 
be done. On the other hand we 
do not feel called upon to calm­
ly and unhesitatingly agree to 
any proposition which they see 
fit to make.

It is a matter which must 
have close and careful study as 
to the proper action to take. 
But in face of the fact that there 
seems to be a large portion of 
that bonded indebtedness which 
was made without the vote or 
knowledge of the peopler and a 
number of very capable attor­
neys have agreed that there is 
very serious doubt about such 
paper being collectable if put to 

I the court test, we do not feel it 
■ proper or just to agree to any 
unreasonable proposition of any 

j kind concerning the settlement 
; of paper of that kind.

It depends in a great measure 
j what the variance of opinion 
j is as to what a “reasonable” set­
tlement would consist of in this 
case.

We grant the main arguing 
point of those so strongly in 
favor of making some kind of 
early compromising settlement 
—that if the matter is taken to 
court it will delay the progress 
of the city until some disposal 
is made of it. On the other 
hand we do not believe that the 
people of Cisco are in favor of 
practically giving aVay what 
assets we have here, and sad­
dling upon themselves a burden 
of future debt just in order to 
make an immediate settlement 
on those bonds. And to us it 
appears a rank injustice to 
place bonafide authorized in­
debtedness on a par with paper 
which appears to have been 
made without the people’s 
knowledge or consent.

But if any immediate settle­
ment can be hoped for there is 
going to have to be much con­
ceded on the part of all concern­
ed. And it appears to us that it 
is the part of the representa- 
tices of the bondholders to make 
a proposition if they have one 
in mind. And before they can 
reasonably do this they are cer­
tainly going to have to come 
right here to find out for them­
selves the facts concerning our 
town.

We hope that they will decide 
that that is the thing for them 
to do. In our humble opinion 
that is the only way for them to 
gain the knowledge on this 
which they should and must 
have before they can be in a po­
sition to make any kind of a 
proposition on it.

On this basis we consider the 
proposed New! York trip entire­
ly unnecessary, and we believe 
that the people of Cisco as a 
whole, will commend Mayor 
Berry and his supporting com­
missioners on such action.

Dr. Lee Clark Is 
New Randolph Head

Dr. Lee Clark Tuesday an­
nounced his acceptance of the 
presidency of Randolph College 
here. He is a son of Randolph 
Clark and a man very promi­
nent in school work in Texas. 
He was offered this position 
some two weeks ago. He re­
signed from the faculty of North 
Texas State Agricultural Col­
lege to accept. He arrived here 
Thursday, and met with the Ro­
tary Club here at noon, where 
he made a very interesting ad­
dress.

A mass meeting to discuss the 
interests and plans of the col­
lege at the Cisco high school 

i auditorium Thursday evening, 
had a large attendance. Dr. 
Clark and Dr. John W. Tyndall 
were the principal speakers of 
the evening. They told of plans, 
hopes and outlook for the col­
lege, and urged a full coopera­
tion on the part of Cisco’s cit­
izenship.

Renewed interest is being 
shown on the part of the peonle 
here in this institution which 
certainly can be made a won­
derful asset to our city if hand­
led properly. The election of 
Dr. Clark as the new head of the 
school adds much to the grow­
ing prospects of Randolph, and 
we bespeak for it a promising 
future under his direction.

Every State Noiv
Has Some Angoras

Ttf Y0Ü are accustomed to think of 
* the angora goat as one of those queer 
“ furrln animules” that you would have 
to go abroad to see in his native habi­
tat, it may come with surprise to 
learn that there are more angora goats 
right here in the United States than 
in any other country in the world, and 
that consequently this country leads 
the world in its output of mohair, the 
fleece of the angora.

The year '49 which saw the great 
gold rush to California also was the 
occasion for the entry of nine incon­
spicuous Immigrants, the first nngora 
goats to be brought into this country. 
Evifl utly they found their surround­
ings congenial, for they flourished and 
multiplied and sent for a lot of their 
relatives to join them, until now there 
are fully three and a half million of 
these useful creatures here, clearing 
off the brush land, increasing grain 
yield, and at the same time producing 
a total clip of 17,000,000 pounds of 
mohair yearly. Every state In the Un-

ion has at least a few members of the 
family, but the great bulk is centered 
in Texas, Arizona, Oregon, New Mex­
ico, California and Missouri.

Mohair or angora fleece must not 
be confused with wool. Mohair is even 
stronger than wool, very lustrous and. 
due to its structural difference, much 
easier than wool to keep clean. Mo­
hair has many uses for clothing, dra­
peries, rugs and other domestic appli­
cations but by far its most significant 
uses are for furniture find automobile 
upholstering, for which it is made up 
Into a pile fabric called molutir vel 
vet or sometimes velmo for short 
Twelve million yards of this fabric 
are in use in passenger trains today 
due to its extreme durability combined 
with pleasing appearance and fade 
less dyes, while over a hundred mil 
lion yards, it has horn estimated, are 
on the highways in the form of auto 
mobile upholstery.

The skin of the angora is used for 
making gloves, while the meat, called 
chevon, is much like lamb or mutton 
But, of course, by far the most ini 
portnnt use of the angora goat Is its 
mohair fleece which you probably rest 
on every time you take out your car.
