Chinese Warn Invasion of Settlement May Be Necessary

JAP PROPOSAL
IS REGARDED
SKEPTICALLY

battle and Chinese forces warned
they might invade the settlement if
they deemed it necessary to pursue
the Japanese attackers.

To this new threat against the
foreign colony in Shanghai, Brig.-
Gen, George Fleming, Britisher, in
charge of the settlement defense
forces told the Chinese such a
course would bring from the defend-
ers the word to shoot down the
Chinesey pursuers.

On «the diplomatic front the
Washington government was known
to view with mixed feelings of skep-
ticism and concern a Japanese pro-
posal for establishing neutral zones
around the main Chinese cities.
Without officially commenting, gov-
ernment sources expressed amaze-
ment at the Japanese maneuver
which was frankly viewed in the
light of an "attempt to partition
China contrary to previous assur-
ances against such a course.

eral government put $587,767,881 in-
to the regulation, aid and improve-
ment of the nation's business last
year, The expenditure concerned
the livelihood of practically every
worker.

Boiled down, the year’s expendi-
ture averaged $14 on the job held
by every full time wage earner in
the country.

A half billion dollars is a lot of |
money, but even it does not repre-
sent the government’s total invest-
ment in business for the year. Every
state has its corporation or railroad
and power commissions, its dep'ut-
ment of labor, its department
agriculture, and its bank and insm
ance regulatory bodies. And this |
year the federal government,
through the new Finance Recon-
struction Corporation and new farm |
and home finance measures, will|
add from a half, to two billion, more ;
to the total. Like it or not, the gov-
ernment is not only in business, but
it is in up to its neck.

Aid to Farmers

The word business, as used here,
obviously includes the husiness of
farming. The government last year
put more actual cash into agricul
ture than into any other enterprise
by which its citizens seeks to make
a living.

First, take the Department of Ag-
riculture’'s total expenditure and
strip it of all highway, forest, game
food and drug and other non-agri-
cultural expenditures. That leaves
$156,274,872. Add to this the Federal

Farm Board's appropriation, sub-
tracting from the total amount
loaned and expended the amount

paid back and the interest received,
and adds also the amount expend-
ed by the Farm Loap Bureau of the
Treasury. The total is $308,548.660.
more than half of the annual total
for all business.

The census showed a 1930 farm
population of 30,447,550 and a total
of 10,482,323 actually engaged 1n
farming. From these figures it de-
veloped that the Federal government
alone invested $29 on each farmer’s
job as compared to an increase of
$14 for all workers. True that
around $150,000,000 of the total was
in the form of a loan, but that is
what agriculture got in the way of
Federal aid during the past fiscal
year, after the amount agriculture
paid back had been subtracted.

Railroads Big Problem

The railroads are quite g problem
of the Federal government now as,
according to some railroad execu-
tives, the Federal government is to
the roads.

In its weekly review of business
aud financi2l conditions The Wall
Street Journal says

In the asbence of any encourage
ment regarding business prospects

the leading stocks expevienced gen- |

eral declines during the past week
Reports from the steel incdustry
showed that production was losing
ground following last month's mod-
erate upturn.

Freight traffic figures, electrical
consumption statistics, and other
reliable irade indexes, refiected a
business movement that was run-
ning consistentiy below the corres
ponding period last year. Advices
from the heavy industries. and from
ines producing capital gcods were
unenthusiastic, and this situation
reacted unfavorably on stock mar-
ket senitmexnt.

Probably the principal influence
actuating selling in the main body
of stocks was the feeling in specu-
lative guarters that advancing tend-
encies would be restrained by cx-
isting economic  conditions  until
an opportunity had been afforded tc
determine the effectiveness of the
Reconstructicn Finance Corp., in
restoring public confidence. How-
ever. considerable cptimism was
entertained by -important banking
interests regarding the outlook in
this respect.

[LLINOIS PLANS
COURT TEST ON
HORSE RACING

SPRINGFIELD, Ill., Feb. 8.— Fu-
ture of horse racing in Illinois is at
stake in litigation organizating in
the Madison county circuit court at
Edwardsville and which seeks to
test the validity of a state law
which permits pari mutuel betting.

The test case was brought by
State Senator James O. Moore, Col-
linsville, who recently pleaded guilty
to four counts in connection with
the alleged violation of the racing
law and was sentenced to four days’
imprisonment. He has appealed.
Monroe was tried on charges of
staging a horse racing meet after
the regular Fairmount meeting at
East St. Louis and of holding one of
the races after sundown.

Illegal Operation.

The law which Monroe seeks to
test is the one which permits the
operation of pari-mutuel betting
systems. If the statute is found to

Several
other parks in the metropolitan area
and the Fairmount oval at East St.
Louis also represent huge outlays.

Fair Aided.

To date no test has ever been
made of the racing law which was
enacted several years ago. Under
the law state revenue derived from
the operation of tracks is distributed
to county fairs for premium funds.

That the supreme court is inter-

ested in the case is seen in its recenf
action in which, though it permitted
the Thornton Dog Racing Club, Chi~
cago; to withdraw an appeal in the
case originating in Cook county, it
declined to allow withdrawal of rec-
ords and briefs which had been sub=
mitted.

Test of the law will be based on
the ground that it is discriminating,

fair, to race dogs as it is to race
horses. )
