Money for the overpass that

Cisco is hopeful that a similar al-
location from this fund will per-
mit the construction of a under-
pass at the north end of D ave-
nue by means of which Highway
23 would be taken under both
the Texas and Pacific and the
Katy tracks which cross the high-
way at that point.

RIO DE JANERO, Brazil, Nov.
26. () — An alleged plot to en-
list the first cavalry regiment,
quartered here, in a communist
rebellion was thwarted today as
the revolt dead stood at about
sixty men.

Lieutenant Fontoura was ar-
rested, charged with attempting
to incite the cavalry in an unit
revolt.

After nearly a day of fighting

insurgents were driven back to-
ward Socorro by the military gar-
rison of Recife, where it was re-|
ported 60 were killed and 100
captured.

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No Foreign Wars, But U. S.
Will Be Prepared - Blanton

“I will never vote to send our American boys to fight a

war in any other country,”

Cong. Thomas L. Blanton told

the 85 persons gathered at the Laguna hotel for the regular
monthly dinner of the Cisco Boosters last night. “But you
people needn’t be afrald that we won't be prepared to meet

any forelgn invasion.’

Cong. Blanton said the country would be adequately

equipped to repel any attempt
possessions, and declared that

to invade American shores or

preparedness is the best assurance
of peace. His statements came
in the ‘course of an interesting dis-
cussion of the necessity of mili-
tary defenses for the nation which
concluded an address that began
with assurance of assistance in
the development of the Lake Cis-
co state park area.

Blanton urged that the park be
made a metropolitan one rather
than a state-owned and controll-
ed resort. “You don’t want Aus-
tin charging your folks for every
use they make of the park,” he
said. “It wouldn’t set well with
them. Why, they might charge
you every time you went out
there to have a picnic. You don’t
want anything like that.”

He said that Cisco would al-
ready have had a CCC camp for
the development of the area had
not 54 camps of the number orig-
inally allotted to Texas been cut
off because of the lack of man-
power on the relief rolls to man
them.
