BRITISH ARMOUR- PIERCING
GUNS WRECK 17 COUNTER:
ATTACKING GERMAN TANKS

NORTH AFRICA, May 5. — American

No.rth of Lake Achkel, American and
French forces pushed advance elements to
within 10 miles of Bizerte, while east of Mateur
the Americans repulsed weak but desperate
enemy counter attacks in the hills beyond the
River Tine.

On the road southeast of Mateur—where
the American thrust threatens to flank the main
Axis hill defenses west .of Tunis — the 2nd

Corps unit advanced five miles toward an im-
portant pass.

The Americans were not yet meeting in-
tense opposition in their efforts to close in on
Bizerte, although it was regarded as certain
that a hard battle for the naval base was in
prospect. One U. S. column, aided by French
Goumiers, swung around the west shores of
Lake Achkel, through heavy scrub, to Djebel
Chemti, on the north side of the lake, where
they took up positions about noon Tuesday.

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NED ON BIZERTE
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COERCION.

There are two basic facts about !

such labor strikes as have lately
interrupted domestic peace and
threatened the safety of this na-
tion.

The first is the domestic danger
that cdmes from forcing up wages
arbitrarily, instead of holding
tiiem even by sound economic
policy. Such procedure staris a
movement in which prices and
wages may spiral up together,
each trying to keep on top, until
ihe contagion spreads, money
standards are wrecked and mil-
lions of people are ruined.

The second danger is closely
allied with the first. It is the
piacing of great power in the
hands of men, whether of capital
¢r labor, who acknowledge no
public responsibility and no alle-
giance to the government, but
plunge ahead reckléssly with their
own policies.

These are times when govern-
ment, labor and private enter-
prise all have to' stand together,
lest they all fall together.

It can be said that, in these re-
cent domestic struggles, govern-
ment and capital have been acting
rather fairly on the whole. The
economic 'boat-rocking has been
done by labor representatives.
Not by all, or even by a majority,
but by haughty minority groups,
who would recklessly pull down
ithe economic structure over their
own heads if they had thier own
way.

Undoubtedly there are wage in-
equities to be remedied, but it
should be accomplished by legiti-
mate procedure, not by arbitrary
compulsion.

WORKERS.

She rented a room
with kitchenette but no separate
bath to a young couple who work-
"ed in a defense plant.

What do shipwrecked people
ialk about, when they float for
weeks on life rafts, as so many
are condemned to do in these evil
times? It may easily be imagin-
ed that their discussions are not
very poetical or intellectual. At
first they may center keenly on
thoughts of rescue. But this phase
doesn’t last long. Hunger drives
them to its antithesis, and they
talk endlessly about food. They
discuss what they have eaten n
happier times, and what they
would like to eat in their present
plight. They canvass all the pos-
sibilities of getting something to
eat. Nature, in its timeless effort
to maintain life, concentrates
thought and feeling in that one
quest, the common pursuit of all
living things.

And it isn’t only at sea that this
phenomenon is seen. As the war
devours human resources, nations
and races more and more concen-
trate on this common quest for
icod. Already perhaps three-
fourths of mankind, if not poig-
nantly hungry; are suffering from
continuous lack of proper nour-
ishment and the ailments that it
breeds. It will be so until the
universal war ends, and longer.
And the marks of this want will
Le left upon the bodies and souls
of mankind for a generation.

Happy in this situation is Amer-
ica, which in its plenty is able to
divide so much with hungry
friends.
