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COMING AMERICAN SUPERHIGHWAY ‘.

Compared with Detroit’s plan for a “supernighway,” |
the best of our present highways, local, state or national, |
seem amateurish and trifling. Detroit has a'big vision of|

he transportation future, and is starting to prepare for
it. The city is acquiring right-of-way for 217 miles of |
highway, all 204 feet wide, which will include all the ne- |
cessary kinds of suburban traffic and give full scope to|
the motor car. i

In the middle there will be a space of 84 feet foﬂ
rapid transit trolley lines, sereened by trees and shrubs. On
each side of this space there will be a 20-foot roadway for
express motor traffic, bordered by more shrubbery and a
safety zone strip. Then there will be, outside of these,
20-foot spaces for motor parking and 20-foot roadways
for local motor traffic. The extreme outside will be 15-
foot sidewalks for pedestrians.

No stream of traffic, whether trolley, express motor, |
slow motor or pedestrian, will be allowed to cross any |
other. Streams of traffic will flow ahead smoothly, and
run easily into other streams. Crossings are provided for
at intervals, overhead and underground.

Back of this pioneer highway engineering is a big
idea. Detroit, creator of the motor age which changes
the face of the land, has decided that the traffic problem
is not merely to “decentralize traffic” but to “decentralize
cities.” It sees the future city as not one vast mass of
population but a “metropolis,” a “mother of cities,” the
central business place surrounded by many pleasant citiés
and towns, with the people living virtually in the country
and coming and going quickly and easily in their auto-
mobiles. It is a glorious vision, which may prove true
eventually for scores of American cities.

It is understood that the high school athletic asso-

modious grandstand for next year and the years to come.
This is certainly good news. With a winning football
team next year, and practically all of the games to be
played in Cisco, this city will undoubtedly be called on to
entertain many large crowds of people from the surround-
g towns.

American capitalism has reached the limit of its power
in home markets and is compelled to seek expansion
abroad. This being impossible by economic means, the
United States will be compelled to overthrow European
countries by military power. American militarism is
raising its head high above the whole world as an ad-
vancing, destructive force.”
' We fought in the World war, declares Trotsky, to
gain supremacy over England, which country in turn
fought for supremacy over France. Now we are going to
beat up the world in general to make it buy goods from
us. He sees Bolshevism as ‘“the only real obstacle in our
path.”

All of this is news to Americans. Of more importance,
perhaps, than the statements quoted above, is the fact
that Trotsky made them to the Red army created by him
as the good right arm of the Soviet government.

The rest of the world is probably more interested in
Herr Trotsky’s brand of militarism than ours.
