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TRAGIC COMEDY.

If the people of this country—
including political leaders in
Washington—really wanted to
control inflation, they could do
€0. :

The country is faced with ris-
ing prices. Why? Read the head-
lires .in the newspapers of a sin-
gle day.

A million and a quarter railway
workers demand further wage in-
creases. Hundreds of thousands
of coal miners demand additional
wage increases.

One faction of shipyard work-
ers announce they will withdraw
their “no strike for the duration”
agreement if a national labor re-
lations board decision favors an-
other labor faction.

And then, labor leaders call on
ihe president to reduce the cost of
living.

They all blame the farmer who
is short of machinery, short of
farm labor, unable to pay war
wages, but charged for everything
he buys on a war-wage scale.

The situation would be comical
if it were not tragic.

Unless we, as individuals and
collective groups within the na-
tion, show less greed and morz
Jove for our country, it is a total
waste of time to talk about con-
trolling inflation—no power on
earth can stop it, until the ex-
plosion comes.

REAL NATIONAL DEFENSE.

The year 1942 closed with fire
losses totaling $314,849,000, which
was two and one-third per cent
under the total of $322,357,000 for
1941, according to figures just re-
Jessed by the. national board of
{fire underwriters.

At a first glance this would not
ceem like a startling item—but
when considered in connection
with our war effort and the hun-
dreds of millions of dollars in war
preducts and war building that
were involved over and above
any preceding year, the fact that
{fire losses actually dropped in
1942 under 1941, is a most remari-
able record.

This record was not just an ac-
cident. It was due to a combina-
tion of efforts—continuous fire
prevention education as carried
on by insurance companies and
newspapers, better fire depart-
ments, and excellent work by
ciime prevention agencies and
thiose charged with contrel of
sabotage of war efforts. The re-
sult was a reduction in fire losses
it a year which was most critical
in this nation’s all-out war effort.

There was probably no greater
contributing factor to lower fire
losses than the fire-consciousness
that is being instilled in school
c¢hildren, housewives and em-
ployes in all industries and fac-
tories. They are becoming aware
of the fact that a fire prevented
is the surest way to save property.
This is bearing fruit in every
community. The war has but
emphasized the need for coopera-
tion by every individual in the
land. Every effort should be
made to make 1943 an even better
year than 1942, because the need
for fire prevention increases as
supplies of all manner of materi-
als become more scarce.

MIXED TIME.

Americans, who always want to
know what time it is, seem to be
getting more and more mixed up
about it. There is Eastern time,
Central time and Mountain time
and Pacific time, and daylight-
saving time and war time and
ovher times all mixed up together,
with state boundaries and rail-
roads and airplanes and radio in-
creasing the confusion. Father
Time himself must be puzzled.

It was clear enough in the old
days when we simply divided the
country into north-and-south
slices somewhat like sections of
an orange. But it is a changed
world now, far more complex and
sensitive to any monkeying with
the electric clock.

“Sun time” was once the most
satisfactory of all. Probably it
i5 yet to farmers. But otherwise
nothing now is so simple as that.
The sun as a chronometer seems
to have served his purpose = for
most people. Even the farmers,

’

when they get into town or into
the next state, or turn on the
radio, are likely to get into
trouble. And good old Greenwich
itself, the famous English time-
keeper for the  world, doesn't
seem to be really on the job any
more as far as ordinary people
are concerned.

Most European countries seem
to have a simpler system. French
ang Italian time, for instance,
have long operated in 24-hour
units instead of two units of 12
hours each. It would seem very
queer for Americans to have sup-
per at 19 o’clock instead of seven,
but people might get used to it.

So, we might try it—when we
run out of other things to experi-
ment with.

NOTHER excellent example of
the high degree of co-operation
which. now exists between the
United States and Canada in the
fighting of this greatest of all wars
is the training of Canadian para-
troops at the big U. S. Army school
at Fort Benning, Ga. It was origi-
nally planned that after the first
batch of paratroops were trained
for Canada at Fort Benning that a
Canadian school would be set up at
Camp Shilo, Manitoba. Unexpected
delays in the obtaining of certain
equipment made it impossible to
carry on the parachute training at
Camp Shilo this winter so an ar-
rangement was made with United
States authorities to train additional
Canadian paratroopers at Fort Ben-
ning. The U. S. Army was anxious
to test equipment under special
winter conditions, so facilities were
provided for the doughboys at Camp
Shilo. Thus a simple swap was made
that was characteristic of the man-
ner in which the United States and
Canada have been working almost
as one unit in a joint war effort.
The Canadians are tickled with

the opportunity of visiting the
southern United States and their
letters home have been full of praise
for the hospitality and good fellow-
ship shown them by the people of
the South.

The formation of a parachute unit
in the Canadian Army is in line with
the policy that has made it one of
the most highly-mechanized and
hard hitting forces for its size in
the world. Although the country's
small population has made it impos-
sible to ever place a large army in
the field, Canada has determined
that lack of volume in manpower
will be made up by quality,

Next spring the United States
troops at Camp Shilo will return to
their country: and the Canadian
trcops at Fort Benning will return
to Camp Shilo. Like American para-
troopers, the Canadians receive ex-
tra pay for their hazardous duties.
Very stiff standards have been set
up for the Canadian paratroopers.
Already there have been far more
volunteers for the special unit than
there are vacancies. A significant in-
