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FLYING FORTS WREAK HAVOC OVER TUNISIA

VICTOR LAWSON
WRITES FROM
NORTH AFRICA

Mr. and Mrs. O. G. Lawson,
who have two sons in the service
—one in Australia and the other
in North Africa—have just re-
ceived a letter from Victor Law-
son, serving as an army airplane
raechanic and stationed in the lat-
ter country. Excerpts from his
message home are as follows.

All I can say as to where I am
is that I am somewhere in North
Africa. We have it very nice
here. Have native boys to sweep
out the tents, make the beds and
wash” our clothes. TBhey are in-
teresting to talk to. Several of
us visited Oran the other day. Ex-
cept for two or three men in the
Red Cross, I do not believe there
are five Frenchmen in the whole
town that know any English. One
of our boys knew a little Italian,
one a very little French and a
couple a little Spanish. Boy, did
we have a time? You never heard
such jabber or saw such flying
about of arms. One thing we
did learn was that Vino means
wine.

I guess you remember that
when we were kids Dad used to
tell us how, when we grew up
a little, we all would go explor-
ing up the Amazon river? On
my trip coming over I saw some
of ‘that jungle country. It was
miles and miles of it. It does not
make you feel any too easy to
know that it would be almost
.impossible to land in such a
country; and if you did land in
that dense, uncharted jungle,
there might be a head hunter be-
hind every tree with a blow gun
in one hand and a jar of pickling
fluid in the other. I would not
take anything for the trip—it was
really something. We are not al-
lowed to keep a diary, as it might
give information if found by the
enemy, but I don’t think I will
forget any of it.

In this section of ‘the country
if a fellow wants to get married
he gives the girls father $88 and
walks off with her. Later, if he
finds he does not like the way
she makes the beds or gets his
breakfast, he can turn her back
to the old man and get his $88

back. There seems to be just a
flat rate of $88. Any way, these
women seem to work hard

Everything that is carried here is
carried on®the head. There is no
need of a finishing school to teach
them correct posture. All natives
walk erect and with their should-
ers back.

People “have been )burdened
time and again with administra-
tive orders which on their face
have seemed to them unreason-
able and which have been im-
posed upon them by bureaucrat-
ic, autocratic power without any
logical explanation of their ne-
cessity,” he said. “And it is
through such administrative agen-
cies that the legislative intent of
the congress is so often diverted,
subverted and perverted.

“Surely it is high time for the
congress to live up to the tran-
seendant-{purpose for which it
‘was created,” Lanham asserted.

“It i1s my belief that the best
and most inspiring way of fulfill-
:ing our ardent desire for a better
America is to get back home gov-
ernmentally,” he continued.

He pointed out that many of
the present federal controls are
inecessary to win the war, but like-
wise said there are many things
which should be returned to the
states.

! He noted that states have been
active in seeking federal grants
jof various sorts, but asserted.

“We must awaken to a realiza-
tion of the fact that'there is -no
such thing as a governmental
grant of this kind. The federal
government has nothing to give
to the people except what it takes
from the people.”

REDS CLOSE
JAWS OF AN-
OTHER TRAP

NEW YORK, Feb. 5. — Adolf
Hitler's Caucasus army is in full
! retreat by way of the only route
left open— the Kerch Straits—
the British ‘radio reported today
in a broadcast heard by CBS.

The broadcast said the Ger-
mans were leaving all their heavy
equipment to the pursuing Rus-
sians. It added.

“One German unit after anoth-
er is now making the hazardous
crossing of the straits under the
guns of the Russian Black Sea
fleet.”

MOSCOW, Feb. 5. — Russia
closed the jaws of a trap on the
German army of the Caucasus to-
day and wiped out more encircled
remnants of another trapped ene-
my army on the Kursk front 280
miles south of Moscow.

Driving westward below the
Yeya river aiter cutting off the
last means of escape by railroad
for the enemy Caucasus army by
taking Kushchevka, and then
capturing Staro Minskaya, 27
miles to the west, the Russians
were nearing the Sea of Azov
coast.

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PIGS AND
DOLLARS.

As of April 2, 1942, 137.2 billion
dollars had been appropriated by
congress to pay for the war. Of
this amount, 35 billion represent-
ed inflated prices, according to
the Office of Emergency Man-
agement.

Inflated prices are a direct re-
sult of public spending of bor-
rowed money. Each billion that
the government borrows from the
banks and pumps into circulation
through the pay windows of our
war plants, in effect adds to the
total supply of money. As the
money supply increases in excess
of goods and services available,
its value goes down. Any farm-
er knows what happens when the
market is glutted with too many
pigs. The value of pigs drops.
On the other hand, as pigs become
scarce and money becomes plen-
tiful, the value of money drops.

The old law of supply and de-
mund is inexorable. It applies
to the dollars in our pockets just
as to the produce of the farms.
The only difference is that we call
it inflation when there is too much
money. Also, too much money
is mot an act of God, as in the
case of pigs. Too much money
of the kind we have in this coun-
try today, is due solely to play-
ing politics instead of following
sound financial policies.

The people of America and
their politicians have avoided
paying for war through taxes and
war. ‘bonds. In trying to escape
their duty they have permitted
government to pay for guns,
planes and tanks by borrowing
from the banks in a way that
“‘creates” new money. As a re-
sult, the value of money has gone
down. The country is in the
midst of “inflation.” High war
wages are increasingly illusory.
Prices are steadily rising. No one
is cheating us but ourselves. We
are literally throwing away finan-
cial integrity along with our
standard of living, our savings
and our self respect.

If the figures of the Office of
Emergency Management are cor-
rect, we had, as of last April,
squandered $35,000,000,000. There
is no other name for it because
the bulk of that vast sum repre-
sents an unnecessary addition to
the cost of winning the war. And
by this time we have squandered
many more billions of good Amer-
ican dollars, for two-thirds of the
war cost is still being financed
the easy way—through the banks.

RELIGIOUS FIGHTERS.

It is impressive how war, with
all its vicious and apparent disre-
gard for things of the spirit, never-
theless promotes two of the nob-
lest qualities of human nature—
patriotism and religion. The two
really are not far apart. The
first may be taken for granted,
it is the latter which especially
arouses interest, in these sup-
posedly irreverent times.

Naval Becretary Frank Knox,
speaking from his observation of
American fighting men in the Pa-
cific area, was much impressed
by this attitude. Two comments
he heard are memorable. One
was that the terrific fighting at
Guadalcanal “has made Christians
of us all.” The other was that
“there are no heathens in a fox-
hole.”

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COFFEE AND TEA.

The quest for coffee, or for
something that tastes like coffee,
or has a “kick” like the real ex-
tract of the coffee-berry, may soon
be as ardent as the search in pro-
hibition days for an alcoholic
liguor fit to drink. But it will
probably be safer and saner. Any-
way, it is an interesting field of
research.

There are, to begin with, such
good old-fashioned beverages as
catnip and boneset and camomile
and peppermint tea and various
other substitutes mostly with a
medicinal background but drink-
able in a crisis.

And when a fellow once gets
started on a quest like this, it is
surprising what interesting facts
he can pick up. The once com-
mon coffee berry seems related
to the tea leaf, as far as its stimu-
lating principle is concerned, a
fact which explains why coffee

and tea serve about the same pur-
pose.

There seem to be no satisfactory
substitutes for coffee excepting
{ea, and chocolate, “food of the
gods.” And all of these three are
getting scarcer and scarcer as the
war goes on. But with a vivid
imagination and a strong stomach,
anybody can find something.
Particularly in the form of tea of
one kind or another. The dic-
tionary gives scores of things

J which at least go by the name of

tea, from Abyssinian Tea down to
Wood Tea, a tempting concoction
made of guaiacum wood, sassa=
fras, ononis root and licorice
root.

WHAT TIME?

People might soon be singing,
in the slightly modified words of
the familiar poem, ‘“Steady, hold
steady, O Time in your flight.”
‘Chronology is getting into great
confusion. There is, to be sure,
a fundamental steadiness in
“Greenwich time,” which is the
normal sun time of the meridian,
or north-and-south line, passing
through the city of that name
near London. But that is only a
“point of reference,” by which
people anywhere else can check
their own local time of day.

There is a vast amount of vari-
ation in the times of various coun-
tries, and of areas and localities
within such countries. In the
United States, where there are
north-and-south zones represent-
ing an hour each, extending across
the country, such confusion oc-
curs because of irregularly-shap-
ed states, inclined to do as they
please. The railroads, too, exer-
cise considerable freedom about
it.

Time zones are normally outlin-
ed by the Interstate Commerce
Commission. Last February the
zones were mostly moved forward
an hour to establish “federal war
time.” But some states and cities
didn't do it, and so much confu-
sion has developed that there is
now a resolution in congress urg-
ing restoration of the authority of
the commerce commission. The
attorney general of Ohio rules that
any state can set its own time.

With a world war in progress,
there is need felt everywhere to
harmonize the time-belts of the
whole globe. We may some day
see the clocks made independent
ofsthe sun and stars, with one
universal time ticked off and reg-
istered simultaneously on all the
world’s clocks and watches. No-
body then will have an excuse
for missing an appointment any-
where.
