AUSTIN, Feb. 9.— “The h e ra ld ­
ed ‘$10,000,000 sav ing’ by the 
board of contro l in th e  expense of 
th e  s ta te  governm en t is, w hen 
analyzed, no rea l econom y w h a t­
ever,” declares Boyce House, 
new spaper colum nist.

“In  the firs t place, th e  recom ­
m endation of th e  B oard of Con­
tro l is for the biennium . B u t we 
citizens pay  our taxes annually  
and so, w hen  we h ear of a saving, 
w e th in k  in  te rm s of one year, not 
tw o years. So the  ap p aren t sav ­
ing w ould only be one -h a lf of 
$10,000,000 —  or $5,000,000 for 
n e x t year.

“B ut le t’s look a little  fu rth e r. 
If you su b trac t the am oun t recom ­
m ended by the board  from  the 
am ount th a t w as ac tua lly  spent 
last year, the d ifference is only 
tw o and  a q u a rte r  m illion dollars.

“A nd w hen you exam ine a l i t ­
tle  fu rth e r, you find  th a t the 
parks board  is cu t $1,500,000 — 
but the  p a rk s board  bought Big 
Bend P a rk  las t y ea r fo r $1,500,- 
000 —  so th a t ‘sav ing’ rep resen ts 
no economy, no sacrifice; it is 
sim ply on a no n -recu rrin g  item .

“L ast year, $240,000 w as spent 
for repa in ting  and  g enera l ’face­
lifting ' of the sta te  capitol. Such 
renovation  is done only  once 
every  25 years and  so leaving th a t 
item  off n ex t y ear is no econom y; 
i t ’s no doing w ithout; th a t’s ju s t 
ano ther ‘sav ing’ on a n o n -re c u r­
ring  item .

“Six h u nd red  thousand  dollars 
w as cut from  th e  d epartm en t of 
public w elfare . B ut th a t w as for 
th e  ‘certification  ahd  in ta k e ’ b u ­
reau  w hich hand led  app lican ts for 
W PA— and th e  federa l g o vern ­
m en t has done aw ay  w ith  W PA  
and  so of course th e re  w as no 
need fo r th a t b u reau  any  m ore.

“Now if you w ill add those 
th ree  item s together, you  w ill 
find  th a t th ey  m ore th a n  account 
fo r th e  en tire  ‘sav ing’ of tw o and 
o n e-q u arte r m illion dollars.

“Only th ree  sta te  d epartm en ts 
have been nam ed. T here  a re  42 
others. If  you lum p a ll those de­
pa rtm en ts  together, how  m uch 
do you suppose th a t the ac tua l 
expense w ill be cut? N ot a th in  
dim e; no t a  copper cent. The

fact of th e  m a tte r  is they  w ill re ­
ceive $74,000 m ore m oney nex t 
y ea r th an  they  spen t las t year.

“T his is no t the k ind  of sacri­
fice th a t w e have a  rig h t to ex ­
pect of ou r sta te  governm ent 
w hen w e a re  in an a ll-o u t w ar 
for th e  v e ry  existence of ou r n a ­
tion  and  w hen thousands of T ex ­
as boys a re  looking to us to keep 
the guns and  airp lanes com ing— 
and  g u n s , and  a irp lanes cost 
money.

“E very  do llar th a t is spen t by 
the sta te  governm en t fo r any ­
th ing  th a t w e could get along 
w ith o u t is a do lla r th a t could have 
been p u t into w a r bonds and  w ar 
taxes. On th e  o ther hand , every  
do llar of s ta te  governm en t ex ­
pense saved m eans ano ther dollar 
th a t can  en list in  the figh t against 
H itle r and  th e  treacherous Japs.

“The governor, in com m enting 
on th e  rep o rt of th e  B oard of 
C ontrol, said  m ore reductions 
could and  should be m ade. We 
w ill agree w ith  th e  governor and 
it is ou r du ty  to a ttem p t to show 
w ays in  w hich m ore reductions 
can be m ade.

“In  line w ith  th e  governor’s 
s ta tem en t, I w ould  respectfu lly  
d irec t a tten tio n  to  the  fac t tha t, 
back  in  th e  days of th e  depres­
sion, w hen  our p resen t able gov­
e rn o r w as the p resid ing  officer of 
th e  house of rep resen ta tives , the 
law m akers w en t dow n th e  list 
w ith  a b lue  pencil and m ade a 
ho rizon ta l slash of about 25 per 
cen t in th e  s ta te ’s operating  ex ­
penses. A t th a t tim e, w e w ere 
facing  an  invisib le enem y, th e  de­
pression. N ow w e have clutching 
a t our th roats, physical enem ies 
w ho th rea ten  th e  very  life of our 
s ta te  an d  nation . If w e could cut 
25 per cen t to  help  w hip the  de­
pression, w hy  shou ldn 't w e cut 
25 p e r cent in the overhead  cost 
of ru nn ing  s ta te  departm en ts now 
in o rder to balance th e  budget 
and  show  consideration  fo r the 
taxpayer?

“The problem  of econom y is 
p rim arily  one fo r the leg isla tu re . 
I know  m any m em bers of th e  leg­
is la tu re  personally  and no ab ler 
or m ore patrio tic  body has sat 
u nder th e  dome of th e  C apitol in

m y m em ory. They are  econom y- 
m inded.

“The tim e has come for boards 
in  A ustin  to recognize th a t a 
sta te  of w a r ex ists betw een  the 
U nited  S tates and the A xis pow ­
ers. I t is tim e fo r departm en ts 
and  divisions to fa ll into step 
w ith  the citizens of T exas— it’s 
tim e fo r these bu reaus to get in ­
to the w a r.”

INCOME TAX 
MEN TO AID  
C ISC O  FOLK

T he follow ing le tte r  received 
by th e  D aily P i ess from  W. A. 
Thom as, collector ol' in te rn a l 
revenue, Dallas, w ill be of in te r­
est to  m any  Cisco people:

“The revenue ac t of 1942 re ­
duces the personal exem ption  a l­
low ed a single person to $500, and 
a m arried  couple to $1,200, on in ­
d iv idual incom e tax  re tu rn s  filed 
fo r 1942. In addition , increased 
su rtaxes have been levied upon 
all n e t incom e exceeding personal 
exem ptions in addition  to the reg ­
u la r no rm al tax . T his reduction  
in personal exem ption w ill re ­
qu ire  m any thousands in th is 
d is tric t to file incom e tax  re tu rn s  
w ho have never been requ ired  to 
file before. T his office is anxious 
to a id  a ll taxpayers  v/ho desire 
assistance in  p reparing  th e ir  r e ­
tu rns.

“F o r th is reason, a depu ty  col­
lector of in te rn a l revenue  w ill 
v is it your city to assist your citi­
zens w ith  th e ir  incom e tax  p ro b ­
lems. E xisting  law s do no t im ­
pose th is du ty  upon us or our em ­
ployees but, we feel obleged to as­
sist w herever possible. The depu­
ty ’s advice and assistance is  ex - 

i tended  pu re ly  as a courtesy and 
w ithou t cost to you r citizens.

“D eputy Collector H. T. B ran ­
non, C. W. D rechsel, and  H. M. 
V ineyard  w ill be a t the  postoffice 
in  Cisco W ednesday, F eb ru a ry  10, 
1943, from  8:30 a. m. to 5 p. in. to 
le n d e r  assistance v/ith incom e t a i  
problem s to any  v/ho desire it.

JAPAN SAYS IT HAS SUFFERED 
ITS FIRST BIG LAND DEFEAT OF 
WAR; DEATH J R  SURRENDER

W A S H IN G T O N , Feb. 9. — S ecre ta ry  of 
the  N avy F ra n k  K nox declared  to d ay  th a t “all 
resistance on G u ad a lcan a l ap p a ren tly  h a s ' 
ceased” excep t for a few  sm all iso lated  g roups 
of su rro u n d ed  Jap an ese  troops.

H e  to ld  rep o rte rs  he had  in fo rm ation  from  
G uadalcana l su p p o rtin g  Japanese  rep o rts  th ey  
had  w ith d raw n  troops from  G uadalcanal. K nox 
said th a t th is now  brings our forces in to  “ s tr ik ­
ing d istance  of som e of the  m ost im p o rtan t 
Jap an ese  bases. H e m ade these  assertions in 
com m en ting  on A x is radio  b roadcasts  quo ting  
a Japanese  com m unique th a t th ey  had  “ tra n s ­
fe rre d ” certa in  units 'o f. the  Japanese  a rm y  and  
navy  from  G u ad alcan a l and  N ew  G uinea  d u r­
ing the  early  p a rt of F eb ru ary .

K nox said th a t the  air-sea  engagem en ts 
w hich have  been  occurring  in th is a rea  for m ore 
th an  a w eek  m igh t in p a rt be an  e ffo rt to  cover 
w ith d raw a l of troops from  the  island.

“T h e  S ou th  P acific  s to ry  m igh t have been 
vastly  d iffe ren t for the  last th ree  or four m onths 
had  w e no t estab lished  ourselves in the  Solo­
m ons successfu lly ,” K nox observed. .

“W e a re  sa tisfied  by  our a ir and  g round  
reconnaissance  th a t th e re  is no large  n u m b er of 
Jap an ese  in an y  one group. S everal sm all 
g roups have  been  su rrounded  and  cu t o ff from  
supplies and  rein fo rcem ents.

fire. Y et the enem y did no t fire 
a shot, “probably  because he 
d idn ’t have any  a rtille ry  shells 
to reach  us.” K nox  said.

The few  isolated Japanese 
groups th a t w ere left, K nox con­
tinued, took refuge in the jungle 
valleys and  defiles - of th e  island 
w here “e ith e r death  o r su rren d er 
w ere  th e ir  only a lte rn a tiv es .”

Ja p a n  adm itted  today th a t it 
had  suffered  its firs t land  defeat 
of the w ar w hen  an Im peria l 
head q u arte rs  com m unique a n ­
nounced th a t Japanese  troops had 
been evacuated  from  G uadalcanal 
Island a n d . from  B una in New 
G uinea.

Jap an  explained  th a t its troops 
w ere w ithd raw n  a fte r  they  had 
com pleted th e  task  of m aking it 
possible to establish  strong  bases 
in New G uinea and the Solomons, 
“w hich from  now  on perm its new  
stra teg y .”

The com m unique re fe rred  to 
tw o actions. One w as the drive 
of an A rnerican -A ustra lian  arm y 
u n d er Gen. Douglas M acA rthur 
w hich cleaned the  Japanese  out 
of the B una area a fte r the enem y 
had  sta rted  an unsuccessful of­
fensive against P o rt M oresby. The 
o ther w as the b a ttle  of G uadal­
canal, the  island in th e  Solomons 
group  w hich U. S. M arines s to rm ­
ed last sum m er.

The com m unique added:
“Japanese  losses are : 16,734

dead, w ounded or dead as a resu lt 
of illness or w ounds. One h u n ­
dred  and  th irty -n in e  planes did 
not re tu rn  to th e ir  bases or have 
vo lun tarily  crashed on th e ir  ta r ­
gets.”

Tokyo h eard  by  the U nited 
P ress listen ing  post in San F ra n ­
cisco, said  th a t the tra n sfe r of 
Japanese  forces to “new  th e a te rs” 
w as accom plished in the “m ost 
o rderly  m anner,” as the re su lt of 
continued p ressu re  on th e  A m er­
icans.

A ctually  Jap an  lost 15,000 m en 
k illed  in  th e  B una cam paign 
alone, w here  th e  en tire  P apuan  
arm y  under L ieut. Gen. Tom a- 
H ori w as destroyed.

H ori w as drow ned w hen a ra f t 
overtu rned  in a tu rb u len t river 
on th e  n o rth  side of th e  Owen

S tan ley  M ountains as he tried  to 
escape an A ustra lian  trap .

The U nited  S ta tes M arines 
landed on G uadalcanal on Aug. 7 
in th e  firs t g rea t U nited  S ta tes 
offensive m ove in  th e  Pacific.

R A D I C A L  L A ­
B O R  M A Y  H I T  
FEDERAL SNAG

W ASHINGTON, Feb. 9.— A dvo­
cates of d rastic  labor legislation 
believed today th a t th e  b a rrie rs  
against congressional -action, long 
m ain tained  by the  adm in istra tion , 
m ight be about to b reak.

Some of the labor m ovem ent’s 
staunchest friends in congress, 
seeing the sam e possibility, w a rn ­
ed th a t necessary safeguards for 
w orkers’ rights, erected  under the 
New Deal, m ight be sw ept aw ay  
in a flood of p rotests against 
abuses of unionism ’s pow er.

HOUSE VOTE IN 
FAVOR HIGHER 
TEXAS PENSION

AUSTIN, Feb. 9.—Texas rep re ­
sen tatives today had finally  passed 
and sen t to the senate a bill by 
Rep. Ennis Favors of P am pa to 
take the s ta te  ceiling off pay ­
m ents of old age pensions.

U nder Favors ' b ill the  s ta te  
w ould pay one-half of th e  full 
am ount for w hich pensioners are 
certified  as needing by the de­
p artm en t of public w elfate .

The exam ple spreads 
u n til even tua lly  th e  w hole price- 
p lane  is higher, w ith  people ev ery ­
w here  hav ing  to pay m ore m oney 
fo r every th ing .

T he sam e th ing  is tru e  about 
w age-raising . Therg  a re  alw ays 
som e w age inequalities h ere  and 
th e re  th a t need to be ironed out, 
ju s t as there  are  alw ays some 
price in justices to  correct. B ut 
th is is a  m a tte r  w here ,'e spec ia lly  
in  touchy  w ar tim es, it is neces­
sa ry  to  go slow ly and carefully , 
les t th e  w hole app lecart of prices 
and  w ages be upset.

I t should be borne in  m ind con­
stan tly , by  everybody concerned, 
th a t m onkeying w ith  prices and 
w ages is dangerous. M any fo r­
eign countries have a lready  been 
sucked into th e  v o rtex  of in fla ­
tion , b ring ing  im m ense losses to 
m illions of people.

A nd it is so easy to s ta r t the 
in fla tion  process! A little  p res­
su re  here  fo r h igher w ages, a li t­
tle  p ressu re  th ere  fo r h igher 
prices, a  feeling th a t “if they  can 
g e t it, w e should get it, too.” 
T hen  th e  upw ard  sp ira l begins, 
and people w ith  fixed incomes 
a re  helpless, and values a re  lost 
in  a snow storm  of stage money, 
and  th e  spree ends in a big bust, 
w ith  a few  people getting  rich on 
everybody else’s m isfortune.

The only safe w ay  in a tim e 
lik e  th is is to “peg” prices and 
w ages firm ly  to  solid ground, and 
NOT LET ANYBODY MONKEY 
W ITH  THE PEGS. B rita in  and 
C anada have  done it, and  th is 
coun try  can do it.

He m ain ­
ta in ed  th a t G erm an needs m ust 
be cut to  “the  indispensable m in ­
im um  abso lu tely  necessary  to the  
m ain tenance  of life ,” and  th a t 
“th e  du ty  of th e  hom eland is to 
live only in  o rder to w ork  fo r the 
w ar.”

A ny in te lligen t A m erican  can 
see th a t ou r ow n nation , in  its 
w a r effort, is a long w ay  behind 
th e  R ussian  w illingness to sac ri- I 
fice. W e w an t life, le isure , fun  
and luxu ry , only a little  less th an  
usual. W herefore  th e  A m erican  
w a r e ffo rt w ill las t longer th a n  
it  m ight, and  cost us a ll a g rea t 
deal m ore.

S urely  no 
fa ir  m inded person w ould c riti­
cize ou r na tional law m aking  body 
fo r its  decision to p rov ide m ore 
adequate  com pensation for those 
em ployees w ho a re  so loyally  
serv ing  the  governm en t in  the  
p resen t em ergency. I t  is v ita l 
th a t  th e  governm en t should p ro ­
vide fo r the  necessities and  com ­
fo rts  of th is group in  o rder th a t  
th e ir  m orale  m ay be m ain ta ined  
a t a  h igh level. 1

I t  seem s strange, how ever, th a t 
th is sam e congress, w hich voted, 
w ith  such facility , a large sum  to 
increase the rem unera tion  of fed ­
era l w orkers should so com plete­
ly  ignore th e  obvious needs of a n ­
o th er group  of pub lic  servan ts 
w ho a re  likew ise rendering  an im ­
p o rtan t service to th e  nation . 
D uring  m ost of th e  life of the 
seventy-seventii congress there  
w ere  before it  proposals for fed ­
era l aid to education, a p a rt of 
w hich m igh t have been used to 
increase the  sa laries of A m erican 
teachers who, on th e  average, r e ­
ceive less fo r th e ir  w ork than  do 
federa l em ployees. B u t th is r a th ­
e r  lib e ra l congress refu sed  to  le t 
these proposals come up fo r con­
sidera tion  on th e  floor of e ith e r 
house.

in  a ll th e  consequences of defeat 
w ere  great.

In  a ll these cases b u t one city 
lay  betw een  th e  in v ad er and  ap ­
p aren tly  un lim ited  progress. H ad 
the G erm ans cap tu red  S ta ling rad  
and  organized it  as a fortress, 
they  w ould have m ade im m ensely 
d ifficu lt th e  R ussian defense of 
L eningrad, Moscow and  the  C au­
casus, and  th e  Japanese  w ould  
ju s tly  have though t it  safe to ca r­
ry  o u t th e ir  supposed pledge to  
a ttack  R ussia in  th e  East.

E qually  la rge  stakes depend on 
th e  resistance of V ienna and 
Syracuse; th e  T u rk ish  conquest 
of A ustria  on the  one hand , the 
A then ian  subjugation  of Sicily and 
Ita ly  on th e  o ther, w ith  th e  re su lt­
an t loss to  th e  w orld  of the  g rea t 
ca reer of Rome. A ll these  w ould 
have a lte red  h is to ry  unrecogniz­
ably. T he defenders of S ta lin ­
grad now  take  th e ir  stand  beside 
these o ther v a lian t defenders of 
the past.
