WAR CLOUDS.

It is hard to tell, just now,
what to do about Japan, or
how soon to go about the job
that most Americans believe
has to be done.

Their
words and manner change
with the day’s news but their
fundamental  hostility and
hatred arve always visible be-
hind their diplomatic fronts.

They
have the hostile spirit and
purpose of the German Nazis
without the Germans’ power.
They are still determined to
continue their disastrous ef-
fort to conquer China.

JAPS IN
BETTER
