American participation in the world war made gen­

eral distribution ol government securities imperative. We 
then heard much of the importance of becoming a nation 
of investors. That the Liberty Loan and W ar Savings 
Stamp campaigns were not without their salutary effect 
is indicated by the figures just put forth by John Moody, 
business statistician. He says:

"The amount of securities in the hands of American 
people has increased by about $42,000,000,000 in the last 
six years. This sum is twice as great as the entire wealth 
of the United States in I860, and almost as great as our 
entire wealth, public and private, tangible and intangible, 
in 1880. Our security holdings alone now exceed the total 
wealth of the United States in 1900.”

Within the six-year period the national income in­
creased from $33,200,000,000 to more than $52,450,000,- 
000—a matter of 60 per cent. The value of American se­
curities. using market values as the basis for computation, 
has increased by 80 per cent since 1917.

COTTON-PICKING BY SUCTION
(L ite ra ry  Dipest)

m

■STi" m ethod th a t  has been so suc­
cess ful in removing dirt  from walls, 
floo •- and hanpinps is now to  be em­
ployed to pa ther  cotton  in the fields, 
we learn from America at W ork <St. 
Lou s) .  The vacuum harvester ,  which 
lite. il ly rucks the cotton f ibre from 
the boll, has now made pood in ac­
tual operation, we are tol l by this 
pap* The ed ito r  reminds his readers  
that in Ja n u a ry  last he said: “ No 
machine has been perfec ted  for  p ick­
ing cotton successfully. The reason 
i i  th. the cotton-boll exudes a gum 
which quickly clogs and disables the 
machines which have been produced 
so t t i ' T h i s  does not apply, he now 
aaau’ s us, to the vacuum machine. 
Here is his analysis of the problem 
Aid [its so lu t io n :

“ F  st, cotton must be picked from 
out o f  the middle of som ething; the 
long white fibers m ust be taken from 
the ir  nest in a circle of d r ied  sepals. 
Second, cotton must he taken from a 
varic ty  of positions, rang ing  from 
never: I inches off  the ground to six 
fee t  o f f  the  ground, as in some dis­
tr icts in  South Carolina. Third, the 
inventor  is debarred  from destroying 
the  eo t ton  p lant,  as the  long harvest 
aeaso' means not one harvesting, but 
three, fo r  the bottom , middle anti top 
Crops. As the reader  will guess or 
fclreati knows, the  bottom bolls of 
the  Cotton plant m a tu re  first and 
m ust lie picked while ripe.

Up to the pronounces time cotton 
harve. rs have been such a pro ­
nounced failure tha t any cotton-man I 
will I re  a t  with g rea t  skepticism the 

' announcem ent of a successful cotton 
« picker. The old joke that the Repuh- 
t lican par ty  is indispensible to the 

South because, as one Southernei 
' said, w ithout it they could not get 
' -the eo ' ton  crop picked, expresses 

the  Wide-spread fee linc  tha t nai.d- 
picking by n e g r o j  - js the  only wav to 
ge t  the crop in.

“ With this machine, a> when the 
negro moves slowly through the co t­
ton field dragging a dusty sack of 
cotton, the human eye directs the 
human hand in picking the cotton.

t h “» notzle to a cotton boll ami the 
extrem ely  light cotton is caught by 
H e  inrush o f  air  and ‘je rked  hence' 
in a  m a n n e r  so unbelievably swift 
th a t  i t  lo o k s  like magic. The dried 
leaves o f  the cotton boll, being re la ­
tively heavier  than the cotton and 
offe r ing  less of what you might call 
mil su rface  to the inrushing wind, 
are  le f t  on the plant. The cotton 
speeds[ th rough  the tubes at such a 
ra te  th a t  if p a r t  of the tube be led i 
through a glass vessel all you see in 
the glass is a fa in t  white streak. 
Once inside the sheet-steel tank the 
cotton tjs ‘s t ra ined ’ out of the air  
tu r re n t  by the bag and the air  pass- 
>s through the pump.

The whole appara tus  rides on top

I of a Fordson t rac to r ,  of which there  
are 100,000  in the south, and to which 
it may be a t tached  without any modi­
fication whatsoever o f  the trac to r .  
An in teresting  fea tu re  of the picking 
tubes is the a t tachm en t  to the nozzle 
of a spring valve, so that if it drops 
out of the hand's o f  the picker bv 
accident, the a ir  s tream  is automoti-  
rally closed and the  hose will no' 

(pick up dirt from the  ground.
“ In actual opera tion  the a ir  pump 

is put on only one tank a t  a tim \  
thus adm itting  of  the removal of the 

.buria l sack from the  other tank. Six 
pickers work at once, constitu t ing  the 
crew of th « machine. Each t ic k r r  
wears a belt, to which i- hung the 
vacuum tube from the harvester.  The 
tube forks in the hack and smaller 
tubes lead to two nozzles, so that 
the opera tor  works with both hands 
at once. The a ir  lines lie along the 
rows, and so do not break down 
the cotton. When a cotton sack on 
on the in ter io r  o f  the  tanks is full, 
the white cotton is seen hanked up 
against the little window of  the tank. 
The opera tor  then switches thi* pump 
to the other tank  and  r e ­
moves the full sack. The new machine 
speeds up the individual picker about 
six times, or, in o the r  words, w here ­
at 2 ,100 ,0 0 0  people had to  work 100 
days to pick the 1922 cotton crop, if 
the new machine a t ta ined  medium 
distribution the same work could be 
done in the  same time by 350,000 
people.

T e x a s  in 
1922, the harvester  picked cotton at 
the ra te  of 80 pounds per  hour per  
man and the cleanness resu lt ing  from 
being sacked in the machine instead 
of  being dragged over the ground in ­
duced cotton  buyers  to o ffer  two 
cents more per  pound for  the vacu­
um picked cotton.

He is quiet to the point o f  tac itu rn ity  
in hi- speech anil possesses a tw ink­
ling eye and a mouth and chin that, 
with all his kindly smile, are  as firm 
and inflexible as Plymouth Rock it­
self.
