damaged ships. One by one, 
the sunken and damaged 
ships were raised, towed to 
dry dock and repaired. Most 
would fight again. The 
California, helped re-
capture the Philippines and 
the Nevada shelled Norman-
dy in the invasion of Europe. 

Five of the seven ships on 
battleship row were repaired 
and fought during the World 
War II. Luckily no aircraft 
carriers were stationed at 
Pearl Harbor at the time. 
The Oklahoma was scraped 
and the Arizona memorializ-
ed. 

On the memorial, the

tourists (as many Japanese 
visitors as American) were 
hushed, respectful, and you 
just knew they were thinking 
the same thoughts --
"Please, never again, 
Lord." 

7:30 a.m. D/FW time with 
flying time and time dif-
ferential figured in) we talk-
ed and thought about all the 
things we'd seen. 

Our stay was ending. We 
took an hour-long city bus 
ride from Pearl Harbor to 
the Wakaki area, ate supper, 
did "one more" souvenir 
shop, took a taxi to the air-
port and on the long flight, 
(7:30 p.m. Hawaiian time to 

Pearl Harbor was para-
mount.

bombs from low-flying 
planes crashed through her 
decks and exploded inside 
the great ship. 	• 

Five bombs crashed 
through the deck of the 
Arizona. One of them explod-
ed below decks in an area 
where the powder for the 
ship's big guns were stored. 
There was a thundering ex-
plosion. The ship erupted in-
to a ball of flame. They tell 
you now she sank in nine 
minutes. The Maryland was 
hit as was the California 
again. The old target ship 
Utah (already abandoned) 
was hit„ the Japanese at-
tackers were busy at 
Hickam Field destroying 
America's air might. The 
Nevada attempted to steam 
out of the harbor, was hit 
again, and guided by her 
commander rammed into 
the beach to keep from jam-
ming the harbor. The 
Japaneses.first attack came 
from the west side of the 
island at 7:40 a.m. and the 
second was from the east 
side at 8:50 a.m. Statistics 
show that 2,409 were killed 
and 1,178 wounded. Most 
were Army, Navy and 
Marine personnel. 

A total of 1,177 crewmen 
were killed on the Arizona. 
Only 75 bodies were 
recovered, and the 1102 re-
main entombed. 

American engineers began 
immediately to salvage the 

the Tennessee, the West 
Virginia, the Maryland, the 
Oklahoma and the Califor- 
nia. That Sunday two Army 
privates pick up blips on 
their radar screens — and 
were told that they probably 
were a flight of American 
B-17 bombers due from 
California that day. 

Most of the men on board 
the Arizona were asleep 
belowdecks. The ship's band 
had earned a high rating in 
the fleet band contest the 
previous day and earned the 
right to sleep in. 

The Japanese attack was a 
surprise because it was from 
the north; the attackers 
braved the northern route 
out of Japan, facing high 
seas, gale-force winds and 
dense fog as well as collision 
danger during at-sea refuel-
ing as the six carriers steam-
ed toward Hawaii protected 
by two battleships and dozen 
of cruisers and destroyers. 

When the attack aame, the 
Marine Band finished the 
flag-raising playing national 
anthem on the Nevada 
before taking cover. The 
Oklahoma was the first hit. 
The Tennessee and the West 
Virginia were tied up side by 
side. The West Virginia was 
on the outboard side and took 
five hits from torpedoes. The 
Tennessee was in between 
the West Virginia and the 
shore, so no torpedo could hit 
her, but two armor-piercing 

chored in that fateful Sunday 
of long ago, in the area 
known then as Battleship 
Row. 

In addition to the Arizona 
Memorial there are still 
marked morings in the har-
bor showing where other 
ships were berthed. (Today 
we are reading of the Navy's 
dispersal of its fleets in-
cluding major new harbors 
at Corpus Christi). 

The memorial is an enclos-
ed bridge, spanning ( but not 
touching) the sunken hull of 
the Arizona, where 1,102 
American servicemen found 
their final resting place. It 
was dedicated in 1962. 

From the launch, yo.0 
enter the memorial, which is 
divided into three sections: a 
museum, the assembly area 
which can hold 200 people 
and the shrine room. "The 
form (of the memorial), at 
the ends, expresses initial 
defeat and ultimate vic-
tory." Wide openings in the 
walls and roof permit a 
flooding of sunlight and a 
close view of the sunken bat-
tleship eight feet below, both 
fore and after. At low tide, as 
the sun shines on the hull, the 
barnacles, which encrust it 
shimmer like jewels. Oil still 
seeps up. 

The memorial was financ-
ed with $150,000 ap-
propriated by Congress, 
$100,000 from the State of 
Hawaii, and $250,00 from 
public contributions. 

The U.S. obtained ex-
clusive rights to Pearl Har-
bor in 1884 and by 1921 the 
Navy had spent more than 
$40 million in Hawaii, nearly.  
all of it at the base. Construc-
tion of elborate dry docks 
early, later made it possible 
for the many vessels damag-
ed in the '41 attack to be 
repaired and sent back to 
sea in the war effort. There's 
no telling how many tens of 
thousands of servicemen 

have passed through 
Pearl Harbor. The Bat-
tleship Arizona was launch-
ed at the New York Navy 
Yard in 1915 and was up-
graded many times before 
she arrived at Pearl Harbor 
on July 8, 1941 with Rear Ad-
miral Isaac C. Kidd com-
manding the Battleship Divi-
sion One.

One of the high points of 

our trip came on the last 
day. We de-shipped about 9 
a.m. Saturday and after 
claiming baggage, taking it 
to the Honolulu airport and 
checking it we were free to 
do Pearl Harbor and the USS 
Arizona Memorial. We were 
later getting tc it than we'd 
planned and the lines were 
long, but the U.S. Parks Ser-
vice and the U.S. Navy 
which operate the facility 
jointly, have it so well 
organized that there's no 
problems. Upon arrival you, 
take a number for a tour and 
wait in shops and museums 
until your number is called. 

The tour begins with a 
brief talk by a Park Ranger 
who sets the mood, remin-
ding that this is a burial 
place and not a tourist at-
traction for fun and games. 
In answer to her audience-
wide question "Where were 
you on Dec. 7, 1941?" (Many 
of course answered that they 
were not even born). One 
man answered .  "Fighting 
for my life on a ship right 
here in Pearl Harbor." After 
an enlightning film of news 
reels and informative 
graphics, which vividly gave 
the details of the attack of 
that day, the audience 
moves out of the comfortable 
theater onto a pier and 
boards a Navy launch 
piloted and managed by two 
attractive young female 
sailors (sailorettes? ) 

The launch crosses the 
harbor towacd Ford Island, 
between which and the

Volumes have been writ-
ten about the attack but in 
essense, the Japanese plan 
was to sink or cripple large 
units of the U.S. Pacific

cotics". 

"Later the County At-
torney advised the Commis-
sioners that they could not do 
that, and I had to pay the 
money back. I'm not getting 
into that kind of a financial 
judgement again," the 
Sheriff said.

reported to have deficits, 
totaling around $14,000 in the 
red. This does not include the 
July 22 authorization for 
payment of old bills, or an 
extra $15,000 allottment for 
jail food, which was granted 
in the spring.

The afternoon meeting of 
the Eastland County Com-
missioners included more 
discussion of the 1985-86 
County budget, and an effort 
to work out ways to comply 
with the current Wage and 
Hour laws. 

Since much of the propos-
ed overtime pay - though 
certainally not all - is involv-
ed with the Sheriff's Depart-
ment, an attempt was made 
to resolve difficulties in this 
area. 

Some reference was made 
to a letter from Sheriff 
Underwood to the Commis-
sioners concerning back pay 
to the Department's 
employees. 

One 	Commissioner 
remarked that if this plan 
was followed it would cost 
the County about $75,0010 ex-
tra dollars. 

The Commissioners in-
dicated that the County was 
working out compliance. 
Overtime pay was not 
retroactive under current 
guidelines or the manner in 
which time had been turned 
in from the Department. 

Personnel from the County 
Auditor's office had been 
working with a Mr. Car-
michael of the Wage and 
Hour Division of the Labor 
Department in Abilene. By 
using his suggestions a 28 
day pay period for 
employees, including those 
of the Sheriff's Department, 
had been worked out. 

"One of the problems in 
adjusting this to the Sheriff's 
Department," Judge Scott 
Bailey said, "Is that all these 
men were brought here from 
out-of-town, and they came 
with the idea that they were 
to have a certain salary." 

Richard Robinson, Pct. 1, 

made a motion to adopt the 
28 day pay period and a set 
salary plan. 

A question was brought 
before the Court by Reserve 
Officer Jody Heflin, as to 
whether employees in the 
Sheriff's Department would 
have to work a large number 
of hours to make the same 
wages. 

"We'd have rather left it 
like it was," a Commissioner 
replied. "But the Commis-
sioners have the last say, 
because they are the govern-
ing body. They have the 
right to adjust wages to stay 
within the budget, so long as 
they pay minimum wage." 

It was pointed out that 
under the 28 day pay plan the 
Sheriff's Department per-
sonnel would receive ap-
prox. the same wages as 
before. 

Sheriff Don Underwood 
then came into the meeting, 
stating that he had consulted 
by phone with Dwight Mar-
tin of the State Attorney 
General's office as to 
guidelines on this matter. 
Federal Guidelines were 
now in the mail to Judge 
Scott Bailey, Martin had 
reported. 

The Sheriff's information 
was that the Commissioners 
Court would have to reach an 
agreement directly with the 
employees. Their wages 
could not be adjusted 
without a meeting or discus-
sion with them. 

"Would it help if they talk-
ed to a bunch of taxpayers?" 
Commissioner L.T. Owen 
asked. 

"I didn't make the current 
law," the Sheriff replied. 
"But whether we can agree 
on what the law is or not
