Jury Finds 
Mrs. Bratton 
Not Guilty

A verdict of not- guilty was 
reached, by the jury in 91st 
District Court Thursday in the 
murder trial of Mrs. Maurine 
Bratton for the rifle death of 
her ex-husband Sept. 30, 1963.

The jury took two hours and
15 minutes to deliberate her 
fate, and Forerrian Steele Hill 
handed the verdict to Judge 
Frank Sparks at 4 p. m.

Mrs. Bratton, 43, was ac­
cused of shooting R. LI Brat­
ton as he stood beside his 
pickup near the gate of her 
ranch home in the Ranger 
vicinity.

Defense Attorney Bill Hart 
used a strong plea of self- 
defense to wip the acquittal, 
with witnesses testifying to 
the abuses to which Mrs. 
Bratton had been subjected by 
her former husband for some
16 years.

The trial began Monday 
and had included extensive 
defense testimony, including 
that of Mrs. Bratton and the 
Brattons’ daughter, about ill 
treatment , of Mrs. Bratton by 
the slain -man.

Prosecuting Attorney Perry 
Brown con tended, that Bratton 
was shot in the back and had 
asked the jury to render a 
death sentence oh' the num­
ber of years they deemed 
right for the crime.

Annual Reports 
Due From Many 
Claimants Of SS

Early each year, many peo­
ple who get social security 
payments must file an annual 
report of their earnings for 
the prior year.

This report in 1965 mu't be 
filed by every social security 
beneficiary who was under 
age 72 during any part of 
1964 and had income of over 
$1200 in wages or in profit 
froim his own business. One 
of the questions on this report 
is: “ Do you expect to earn
over $1200 in 1965?” If so, 
you show your expected total 
earnings for 1965.

Many times the estimate 
shown in January or Febru­
ary is not high enough when 
a second look is taken in mid­
year. If you then think your 
actual earnings will be more 
than you at first anticipated, 
you should get in touch with 
your social security office. 
Someone there will be g l a d  
to help you revise your esti­
mate.

You may find that you have 
already received more bene­
fits than you will be entitled 
to get for the year and are 
overpaid.

Medicare Is
A recent Gallup Poll indi­

cated that a majority of 
Americans favor medicare. 
But, of great significance, the 
same poll found that a very 
large percentage just don’t 
know what the scheme would 
and would not do. They be­
lieve that it is far more liber­
al and inclusive than is actu­
ally the case. To take one 
important example, 40 per 
cent think it would cover the 
fees of doctors, surgeons and 
dentists — which it wouldn’t.

The fact is, as many ob­
servers have pointed out, that 
the very term medicare is a 
misnomer. It suggests a 
broad program1 for meeting 
all the needs of those coming 
under it. Instead, it is esen- 
tially a hospital and nursing 
home program, and even in 
those areas the benefits are 
strictly limited.

So, if medicare should be­
come law, millions of people 
will be due for a grave dis­
appointment. Along with that, 
the heavy cost — which in all 
probability would be larger 
than the estimates — would 
have to be paid by substantial 
boosts in the social security 
tax rates.

We might have to accept 
these dangers and disadvant­
ages if medicare was the only 
way to deal with the medical 
problems of the aged. But 
there are other and better 
ways. What seems to be the 
best of these is a plan pro­
posed by the American Medi­
cal Association. It would ex­
pand the existing Kerr-Mills 
federal-state program and au­
thorize people over 65 to buy 
private health insurance pro­
viding liberal hospital and 
medical benefits. Govern­
ment would pay part or all of 
the premium of policyholders 
who could not afford the cost. 
If a policyholder’s income was 
below a certain level, estab­
lished by the state, he would 
pay nothing at all. A simple 
statement of income, filed 
with a state agency would be 
all that was needed to qualify.

This plan is based on actual 
need, as any sound plan must 
be. It would provide much 
more than medicare and do 
that without setting up anoth­
er Washington bureaucracy. 
It would not open the door to 
socialized, or politically domi­
nated medicine, as many fear 
medicare would. It meets the 
problem — without creating 
new and serious problems in 
the process.

Edward W. O’Brien, of the 
Portland Oregonian’s Wash­
ington Bureau, writes: “ An

a Misnomer
unpublished study by top gov­
ernment actuaries shows that 

\ the administration’s medicare 
proposal would cost $3.8 bil­
lion a year by 1975 and that 
the proposed special health 
care fund would be just about 
broke by then.

“ In this study, Social Se­
curity- Administration experts 
found that the cost of operat­
ing medicare would exceed by 
1972 the income to the fund 
from the new payroll taxes 

i provided . . .”
These findings square with 

I warnings given by nongovern- 
; mental authorities of the fi­
nancial perils that medicare 
contains. And there is more 
than theory to back them up. 
Some foreign countries have 
imposed various medical ben­
efit plans on top of pension 
and retirement programs and 

, have invariably found that the 
I actual costs far exceeded the 
optimistic e s t i m a t e s .  In 
France, which took that step, 
reports indicate that the wel­
fare system is perilously close 
to bankruptcy.

What Texan hasn’t thrilled 
to the sight of his State Capi­
tol Building as he drew near 
Austin? It is most appropri­
ate that the monumental red 
granite structure should domi­
nate the scene, as it has since 
1888.

Conversely, it would be 
most unfortunate if high-rise 
buildings placed too close to 
the Capitol should wipe out 
the long-range view of the 
stately building at the top of 
the hill.

Already a few structures ob­
struct somewhat a view of the 
Capitol. The state itself built 
one, the Sam Houston Office 
Building, which is too tall to 
be located so close.

Now foundation work is un­
der way on a 24-story struc­
ture fronting on C a p i t o l  
Square. Such a structure not 
only would completely domi­

nate the skyline thereabouts 
but would hide the Capitol 
from view in one direction.

Rep. Henry Grover of Hous­
ton has introduced a House 
concurrent resolution which 
would direct the State Build­
ing Commission to initiate 
demnation proceedings for 
purchase of the site and im­
provements. The o w n e r s  
would be compensated, of 
course. The work already 
done would not be wasted, as 
the state could then proceed 
with a lew-rise parking ga­
rage or office structure.

Austin is a rauidly growing 
city. Tall buildings will be 
erected there. But there are 

j other sites available for such
structures. The majesty of 
the State Capitol should be 
protected. — Houston Chroni­

ics section of A&M’s Depart- 1 
ment of Agricultural Econom­
ics and Sociology points out® 
other interesting facts. Due 
to the vast differences in soil 
types and locations, sale pri­
ces ranged from $20 to over 
$1,000 per acre.

While land prices m o v e d  
upward, the net farm income 
was declining. Thus requir­
ing a larger investment for a 
smaller return. A popular j 
view expressed to the study j 
group was that the low net 
farm income does not justify j 
the existing high land prices, ® 
Andrews said.

But a closer look at the® 
dominant sources of demand 
for agriculural lands may 
help explain the situation, the 
specialist added. First, he 
said, the average net farm in­
come can be misleading. 
Many farmers and ranchers 
receive a far greater return 
than the average indicates. 
This group is capable of ad­
justing rapidly to incorporate 
technological advances and fi­
nancially able to bid up the 
price of land to gain a larger 
economic sized unit. The1 
strong demand for strictly ag­
ricultural land comes almost 
entirely from this group, An­
drews said.

I
Another important source of 

demand for agricultural land 
is from industry and urban 
developments. In many areas 
of Texas industry is expand­
ing and using large acreages 
of agricultural land and push­
ing prices upward. U r b a n  
centers are spreading out and 
taking up more and more 
land and highways are also 

I taking their share, the spe- \ 
I cialist said. These inten-ive ! 
uses of land exert great influ­

ence on land prices, the study 
noted.

A third important source of 
demand comes from urban 
dwellers. These buyers are 
interested in using land for 
agricultural purposes as well 
as for homes, week-end farms 
and for recreation.

These demand sources f o r  
land are the dominant forces 
in the Texas land market and 
are not expected to change in 
the near future, Andrews con­
cluded.
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VETS QUESTIONS & ANSWERS
Q — Upon my discharge
