The special venire of 160 had 
been exhausted and Judge George 
L. Davenport instructed the sheriff 
to summons 35 additional talesmen 
for examination this afternoon.

The state exhausted 11 challenges 
and the defense 10.

Questioning of veniremen began 
at 10 a. m. yesterday. Eight jurors 
were selected yesterday.

The c.'urt recessed at 11:30 this 
morning, after exhaustion of the 
venire, until 2 o’clock this evening 
when examination of the additional 
veniremen was to be undertaken.

SANTA FE, Feb. 24.—Panhandle 
railroad development is making a 
town of this point which hitherto 
was little different from the other 
land within 30 miles of Dalhart. 
Santa Fe will have three railroads, 
a roundhouse, division offices and a 
10-track switchyard, according to 
its neighbors.

The Santa Fe railroad has pur­
chased 1000 acres of land at the 
crossing of its Amarillo-Las Ani­
mas line with the Dalhart-Morse 
line of the Rock Island. At the 
crossing will be the town of Santa 
Fe. A tow'nsite already has been 
staked and bunk houses built. A 
station has been erected and foun­
dations are being laid for the round­
house.

Railroad officials say that no 
sales, leases or contracts will be 
made by the railroad until streets 
in tile new town have been graded 
aiid curbs and gutters installed.

STROUDSBURG, Pa,, Feb. 24.— 
One striking hosiery mill worker, a 
girl, was killed aiid two others 
wounded early today in the first 
outbreak of violence resulting here 
from a walkout at the Mammoth 
Hosiery mill.

Alberta Bachman, 20, was killed 
and Mrs. Elsie Bachman, 25, and 
Russell Hastie, 25, were wounded 
when fired upon by a worker whose 
home had been stoned last night.

The trouble began late iast 
night, police saidp when Clark Mil­
ler, a former striker who returned 
to work, reported that someone 
threw a stone through a front win­
dow' in his home.

Miller and his friend, Robert 
Arnold, armed themselves and 
stationed themselves beside the 
window waiting for a possible re­
turn of the stone thrower.

About 12:30 a. m., Miller said, an 
automobile drew' up and halted 
across the street from his house. 
Two men alighted.

He said he called on them to halt 
and when they failed he fired a 
shot in the air. The men ran, he 
said, entered the automobile and 
drove off. Miller said he and Arnold 
fired at the rear of the machine as 
it was driving away.

At this point John Bigleow, a 
neighbor of Miller, rushed out, arm­
ed with a shotgun. He is said to 
have fired at the rear of the auto­
mobile also.

The machine halted about 100 
yards from Miller’s home and the 
three men rushed toward it. They 
found Miss Bachman dead in the 
rear seat. She died from a gunshot 
wound in the back, police said.

Besides the dead girl they found 
Mrs. Bachman and Hastie wounded. 
Tw'o other girls and a man also 
were, in the machine but were un­
hurt.

Date of the execution of Clyde 
Thompson, youthful convicted slay­
er of Lucian Shook, at Leeray in 
September 1928, w'as set for Friday 
May 8, by Judge Elzo Been of the 
88th district court at Eastland this 
afternoon.

Judge Been shortly before pass­
ing sentence on Thompson, over­
ruled a motion by his attorney for 
a rehearing of Thompson’s sanity 
case,

Thompson; apparently oblivious! 
to what went on, heard the sen­
tence of electrocution in the death 
chair at Huntsville pronounced up­
on him with a show of unconcern.! 
His only hope of escaping the grim 
fate rests with Gov. Ross Sterling 
to whom a last appeal for the 
youth may be taken.

Thompson, who was tried twice 
for the crime, receiving the death 
penalty in each case, was pro­
nounced sane by the jury in dis­
trict court after a hearing which 
began December 29. His first mur­
der trial verdict was reversed by 
the court of criminal appeals.

Hearing on his motion for a 
rehearing of the sanity case was 
delayed due to the illness of one 
of his attorneys.

OIL EMBARGO 
BILL KILLED 
BY COMMITTEE

WASHINGTON, Feb. 24.—T h e 
house ways and means committee 
yesterday threw a block in the 
path of legislation designed to pro­
tect independent oil producers of 
the United States against foreign 
oil imports when it voted to post­
pone all tariff and embargo meas­
ures because “ there would not be 
sufficient time during the remain­
der of the session for the consider-; 
ation” of such bills.

The vote was 13 to 7.
With this vote the committee 

decided not to meet again this 
session, ending not only oil legis­
lation but also the Burtness bill 
a temporary embargo on depressed 
agricultural products and William­
son bill for a ban on all Russian 
products refusing to accept the de­
cision of the committee, represen­
tatives from independent oil ter­
ritory planned a delegation before 
the unofficial republican steering 
committee tomorrow in an effort 
to gain the support of party lead­
ers and force reconsideration by 
the committee.

This move will be preceded by a 
caucus of oil state representatives. 
In. the morning Senator Capper, 
Representative Hoch, both repub­
licans of Kansas, will carry the 
case of the independents directly 
to President Hoover with whom afi 
engagement has been made.

When the general postponement 
resolution was offered, democratic 
Leader Garner moved that an ex­
ception be made of oil tariff pro­
posals. His motion was defeated 
13 to 7. Committee members said 
six democrats were joined by one 
republican in favor of Garner’s 
motion.

No direct vote was taken on the 
independent compromise substitute 
for the Capper-Garber bill.

Miss Langston walked toward the 
door as if to open it but instead 
leaped quickly into a little side 
room. Hanks remained standing, 
hands up in the middle of the 
floor.

One of the bandits went into a 
little window opening into the room 
in which the girl hid. He stuck 
his revolver through the window 
and threatened to fire if the girl 
did not emerge. She did not ans­
wer him.

criminally insane now scattered among the various institu­
tions be put into one hospital built inside the walled grounds 
of the state penitentiary. This committee recommended 
two additional doctors for each state hospital in order that 
patients may have closer observation and the employment 
of dietitians, farm managers and dairy husbandmen.

Speaking of the “disgrace of Texas,” need of additional 
buildings to take care of an increasing number of patients 
was pointed out. Statistics reveal that insane persons were 
being held in jail in 168 counties in October, 1930, because of 
the lack of room in state hospitals.

Why should insane persons be confined in jails that are 
built not for people unfortunately diseased but for the incar­
ceration of criminals? Texas is one of the richest of the 
southern and southwestern commonwealths. Is it a crime to 
be insane? Why should a person whose only crime is that 
his or her mind is afflicted, be tried like a felon, subjected to 
abuses that not even savages would offer one afflicted with 
other types of physical ailment ?

Before final adjournment the lawmakers should remove 
the “disgrace” from Texas by appropriating the funds to 
provide comfortable quarters for the unfortunates of the 
commonwealth who are being cared for as criminals are 
cared for within the walls of a jail.

“TOO FAR” IN 1912,

Back in 1912 George F. Baker, one of the most prom­
inent banking executives, said that he believed the centrali­
zation of money and credit had gone far enough and the situ­
ation was not entirely comfortable for a great country to be 
in.

What has happened since then? Centralization has 
gone further and further. Giant business corporations have 
been built up, and in banking circles concentration has be­
come more pronounced. In almost every realm one or two 
large corporations are predominant, and the smaller, inde­
pendent groups are negligible and unimportant.

American prosperity has succeeded in furnishing us 
with the greatest collection of billionaires and multi-million­
aires that we have ever had, but the fruits of this prosper­
ous age have not been so generally distributed as to prevent 
a terrible depression just as soon as laboring men and wo­
men were temporarily left without their weekly or monthly 
wage.

If concentration was “far enough” in 1912, where is it 
today? Scrambled eggs can not be unscrambled was the 
challenge of a great trust executive some years ago. Unfor­
tunately, in this country, we have not yet reached a stage of 
sufficient wisdom that a majority of the people are keen 
enough to prevent further scrambling.

A GLOOMY OUTLOOK,

Outlook for an embargo or tariff upon foreign crude at 
this time is a gloomy one since the house ways and means 
committee yesterday voted to postpone action on all tariff 
and embargo measures because “there would not be sufficient 
time during the remainder of the session for the considera­
tion” of bills of this character. Democratic Leader John 
Garner’s efforts to exempt oil from this action was overrid­
en. The committee’s action, in effect, kills oil legislation at 
this time and leaves the independents without the relief | 
sought at least until the next congress assembles.

Unless the supporters of the measure are successful in 
gaining support of republican leaders and forcing a recon­
sideration by the committee the case of the independent oil 
men is practically hopeless at this time. A direct appeal to 
President Hoover will be made as a part of the effort to se­
cure this reconsideration.

But, while those opposed to oil legislation of this charac-1 
ter have been successful in halting consideration of pending 
measures, this success is temporary. It is predicted that the 
issue will assume greater and greater proportions until con­
gress will be forced to either meet or mollify the demands in 
the not distant future.

With the type of men now in con­
trol of the machinery of govern­
ment, such a policy is not only de­
sirable but practicable.

With such a policy espoused by 
the Texas legislature and the Tex­
as executive, there is the certainty 
that enough new industry will be 
brought into the state to produce, 
even upon the old ad valorem basis 
the additional revenues which ex­
panding government must find. 
Tliis policy, too, has the advantage 
of building the state’s commerce 
and industry, rather than penaliz­
ing and driving it from cur bord­
ers. * * *

Let’s guad against the chance 
that we may tax ourselves out cf 
thp picture of prosperity and prog­
ress. Let’? build rather than de­
stroy. Let's inject into the tax 
policy of Texas not only a system 
but a system of equity and fair­
ness. Let’s remember that it is

ITS FREEDOM
j TALLINN, . Estonia, Feb. 24.t-  
!—Thirteen years ago today Estonia 
the small state bordered by Soviet 
Russia, Latvia and the Baltic Sea, 
declared its independence and is 
n o / among the most prosperous 
cf the Baltic countries.

' Estonia was an independent coun- 
I try before the birth of Christ up 
j to 1561 and throughout the last 
] centuries during which she was 
| under the rule of her different 
j neighbors her people continued in 
I the.r belief that some day they 
I would again become their own 
| masters. At the end of the World 
• War Russia , evacuated Estonia un- 
I der the treaty of Brest-Litovsk,
I which also provided for the oc- 
] cupaticn of the country by Ger­
many.

Essentially an agricultural coun­
try, Estonia enjoyed a good harvest 
in 1930 and her foreign trade also 
showed an improvement over the 
two previous years.

Largest, Buyers
Great Britain and Germany are 

the largest buyers of Estonian pro­
ducts while, as regards imports, 
Germany occupies first place, the 
United States and Soviet Russia 
sharing/second position with Brit­
ain third.

Much attention is now being giv­
en to oil shale which, it is hoped, 
will eventually become a source of 
considerable wealth to the country. 
A big government factory has been 
built and concessions granted to 
foreign groups with a view to ex­
ploiting the industry.

Estonia’s foreign policy is one of 
friendliness and cordiality to all 
countries. It is prescribed by her 
geographical position which destin­
es her to be a connecting link be­
tween the East and West of 
Europe. A number of trade treat­
ies have been , signed hr recent 
years and negotiations are now 
proceeding for preferential trade 
agreements with Finland, Latvia 
and Lithuania. Relations with 
Sweden are particularly cordial.

Military Forces
The military forces of the coun­

try are limited. There is also a 
civil guard composed of "all classes 
but mainly farmers and their sons. 
This is partly self-supporting, rais­
ing funds for equipment from 
social gatherings, etc. The gov­
ernment also grants a certain 
amount to. the civil guard.

The Estonians in 1918, created 
what is believed to be an unpre- 
cendented situation in the annals 
of history by declaring their in­
dependence while still, partly under 
German occupation and in spite 
of the German wartime military 
dictatorship. Although the country 
was not actually independent for 
some time afterwards, the date of 
the historical declaration, February 
24, is regarded as the national in­
dependence day holiday.

Shortly .after the departure of the 
German troops Estonia had to go 
through the strain of a defensive 
war against bolshevistic Russia, but 
a peace treaty was concluded on 
February 2, 1920, recognizing, the 
independence of Estonia. The 
Estonian constitution was adopted 
by the Constitutional Assembly on 
June 15, 1920. .

The present head of the state, 
M. Otto Strandm.an, leader of the 
Radical Party, is simultaneously 
President and Prime Minister of. a 
coalition government consisting of 
the parties of the Right and the 
Center. He has previously been 
Finance Minister and Estonian 
Minister to Warsaw. 'The present 
Parliament, elected in 1929, is com­
posed of 100 members; of various 
parties and is elected for three 
years. The parties include Far­
mers', Christian- People’s Party, 
People’s Party Settlers, Radicals 
and Socialists. The Peoples Party 
Settlers are ex-service men. who 
were given land for their war ser­
vices under the Land Reform, 
which created , successful small 
holdings in place of the former 
large estates.

Grows in Italy

By LauferBRUSHING UP ON SPORTS

ROME, Feb. 24. — Although Italy 
occupies a low position, the 22nd in 
the list cf telephone-using nations, 
great steps*have been made in 
popularizing and extending the 
last few years.

There is still, however, only 0.8 
telephones per 100 inhabitants in 
Italy, as against 16.3 telephones in 
the United States, 4.6 in Germany, 
3.8 in Great Britain, and 2.3 in 
France.

In five years cf private industrial 
organization cf the telephone ser­
vice in Italy, the number of sub- 
sci ibers has been more than dou­
bled. When private enterprise took 
ever the telephone lines in July 
1925, the number of subscribers 
was 127.333 whereas at the end of 
.June. 1930, the total had reached 
272,815. It is calculated that the 
number at present is over 300.000.

In 1925, in Lombardy and Pied­
mont, the two regions of Italy with 
the greatest number of telephone 
users, only two cities. Milan and 
Turin had an automatic telephone 
service. The number of subscrib­
ers in both cities total only 40.000. 
Today there are over 115,000 au­
tomata telephones in use in Turin 
and Milan. In the Rome province 
and zone there are 74,000.

In Piedmont and Lombardy, 
there are 100,410 telephone sub­
scribers; 74.000 in the Rome re­
gion: 36,066 in Sdfith Italy; 30,621 
in Abruzzi Molise and the central 
Adriatic zone, and 26,000 in the 
Venice provinces.

AUSTIN, Feb. .24.—Priority in 
water rights is now a fact.

The policy of preserving perma­

appetite for atrocity stories 
can always get them from some 
part of the world, and now they 
are getting them from Poland. 
The reports come from what 
seem to be reliable authority 
and are completely denied by Dic­
tator Joseph Pilsudski’s represen­
tative here, Polish Ambassador 
Tytus Filipowicz.

One trouble with atrocity sto­
ries is that, much as everyone 
likes to believe them, they are 
likely to be exaggerated.

The other trouble is that they 
are always officially denied, en 
toto, whether true, false or only 
partly true. If Mr. Filipowicz, 
for Instance, were to admjt that 
there had been any Polish atroci­
ties against the Ukrainians in 
eastern Galicia, as is being widely 
charged, he presumably would be 
recalled to Warsaw, fired and in­
carcerated in Marshal Pilsudski’s 
great big hoosegow at Brest 
Litovsk.

Urge Investigation
The Ukrainian mfembers of the 

Women’s International League 
for Peace and Freedom recently 
asked their international office to 
send a commission of inquiry into 
Galicia to investigate terroristic 
methods used by the Polish cav­
alry and police against the 
Ukrainian minority.

Mary Sheepshanks, the interna­
tional secretary, and Frau Oppen- 
heim of Austria made the investi­
gation and turned in a report 
which appears to reveal the most 
widespread campaign of atrocity 
perpetrated in many years. This 
began in October and continued 
up to the elections on Nov. 15. It 
was at about the same time that 
Pilsudski was throwing some of 
his most important political ene­
mies into jail. _

The women found populations 
terrorized and peasants and work­
men still suffering from frightful 
beatings inflicted two months pre­
viously. but they were able to 
find witnesses who dared talk. By 
government command, they re­
port, somewhere between 500 and 
800 villages were raided by cav­
alry and police. Hundreds, and 
“ perhaps several thousand,w ere 
brutally flogged.

Siamese Royalty to Visit Incognito

PITTSBURGH, Feb. 24. — A 

tunnel and bridge which marked 
the entry of the Wabash railroad 
system into Pittsburgh 25 years 
ago and precipitated one of the 
outstanding railroad battles, will 
be rc-vamped for use of automo­
biles.

County commissioners have un­
animously approved a bond issue 
for purchase of the tunnel and 
bridge for $3,000,000 from the Pitts­
burgh and West Virginia Railroad 
It will be converted into a new 
tralfic route to South Hills suburbs 
if voters approve.

Sale, however, does not indicate 
tlie Pittsburgh and West Virginia, 
present owner cf ihe tunnel, is 
abandoning the Pittsburgh field. 
Other facilities will be arranged 
for their terminal here and tire 
company, with completion of the 
new $15,000,000 extension to Con- 
nellsville, Pa., is preparing for even 
greater business.

Long Fight
The Wabash interests, headed j 

by George J. Gould, succeeded in 
entering Pittsburgh only after a 
long, hard fight. Several months' 
struggle was necessary to get a 
charter grant from city council.

Millions of dollars were spent in 
building the road, but the expected 
profits were not realized. 
t Since the Taplfn brothers of 
Cleveland acquired the Pittsburgh 
and West Virginia several years 
ago. they have pushed projected 
plans for a new Erie to Baltimore 
route. This, through the Great 
Lakes, would provide a new route 
for traffic from the Northwest to 
tidewater at Baltimore.

Old Dream
The Connellsville extension 

gives the P. and W. Va„ connection 
with the Western Maryland at Con- 
hcllsville. The P. and W. Va., al­
ready has connected with the 
Wheeling and Lake Erie at Pitts­
burgh Junction. Through acquisi­
tion of the two lines, for which the 
P. and W. Va.. has applications be­
fore the Interstate Commerce Com­
mission. the Taplins might realize 
a dream of years.

Pittsburgh and West Virginia is 
fighting to establish such a system 
in the face of double odds. The 
proposed plan of the Interstate 
Commerce Commission would as­
sign the P. and W. Va., to the 
Wabash 1 system along with tire 
Wheeling and Lake Erie, to estab­
lish a new short route from St. 
Louis to New York and a fifth 
eastern trunk system.
.• The proposed four-trunk line 

system of the leading eastern rail­
road executives would assign the 
P. and W. Va., to the New York 
Central, Pennsylvania, Baltimore 
and Ohio, and Chesapeake and 
Ohio, as a "bridge" line.
