“The Nimrod and Scranton road

-

is now practically complete,” said
Commissioner Stubblefield when
asked about that highway. “With

the exception of about two miles
of the road where it turns towards
Pioneer at Ben Speegle’s place, the
gravel has been placed, and traffic
that has been going to other towns
is now coming to Cisco. This gives

Cisco another good gravel high-
way, which is completed from
Scranton to Cisco, making travel
easy clear into this place. The

same conditions prevail as to the
road into the Nimrod community,
as the Nimrod folk travel the
same highway as the Scranton peo-
ple after they reach the point where
the roads merge in coming to Cisco.
I do not believe any highway has
brought, more trade to Cisco than
this road since it has been gravel-
ed. When 1 finish graveling this
additional two miles to the bound-

a highway that will accomodate
nearly all of the southwest part of
the county, drawing trade to Cisco
which has not been coming hure.”

“Boss Jackson, who lives on this
newly' completed highway, was pres-
ent while Stubblefield was talking.
He said: “The road is all right.
In faect I think it is one of the
best in the county, and I certainly

would not take anything for what
interest I have in the road. It is
easy to travel this highway now,

and everybody is pleased since the
road has been (finished. Witk a
few more rains, and the further
packing of the surface, will make it
one of the best in the county.”

ty, new wells being spudded in
nearly every day, and new con-
tracts for development. The

Hormas well in the northeast cor-
ner of section 66, bloek 11, L. A.,
is looking good, making twenty bar-
rels at 615 feet. The Lion Tamers
Oil corporation has acquired the
offset acreage to the east on the
Leech land and will start drilling
at once. Hogan et al, have spud-
ded in on offset to the nortu on
Baird tract. Cherectezer has a loca-
tion in thq southwest corner Survey
31 on the Leech land, which is a
corner offset to the Hormas well.
Chandler and Elliott have contiract-
ed to drill a well on the east 80
of the half of survey 31, Leech
land. The Lion Tamers have also
acquired the southeast 1-4 of sur-
vey 31, which they expect to driil
in the near future. Hughes «t al
are drilling a well on the Dayve Mil-
ler ranch ten miles north of Al-
bany, section 562 T. E. & L. land.

MURDERERS, RICH AND POOR

‘T'here are nineteen men in Sing Sing prison under
sentence of death. Clarence Darrow, the noted Chicago
lawyer, says he will guarantee that “every one of those
men awaiting death is there because he was without a
good lawyer.” You do not find rich men in the death
house, he says, because they can afford to hire able law-
yers.

This hardly comes with good grace from the hired
lawyer who used his talents to keep that precious pair,
Loeb and Leopold, from the death house. Darrow, how-
ever, justifies himself by claiming he defends rich and poor
alike because he is opposed to capital punishment.

There is something essentially unjust and undemo-
cratic in the picture drawn, of poor murderers awaiting
execution and rich murderers at large, or alive in prison
and buoyed up by hope of liberty. A poor man’s life is as
precious to him as a rich man’s. There should be no dif-
ference in their punishment for the same crime. Either
both should be executed for murder, or there should be no
executions.

In the years that are gone the writer voted for Wil-
liam Jennings Bryan for president on numerous occas-
ions, and still has a tender feeling for this talented Ameri-
can, despite his many political idiosyncrasies. However,
Mr. Bryan’s suggestion that Messrs. La Follettee and
Wheeler and their isms be welcomed into the Democratie
party is amusing and shows how little he understands the
millions of Democrats who constitute the party of Thomas
Jefferson and Woodrow Wilson.

THE LOWER COST OF LIVING

The cost of living in the United States has gone down
a little further. Federal Reserve Board figures show that
it, averages 55 per cent above the pre-war level. This is
higher than most of us would like to see it, but remarkably
low compared with price levels in other countries. Only
Canada, among other important countries, shows a lower
living cost. In England, living expenses are 70 per cent
higher than before the war; in France, 266 per cent high-
er; in Belgium, 393 per cent higher; in Italy, 412 per cent
higher.

Salary workers are not so generally fortunate.

THE ELECTION IN ENGLAND

The result of the British election is hard for Ameri-|

cans to understand. On the whole, it may be of no great
importance or interest to Americans. With the internal
policies of Great Britain there is no need to concern our-
selves. And as regards external policy, it is not likely that
any British party or government will depart from the set-
tled policy of cultivating Ayaerican friendship and trying
to deal with this country as fairly as it is possible for one
power to deal with another.

Yet, in one respect, at least, the average American
must be disappointed in the remarkable victory of the
Tories and the swing back to extreme conservatism.
That is in the possible effect on European reconstruction.

Premier MacDonald’s Labor government, whatever
its defects may have been at home or in the dealings with
Soviet Russia, proved itself on the whole enlightened and
progressive with regard to international affairs. It brought
Great Britain into better relations with France and en-
abled those two leading countries of Europe to work to-
gether again, after several years of growing alienation. It
upheld the plan of the international experts’ committee of
which Mr. Dawes was chairman, and to it goes much of
the credit for that plan’s success. It realized that whether
the Allies like Germany or not, they have to live along-
side of that country and get along with her somehow or
other, and also that they, themselves, stand to benefit
more from a prosperous Germany than a dead Germany.

If the Tories have learned this lesson, it will be well
for Britain and well for her neighbors, across the channel
and across the Atlantic. But all history shows how slowly
Tories learn. A EE ST

Every right thinking person rejoices in the fact that
the farmers are getting higher prices for their produects
this year and that their condition promises to be much im-
proved as a result.
What has caused the change of the past few months.
Not legislation, nor the adoption of fads or isms—it is

simply the inevitable working of the old law of supply and |

demand. When farmers produce more of a given crop
than the world needs, the price will be low. When a given
crop is short, the price will be high. All other causes are
insignificant compared to these. It cannot be denied that
there are other influences which have some effect, such as
a just system of farm credits, fair transportation rates, co-
operative marketing in an orderly manner and so on.

But the farmer must learn the lesson that politicians
do not make good times. He must study to produce his
crops at lower cost, by adopting modern methods of farm

his own living, his food and stock feed, at home. He
should market his crops co-operatively when such a plan
seems best.
