The
ruling  of the federal court that
Scopes must go to trial was received
here with great rejoicing, and the
streets are decorated with flags,
bunting and monkey signs. The
ruling of the federal court has plae-
ed the defense at a disadvantage, and
all of the witnesses must be volun-
teers, as the use of subpoenas wasl
denied the defendant. Rumors are
prevalent that Clarence Darrow will
not be present when the trial opens.

PROSPERITY

America is liquidating the war. The huge war debt,
which stood at $26,594,000,000 six years ago, had drop-
ped to $20,516,000,000 when the last fiscal year ended on
iune 30. A billion a year is a good deal to pay for a dead

orse.

If reduction proceeds no more rapidly than it has
since the armistice, the country will be free from public
debt in twenty years. And the reduction is likely to accel-
erate with the increase of domestic prosperity, the recov-
ery of Europe and the payment of foreign debts. Allied
debts alone would wipe out half the remaining national
debt, if they were fully paid.

The government found in its hands on July 1, to
start the new year, a surplus of $250,000,000, five times as
much as was forecast last fall. This indicates a commend-
able and growing restraint in expenditures at Washington.
It speaks also, most emphatically, of the essential prosper-
ity of the country, even in times regarded as “dull.”
America has started on a new career of expansion and
wealth whose extent no man can foresee.

CHILD LABOR GOES ON

General dicussion of child labor conditions has died ,

out for a while. It is obvious that for at least four or six
years there is little possibility of any federal regulation of
child labor. In the meantime, the tendency to employ
children, which has not lessened much since 1920, shows
signs of increasing in many places.

There are today seven states permitting children to
go to work at 14 years without evidence of ability to read;
18 states make no physical fitness test before employing
children; 12 states allow children at 14 to work 9 to 11
hours a day; 25 states allow children at 14 to run ele-
vators; 19 states have no law prohibiting children of 14
from working on dangerous machinery; 36 states allow
children of 16 to wipe, oil or clean machinery in motion;
37 states allow children of 14 to work on scaffolding; and
