There is deep sign ificance in the fail 
ure of the K lotz Throw ing com pany of 
N ew  York, one of the largest silk lm 
porting and m anufacturing concerns in 
Am erica. The dispatch  relating the* 
story w as considerate to a degree It 
w as explained that the firm  had assets  
am ounting to $11,000,000 and liabilities 
of only $8,000,000. but that a ;ack  of 
“liquid assets"  to enable it to realise i 
cash to m eet im m ediate dem ands had 
caused it to be put in the hands of a 
“trustee "

The m eaning of the incident, san* un 
due consideration  of various in terests, 
m this: The largest silk  factor in the 
country ha# failed  and gone into th* 
hands of a receiver, due to a sudden  
sh attering of the luxur> m arket.

Anybody can gvt hold of such  a state  
ment And it is true Silk va lues have  
collapsed in Japan. There w as a cause  
for that Searching for it you w ill find 
it in the reassert ion of decent prudence  
in Am erica where the prosperous crs»zed 
people finally  decided to stay out of th* 
silk m arket and refuse to be longer 
bilked

The failure of the silk house would 
not hav< occurred, and there would  
havt never been a sh attering of silk  
values in Japan, had the A m erican pub 
lie continued to eat up the offer ing of 
excessively  priced j»iik sh irts, sk is and 
hose

It im further explained that the Klotz 
com pany had reinve ted m ost of its 
“liquid profits in additional and new  
plants. In  other words it was preparing  
for even a bigger killing Then the 
folks got over their drunk and stopped  
buying They did pa> for the addition** 
and the new p lants But they refused  
to furnish  the additional capital n ect  
sary to m ake them  profitable in the 
enorm ous increase of w atered stock.

There will be other failures am ong  
the luxury concerns But the finar • 
and industrial fabrk of the e. untr-* w ' 
be strengthened , not w eakened, th c ’ °!

L ieutenant Z ebuloc M. P ike is cred­
ited w ith the discovery of the m ountain  
in lfc0$ As hardv a  pioneei a s w as the 
discoverer, he declared the peak w as m 
accessib le and none dare-1 to doubt it 
until July 14, 1820, w hen D octor Jam es, 
a nu mber of the Major lam p expedition, 
tucceeded in the attem pt.

Major L ong christened  the m ountain  
Jam es Peak but the pionoera and p lains­
men persisted in  g iv in g  it the nam e of 
its d iscoverer and l^ k es l eak it has re 
m ained.

The h istory of tourist travel 10 this 
m ost fam ous spot o f  th R ockies ha8 
been that of the developm ent of high  
w ay transportation . First cam e a  
Iridic- path, in 1*7*. tw o years later a 
w agon road w as built and in 1891 a cog  
w heel railroad w as constructed.

W ith the developm ent ot the autom o  
bile industry cam e the dem and for a
