SIGNED: SEEN
AS LABOR AID

WASHINGTON, July 5 — Presi-
dent Roosevelt today signed the
Wagner-labor relations bill into
law and said “it should serve as ar
important step toward the achieve-
ment of just and peaceful labor re-
lation in industry.”

He cautioned, however, that suc-
cessful operation of the new law,
guaranteeing labor the right to or-
ganize for collective bargaining.
would require a sense of “sober re-
sponsibilities and of willing coopera-
tion” on the part of management,
labor, and the public.”

The president warned, too, against
expecting too much from the law.
Emphasizing that its purpose is to
protect labos, in organizing and
bargaining, he said, “It may event-
ually eliminate one major cause of
Jabor disputes, but it will not stop
all labor disputes.”

Mi. Roosevelt also pointed out
that the law “is applicable only
when violation of the legal rights of
independent self organization would
hurt or obstruct interstate com-
merce.”

Dr. H. Gordon Hayes, chief of the division of economic
research of the department of commerce, is responsible for
a series of business articles of particular interest which il-
lustrate the extent and nature of the gains that have been
made since the approximate low point of the depression
which coincided with the financial crashes of 1933. Standing
out clearly is the improvement, writes Dr. Hayes, that has
occurred since 1935 in continuation of the very substantial
gains made in 1934. Furthermore, he asserts that it is furth-
er evident that despite this improvement, the current posi-
tion is congiderably lower than in 1929, the last year of rela-
tively full employment. His comparison is even less favorable
on a per capita basis, as the increase in population since early
1929 has amounted to some 6,000,000 or 5 per cent.

To summarize some of the important changes, he says,
it may be noted that farm income in the first four moaths of
1935 was 61 per cent above that for the same period of 1933,
and 12 per cent in excess of that for early 1934. Industrial
production was up 41 and 7 per cent respectively, while the
increases 1n employment, retail sales and foreign trade have
also been substantial. Gains in such individual lines as auto-
mobiles, eléctric refrigerators and rayon have been especially
large, and it is interesting to note that a number of commo-
dities are being manufactured and sold in greater quantities
than in, 1929. |

Of the 24 commodities listed in the section generally re-
lating to production and consumption, the following products
are in this category; wool, rayon, shes, cigarets, -electric
power, gasoline and alcoholic beverages. He reminds the
reader that with this comprehensive list of quantitative
changes that have occurred. One change that is immediately
apparent is the lessening of the many strains on our econo-
mic structure which were such a potent influence in extend-
ing the downward spiral of the depression. This alleviation
of stress is especially apparent in the price data, declares Dr.
Hayes, the rapid increase in prices of farm products and
raw materials tending to bring about a much better balanced
price relationship which in turn has facilitated the exchange
of goods. His verdiet is that many maladjustments still exist
but their representative influences have been much lessened.

It is noted that these altered price relationships have
been instrumental in bringing about a better distribution of
purchasing power and in lightening a burden of debt for cer-
tain segments of the population. Likewise the improvement
in purchasing power in rural areas has been much more rapid
than in industrial centers so that the farmer has again as-
sumed a more normal position as a consumer Similarly, the
general price rise and the improvement in profits have light-
ened the debt burden on industry.

To those who like their informa-
tion made visual through ~harts,
diagrams and tables, a publication
issued by the Texas Relief Adminis.-
traticn will be interesting.

In it, L. E. Hardwoed, public rela-
ticns man for the ccmmission, has
pictured the Texas velief situation
and what has been dene in the past

The back cover of the volume has
an eya-catching presentation of the
Texas map, dt looks like one of
many fancy quilts that industrious
housewives used to make out of
many colored patches.

Closer inspection shows -that cer-
tain “patches” designate that a
certain percentage of the county
population is on relief. Black
pratches, designating more than 30
per cent, are few.

A circle representing a relief dol-
lar is shown on one of the interest-

ing charts. Sectors show just how
much of the dollar was used for
each purpose.

Direct relief took 23.55 cents of

the dollar; werk relief, 32.24 cents,
and rural rehabilitation, 2042
cents.

Special programs, including emer-
gency education, college student aid
and transient relief, consumed 4.8
cents; administration, .944  cents,
project supervision, 7.2 cents, and
precessing commodities, 2.34 cents.

Most interesting of the tables is a
list of the tons, pounds, tushels, gal-
lens and yards making up the more
than $7,500,000 worth of supplies dis-
tributed in addition to money relief.

uncovered a cache of great flint
blades, some of them nearly a foot
long and half a foot wide. They
were ranged round a center block
of stone to simulate sun rays. Who
made them and placed them there,
as part of a sacred ritual, no one
knows. Presumably they belonged
to Indians older than any recorded
in history—the Basket Makers,
perhaps. )

“The staff of the museum of the
Texas Indian at the University of
Texas hopes soon to acquire one of
the few buffalo skins still in exis-
tence emblazoned with the sacred
emblem of the sun.

“In opposition to the sun stan-
dard, which was a religious symbol,

flashingly picturesque as the Tar-
tar and the Arab. Under his red
banner he whirled into Mexico,
raiding the ranches, referring to
the proud Spanish ranch-owners as
his herdsmen. Under his flaunting
square of vermillion-tinted leather
he robbed the pack-trains moving
toward the French trading posts.
Following his plume-tipped lance,
he set the Mexican garrisons by
the ears when they raised the tri-
color; and he fought pioneer, Ran-
ger, and Federal soldier as they
moved against him under the Lone
Star and the 'Stars and Stripes.
Taking advantage of the Anglo-
American rift that raised the Con-
federate Stars and Bars, he cut to
pieces the Tonkewa ally of the Tex-
as settler, and whirled to the Gulf.
All in all, he retarded advance-
ment of the white frontier for forty
years following San Jacinto.

“Nor was it in fair fight that the
blood-tinged barbarian banner lost
its sovereign sway over the buiffa-
lo lands. The slaughter of the hum-
ped herds through cold iron—the
invention of the power rifle—starv-
ed the hosts that bore the sun -
shield on the plains.

“Neither was it in man-to-man
combat that the sun standard
vanished from the Texas woods and
prairies. Diseases imported from the
‘Downlands,’ brought by the pale-
face people the Indians mistook for
gods, together with internal strife
bred by encroaching whites, chilled
the fires in the sun temples and

' garden lands.”

Practical results  cannot be ex-
pected for several years, Dr. Hans
Platenius, engaged in research for
the department, announced.

Onions ' cause: tears because they
contain' a volatile oil, present in
small amounts, Dr: Platenius ex-
plained. He-cited experiments made
40 years ago-by a German chemist,
F. W. -Semmler.

“Semmler had to distill more
than a ton of onions to study the
chemical: composition and nature
of the o0il which he found causes
the tears,” - Dr. Platenius said.
“Even then, he obtained less than
one-tenth of a pint of pure oil.
What it lacks in quantity, however,
is made up on the power of the
oil.”

Dr. Platenius disclosed that a
fraction of a drop of the oil ob-
tained from the onions was suffi-
cient to make the odor of onions
noticeable throughout several large

“Based on the finding of Semm-
ler, we have developed a chemical
method of measuring the pungency
of onions accurately by giving the
amount of volatile sulphur in the
onion oil. This method had to be
developed becauser the common
testing test was unreliable.

“Next, we had to discover which
varieties were the mildest and
which the strongest. Onions of all
the leading varieties were obtained |
from different parts of the coun- |
try. Analysis of the samples show-!
ed that our commercial varieties |
can be placed in three distinct.{
groups—the mildest, medium and
the strongest onions.”

In the mildest group, Dr. Pla- .
tenius said, the department discov- |

Scenic Highway Built

The seaboard route from Tunis
to Egypt is another contribution.
This scenic highway begins at Tri-
poli and passes through the follow-
ing cities: Mesurata, Sirte, Agheila,
Gengasi, Derna, and Sollum. This
road extends through a wide varie-
ty of scenery and runs for long
stretches along the Mediterranean.

Recently the government approv-
ed an expenditure of an additional
$9,000,000 for construction of a
super- - highway in Lybia. The
Tunisian government also has al-
located $13,500,000 to improve ex-
isting highways and complete new
links.

Ferry Adds Links

The Touring club of Italy for
some time has been sponsoring the
highway running from London to
Cairo and passing through France,
Switzerland, Italy and Lybia. This
necessitates ferrying from
Sicily.

Completion of these major high-
ways will bring a fulfillment to the
dreams of Apuleio, Latin - Greek
writer, who died 180 A. D. He de-
scribed such routes from Europe
to Africa and the Far East in “The
Gold Donkey.”

The route from Cape North to
Calcutta runs as follows:

Oslo, Hamburg, Prague, Vienna,
Budapest, Belgrade, Sofia, Itan-
bul, Aleppo, Delhi and Calcutta.
