TWO-GUN BANDIT 
ESCAPES NOOSE 
IN A WILD DASH 

CHICAGO, Dec. 12.-Chief of Po-
lice Fitzmorris today threatened to 
suspend any policeman who cap-
tures "Lucky Tommy" O'Connor 
alive and' promised promotion to 
the officer who kills him. 

O'Connor -was to have been led 
to the death cell of the Cook county 
jail today awaiting his, hanging 
Thursday for the killing of a police 
officer, but instead he is leading a 
combined force of 3,000 police and 
deputies a merry chase after his 
sensational escape from jail last 
night. 

The jail break is characterized 
by Chief Fitzmorris as a "frame-
up between O'Connor and jail of-
ficials." 

DALLAS BROTHERS 
DIE AFTER SHOOTING 

IN WORTHAM OFFICE 
DALLAS-Dec. 12.-Elliott Miller 

and F. F. (Fox) Miller, brothers, died 
early Sunday morning as, a result of 
pistol shot wounds which they received 
while in the law office of Bryant •Sz 
Ricker, in the First State Bank Build-
ing of Wortham, at 6 p. m., Saturday. 

Both men were engaged in the real 
estate and building business in Dallas 
and were partners in a farm south of 
the city. 

They had oil interests in Wortham 
and were in that city Saturday to at-
tend to business regarding a mineral 
lease which they had on land owned by 
Carter Sessions, a farmer living at 
Kirvin, near Wortham, and who had 
filed suit to cancel the lease. 

Following the shooting Mr. Sessions 
-was taken into custody by City Mar-
'shal J. V. Lee and later delivered to H. 
M. Mayo, sheriff of Freestone county, 
who took him to Fairfield and placed 
him in the county Ail. 

THRILLING ESCAPE 
O'Connor and Two Others Overpower 

Guards and Make Wild Dash. 
CHICAGO, Ill., Dec. 12.-Tommy 

O'Connor, two-gun man, sentenced to 
be hanged next Thursday for murder, 
and two notorious criminals Sunday es-
caped from the county jail, fighting 
their way past half a dozen guards, 
most of whom were beaten into uncon-
sciousness by the desperadoes in their 
dash for liberty. 

Starting in the fourth-floor "bull-
pen," where the prisoners were exer-
cising, the break for freedom led down 
five floors, through the basement into 
the jail yard and over a 12-foot wall to 
a street, where an automobile was con-
fiscated and the driver, with a pistol 
poked into his side, was told to "drive 
like hell." 

A few minutes later' the machine 
crashed into a telephone pole, but the 
bandits continued their flight, O'Connor 
commandeering another car and when 
last seen the murderer, who has been 
characterized by the police as Chicago's 
most desperate gunman, was headed 
toward the south side underworld, arm-
ed for battle. 

Escaped in Daylight. 
The escape, carried out in broad' day-

light, was the most sensational in this 
part of the country in many years and 
was carefully planned in advance. It 
was successful despite the fact that 
several jailers refused to heed the 
threat f O'Connor's pistol and risked 
their lives in trying to obstruct his dash 
for liberty. 

The two men who escaped with 
O'Connor-  were Edward Darrow, charg-
ed.with a $60,0.00 robbery and James 
LaPorts, alleged to have been implicat-
ed in a $30,000 robbery. O'Connor had 
been in trouble with the police on many 
occasions, but his apparent-  immunity 
from Conviction earned him the title of 
"Lucky Tommy." 

Last spring half a dozen detectives 
went to O'Connor's house -to question 
him about a crime. While they were 
there Policemen Patrick O'Neill was 
shot to death and O'Connor, later con-
victed of the murder, escaped despite 
the presence of half a dozen officers, 
most of whom later were suspended for 
their apparent negligence. He com-
mandeered an automobile and forced 
the owner to drive him to safety. 

Luck Returns. 
After several weeks, Tommy's pro-

verbial luck failed for he- was captured 
in St. Paul, Minn., brought back here 
convicted of killing O'Neill and sen-
tenced to hang next Thursday. The 
criminal's luck came back however, and 
today he apparently had cheated 'the 
gallows through his daring escape.

YAP QUESTION SETTLED 
WASHINGTON, Dec. 12.-The 

controversy between-Japan and the 
United States over the Island of 
Yap has been settled, the terms to 
be announced later, secretary 
Hughes told membere of the Far 
Eastern committee today. 

ROBINSON OPPOSES TREATY 
WASHINGTON, Dec. 12.-The 

four-power Pacific treaty was criti-
cised in a statement issued today by 
Senator Robinson, Democrat, of 
Arkansas, who said the pact would 
take the United States into the 
League of Nations "through the 
rear door." 
WASHINGTON, Dec. 12.-The be- 

ginning of the sebond month of the 
arms conference finds it so far ad-
vanced toward the achievement of its 
objectives that in practically every vis-
iting delegation the discussion of home-
ward reservations has become a matter 
of immediate importance. 

All the British delegates, with the ex-
ception of Sir Aukland Geddes, am-
bassador here, have arranged to sail 
home December 31 on the steamer 
Olympia, feeling that the main issues of 
the conference will have been disposed 
of by that time. 

Submarine Question. • 
The submarine question promises the 

present conference the next gib issue. 
On all other major subjects the dele-
gates professed to see a prospect of 
early solution, but the question as to 
whether submarines are to be included 
in any quantity in naval fleets in the 
future is developing widely diverged 
opinions. 
• The problems of naval radio, fortifi-
cations in the' Pacific and the 10-year 
naval holiday, while still open ques-
tions, are regarded as more or less 
bound together, and their settlement is 
said to have-  been facilitated by the 
four-power agreement. 

Instructions From Tokio. 
Instructions from Tokio regarding 

the decisions of the Japanese govern-
ment on the naval ratio question are 
in the hands of the Japanese delega-
tion. The nature of the communica-
tion was not made known, but it is 
thought that further meetings of the 
pig three probably will be necessary 
before Japan's stand on the 5-5-3 cap-
ital ship ratio will be definitely 'an-
nounced. 

BORAH STUDYING TREATY . 
The four-power treaty announced 

Saturday remains the most sensational 
conference development. Congressional 
sentiment in regard •to it has not yet 
crystalized. Senator Borah said Sun-
day that he was still studying the 
treaty and would make his first com-
ment upon it on the floor of-the senate. 
His friends expect him to champion the 
senate opposition with Senator Reed of 
Missouri. They believe he will make 
his position clear in the next few days. 

The attack may be opened Tuesday 
when the foreign loan funding bill 
comes before the senate. A number of 
senators are expected to take this op. 
portunity of expressing their views on 
the treaty. 

LONDON IS CONFIDENT 
Newspapers Believe Four.Power Treaty 

Will be Ratified by Senate. 
LONDON, Dec. 12.-The ratification 

of the four-power treaty is believed to 
be assured when it is submitted to the 
United States senate, is the view of the 
newspapers here. 

Today's journals which have been 
commenting favorably on the proposed 
treaty today greeted its terms with 
enthusiasm and based their forecast of 
ratificatibn on the fact that it was 
Senator Lodge who presented the pact 
at Saturday's plenary session of the 
conference on the limitation of arma-
ments. 

FRANCE APPROVES. 
PARIS, Dec. 12.-The French press 

practically unanimously welcomes the 
quadruple entente in the Pacific as a 
tremendous step toward world peace, 
and is warmly appreciative of eFranc's 
inclusion in the treaty. It hopes, fur-
ther, that the honference will reach 
other agreements before the end of the 
session, including a definition of the 
position of Indo-China, and the desire 
is once more openly expressed that the 
groundwork for a future economic con-
ference be laid before the deletes leave 
Washington.

IN WEST TEXAS RURAL 

SCHOOLS IS APPOINTED 

- Miss Helen 
Hubbard Swift, home demonstrator 
agent at the local' chamber of com-
merce for the past three years, will 
become district home demonstrator 
for West Texas under the direction of 
the Texas A. & M. College at College 
Station, effective January 1.

The president called the conference for -the avowed pur-
pose of placing a distinct limitation upon armaments, that 
limitation to be worked out in such a manner that it would 
be fair and just to all nations concerned. 

But each day it has become more and more apparent 
that such is not the prime object of at least some of the 
delegates from abroad. Instead, we are forced to the sus-
picion that the thought uppermost in the minds of some of 
them is a selfish one. The old game of secret diplomacy is 
at work, with each nation scheming for position and en-
deavoring to put something over on some other country. 

Intense bitterness has cropped out between the dele-
gates from abroad, and heated words are said to have pass-
ed in the committee rooms. 

There appears to be no singleness of purpose—no will-
ingness to give and take—only a desire to take without giv- 
ing. 	s 

Such a spirit will not achieve the results the world de-
sires and expects. A. covenant entered into under such con-
ditions can hardly be lasting. It may even go into history 
as another "scrap of paper."

The Price of a Drink. 

(Oil Belt News) 
According to a witness in the mur-

der trial now going on here the regular 
price df a drink in Ranger is 50c. This 
is for corn whiskey, the kind that has 
a kick like a mule, and a few drinks of 
which would put the average citizen 
out of commission. The price is too 
high for the kind of stuff they get, al-
though the brief period of joy may 
make up in intensity what it lacks in 
duration. 

In mentioning the above we are not 
intending to cast any refleciions on 
Ranger, Eastland having had its share 
of booze distillers and bootleggers, as 
shown by recent raids. We have never 
heard the retail price of drinks quoted 
here. Possibly we have joints that 
cater to the thirst of those who can only 
dig up half a dollar at a time. 

Illicit booze is •the boon companion 
of murder, arson and ttbbery. It de-
grades those who sell it and debauches 
those who drink it. It besMirches the 
good name of any community that tol-
erates it long. A strict enforcement of 
the law, such as is now being under-
taken by some of our officers, will soon 
make it a thing of the past. 

Promoting School Children's Health. 
(Taylor County Times.) 

The American people spend millions 
to  cram the young people with book 
knowledge, and then let a lot of them 
come out of school with impaired health-
It was disappointing recently, when the 
United States Chamber of Commerce 
learned that out of every $100 spent for 
school purposes only 48 cents on an av-
erage goes for the' promotion of health 
among school children, through medical 
in'spection, school nurses, etc. 

Yet superb results are being achiev-
ed by those cities and counties that 
have provided a school nurse, and oth-
er features of health work. The school 
nurse discovers epidemics before they 
get a foothold, and saves expense for 
the doctors and nurses. She per 
suedes ignorant people to call a doc-
tor where otherwise they would neg-
lect their children. She discovers de-
fects that could handicap a child for 
life. 'Forty-eight cents out of $100 for 
such activities is penny wise and 
pound foolish, and the schools 0 of Abi-
lene should do better than this figure. 

Spreading Democracy. 
(Temple Telegram) 

Relief for the suffering millions of 
Russia is to take on wider scope and 
is to be fostered by the government. 
The great stores of surplus medical 
and surgical supplies left over from the 
late war are to be turned over to' the 
American relief administration. 

This is in line with other acts to 
convince the rest of the world that her 
government and her professions of al-
truistic intent are more than mere 
words. She is refuiing --benefits from 
her expensive participation in the war 
to save civilization and she, is bireging 
up the wounds of the victims of the 
terrible scourge. "With a financing 
plan to restore the stricken countries 
to industrial activities, there will be a 
beginning of healing of the torn bodies. 

The United States may bungle a 
whole lot in getting things under way 
In manner approved,.but back of all 
the dissensions at home regarding the 
relief program, there is unanimity of 
purpose and a desire to,be of help, and 
that without price. ,

HOG CLUB WORK NEEDS 
MORE ATTENTION NOW 

(Rising Star *X-Ray) 
Some attention has been 'given to 

boys pig club work in the Rising Star 
section, bUt this important matter has 
barely been touched. There should be 
a, hog club  in every community and not 
only the boys but the men should be 

,! hog enthusiasts. Newspapers can sug-
gest, but if that is all that is done 
there will be many farmers who will 
continue to live from hand to mouth. 
What is needed is a wike-awake farmq- 

in each community who-  will organize 
and- lead his neighbors into more pro-
gressive ways of producing a living. 
We quote the following item from the 
De Leon Free Press to show what the 
farmers are doing in some nearby com-
munities. 

"Although the ways and means have 
not as yet been fully Mapped out, a 
way will be found whereby the two De 
Leon banks will come to the• aid of en-
terprising farmers in helping them to 
secure pure bred hogs for participation 
in the hog club work now being launch-
ed Chauncey Merwin, county agent, 
has been at work in several communi-
ties adjacent to De Leon, particularly 
Oliver Springs, Round Grove and D-u: t-
er, and will exte id his work I..to all 
communities in this territory as rap-
idly as he can reach them. Of the 
four or five common sources of farm 
income hogs rank won up toward the 
top of the list, and  -lie industry has 
still greater possibilities. 

l'In the Oliver Springs community 
the foundation has already been laid 
for a Poland China Hog Club. Walter 
Smith will be the man at the head of 
this organization. Pure bred gilts will 
be placed on as many farms as possible 
in that cmmunity of this popular 
breed, and a sire of the highest poss-
ible breeding will be purchased for use 
in the community. Round Grove al-
ready has a hog growers association in 
working shape, having organized a year 
or so ago, The people of Round Grove 
also have an infertile egg circle and 
probably a jersey, or cream club. Round 
Grove has led the way heretofore of 
all surrounding communities in pro-
gressiveness, co-operation and com-
munity benefit movements, and it is 
such cbmmuPities as this which bene-
fit greatest by co-operation with the 
work of a  county agqnt. The prelim- 
inary work is already done. - 	• 

"The Free Press expects much of the 
Hog Club movement. The De Leon fall 
fair of 1922 will, we believe, show won-
derful improvement in quality and vol-
ume of the hog industry in the De Leon 
territory." 	,

World's Supply of Petroleum.

Speaking be-
fore the American Petroleum Institute 
Tuesday, Thos. A. O'Donnell, presi-
dent of that institution, said that the 
United States in particular and the 
world in general need feel no fear for 
the exhaustion of its oil supply for at 
least 100 years.

When Spin-
dletop was discovered these over-
scientific geologists declared it a 
freak which might pass out as sud-
denly as it came any moment. dpin-
dletop produced millions and millions 
of barrels of oil and would be a good 
producing field today had it not been 
abused. As it is it produces nearly 
1000 barrels a day after  ,a lapse of 
20 years. Notwithstanding the new 
fields development, both Oklahoma 
an\d. California have stood at the top 
of the list in oil production since that 
time. The last government report 
following the Mexia, field placed Tex- 
as 'again at the to of the list. 	In- 
stead, of a depletion of the supply, 
the recent fields discovered in Texas 
are more productive than the early 
ones. Those not over technical do 
not attempt to guess the amount of 
oil under Texas soil. 

LEGION NOTES 
"If General Robert E. Lee was a 

traitor, Napoleon Bonapart was a 
coward." The statement was made 
by an admirer of both the great mili-
tary leaders, Ferdinand Foch of 
France, while he was visiting Harri-
sonburg, Va., according to "a man 
who heard it," who has written 
national headquarters of the Ameri-
can Legion. During a ceremony the 
marshal was handed a telegram. "Lee 
is the greatest traitor America ever 
has known," it read, singned by "An 
American Patriot." Foch read the 
telegram, smiled, and showing it to 
his aides said: "If General Lee was 
a traitor, I wish France had more of 
them. He was one of the greatest 
military leaders the world has ever 
known. This surely is a joke." The 
generalissimo kept the telegram, how-
ever. 

If President Harding grants a par-
don to ex-Private Thomas G. Jones of 
the A. E. F., Harry Haley, Canadian 
who served Jones' sentence for army 
desertion in Leavenworth prison, will 
deliver the pardon to his buddy "in 
the wilds of Canada," according to R. 
P. Dickerson, Springfield, Mo., Ha-
ley's benefactor, who has enlisted the 
aid of the American Legion to obtain 
executive clemency. Jones is hiding 
out in Canada, Dickerson has inform-
ed the Legion, but Haley will take 
him and his little family to a "small 
Canadian town" to his aged mother 
if the president grants the pardon. 

Charges of negligence in the treat-
ment of mentally, deranged veterans 
of the world war are to be investigat-
ed soon by the United States senate, 
General George A. Wingate has in-
fermed the American Legion of New 
York City. 

Critically ill in a New York hos-
pital because of overwork while he 
was director of the bureau of war 
risk insurance, R. G. Cholmeley-
Jones has received from the Ameri-
Can Legion through • Hanford Mac-
Nider, its commander, "sincere wish-
es for your speedy recovery from dis-
ability brought on by, service to your 
country and your comrades." Mr. 
Jones was twice rejected for the 
army because of physical disability, 
but served overseas 'as chief of the 
war risk bureau. 

A lasting tie between the Ameri-
can mothers whose sons were killed 
in France and the gold star mothers 
of England has been established with 
the entrance into American Legion 
Auxilisiy of Mrs. Amelia McCudden,• 
Britain's official gold star mother. 
Mrs. McCudden was sent to America 
to represent the English war mothers 
at Arlington and joined the Legion 
woman's auxiliary before she sailed 
back.. for England. 

After having thoroughly investi-
gated polyclinic government hospital, 
in the heart of New York City, and 
found it "not conducive to the con-
valesence of tuberculosis Far veter-
ans," the American Legion of New 
York has announced its intention of 
buying a hospital in the Adironack 
mountains where the ex-service pa-
tients may be treated properly. The  

sanitarium will be supported by pri-• 
vats individuals who have already 
pledged themselves. 

No reinstatements of government 
insurance can be made after Decem-
ber 31, according to word received at 
national headquarters of the Ameri-
can legion. All ex-service men can 
reinstate their government insurance 
except those who have a disability 
not traceable to service. The yearly 
renewable term insurance may be re-
instated by the payment of two 
monthly premianis. The applicant 
must state that he is in good health 
and provide a report of full medican 
examination substantiating that 
statement. 

More than 250,000 war veterans 
will be insane by December, 1926, imy 
less something constructive in mental 
hygiene is begun immediately, C. W. 
Chamberlin, director of the Sioux 
City, Ia.,. Institute of Pathology has 
declared. "The national . committee 
for mental hygiene," Mr. Chamberlin 
said, "estimates that 3000 ex-service 
men go insane every month. ' There 
are probably 166,000 insane veterans 
in the counfty now.'

Governor Pat M. Neff is unable to

STOCKHOLM, Dec. 10.—Maxim Gor-

ky, Russian novelist and formerly head 
of the Russian Relief Commission, told 
The Aszociated Press correspondent 
when he passed through this city on his 
way to Berlin that he believed the 
deaths from starvation in Russia would 
aggregate $5,000,000.  

He heartily praised the support which 
the American people were giving to the 
starving people of Russia but said the 
only way out of the serious situation 
would be through the establishment of 
international relief fbunded on the 
American plan, broad, efficient, com-
plete and well controlled. 

He doubted, however, whether the 
necessary relief would arrive in time 
to avert disaster. 

He expressed the opinion that Mr. 
Hoover's relief was somewhat imperfect  

and lacked organization. because suffi-
cient safeguards were not.  taken to pre-
vent the  stealing of the food by gangs 
or Soviet .orticials, from the time the 
commodities arrived in Petrograd until 
they are consumed. 

Mr. Gorky said Mr. Hoover had 
placed too much confidence in the So-
viet. 

He deplored the passivity of France 
and excused Germany for not coming 
to the support of Russia. Sweden's con-
tribution to the famine he thought was 
but a drop in the ocean. 

On the question of Russian interior

mon as dinner is here, but nobody takes 
any notice. Quite recently there was 
a fierce riot in Petrograd which was on 
ly quelled' after much bloodshed."

Foot-
ball practice greatly develops boys 
physically, and instills into their minds 
the principles of clean * sportsmanship.

CHICAGO, Dec. 12.—The diseases 

and growing pains of democracy must 
be dealt with as such and the Amer 
ican people are called upon to lead 
the way in carrying forward democ-
racy to a condition 'of permanent and 
sturdy health, Dr. Nicholas Murray 
Sutler, president of Columbia Univer-
sity, N. Y., told the members of the 
Illinois Bar association here. 

"This cannot be done," Dr. Butler 
continued, "Unless the Amehcan peo-
ple are prepared to raise above the 
smallness, the selfishness that are 
now so much in evidence. To return 
to autocracies or to conscious oli-
garchies would be quite impossible. 

"Ignorance of economic history and 
economic laws is particularly wide-
spread. One wonders what the 
schools and colleges have been doing 
for the last half century that men 
and women are left in such ignorance 
of the fact and the laws. Senators 
and representatives in congress vote 
With fierce joy to impose, in time of 
peace, very high taxes on wealth 
Without appearing to realize by thus 
diminishing the amount of productive 
capital they are depriving the farmer 
of his market, the wage-worker of 
his employment, the transportation 
system of its freight and the business-
man of his trade. Ignorance, the old 
enemy of human well-being, is still 
powerful and active. 

"There are ominous signs all 
Around about us. The American form  

of government is in danger wherever 

a .group of men endeavor to operate 
it in the interest of a section or a 
class. 

"A labor party or a farmers& party 
is as undemocratic and as un-Ameri-
can as 'a millionaires' party, or a' 
ship-owners' party would be. 'The 
American farmer, the American 
wage-worker, the AmeIican manu-
facturer, the American business man, 
is paying heavily today, five years 
afterwards, for the un-American and 
un-patriotic act that was forced by 
threat upon the statute book of the 
United States, known as the Adam-
son Law. This law established a 
privileged class among us and there-
by increased the cost of living for 
every man, woman and child includ-
ing members of the privileged class it-
self. 

"The use of the power of the state 
to enforce some particular rule of 
conduct, which those to whom it ap-
peals describe as moral, may easily 
differ only in'form not in fact from 
the long since abandoned use ,  of the 
power of the state to enforce con-
formity in religious belief and wor-
ship. 

"Private morals and private con-
duct are matters for the conscience 
the individual and not for regulation 
by some majority which, at best, 
can only be temporary. 

"We need quickly to strengthen 
the foundations of representative 

government and thereby rebuild pub- 

lic confidence in it. This can only ,be 
done by attracting to the public ser-
vice of the state men and women of 
the highest type of intelligence and 
character, who have no personal or 
group ends to serve. 

"So completely has established 
knowledge vanished that today a 
public speaker 1: ..y not cite even the 
Bible or shakespere with any assu-
rance that his allusion will be under-
stood, to say nothing of the great 
'orators and dramis and poems and 
historic events of Greece and Rome. 
So long 'as this knowledge was gener-
al among' persons called educated it 
served as a binding and unifying 
force, both intellectual and moral. 
Popular teachers are now lying down 
principle that there are no principles, 
but that each individual,, each group, 
each generation must follow its own 
instincts. Such teaching. reduces man 
with all his history to the level of 
an animal." •

LOUISVILLE, Ky., Dec. 12.—Ken-

tucky's first woman legislator did not 
want the office. She said ,so today. 
But when Mrs. Mary Elliott Flanery 
found that the democrats of Boyd 
county had nominated her, over her 
protests, she wanted to win. 

She did win, and in polling a ma-
jority of 250 votes, overturned a nor-
mal republican majority of 1,5 0 0 in 
her county. ' 

Mrs. Flanery attributes her success  

at the polls on her first political ven-

ture to the fact that she "knew every- 

body" in her county. , 

Born and reared in eastern Ken- 

tucky, in the county that bears her 

paternal grandfather's name, she has 

the interests of that section very 

much at heart, she says. Improved 

highways, better schools, including 

free text books in public schools, and 

a normal school in her section for 

training teachers, are the improve- 

ments most favored by her. 
The woman representative-elect is 

the daughter of the youngest son -of 
the late Capt. Johd Leslie Elliott, a 
pioneer Kentuckian. Until 10 years 
ago, When she moved With her family 
to Cattlesburg, she lived 'in Elliott 
and Carter counties. 

She is the wife of William Harvey 
Flanery, a practicing attorney, and is 
the mother of four thildren, three 
daughters and a son. One of the 
daughters is Mrs. Mavis M. Hewer-
ton, of Ashland, Ky. Another, who 
formerly was Miss Dawn Flanery, is 
Mrs. H. Lisel Parker of Denver, 
Colo., and the other is' Miss ' Dew 
Flanery. The son, John Elliott Flan-
erg, is 13 years old. He aspires to 
a pageship in the house of represen-
tatives.
