An almost countrywide fight for 
.custody of Fred Burke. Chicago 
gangster, whom officers termed "the 
most dangerous criminal alive,” 
centered today in this north Mis­
souri town near which he was cap­
tured without the firing cf a shot.

Officers from several of the 18 
states in which Burke is wanted on 
charges ranging from robbery to 
murdering seven men In a bunch, 
were hurrying here to battle for the j 
privilege of trying him first.

KANSAS CITY, Missouri, March 
27. — Fred Burke, accused of being 
the machine gunner in the St. Val­
entine's day massacre, was pictured 
today by his wife as a kind-hearted 
man who liked home life and was an 
enthusiastic church attendant.

The wife, Bonnie Porter Burke, 
barely 20 years old, was still detain­
ed by police here today who said 
they doubted her repeated declara­
tions that she knew nothing of his 
gangland connection.

The girl said she met Burke a lit­
tle mors than a year ago when sTTe 
went to the farm home of her par­
ents near Green City, Missouri, for 
a vacation from her duties as stu­
dent. nurse in Research hospital 
here.

She knew him and married him 
under the name oi Richard F. 
White at Centerville, Iowa, on June 
17, 1930.

On their honeymoon they went to 
California. Her parents went with 
them to Colorado Springs and Yel­
lowstone Park at Burke’s invitation, 
she said.

"I am a great lover of flowers,” he 
told his wife. He also said that he 
planned to attend church services.

WASHINGTON, March 27. —
Stringent measures will be taken 
next summer to keep tourists away 
from the bears in Yellowstone 
National Park, according to officials 
of the park.

The bears, it seems, have become 
too intimate lately, disturbing visi- ] 
tors in their camps while searching 
for food.

A number of park visitors have 
left with souvenirs they did not 
bargain for, through the playful 
habit of some of the bears of com­
ing around in the night and biting 
or slapping sleepers in order to 
awaken them and demand food.

This condition has caused many 
complaints and officials say that 
they must take measures to keep 
visitors from feeding the bears, 
while allowing them to look at the 
brown and black forest clowns from 
a safe distance.

Shows Increase

LONDON. March 27. — One- 
twelfth cf the production of eggs 
on farms in England and Wales is 
now marketed under the National 
Mark scheme which passed into 
its third year in February.

The turnover cf eggs packed un­
der the National Mark, states the 
British Ministry of Agriculture, in 
the latter part cf 1930 was con­
siderably higher than in the corre­
sponding months of 1929, an in­
crease of 40 per cent being recorded 
during the period August to Dec­
ember.

No tariff, or embargo, exists in 
Great Britain against imported 
eggs. Approximately $25,000,000 
worth cf imported eggs and poultry 
products enter Great Britain an­
nually.

The National Mark scheme has 
been fostered by the Ministry of 
Agriculture it is believed to cope 
with the competition furnished by 
imported eggs from the Continent 
and even canned ones from China 
and India.

Approximately 160 million eggs 
were packed under the Mark in 
1930. National Mark eggs now 
quoted on the London Egg Ex­
change.

PRECAUTIONS 
MAY PREVENT 
MORE DAMAGE

The extent of the probable carn­
age to the county fruit crop by the 
present cold wave, which sent tem­
peratures to th ir  lowest since 1930, 
could not, be estimated today, E. H. 
Varncll, Cisco agriculturist, and J. 
C. Patterson county farm agent 
said.

The rain which accompanied the 
cold wave last- night probably pre­
vented serious damage to the crop, 
in the opinion of the county agent, 
but lie said that there is considcr- 
ablc danger that fruit will .suffer 
injury during the day and tonight.

He advised those who have fav­
orite f: uit trees near the house to 
run extension electric light cords 
into the trees and place electric 
lights in the branches, covering the 
trees with sheets. This will furnish 
sufficient heat .t.o protect the young 
fruit against injury.

Mr. Varnell and Mr. Patterson 
each advis'd the spraying of fruit 
trees and other plants likely to suf­
fer injury liberally with water. As 
long as there is a coat of ice on 
the plants they will not b*e material­
ly damaged, they said.

Effective last Year
Last year, when a similar freeze 

struck this section many Ciscoans 
followed with satisfactory results 
Mr. Varnell’s suggestion that they 
spray their plants.

Most of the fruit in the county 
has blosonred and the blooms lallen 
leaving the ycung fruit already put 
forth. Mr. Patterson said. In that 
condition the trees are less liable to 
suffer serious results than when 
in the bud and the application of 
water will be even more effective, it 
was sai.d

Very little damage was expected 
to have been done to grain crops, 
little cf which is up sufficiently to 
incur injury. Much of that which is 
up, however, has not been grazed 
sufficiently, the county agent said, 
and is heading. He was of the opin­
ion that some damage has been 
done to this.

Previous cold weather has not 
injured fruit to any great extent 
with the exception of Elborta 
peaches which were blighted by 
the low temperatures.

Lowest Point
The present cold wave forced the 

thermometer to the lowest point 
this year, according to reports. The 
lew point this morning was reached 
at 6 a. m. when the recording ther­
mometer at the West Texas Utilities 
company’s plant registered 22 de­
grees. This level was maintained 
until about 10 o’clock when a rise 
started which lifted the temperature 
to 27 degrees at 11 o’clock.

Light flurries of snow which 
melted on the ground continued 
throughout the morning while a 
brisk north wind brought promise 
of a continuation of the cold wave 
into Saturday.

BLIZZARD SWEEPS 
ACROSS PLAINS

CHICAGO, March 27. — A post­
winter blizzard swept today across, 
the western plains paralyzing traffic 
and driving the temperature t.o be­
low zero in many cities for the lirst 
time since 1930.

Carried upon gales which varied 
in velocity from 50 to 72 miles an 
hour, the storm blew out of the 
snowswept Rockies and lost little 
of its severity as it travelled east­
ward.

Forecast were the blizzard v'ould 
arrive here in time to “celebrate" 
the first anniversary of last year's 
record 19.2 inch snowstorm on 
March 26 and 27

FINISH OF THE McGILL BILL— AND OTHERS’
Represeutiftive Joseph McGill of El Paso, the. successor 

of Adrian Pool, is a very sturdy and dogged fighter for his 
convictions. His ten-jury bill enacted by the house would 
have legalized a verdict by ten of the twelve jurors in a civil 
case trial. It was sent to the senate where it was sponsored 
by Senator W. R. Poage of McLennan county. It did not ap­
peal to many senators. They argued that it was a step to­
ward eventual abolishment of the jury system if it were en­
acted. By a vote of 10 to 15 a motion to print on minority 
report was defeated. And now the McGill proposal is dead 
for this session. It will come up again if Representative Mc­
Gill, comes back again.

Representative P. L. Anderson of Bexar county intro­
duced a bill to tax home life insurance companies. A house 
committee made an adverse report. Representative Ander­
son sought unsuccessfully to have his bill printed on a minor­
ity report. His motion was overwhelmed by a vote of 81 to 
34, “ thus killing the bill so far as this session of the legisla­
ture is concerned.” His bill provided for a tax of two per 
cent on the gross premium of life insurance firms whose 
home offices are in Texas. Companies from other states do­
ing business in Texas.now pay the two per cent tax under 
provisions of the Robertson law.

“ Keep Texas money in Texas” was the slogan of the 
scalp, hunters who lifted the locks of the ever good-natured 
and ever persistent representative from the shades and 
shadows of the Alamo. Another measure sent to the grave­
yard was the proposal pf a "state tax on cigarets. A.house, 
committee reported unfavorably on the bill by a vote of 7 to 
6. Then on a motion to print on minority report the house 
defeated the proposal 78 to 41. Representative J. C. Duvall 
4>f Fort Worth scored when he said, “ It is the baldest kind of 
nuisance tax designed to compel the Texas smoker to pay 
three cents more tax on top of the six cent tax which he al­
ready is required to pay the federal government on a pack­

age of 20 cigarets.”
Why a nuisance tax. Why a double tax? It is for the 

lawmakers to make answer.

Grandmother, even if she happened to haye a telephone j 
in her later years, didn’t use it in buying the food for her 
table. She went to market— couldn’t even trust the purchas­
ing to her maid.

That was the clay of the cracker barrel—the tin of lard 
on the counter— the green coffee bin— the boxes of dried 
fruits and rice and macaroni.

Walking between and around these barrels and boxes 
and bins and cans, grandmother tasted here, sniffed there, 
and ended by buying, partly on faith, and partly through ex- j| 
ercise of carefully developed discrimination.

That was before the day of standardized products and 
familiar packages— before advertising had given manufac- j I 
turers of foods a reason for establishing and jealously guard-j 
ing quality. Today’s housewife picks up the telephone— “ aj 
pound of Smith’s tea— a package of Jones’ sugar— two pounds ■ 
of Brown’s bacon”—and she knows, with absolute certainty, 
what she is getting.

Sometimes the grocer will suggest a brand that is on- j 
familiar—something a cent or two cheaper, perhaps, or some-; 
thing that has ‘.‘just come on the market.” It may represents 
real value. Often, however, it is one of those unheralded | 
products which seek to get a portion of the buyer’s dollar \ 
without giving the maximum value. Such products don’t last l 
long as a usual thing. But they do confuse the buyer, and j 
usually drive her back to a study of the “Who’s Who” of good 
goods—the advertising pages of the newspaper.

MOSCOW, March 27. — Money, 

which in the capitalist world is a 
symbol of power and achievement, 
in the Soviet Union usually signi- 

j fies exactly t'he reverse. The most 
I powerful and most- respected social 
| classes earn less and possess less 
! than the groups which are practical - 
| ly outlaws.

Private fortunes having been 
: abolished by the Soviet system, the 
j possession of great wealth is almost 
incontrovertible proof of specula­
tion, private trading, or other ac­
tivities considered anti-social.

The strongest class of individuals 
consists of the Communists. Theo­
retically at least they are consecrat­
ed to a life of hard work and pov­
erty like the Franciscan monks. 
They must not earn more than the 
“party maximum,” which is 300 ru­
bles a month. That limit applies 
alike to Stalin and the lowliest 
member of the Communist party.

Despised Class.
The most despised class consists 

of Nepmen, cr private traders, and 
they are the only ones who is the 
past years had any opportunity to 
save money. Now that the Nepmen 
rapidly are being put out of busi­
ness, this last class of rich will also 
disappear.

Nevertheless there must be thous­
ands of persons who have managed 
to store up large amounts of money. 
Perhaps they are former merchants 
who somehow succeeded in con­
cealing and saving a stock of gold. 
Perhaps they are businessmen, who 
curing the Nep period between 1921 
and 1927 hoarded rubles. More 
likely they are illegal traders, spec­
ulators, who continue to build up 
their private piles until the GPU 
filing squad gets them.

In any event, they are not per­
sons who deserve any envy. Their 
money is something to hide as a 
shameful and dangerous secret. As 
former merchants they are most 
likely disfranchised and therefore 
practically outlaws. They are in 
danger of being arrested, their 
money confiscated—cr, more polite­
ly, “taxed” into the state pockets.

They certainly never boast .of their 
wealth.

The “richest man” in the Soviet 
Union—whoever and wherever he 
may be—is therefore an anonymous 
and pitable figure. We can imag­
ine him living with his hidden 
wealth as if it were a horrible 
crime.

No Joy in Wealth
Let us call him I v a r. o v, 

which Is as popular a name here as 
Smith am.ong Americans. Ivanov 
doesn'^dare dress or live better than 
his poverty-stricken neighbors be­
cause it would give away the secret 
of his hidden rubles. He is frighten­
ed by the rattle of every wagon on 
the cobblestones, for it may be the 
GPU wagon sent for him.

Fcor Ivanov knows the bitterness 
tasted by Midas. He has wealth, 
but can do nothing with it. As a 
disfranchised person he may be 
thrown out of his room and even a 
million rubles may fail to get him 
another, since all available space 
goes first to respectable factory 
workers. He may need a pair of 
shoes, but as an outlaw he is not 
entitled to them. Only by round­
about bribes and underhand trading 
can he obtain the barest necessities 
of life.

His rubles are useless to him. If 
he should escape abroad they will 
be even more useless, since rubles 
have n.o recognized monetary value 
outside of Russia. His only hope is 
to- change the rubles into foreign 
currency somehow—a process that 
is illegal and fraught with danger.

Imagine Ivanov at home late at 
night. With thumping heart he is 
climbing up hte brick oven and bur­
rowing am.ong the crevices of rot- 

] ten ceiling rafters. Imagine that 
| and you have a picture of the rich- 
! est man in Russia putting through 
la banking transaction; he is con­
cealing a f ew American dollars 

I which he has obtained by paying 
| out a stack of his useless rubles.
I In the gallery of rich men the 
| world over, Ivanov is the .one tragic 
| figure. No doubt he would gladly 
i give all his riches for a trade-union 
I card which would make him a re- 
! spectable Soviet citizen entitled to 
i a regular bread ration.
