The Cisco State bank which re-|

cently liquidated and paid off its|
depositors through the First}
National bank performed a great
service to its community in the
year of its existence. For one
thing it thawed out a mass of
frozen credit that went a long|
ways toward relieving the depres-
sion here. For another thing, it
inspired a community confidence
that was of even more value to!
Cisco than the money that was
released. Cisco is indebted to the
bank and its organizers, Mr. Rey-
nolds, Mr. Dabney and others, for
a tangible service in straighten-
ing out a financial situation that
usually plagues a community
where it occurs for years; and also
for a profound demonstration of
public confidence that was a real
community inspiration.

Cisco may not have need for
two banks, as Mr. Reynolds con-
tended, and we will all admit that
the First National is amply able
to take care of the situation, but
it certainly benefitted from the or-
ganization of the Cisco State bank
and its operation for a year, and
the community is today much bet-
ter off as a whole as a result. A
mass of frozen credit in a town is
a depressing thing, and although
the Cisco State bank had no con-
nection with the Cisco Banking
company, its organization made it
possible to straighten out the af-
fairs of the old institution and put
them on a liquid basis.

President Asks

Of States’ Oil

State Winner In
Second Round Of
Gas Waste Suit

AUSTIN, Aug. 9.—The - state
won the second round Thursday
in litigation to restrain enforce-
ment of anti-gas waste orders in
the Panhandle field unless provi-
sions of the gas conservation act
protecting correlative rights were
effective.

Chiet Justice M. B. Blair, of the
third court of civil appeals stayed
jinjunction granted yesterday in
district court to the Cargary corp-
oration, Hagy, Harrington and
Marsh and the American Natural
Gasoline company authorizing use
of natural gas for other than light
and fuel purposes as -prescribed
by the statute.

The concerns use gas for extrac-
tion of gasoline.

Hearing Wednesday

Justice Blair also temporarily
restrained the concerns from vio-
lating terms of the railroad com-
mission gas proration order or the
act by stripping gas and blowing
the residue into the air.

Hearing on the state’'s applica-
tion for a temporary injunction
during pendency of the litigation |
was set for Wednesday. i

Appealing the trial court action,
the attorney general asserted Spe-
cial District Judge Harry Dolan
“acted without warrant of law,”
contending the concerns did not at-
tack constitutionality of the act or
validity of the order.

Basis

Failure of certain gas pipe line
companies to share outlets and
purchase sweet gas ratably was
made the basis of the application
for district court injunction. They
contended for permission to use
sweet gas for other than light or
fuel purposes, as prescribed by!
statute, until afforded a share of
the market.

The Texas Panhandle Gas com-
pany, a pipe line, recently obtained
a temporary injunction in federal
court authorizing production in ex-
cess of the proration order suffi-
cient to supply its market needs.
Twelve wells in Wheeler county
supply the pipe line with gas.

The gas conservation act, effec-
tive as to sweet gas August 1, con-
tained provisions ihtended to pre-
vent waste of gas and also to pro-
tect correlative rights of owners.

As a result of the appellate court
action, the commission was em-
powered to continue enforcement
of provisions prohibiting popping
into the air of residue of gas strip-
ped of its gasoline content.

Relief Stoppage

OMPLETE stoppage of direct government
relief within the next few weeks is pre-
dicted. The harvest season in the middle
west has already capised local and state of-
ficials to take forthright action to purge the
relief rolls of those who refuse employment,
while in some cases it has been stopped al-
together. The cotton picking season is nearly
here in the Southland and offers the opportu-
nity of private employment for the greater
part of those on relief rolls. In the Cisco vicin-
ity it is estimated that there will be sufficient
cotton for picking to employ all who are on
the rolls. The business activity that will be
stimulated by the harvest season will offer
other opportunities for employment.

E MAY hope to see an end very shortly,

if these conditions hold true, of the direct
relief issue. The sooner the better. While
it was necessary in the emergency of the de-
pression, its effect has been bad. It gave
too many people, otherwise sensible and re-
spectable, the idea that the government owed
them a living and was just now admitting it.
In some sections oi the country this sentiment
was so bad that authorities were forced to
bluntly cut clients off the rolls in order to
make them take jobs that were necessary to
the economic protection of the community.
These workers much preferred the depres-
sion and the social and political obligations
it created, all in their favor. To get rdi of
this damning sentiment will be a-difficult
problem, much more difficult than the prob-
lem of recovery, because real recovery is
hinged upon it. There will never be any
real recovery until men are willing to work
for what they receive, to support their fami-
lies in self-respect and to scorn any support

that may smack of relief.

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Indestructible Life

POSSIBILITY that a man in the future may

have himself frozen, with an injection
of sodium nitrate in his veins to prevent his
blood cloting, and then have himself thawed
out fifty, a hundred or even a thousand
years afterward and go on living is held out
by scientists as the result of experiments
with monkeys and dogs, which are said to
have been successfully frozen and revived.

E WOULD be a brave spirit indeed who
would attempt such an adventure, braver
than the brave men who swallowed the first
oyster. But the world, being full of strange

For the one his new knowledge
would be too late; for the other his experi-|
ence would be subject matter for a museum
or a carnival sideshow.

HE value of the fact that it is possible to
freeze a living creature and several days,
weeks or months later revive it into its nor-

'From some-
where life came, and to inhabit the earth it
must have resisted in some form the ex-
tremes of both cold and heat. The tempera-
ture beyond the influence of the earth with
the sun’s rays striking upon it, is extremely
cold.

This right-of-way, which w#l follow Eighth
street, must be definitely located, field notes
prepared and other engineering data accumu-
lated before plans and specifications can be
drawn for the construction of the road. Be-
ginning of this work will be greeted with
much pleasure here.
