The car is now being 
sought by the insurance company, 
the latter having paid the loss claim 
some time after it was stolen. 
Wooten was seen at the city hall 
and he stated that he would locate 
the man from whom ha bought the 
car, and would soon be out of his 
predicament.

$22,525 BUDGET 
MAINTENANCE OF 
EASTLAND ROADS

EASTLAND, April 7.— According 
o the figures making up the budget 
or the state highway commission for 
naintenanoa and general repair work 
n the highway district, of which 
Castland' is headquarters, Eastland 
:ounty will have $22,525 for main- 
enance during 1925. The amount to 
>e expended in the district is $234,- 
)55. Of this amount the counties 
idjoining Eastland county will get 
;ba following sums; Brown, $17,- 
145; Callahan, $8,180; Comanche, 
£22,550; Erath, $28,150; Palo Pinto, 
£12,320; Stephens, $17,5$$.

Of the total amount to be expend­
ed in the district, $5,000 is for di­
visional headquarters’ operating ex­
penses.

In addition in the after­
noon at 2 o'clock he will meet 
the producers of the Carbon terri­
tory at the T. J. Morris Feed 
store, following which he will meet 
the Gorman producers at 4:00 
o’clock at a place to be designated. 
Poultrymen in the Gorman terri­
tory are requested to get in touch 
with C. H. Grow or to see the 
local paper for the place which will 
be designated.

Mr. Glaziner will meet the direc­
tors of the Bankhead association 
at Eastland Friday morning at 
9:30 o’clock in the chamber of 
commerce offices. At eleven 
o’clock he will meet the producers 
at the same place and for the 
purpose of assisting them as ex­
plained above. He will meet the 
producers .at Ranger at 3:00 o ’clock 
Friday afternoon at the chamber 
of commerce offices, following 
which he will meet the producers 
of the Olden territory at 5 o’clock 
at Olden at the poultry farm of C. 
A. Wilson.

It is imperative states Mr. Bush, 
that isach producer, especially those 
who are members of the Bank- 
head Poultry Marketing association, 
or who expect to be later, attend 
one of these meetings. Mr. Glazi- 
ner’s time is very valuable, due to 
the fact that he covers the entire 
state in his work and he must 
therefore make the most of his 
time.

Tho large and enthusiastic 
representation present at the 
good roads meeting Monday- 
night, called to consider the 
situation of the entire county, 
was a clear- demonstration that 
Eastland county folk still con­
sider " the matter o f highway 
transportation an issue of para­
mount importance, and good 
roads as a means of supply­
ing highway transportation as 
second to nothing affecting the 
weal of this progressive county. 
There have been larger meetings, 

but none more representative of the 
citizenship o f the county than those 
earnest gentlemen who assembled at 
the chamber o f commerce in an e f­
fort to arrive at some amicable solu­
tion in smoothing out the difficulties 
that retard the completion of East- 
land county’s system of highways.

The meeting was presided over by 
Frank E. Harrell, chairman of the 
highway committee o f the chamber 
of commerce, and Mayor J. M. Wil­
liamson welcomed the representa­
tives to Cisco in an appropriate dis­
cussion o f the matters that called 
the body together. Talks were made 
by Scott Key of Eastland, Represen­
tative M. H. Hagaman of Rangier, R. 
F. Cox of Okra, D. E. Jones of Ris­
ing Star, R. L. Cole of Pueblo, and 
others. All favored some get-togeth­
er plan whereby the highways can be 
.completed at 'the earliest possible 
date:

“ We can get nowhere by living in 
the past,”  said Representative Haga­
man,”  and while I am not question­
ing the wisdom o f our county of­
ficials in bringing suits to protect 
the interest o f Eastland county, yet 
I know if we wait until the courts 
settle suits now .pending for the com­
pletion of the highways of Eastland 
county, school boys will be bearded 
men before the highway system of 
the county is completed, and in the 
meantime the county will have prac­
tically lost what money has been 
spent for highway construction. 1 
am convinced if a representative com­
mittee will meat with the commis­
sioners,’ court and go at the matter 
in a business-like manner, a solution 
can be reached that will be' profitable 
to th’e county, and result in tha com- 
nletion o f our highways in a compar­
atively short time.”

During the discussion it developed 
that approximately $300,000 could be- 
made available for highway purpos­
es, and! if this sum was properly 
used, additional highways would he 
taken over for maintenance by the 
state, thus relieving Eastland county 
of a stupendous burden.

The proceedings took tangible 
form when J. M. Williamson suggest­
ed that a committee from each com­
munity be named to confer with the 
citizenship o f the various commun­
ities in the county, and for each 
community to name de\sgates to a 
county-wide meeting to be held later 
to work out a solution. This idea 
took concrete form when M. H. Ha­
gaman embodied the suggestions s,st 
forth by Mr. Williamson in a motion 
to that effect. This was, duly sec­
onded and the subject was dis­
cussed, Scott Key of Eastland, fear­
ed this plan might result in a slow­
down or probably unduly delay the 
movement so well begun. He said he 
‘ avored appointing this county-wide 
committee at this meeting, as there 
were present one of the most repre­
sentative gatherings that would like- 
’ v ever be assembled. In support of 
this proposition he offered as a sub­
stitute for the Hagaman proposition 
’ hat a committee of five be named 
by the chair to select a committee 
of twenty from the various commun­
ities of the county to form a plan of 
procedure and endeavor to arrive at 
some solution. This substitute pre­
vailed and the chair appointed M. H. 
Hagaman o f Ranger, D. E. Jones of 
Rising Star, F. R. Cox of Okra, Scott 
Key of Eastland, and J. M. William­
son of Cisco, to name the county­
wide committee.

After deliberation this committee 
reported that it was thought advis­
able to reduce the committee to fif­
teen, and reported the following gen-

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RECIPE FOR GOOD TIMES
Opinions differ as to what makes good times. Pros­

perity depends directly, an American economist remarks, 
on the “ full, free exchange of goods and services.” It is a 
convenient phrase, worth remembering.

And what are the conditions insuring such a “ full, 
free exchange?” Principally, he says, “ that the price re­
lations shall be approximately those to which the people 
are accustomed; in other words, that what everybody has 
to sell shall command about the usual quantity of other 
things. When this is the case, there will be employment 
for all and the products will move into consumption.”

This simply means steady prices, on a familiar level. 
It suggests the fallacy of the idea cherished among many 
.business men that every sign of higher prices is a sign of 
increasing prosperity.

There are more consumers than producers. Everybody 
has to buy, and fights expense. When prices go up, people 
buy less; so the lessened demand brings less production 
and less employment. Prices at a reasonable level en­
courage buying. It is probably fortunate, therefore, that 
the tendency for prices to soar this year has subsided. 
The middle of the road is the best place for the prosperity 
wagon.

Admiral Dewey’s Body Moved

JUVENILE IMMIGRANTS
One phase of Canadian immigration that is quite dif­

ferent from anything in the United States is the juvenile 
immigration. In the fiscal year 1923-24, according to the 
supervisors’ report, 2,080 child immigrants came to Can­
ada. In that same period more than 22,000 applications 
were received, indicating that very careful selection was 
made. The homes to which such children are sent are also 
carefully selected and inspection is continued long enough 
to be sure that the child is happy and properly cared for. 
A typical inspection report tells of a 9-year-oIct girl who 
had come to Canada and been adopted in a childless home 
at the age of six. The child is now receiving every educa­
tional advantage, is well clothed and happy, with foster 
parents of intelligence as well as affection.

Canada likes its child immigrants for several rea­
sons. They come to Canada young and grow up regard­
ing Canada as their natural home. They are selected of 
good British stock, so that their early home training has 
been similar to what they will receive in their adopted 
homes. The movement happily combines the_ finding of 
homes for orphans and needy children with finding chil­
dren for childless homes. It is said that many of Canada’s 
first child immigrants have become prominent and suc­
cessful farmers.

EVOLVING A  HOME-OWNER
The National Association of Real Estate Boards has 

a cheerful point of view to present on the question of the 
disappearance of the old-fashioned American home. It 
admits that multiple houses are becoming more popular. 
In sixty-eight cities of more than 100,000 population, the 
proportion of two-family house construction rose from 
18.5 per cent of the total in 1923 to 23.4 per cent in 1924.

In a large proportion of such houses the landlord oc­
cupies one floor. The tenant, on the other floor, pays the 
rent and carrying charges for the landlord. Very often 
the tenant is only biding his time until he can go forth, 
build or buy himself a two:family dwelling and become in 
his turn a resident landlord.

Obviously the average American citizen realizes the 
value and satisfaction of owning his home. Too often he 
cannot afford to build and maintain a single-family house 
on a small city lot. So he builds the two-family house in­
stead. Eventually, such a house insures enough income to 
follow transportation facilities a little farther out of town, 
where he builds a one-family dwelling and establishes an 
old-fashioned American home— back yard, flowers, vege­
table garden and all.

PEACE W ITH JAPAN
Japanese statesmen in whom calmness is inbred, are 

well represented by the new Ambassador Mutsudaira. Re­
garding the possibility of war between Japan and Ameri­
ca, he is as self-contained and reassuring as an image of 
Buddha.

Both nations, he explains, have disclaimed warlike 
intentions and expressed a warm desire to live in harmony.

£T am curious therefore to know,” he says, ‘ ‘who is go­
ing to start a war between the two countries, and who is 
going to fight it. I should not mind witnessing an Ameri­
can-Japanese war in which neither America nor Japan 
was involved.”

There is no reason for talking war between these two 
great nations fronting each other on the Pacific, any more 
than for talking seriously about the end of the world. The 
Pacific is w ide; there is room for both, each in its own 
sphere; there is common humanity and common intelli­
gence under white and brown skins. But each nation' 
must squelch its own jingoes— the most dangerous of 
“ dangerous radicals.”

Out in West Texas everybody is still talking about the 
weather, but so far nothing has been done about it.

It would have been impossible to have held a more 
sensible, better-balanced good roads meeting than the one 
held at the Cisco chamber of commerce last night.
