OKLAHOMA LAWMAKERS KILL TOBACCO TAX.

By a close vote the senate of Oklahoma defeated the bill
proposing a tax on cigars and cigarettes. A number of Gov.
Murray’s staunch supporters voted against the proposal. Gov.
Murray's free text book commission proposal won 23 to 11
but it was amended to provide that the regular text book
commission, instead of a new group appointed by the gover-
nor, should act. That is. he was givea a new text book com-
mission but the senatorial lawmakers provided that the old
commission should do the worlk.

TEXAS COTTON BUYERS ADOPT PROGRAM.

Those who call for the repeal of the federal farm board
act are redoubling their activities. Members of the Texas
Cotton, association adopted a resolution calling for repeal of
the act. The resolution asserted that the act had failed to
ald American farmers “but on the contrary, by holding large
surpluses of cotton and grain over the market, resulting in
declining prices.” Read it:
by half since the United States only consumes less than half
of the crop grown in the United States this country must
gell in competition with foreign countries and its price can-
not be divorced from those of foreign crops. That this is un-
workable it is evident from the fact that such a reduction

would throw one-half of the cotton producers out of a job.”,
Four hundred members attended the convention of the as-!

sociation. Dr. James E. Boyle, professor of rural economy
at Cornell, was the leading speaker. Apostle Boyle in his
address asserted that holding cotton off the market to ob-
tain a higher price later was a great mistake as “price de-
pends on the total crop instead of the amount marketed any
one day.” The expert from Cornell made another interest-
ing statement. “Reduction of acreage would be useless be-
cause of reduction in this country would only lead to increas-
ed acreage abroad as cotton is now grown in some 60 coun-
tries.” There you are. Apostle Boyle says reduction of
acreage would be useless while the resolution adopted says
that unless production is reduced by a half this country can-
not sell in competition with foreign countries “and its price
cannot be divorced from those of foreign crops.”
