Due to the act that Bringhurst 
had to report to a national guard 
camp a few days after finishing his 
work at Nocona, however, he will 
come on the date announced in­
stead of this week, it was said.

About four weeks will be required 
for mking the survey and mapping 
plans for the state park work here, 
Whiteaker s letter said. This calls 
for laying out work to build up the 
park gradually, looking forward to 
a CCC cam)) here when the camps 
are next shifted.

The announcement of Bring- 
hurst’s assignment came after 
Spencer had repeatedly queried the 
state park board in regard to send­
ing an engineer here, it was said.

The city has for some time been 
trying to obtain a state park in the 

mmpramen canyon northeast of town, south 
and east of the Lake Cisco dam. 
Various means have been used, hut 
all were pending laying out of plans 
by a state park engineer.

NEW LAWS TO 
GOVERN MANY 
OF INDUSTRIES

AUSTIN, July 29 — Texas steps 

further into the field of regulation 
August 10, when acts affecting a 
variety of industries — from hair­
dressing to undertaking — become 
effective.

The field of artificial beauty will 
be regulated literally “down to the 
fingertips” under direction of a 
state board of hairdressers and cos­
metology. All beauty shop and 
beauty school operators must be reg­
istered. Licenses are procured on a 
showing of proficiency.

Another profession for women, 
that of nursing, is regulated and 
“acredited school of nursing” de­
fined. Special hospitals approved by 

jlhe state board o nurse examiners 
I are allowed to train nurses, provid- 
j ing there are 25 or more beds in the 
; hospital and a daily average of 15 
i patients. Three years is specified as 
| the minimum time to train a nurse, 
j Dairymen of Texas won part of 
a long fight for control of that in­
dustry when the legislature defined 
and outlawed sale of “ filled milk” in 
competition with pure milk. The 
law becomes effective August 10.

Public Weighing
Citrus fruit farmers secured pass­

age of a law providing for public 
weighing in transactions involving 
their product.

Two bills were introduced to reg­
ulate funeral parlors. “Funeral di­
rectors” will be required to secure 
license from the state board of em- 
balmers if they wish to continue in 
business. The board was increased 
from three to five, with rotating 
six-year terms.

“Transportation agents” were de­
fined and will be regulated by the 
state railroad commission under 
under another measure.

Regulatory game laws were pass­
ed to control both sportsmen and 
commercial fishermen. The quail 
and Mexican pheasant season was 
fixed at December 1 to ’ Jan. 16 in- 
cluvise the state over, and the 
mourning dove season at Sept. 1 to 
Oct. 31. Quail bag limits will be 12 
per day, pheasants five per day, and 
doves 15 a day.

Legislators made it a misdemean­
or offense to use dynamite or other 
explosives in catching fish. Com- 

[merical fishermen, fish dealers, 
and fishing guides were subjected to 
licenses.

SWIMMER WHO LOST HIS CLOTHES

Reports of a “wild man crawling 
naked through the weeds” in Man- 
cill addition yesterday turned out 
to be somebody’s idea of a joke, 
but not that of the “wild man.”

Police were called yesterday af­
ternoon to investigate a report that 
a nude man was crawling through 
the weeds on a lot near a house in 
the residence addition. They inves­
tigated but thought maybe they 
ought to be prepared for a riot or 
an insane man or something.

Their search revealed that some­
one had crawled through the weeds, 
as reported.

WASHINGTON, July 29. — Carl 

Estes, Texas publisher, and Chair­
man Hugo Black of the senate 
lobby committee sparred angrily to­
day when Estes vainly attempted 
to read the committee a prepared 
statement attacking the inquiry for 
“throwing mud.”

Black refused to allow the state­
ment to be read.

“Well, I ’m sorry, senator, but I’m 
a better sport than you,” flashed 
Estes glaring at Black.

The Estes flareup came after the 
committee failed t o ' get any hint 
of the whereabouts of H. C. Hop- 
son utilities operator and one of the 
heads of the Associated Gas and 
Electric Utilities company.

In Hopson’s absence figures were 
presented, showing that he receiv­
ed $2,855,000 from 1929 to 1933 from 
A. G. E., a fund described by Sen­
ator Lewis Schwellenbach as “taken 
out from the people who bought 
gas and electricity.”

Estes had earlier given out a 
statement charging his room at a 
Washington hotel had been “ran­
sacked” over the weekend. He had 
asserted last week he would “black 
Senator Black’s eye” for introduc­
ing his name into the investigation, 
in which he was mentioned by a 
Texas witness as having made a 
radio speech against the utilities 
bill.

Black told the witness that the 
committee would hear him but 
would allow him only to answer 
questions.

EQUIPMENT IS 
BEING SOUGHT

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Old Age Pension Amendment
Just now the conferees of the U. S. senate and the 

house, are deadlocked over the provision of senate and house 
bills on old age pensions. Conferees of the house have refus­
ed to compromise and the conferees of the senate are back­
ing the Clark provision, recognizing the private pension 
system inaugurated by corporations and other concerns 
known as large employers of labor.

Texans are face to face with a proposed pension system. 
It calls for an amendment to article three of the constitu­
tion and proposes by adopting a new section to be kno.wn as 
section 51b will provide that the legislature shall have the 
power to legislative, “under such limitations and restrictions 
as may be deemed by the legislature expedient,” for old as­
sistance and for payment of same not to exceed $15 per 
month each to actual bona fide citizens of Texas over the age 
of 65 years, who are habitual drunkards nor habitual crimi­
nals nor inmates of any supported institutions. It further 
provides that the requirements for length of time for actual 
residence in Texas shall never be less than five years during 
the nine years immediately preceding the application for old 
age assistance and continuously for one year immediately 
preceding such legislation; and providing that the legislature 
shall have the authority to accept from the government of 
the United States financial aid for old age assistance.

This will make Uncle Sam at least the stepfather of all 
the states, whose lawmakers accept federal aid. Really the 
amendment is a very cumbersome document and it gives the 
Texas lawmakers a very wide field for experimentation and 
all the details that go with an experiment of this nature.

There is a federal security bill which had the backing of 
the president- first and last and all the time. Its conferees 
are deadlocked. In other words they “are groping in the dark 
to discover a way out of the wilderness.” As for the Wagner 
bill, it contains provisions for employment insurance and is 
one of the most important laws ever enacted by the Ameri­
can congress concerning the rights of the employer as well 
as the rights of the employe.

Qualified voters of Texas are interested in the seven 
amendments on the ballot to be voted on in a statewide elec­
tion during the closing week of the month of August. There 
has been a campaign of education waged by the leading daily 
and weekly newspapers of the state. It is for the qualified 
voters, the taxpayers of Texas, to return a verdict at the 
ballot box.

In the not remote past a “ swat-’em-all” campaign 
against the adoption of very important amendments to the 
constitution was waged in the commonwealth and the most 
vital to the people of these amendments were defeated owing 
to the active as well as most aggressive opposition of power­
ful interests and their brain trust lawyers and field men on 
election day. This will not happen this year. Certain amend­
ments may go down in defeat, but the amendment dealing 
with the repeal of constitutional prohibition and providing 
for control of the liquor traffic as a state monopoly is certain 
to call out those who are lined up for old-time prohibition as 
well as those who call for a new deal and insist that the 
liquor traffic should be legalized and the revenue derived 
should be used for relief purposes in coming years.

Jones and Processing Tax

Representative Marvin Jones of the Panhandle district 
is chairman of the house committee on agriculture. He is a 
very conservative and very level-headed man.

NEW PROCESS 
DEVELOPED IN 
RUSTPROOFING

An entirely new method of rust- 
proofing which, for the first time 
in the history of electro-chesmistry, 
utilizes alternating current in the 
progress, has been perfected by the 
Ford Motor company and is now be­
ing used on its entire production of 
head and tail lamps, at the Ford 
lamp plant at Flat Rock, Michigan 
—the famous “factory in a meadow.”

The new process was adapted be­
cause it requires less floor space 
than other rustproofing methods, 
provides a surface all ready for 
painting as the article comes from 
the rustproofing machine, and with 
stands at least 300 hours of salt 
spray test without deterioration. 
Tests of 1,000 hours under salt 
spray have shown no rust, Ford 
chemists say. This is the equivalent 
oi many years of ordinary use.

The process, which was first de­
veloped outside' the Ford organiza­
tion, did not work well when Ford 
the first commercial installation. 
The treated articles developed in 
part an “alligator’’ surface which 
was not fit for painting. It was fin­
ally decided the trouble arcse 
through the lamp shells being too 
clean when they went into the zinc 
phosphatic rustproof bath. So in­
stead of the shells going through 
a washing machine first, they are

For College Money

DALLAS, July 29 After grad­
uating from high school in 1928 and 
lacking iunds to go to college, Miss 
Jessie Mae Stewart of Parker coun­
ty, decided upon a novel manner 
of earning money for a college 
course.

The other day her task was com­
pleted and she was offering the 
creation of her own lianas for sale, 
and she hoped it would bring 
enough money to pay her expenses 
through the North Texas State 
Teachers’ college.

Her work of art is a silk bed 
spread, the result of seven years, 
three months and 10 days of tedious 
labor of tatting.

To get an idea of the tremendous 
amount of labor involved it is only 
necessary to consider the fact that 
the spread contains 1,290 medallions 
each with 709 double stitches.

Million Dollar Hall Of State Is Feature Of Centennial Exposition

While other Minnesotans have met discouragement in Alaska’s 
Matanuska Valley, a group of their brethren back home, as shown 
above, are giving the depression a good fight. * Several of the two- 
score colonists, jobless men from Minneapolis, given U. S. aid on 
a 640-acre tract of marginal land near Goodland, Minn., are pic­
tured above building one of their three comfortable pole houses.

Central unit of the Texas Cen­
tennial Exposition, the Texas State 
Building, will cost $1,200,000. De­
signed by a committee of Texas 
architects, the building will be a 
massive structure of Texas lime­
stone with a frontal width of 488 
feet, a depth of 258 feet and 80 feet 
high at its center, where the Niche 

! of Heroes will be located. The two
front wings will be occupied by re­

gional looms, devoted to the four 
geographical divisions of the state 
—East, West, North, and South — 
while at the extreme ends will be 
the Halls of 1836 and 1936.

Forming a third wing, extending 
to the rear from Niche of Heroes, 
will be the Great Hall of Texas. 
This hall will be a larger room with 
six semi-circular bays in which 
will be displayed flags of the six

governments that have ruled Texas. 
At one end, silhouetted against 
stained-glass windows, will be a 
heroic statue symbolic of Texas. On 
the floor will be outlined a map of 
Texas with bronze markers showing 
historic places and old pioneer 
trails. Murals will decorate the bays 
and walls of the regional rooms. 
Below the great hall will be an 
auditorium.

The walls of the Niche of He­
roes, behind its columns, will bear 
in relief heroic figures of the ma­
jor heroes of Texas, while under 
the windows in the side colonnades 
will be placed smaller figures of 
other historic Texas characters. y  

The interior of the Hall of 1830' ■ 
will be a replica of a Texas mission, 
while that of the Hall of 1936 will* 
be modern.

DON’T you envy tlie beautiful 
jars of canned fruit on tlie 

grocer’s shelves? Well, you can 
make the same sort of thing at 
home.

Fruits canned in a syrup made 
with berry juice in place of water, 
or colored red with vegetable col­
oring and flavored with grena­
dine, are delicious. Other fruits, 
canned in a green mint syrup, 
add a new flavor to the meals.

These fruits are exceptionally 
useful for garnishing ice creams 
and in fruit cocktails and salads.

Peaches canned in red rasp­
berry syrup are something very 
different from ordinary canned 
peaches. I make the syrup heav­
ier than usual, for use over ice 
cream on squares of sponge cake.

When I can fruits, I always 
plan how to use them. If your 
family doesn’t care for plain 
canned fruit, there’s really not 
much point in canning it. My own 
family likes preserves and jel­
lies with hot rolls and biscuits. 
Consequently I concentrate on 
preserving and can only enough 
fruit for puddings and an occa­
sional dessert with cake.

Red Raspberry Syrup 
One and one-lialf cups sugar, 

2-3 cup berry juice.
Put sugar and fruit juice in a 

sauce pan and stir until dissolved. 
Put over flames and boil ten min­
utes. Pour hot over peaches, 
peeled and cut in halves with 
stones removed, packed in hot 
jars.

You can the fruit just as if it 
were in a plain syrup— oven, hot 
water bath or pressure cooker.

If you can peaches or pears in 
grenadine syrup, add one-half 
cup grenadine to each cup of 
plain syrup, and color with red 
food coloring. If a maraschino

cherry is placed in the cavity ol 
each half and the cherry side is 
placed against the glass, a sump­
tuous effect is gained.

Pears are delicious canned 
either in grenadine syrup or mini 
syrup.

Mint. Syrup
One-third cup mint leaves. 

1 1-4 cup sugar, 2-3 cup water, 
few drops green food coloring.

Add well washed leaves to su­
gar and crush. Add water and 
stir until sugar is dissolved. Bring 
to the boiling point and boil 6 
minutes. Add coloring and strain 
over fruit packed in jars.

I often put up pineapple in 
mint syrup, too, and fruits in a 
sweet spiced vinegar provide a 
delectable sweet pickle to serve 
with the main course of dinner 
or luncheon.

There are many simple tricks 
in canning that make it possible 
to vary home-canned • fruits at 
small expense. Preserved ginger 
added to plain canned pears 
makes them acceptable to many 
persons who criticize pears as 
tasteless. Use pieces of preserved 
ginger and enough ginger syrup 
to flavor the plain svruu
