By agreement among themselves

Removal of restrictions upon
stripper wells is essential if the
oil industry in this area is able
to recuperate from the effects
of the depression, declared J. A.
Bearman, Cisco operator. He
said that he spoke the sentiment
of the oil industry and of others
who are closely in touch with
the situation and that the state-
ment is not an idle one, but a
conclusive fact.

Oklahoma, it was pointed out,
has already lifted the restric~
tions. Practically every one of
the hundreds of producing wells
in this section of the state is a
stripper well, that is a well
which is past flush period and
has seitled down to a few bar-
rels of production daily. Limi-
tations imposed by proration or-
ders prevent opreators from
producing from these wells more
than 10, 20 or 40 barrels daily,
according to the depth.

Can’t Clean Wells.

Under that condition the ope=-

rator is unable to clean out his
wells, because the amount of oil
he can produce is limited and
the expense of cleaning out op-
erations is not justified by the
production. As a result hun.
dreds of drillers, tool dressers,
teamsters, and other oil field
workmen continue to be with-
out employment in this area
and many of them are on the
thin edge of starvation. Not

only does that reduce the buy-
ing power, but it adds to the
problem of relief. That does not
take into consideration the fact
that stripper well leases are get.-
ting in bad condition, with con-
sequent loss of recoverable oil,
a situation which promises a
great economic waste to the
district.

DALLAS REJECTS PROPOSED REFERENDUM.

Dist. Judge Towne Young of Dallas refused to issue a
mandamus ordering the Dallas county democratic executive
committee to hold the proposed referendum on resubmission
of the 18th amendment. Judge Young held that the county
committee was without authority to spend money for such
a purpose. Dallas has the second largest voting contingent
of all Texas counties, Harris coming first. Chairman Mur-
rel L. Buchanan appears to have sidetracked the amend-
ment. His committee did not have the money. He flatly
refused to order the referendum unless the money and the
ballots were forthcoming. Let it go at that. The one ab-
sorbing and all important issue is that of the continuance of
responsible government in Texas.

way out in a thousand years to come.

TELEPHONE FACTS AND FIGURES.

President Walter F. Gifford of the American Telephone
and Telegraph company submitted his report to the stock-
holders in mid July. Facts and figures are appealing to those
who read and think: Number of stockholders of the com-
pany is now in excess of 70,000, a gain of more than 56,000
since the first of the year. During the first six months the
number of Bell system telephones disconnected exceeded
those added by about 781,000. Number of telephones now
in service approximately about seven per cent below the com-
pany’s maximum development — a point reached in 1930—is
slightly in excess of those in service on Jan. 1, 1929. Long
distance calls were about 15 per cent less than for the same
period last year. Moreover, while the company shows earn-
ing of $4.02 per share in the first half of 1932 dividends re-
ceived from associated companies amounting to $671,263, as
shown in the statement, were not fully earned by these com-
panies during the six months by approximately $8,000,000.
No dividends had been received this year from the Western
Elecetric company as compared with $10,325,362 received in
the first six months of last year. That company is now ope-
rating at about 20 per cent of capacity with a net loss for
the first four months of this year (the latest available fig-
ures) of $3,381,000. Regardless of economic conditions the
showing made is very flattering, to say the least.

CALHOUN OR ALLRED-WHICH ?

56 per cent of the State’s revenue from taxation is derived from taxes
levied on properties and products of the oil industry. If this industry is
demoralized these taxes must come from other sources; thus every owner
of property in the State is threatened.

In striking at Eastern capital, Allred apparently loses:sight of the
many thousands of comparatively small stockholders of oil companies who
are Texas’ citizens. The number of Texas’ citizens owning these oil stocks
is estimated at 150,000.

Over $800,000.00 in attorney’s fees would go  to the Travis County
Attorney and his associates instead of into the State’s Treasury, along
with the fines collected, if the suits are successful, by reason of Allred’s
having called in the County Attorney. Why didn’t he leave the County
Attorney out and put all the money he may collect into the State’s Treas-
ury?

Quaker State Oil Company, a Pennsylvania concern, pays no taxes in
Texas; was permitted to pay a $12,000.00 or $14,000.00 fee to Allred’s
former law partner to assist Allred in the oil ouster suits. This gave
Quaker State Oil Company, through the authority of the Attorney-Gen-
eral’s office, an unfair advantage of the tax-paying companies being sued
and makes it look like “Quaker State Oil Company vs. These Defendants”
instead of “State of.Texas vs. These Defendants.”

Woodrow Wilson sponsored the federal trade commission. Purpose,
to bring industry and government closer together, to prevent unfair busi-
ness methods and uphold the law—mnot to encourage violation of the law.

A “Code of Ethics” was promulgated for 130 different lines of busi-
ness during the last thirteen years—129 lines other than oil.

15,800 marketers of petroleum in the United States have subsecribed to
the petroleum code of ethics. ‘

Allred is the only Attorney-General in the torty-eight states of the
United States who has asked for forfeitures of charters in connection with
the code of ethics. 2

The United States Department of Justice approved the code before
its sanction by the Federal Trade Commission.

Attorney-General Pollard and Attorney-General Bobbitt, after the
matter was submitted to them, found no fault in the petroleum code of
ethics before it was subscribed to by these defendants.

Hundreds of Texas’ banks are holding oil companies’ stock as collater-
al for loans, most of which cannot be paid if the companies whose stock
involved are ousted.

If the death penalty is inflicted, the companies involved must be
either completely padlocked for five years or their assets broken up,
thrown on the market and sold piecemeal, according to Texas’ laws. The
effect on the value of property owned by everyone will be an unwarranted’
depreciation.

528,000 Texas people are supported directly by the oil industry, ex-
cluding stockholders. '

Out-of-state capital, if destroyed in this instance, will avoid Texas
as to oil'as well as other lines of industry, and development of the state
will be seriously retarded. Mississippi is a good example.

Code of ethics has nothing in it concerning price-fixing. No restraint
of trade. No unfair advantages. It is merely a set of fair trade rules.

The oil industry has been made a political football for years. Prosper-
ity of state has suffered thereby. Instead of swatting a rich Easterner,
Allred’s blow will hurt the corner groceryman in Texas more.

If signers of petroleum marketers code of ethics have violated Texas' laws, so have
all other industries where there is any association or organization to promote clean, fair,
business methods.

Texas petroleum marketers adopting code of ethics were led by Roy B. Jones, Pan.
handle Refining Company, Wichita Falls, Texas. It was not introduced by the major
units.

92 Texas' marketers accepted the code. Why are only 11 now being sued?
conypanies in Wichita Falls, Allred’s home. were not made defendants.

Details of code of ethics are set out in “The Texas Weekly,” issue, January 16, 1932.

The Attorney.General in Texas is the only man who can bring suit for the state.
Power to destroy is in Allred’s hands and has been invoked to the extreme extent of the
power. Why didn’t he first ask for a discontinuance of any practices in code of ethics to
which he objected or limit his suits to fines cnly? Objectionable practices could be en-
joined, therefore, where was the necessify for demanding complete ouster? Was there
aver a cleverer case of making polifical capital of a possible technicality in the law to the
defriment of all of the people in the state?

The oil

Clem Calhoun does not propose to ask for charter forfeiture and complete ouster of
the companies being sued. He realizes that the entire population of the state would
suffer greatly by such result. He is deserving of our vote for the reason that he has the
welfare of the people at heart ,while it is evident that Allred is not considering the wel-
fare of the state and its people in bringing these suits.

The argument may be presented that since the new Attorney_-General does not take
the office until January 1, 1933, Allred will fry these suits regardless of whether or not
he is re-elected and that voting for Calhoun will not remedy the situation. On the other
hand, distinct disapproval of Allred at the polls in July will acqquaint him with the
wishes of the people and it is hoped that if he is defeated suits will either be dropped
or modified to the extent of not askng charter forfeiture.

At first thought it may appear to some that the ouster of the 11 companies now
being sued or the 92 companies involved will only temporarily demoralize the oil industry
in Texas and that it would later right itself and go on as before without permanent dam.
age to the state, but this is not true. If the major units in the industry as present should
be driven out because of a minor legal technicality, any other aggregation of capital from
either inside or outside of the state would dare not risk the huge investments required
to maintain large scale operatoins of refineries, pipe line ,and oil wells.

Jno. Garner on Ehe Record of
Congressman Thos.

In advertisements in newspapers over the
17th Congressional District, notably in the Abi-
lene Morning News of July 7, Tom Blanton repro-
duces a telegram from John Garner saying that
they are friends.

“MR. BLANTON. Well, I will hold the gen-
tleman personally responsible to me if he calls me
one.

“THE SPEAKIER. The gentleman from
Texas (Mr. Blanton) will take his seat. The ser-
geant-at-arms will see that the gentleman takes
his seat.

“MR. GARNER. Mr. Speaker, if I may have
order—I hope that the gentleman (Mr. Blanton)
will not leave.

“A MEMBER. He has left.

“MR. GARNER. Mr. Speaker, I have in my
mind’s eye—I can not observe him just at this
moment of e¢ourse—but I have in my mind’s eye
an individual, not a man—an individual, a crea-
ture who is as common and base a liar as ever
spoke a word of English in this country. (Ap-
plause).

“l know a miserable, cowardly creature—I
would go to the stationery room of the House Of-
would go to the stationery room of the House Of-
fice Building, make inquiry as to the purchase of
a whiskey flask and when he found that he could
not get it because they did not have them for sale,
would ask the superintendent to send to Philadel-
phia zud buy him one, in order that he might pa-
rade it in Texas as though it was given to the
membership of this House free of charge at the
taxpayers’ expense.

“I know this individual
with nepotism in order that he might parade his
virtue in Texas, and at the same time have two
of his children on the payroll of the Government.

“Mr. Speaker, it is a harsh thing to speak
about individuals, even if they are only in your
mind’s eye; but I, speaking for myseif alone-—I
say it with as firm a conviction as I ever spoke a
word from the floor of this House that 1 believe
that individual, that creature that I have in my
mind’s eye, would do anything in order to accu-
mulate wealth or to place himself forward from a
political standpoint.

The Congressional Record, Vol. 61, Part 7,
Page 6896, shows that Blanton was called before
thgdSpeaker’s stand in Congress and the Speaker
said:

“THE SPEAKER. The sergeant-at-arms
will bring Mr. Blanton to the far of the House.

(The sergeant-at-arms appeared at the bar
of the House with Mr. Blanton).

“THE SPEAKER. Mr. Blanton, by unani-
mous vote of the House, yeas 293, nays 0, I have
been directed to censure you because when you

“In accordance with the instruction of the
House and as its representative, I pronounce its
censure.”

‘Blanton accuses me as district attorney of
filing 493 habeas corpus hearings. The fact is
that a district attorney can not file habeas corpus
hearings. They are filed by men held in jail.

Blanton accuses me of filing many indict-
ments against the same man. The truth is that
a district attorney can not file an indictment. A
grand jury files indictments.

Blanton said that in one case 137 witnesses
were called and in another case 162 witnesses. The
fact is that I summoned four witnesses and the
defense called all the rest.

Blanton said I am the most expensive district
attorney in Texas. The truth is that I receive no

salary but am paid a fee for convictions. “No cou-

victions, no pay.” The most I can receive is $5,-

000 a year and only then if the office earns it.

“up in black and white, recorded in the Eastland

County courthouse, duly approved and paid by
the comptroller of the State of Texas, and filed
for record at the Capitol at Austin. It constitutes
a public record of which I am proud, and cleraly
shows that I have not collected a dollar that was
not payable to me as provided by law.

I was born in Eastland County and the peo-
ple of this county know me better than 1 know
myself. They elected me district attorney and
re-elected me without opposition—the enly time
such an indorsement has been given since the of-
fice of district attorney was created in this coun-
ty.
