LATER CONFERENCE LIKELY

These Suggested Rules Would Forbid
Bombardment of Defenseless Cities

By EDWARD B. CLARK

Washington—Internationul’ lawyers,
representing the different great pow-
ers, have formulated rules by which It
is hoped to regulate th¢ use of alr-
planes in any possible war of the fu-
ture. The desire is to bring it as near
the plane of humanity as warfare can
be brought,

Before long, It is belleved, there will
be another conference of the powers
similar to that which was held In
Washington in the fall of 1021, At

surface. The film deposited by heav!-
er coatings of linseed ofl, which was
the orlginal method of finishing split

It was soon found, however,.that
a by-product llke scrap cellulold was
subject to too wide variation to pro-
duce a reliably uniform finish, and
the next step forward was the prep-
aration of similar solutions from nitro-
cellulose made especlally for this pur-
pose in place of scrap celluloid. While
this Improvement overcame the most
serious defect of lack of uniformity,
objectlons previously overlooked soon
became prominent.

Navy Luckier Than Army.

Austin, Texas.—A material saving |
will occur to the State school fund |
if the Attorney General should hold |
that only one set of lupplementall‘
readers is contemplated under the |
textbook law instead of nine sets, as
now in use under adoption by the
State Textbook Commission!

The question was put up to the
Attorney General by the State Su-
perintendent of Public Instruction
and an opinion is expected shortly.
The investigation is being made by
Assistant Atty. Gen. Bryant, .who
wrill advise whether more than one
set of supplemental readers can be
legally adopted for the use of the
public schools.

Should Mr. Bryvant hold that only
one set is legal, it will outlaw eight
sets now in use and require the
State Textbook Commission to say
which of the nine sets shall con-
tinue. However, there is no text-
book commission at this time, as
the terms of the old commission ex-
pired last January and the Gover-
nor has never appointed their wsuc-
cessors, though the fiftean namea
were nominated to him last Octo-
ber, out of which he must choose
peven. Then too, some of the old
eommission were not confirmed by
the Benate.

If the predicted assault
free textbook amendment
come, and it is overturned, after
paving been in use for some time,
it would reduce the State school tax
from B85¢ to 20¢ and deprive the
fund of 18c.
