I am writing this in response t 
requests from local peanut grower. 
If my experience in the cultivatio 
and harvesting of this crop can ,h 
worth anything to the public, I wi 
gladly give them advantage of sa 
eXperience. 

I notice that some tanners ar 
now plowing up their peanuts. 
am inclined to think that this is to 
early. Of course the continued di 
weather in the summer months may 
have tended to mature the nuts rath-
er early, but do not think that they 
are ready to harvest yet. Only the 
immature nuts are sprouting, and 
they would be no good if saved 
now. I do not think that the ma-
ture nuts suffer any danger from 
sprouting from the late rains, which 
may help develop the very young 
nuts. Of course the time to plow 
up the nuts depends somewhat 
upon time planted, rains, cultivation. 
etc., but think that this rather earl; 
for any crop that I have examined 

I would advise also that you shock 
your vines around an upright pole 
with nuts in, and not in wind rows 
as some are doing. My plan may 
be some more trouble, but it will 
more than pay you in the better 
quality ot.the nut and the hay, also, 
resulting from the protection thus 
given from sun, wind and rain•
