Failure To Sign For Draft
Will Bring Severe Penalty

Severe penalties are provided by 
law against men who fall to regis­
ter with their Selective Service 
Board upon reaching the age of 
18 years. Georgia Singletary, clerk 
of the Tavlor-Callahan board, said

" I  have reason to believe that 
there are many of these youths 
who are not registering as requir­
ed." she asserted.

"They are not to receive any o f­
ficial notice of the necessity of 
their registering, but are required 
by law to take care of that them­
selves when they reach 18 years 
of age. They must register within 
five days after their 18th birth­
day.”

Miss Singletary said the law also 
requires employers to give work­
ers sufficient time off from their 
Jobs to register.

Office hours of the Taylor-Calla- 
han board—located In Boom 301 of 
the Abilene post office building— 
are 8 a.m. to 5 p.m. Monday 
through Friday. The office Is not 
open on Saturday.

1922. nrc required to
register. They must register ro­
w d ie s *  of whether they are mem­
bers of the National Guard or a 
military reserve organization.

College Station—In many areas 
In Texas this summer, egg pro­
ducers will have an opportunity 
to take advantage of the better 
prices offered for quality eggs. Ac­
cording to F. Z. Beanblossom. ex­
tension poultry marketing special­
ist of Texas A&M College, the 
egg grading programs In these 
areas ore showing Just how Im­
portant envlroment, especially heat 
and humidity, are to the produc­
tion and marketing of quality eggs.

The temperature of the freshly 
laid egg. he says Is above 100 de­
grees fahrenhelt and If quality is 
to be maintained, rapid and thor­
ough cooling of the fresh egg Is 
a must. Beanblossom points out 
that eggs will cool from 100 de­
grees fahrenhelt to 50 degrees 
fahrenhelt In three hours when 
they are spread out on a wire 
trav. It will take five hours for 
them to cool, if held In a wire 
egg basket. 12 hours when held in 
solid nails and 18 to 20 hours 
when held in an egg* case.

Here Is what excess heat does 
to egg quality. He says eggs 100 
davs old mav be better than some 
eggs that ore only three days old 
because eggs held at 88.6 degrees 
F. drop to "B ” grade in three 
days or less. Eggs held at Tf de- 
**-ees F. will usually hold up for 
at least eight days: when held 
»< 4% degrees F.. thev retained 
their top quality for 100 days. This, 
he says, clearly indicates that age 
does not affect the quality o f eggs 
ss directly nor as rapidly as does 
the envlroment the egg receives.

RAIN DELAYS PEANUT 
HARVEST

Rain delayed peanut harvesting 
In South Texas this week but 
helped growing crops, reports the 
U. S. Department of Agriculture's 
Production and Marketing Ad­
ministration.

Demand for peanuts was active 
and markets turned stronger. There 
were no reports of shellers start­
ing to shell light supplies of new 
crop peanuts harvested during the 
previous week In South Texas. O f­
ferings of old crop pennuts were 
light and many mills withdrew 
quotations.

Shelled Spanish peanuts brought 
mostly 17*4 cents a pound for No. 
1 grades. Few sales went up to 
17s. and 18 cents.

Crop conditions were generally 
favorable In the country'* south­
eastern and Vlrglnla-Caroltna sec­
tions.

Light supplies of peanut meal and 
oil also found active demand. 
Markets strengthened to parallel 

generally stronger tone In oil­
seed. feed and fats and oils mar­
ket.

Scattered sales of 41 per cent 
protein content peanut meal rang­
ed from 677 to 683 a ton, f.o.b.. 
southwest mills. One tank of 
prime crude peanut oil sold at 16<4 
cents a pound.

Austin— Antelope will be legal 
quarry for Tcxns hunters this fall 
for the first time since 19M. the 
Texas Game, Fish nnd Oyster 
Commission ruled yesterday.

A nine day season, beginning 
October 2. nnd covering the area 
west of the Pecos River was np- 
nroved. The number of permits 
was not set but the commission 
«nld regulations would be patterned 
on the 1948 special season when 
703 permits were drawn by lot.

The commission also approved 
game and fish seasons for the 28 
county Pnndhnndle area. They call 
for n deer nnd turkey season from 
November 17 to 26 except In Arm­
strong. Randnll nnd Briscoe coun­
ties. which were exempted.

The bng limit In the Panhandle 
was set at one buck and two gob­
blers.

In statewide action, the com­
mission recommended a straight
