Bayou Philosopher Says It's Not Pocket Knife
That's Causing Farmer So Much Trouble

Editor’s note: The Bayou Philosopher on his Johnson Grass
farm on the Bayou has an answer to the farm surplus problem
this week, but it’s his answer, not ours.

Dear editar:

i 4 ,

I was sittin out here on my farm yesterday not doin anything ex- :
cept sittin' and whittlin when a man brought me a clipping from a

newspaper quotin a United States

Department of Agriculture official

to the effect a farmer who sits and whittles doesn’t deserve to succeed.
“There is no substitute for a good job of farming,” the official
went on. “Efficient farming methods, harder work, better production,
that’s what it'll take to keep farming prosperous.”
I wish to say that me and the knife manufacturers both resent

this statement.

In the first place, why do you think the price of
cattle is cheap? Because too many people have been
raisin cattle instead of sittin and whittlin. Why would
the price of cotton or corn or wheat drop way down
below what it is now if there wasn’t price supports?
Because to many farmers have been efficient.

As I understand the agricultural expert’s position,
he wants us farmers to work harder and produce less,
and the only way to accomplish that is to outlaw
the tractor and return to the walkin plow. Personally,
I prefer whittlin. It accomplishes the same thing and

A |

doesn’t put the tractor people out of business.

Efficiency is a fine thing, it’s almost necessary in a bank, but it
can be carried too far out in the counftry. The reason we're gonna have
crop controls on some items next year is becduse "us farmers are pro-
ducin too much, and if yowll tell me a better way to cut down on

production than sittin and whittlin,

I'd like to know it.

You know, people in town like to say if a farmers worked harder

that's

on account of the way business men

in town define the word work. A business man, if he has his store’s
front door open, considers himself workin, and it's a fine definition,
exactly the one I've adopted out here on my Johnson grass farm. When
my front gate<is open, this farm is open for business and I'm at work,
doesn’t make any difference if I am sittin in the shade whittlin, the
same as it doesn’t make any difference if the business man is leanin
against the counter or easin back in a swivel chair readin the comics
or standin out on the curb lookin at the clouds.

Next year, when they get crop controls into effect, some farmers
are gonna worry themselves sick over what they can plant on their
idle acres, and they’ll think of something and year after next whatever
they plant will have to be controlled too, but if the government would
distribute a lot of free pocket knives and encourage whittlin, instead of
makin speeches against it, we could bring this problem of over-produc-
tion under control. It ain’t the pocket knife that’s causin farmers to
have financial trouble, it’s the four-row planter.

As a period of time the 33 years
don’t measure so long, but the suc-
ceeding classes of students whose
fathers and mothers can remember
as the same youngsters are a keen,
but pleasant, reminder.

Long on Plans

It was a different school in 1920,
an ambitious system that was be-
gining to feet its growing pains, but
then had only three teachers, and a
lot of plans.

One of the teachers was Mrs.
W. R. Chambers, recently Muriel De-
Busk, whose home was in the Bur-
kett community. Mrs. Chambers,
who ‘died in 1946, was a faculty
member only the starting year in
their new career in Burkett. She
was succeeded in the school a few

years later by the Chambers family

In a 16 year period, Burkett cage
teams brought home 12 district
championships, a trend that is con-
tinuing, and in 1942 and 1947 went
into state tournament playoff;

Town Of Pioneer Was

(Editor’s note) Mrs. R. L.
Westerman of Christoval has

furnished the Review with the
following story which was writ-
ten in 1938 about the town of
Pioneer by an old timer. Mrs.

Westerman’s father, W. J. Jolly,

was one of the first settlers of

the Pioneer community. Mr. and

Mrs. Westerman attended the

annual homecoming at Pioneer

and for the past several years
have been the oldest couple
present.

One crisp October day back in 1883,
two families entrained at Hope,
Arkansas, and began their travel
westward by stepping into an old
fashioned chair-coach with baggage
eonsisting of trunks and valises. This
mode of travel was up-to-date for
both passengers and freight. In
fact, these pioneer citizens used oxen

Named In Memory Of
Early Settlers Who Braved The Frontier

for several years thereafter to break
the new land on their newly settled

farms. The destination of these
families and the development of
the community, in which they lo-
cated will be the subject of this
narrative, rather than these par-
ticular families. These families will
be mentioned as having their part
in the development, as will other
families who lived here at that time.

It will give the reader a general
idea of the living conditions and of
the country to give an account of
these families trip from Arkansas
to Texas. The route was by way of
Texarkana, Marshall, Paris, Fort
Worth, Weatherford and on to Cis-
co, a new pine board shack-town at
that time.

“News Butch” was “Hero”

The writer was only seven years
old but remembers the trip well and
especially the old chair in which he
rode, the peculiar oror which was as
foreign to the sense of smell as was
the characters we found thereon.
The old locomotive that pulled the
train was fueled for most of the
trip with cord wood which was
taken on from time to time along
the route. The “news-butch” was
to the writer the most interesting
member of that train crew as he
was the vendor of the things that
attract the attention of children,
such as apples, oranges, nuts, and
the like. Paris and Weatherford
were especally remembered as one
or both had street cars drawn by
mules and had many street lights.
We arrived at our destination—Cis-
co—about 11 o’clock the second night
after boarding the train. Father
had an acquaintance who lived at
Cisco at that time, so we were met
at the train by this good man (Hal
Ramsey) and taken to his hos-
pitable home for the night. Father
had come on ahead of the families.
(Curry and Kelly) was there with
wagon and team to convey us on
out to the new home which he had
recently bought from Penn Norton
of Cottonwood.

The next morning we resumed
our travel by getting aboard the
two-horse wagon which father had
driven up from the ranch. The
wagon was fairly well loaded, in
fact, so much that we youngsters
had to take turns at walking. The

road (such as it was) ran almost
straight to our log cabin through
;age grass as high as a small boy’s
nead. There were no fences and
only two or three houses on this
road. It was a trip of some 20 miles.
We reached the log cabin about four
o'clock in the evening and took
possession of our new home which
had been vacated on that same day
by “Uncle Joe” Nance and by the
way, he left for us four of the best
milk and butter that an “Arkan-
sawer”’ ever tasted, and did we en-
joy it! The exact date of the landing
was October 27, 1883.

Now we will attempt to give you
a brief history of the Pioneer com-
munity from that eventful day down
to the present as we have resided
here all the intervening years. We
have known every man, woman and
child that ever lived in this com-
munity before or since that time. It
will be impossible to call off their
names as some of them have been
dead or moved out of the community
for over 50 years. Very few of the
earliest settlers of this community,
which was later named Pioneer,
live here now, in fact, 54 years are
sufficient to change the personnel,
with few exceptions. The children
of that day and time, of course, are
old men and women now. Not too
many of them have weathered the
havage of “Old Father Time”, at
that.

First School in 1883

Well, we just can’t get our thought
on the task of writing the history of
the old community, because of so
many fond recollections. Our heart
is saddened when we begin to throw
back the curtain of time to recall
the names and faces of those dear
ones who really wrested this coun-
try from its state of wildness and
uninhabitability; but it is not my
purpose to eulogize or parise the
early settlers who were also my
good friends and neighbors. T must
get to the points of interest to
the men and women of today. I know
now, and will frankly admit, that I
will not be able to give a complete
history of this community and its
people covering a period of 54 years.
I can only do my best and let it go
at that. It 1883 the community met
and organized for school purposes
and made plans to build a frame
house just north of the then small
cemetery. I believe there were no
more than two or three graves and
am certain that Mrs. Ace Briggs
was the first person buried there
in 1877. The school house was hauled
out from Cisco. It was hauled and

paid for by the patriotic fathers of
the children who were to be the first
pupils to enjoy the blessings of edu-
cational advantages in the new
building.

The first teacher was named
Yates. He was a brunette, and had
piercing black eyes. No one knew
anything about where he came from
or where he went, when he resigned
about mid-term. It was rumored
that he was a deperado and the law
was on his trail. It was supposed
by the patrons that he was a fugi-
tive from justice, or the law at least,
thus accounting for his abrupt de-
parture. Our school went on how-
ever as there was a fine young man
by the name of Henry Newby ready
to take his place. Professor Newby
not only finished that term but
taught several years thereafter. We
were a mighty fine bunch of young-
sters, I guess, and some of these
earliest pupils got a good start on
their way to'an education. Some of
those very first “kids” taught that
same school years later. By the way,
one of them is now a teacher in the
Pioneer school (Mrs. Ada Alexand-
er). The writer was one of the very
first who went to school in this
brand new house. He was also a
brand new pupil for it was his first
year, his age being seven. I do not
remember anything in those ABC
books, but I do remember distinctly
how they tasted, and I gnawed the
backs off of several of them.

Community Builders

Those old pioneers who built that
famous old school house back in
1833, on a roll-call, would have
answered to the following names, to
wit: Jack Stagner (father of Mrs.
Ada Alexander), W. R. W. Smith,
W. J. Joliy, W. L. Baird, L. A. Mc-
Donald, Buck Johnson, Columbus
Atwood, David Allen, Ike Hickman,
Capt. Curry, Cornelius Lewis, Wade
Stagner, Bill and John Dill, Handy
Rhea, Joe Nance Mrs. Conway, Gen-
eral Brooks, W. .J. Bryson, Bob Tes-
ton, G. B. Kelly, Bond, John Acker,
Weldon Grimes, Sandy McBeth, F.
W. A. Doyle, Mrs. Nix, Bill and John
Douglas, Rafe Crume, Volly Fort,
Henry Littlefield, I. P. Scarborough,
T. J. McClure, Columbus O’Neal, and
I fear that there are other names
back in the dark recesses of my
memory that fails me just at’the
present and there be much I will be
sorry of the ' omission of their
worthy names from the list. These
were the real builders of not only
the first school house but the com-
munity as well. They later helped
build the churches, stores, gins and
other necessary institutions. Others
of course, joined them in the build-
ing of the community in the years
that followed. Many came a few
years after the erection of the
school house, among them were the
Brownings, Garretts, Tiptons, Phil-
lips, Stricklands, Friends, Bryants.
Uncle “Jake” Brooks, Marshalls and
many others. !

Country was Fertile

That you may have an idea of the
country in general and what the
citizens did for a livelihood, some
facts are related here. The country
was thickly “turfted” with sage
grass, had some scattered black jack
trees and was not fenced except for
a few small patches used for.grow-
ing corn. It was in commonly termed
“open range”. Everybody had herds
of cattle and horses. Farming in
1883 was secondary to stock raising.
This condition soon changed. In
a few years cotton and corn growing
became the chief occupation of the
citizenry. It was a “real” cotton
country and was a fair corn coun-
try in those “good old days”. It
brings a feeling of sadness when we
think®of the wasted soil and lost op-
portunities of such a grand place
as this was 50 years ago. It should
have been handed down from fath-
ers to sons with his virgin fertility,
but alas, such was not the case. On
the contrary, it is depleted, poisoned,
mortgaged and a sickening sight to
behold, especially to those who were
here in the early days. We have
been guilty of neglecting to preserve
the fertility of some of the finest
soil on earth.

Sermonizing aside, and back to
the task of accounting for the
people and their activities in the
community for the past 5 years. The
few whom are known to have been
here more than 54 years are: J. M.
(Jack) Stagner, W. R. W. Smith, W.
J. Jolly. They came here in 1875.
Tke Hickman, John Acker, “Grand-
pa” Acker, and General Brooks came
before 1883.

Only Few Murders

All and all, these good old pio-
neers did a mighty good job of mak-
ing a wild country a fit place in
which to live. Exclusive of a few,
they succeeded in rearing a fine
group of young men and women. A
few facts will prove this conclusive-
ly. During the 54 years there has not
been a murder committed in this
community by a ndtive. Only two
men have been killed, and that was
during the oil boom and the one who
did the killing was not a native
son.

The people have much like one
big family in many respects. When
a neighbor, by fire, sickness or oth-
erwise, sustained a i0ss, everyone
would rush to assist him. There have
been no fueds or serious quarrels
and of this we should be proud.

The material growth and develop-
ment of our community should re-
ceive some attention. The school
house has been mentioned. The
little village was named “Pioneer”
and started on it’s way as a center.
The first store was operated by
“Grandpa” Smith, (W.R. W. Smith’s
father). He was also the first post-

master. He was a retired Methodist
minister, a saintly old gentleman,
with a long white beard. He was
quite a “jokster” and liked to have
his fun, even though about 80 years
of age. An incident, or rather an
embarrasing situation into which
“Bob” Curry got at the window of
this first post office illustrated the
point. This “gawky” and uneducated
boy of 16 years went to the post
office for the mail, looking for a
registered letter. He tried to call
for it by name. He could not pro-
nounce “registered” but made a
stab, with a ridiculous statement as
the result. The jovial old postman
pretended to be deaf. “Bob” con-
tinued to struggle with the word,
which to him was a jaw breaker, to
the amusement of “Grandpa” Smith
until he had his fun of it.

The office was located about
three-fourths of a mile due West of
the school house and was kept in
the Smith residence. The old biuld-
ing still stands there today and
having been used by the Smiths
for many years as a barn for feed.
Since the passing of ‘“Grandpa”
Smith, the first postmaster, there
has been many others, the last of
these illustrious gentlemen and of-
ficials is none other than a native
son, Dick Brown.

Your writer has served as road
overseer, precinct chairman, school
trustee and teacher in the famous
old school house but has not had
the priviledge of serving the old
home town as postmaster.

About 37 years ago we had a live
and jprosperous little village of ap-
proximately 200 persons. There were
three or four general merchandise
stores, one gin, a telephone system,
two churches and enough kerosene
lamps with globes to make our light-
ing facilities modern for the times.
We reverenced the churches and
ministers and were loyal to our
neighbors and our country.

The tragedy of our community
life came when, as a result of a
greedy township company’s ombi-
tion and desire for money forced a
move to a site new and unsatis-
factory. .

Town Was Moved

The boom came, lasting a few
months, and we were glad when it
passed. It left us, not where it
found us, but many times worse off
as a whole. Yet we are here and
glad that we are living, and proud
of our neighbors and the little town
of Pioneer.

As stated, it was a tragedy when
the little village was moved to the
new location. The new location was
not a suitable place on which to
build a town. However, as the saying
goes, “You can’t keep a good man
down.” After stamping down grass-
burrs and blackjack saplings for
about 27 years, we have succeeded in
making a nice little opening in the
rough about large enough to ac-
comodate the few people here now,
as much as we miss the old shade
trees of the old town. Despite this
back set, we have built a modern
school plant, four churches, a num-
ber of residences, stores, garages
and other businesses. Our school is
accredited with 24 units. We have
11 teachers, a well-balanced curri-
culum including Vocational Agricul-
ture and Home Economics. We are
as a whole loyal patrons and are
grateful for the educational advan-

Having skipped and jumped about
in order to bring to a close this
meager account of such a long period
of time, necessarily much interest-
ing information has been overlooked
and omitted. Never-the-less, maybe
it will serve to recall pleasant mem-
ories of a typical Western Texas

community to read it.

On the contrary, he charged, the
FBI had been requested by Shivers’
own office to delay a probe of the
Gainesville State School “until after
the Democratic primary’’ last year,
“to avoid unfavorable publicity.”

Maurice Acers of the governor’s
staff made the request for a delay,
according to a five-page letter ad-
dressed to Shivers, but the inquiry
was not postponed.

“We of the FBI,” Hoover said in
his letter, “certainly have no apolo-
gies to make to anyone for doing our
duty in carrying out the instructions
of the attorney general in enforcing
the law of the land.

“T would be untrue to my service
and its duties if I did not quickly
call attention to unwounded, un-
warranted, and untrue charges such
as you have made.”

Replying to the FBI director’s let-
ter, Shivers wrote: “It is my under-
standing that your bureau and your
investigators do not investigate any
federal agency or department except
on invitation and on specific in-
struction of the United States at-
torney general.

“We do not expect that considera-
tion if we violate any federal law.
But where the complaint or sus-
picion of a violation comes from a
law violator himself or his associates
I feel that both your duty and mine
could be discharged better by coop-
eration rather than by the procedure
you have followed in the past.

“T tender you the full cooperation
of the State of Texas and its officers.

Veterans ? Box

Q. The son of a friend of mine
was killed in an automobile accident
on his way to report to his draft
board. Would he be covered by the
free automatic indemnity paid to
survivors of Korean servicemen?

A. No. Indemnity coverage of se-
lectees is limited to those who died
as a result of disabilities incurred
while enroute from the draft board
to the induction station, or who die
within 120 days after the incurrance
of such disabilities. The coverage
does not extend to travel to the
draft board.

Q. I'm planning to sell the house I
bought with a GI loan. What can I
do to make sure I won't be liable, in
case the person who buys the house
fails to make his payments?

A. Generally, you should see to
it that the GI loan is repaid in full
at‘the time of the sale. In that way,
you will be released from all person-
al liability. Consult your lender or
your VA office for full details.

Q. I am receiving a VA disability
pension. I have just sold my house,
but at a price less than what I paid
for it. Must I figure the proceeds
as income for pension purposes?

A. No. So long as the house was
sold at less than the purchase price,
no part of the proceeds of the sale
need be considered as income.

Q. I'm drawing compensation for
service-connected disability I re-
ceived in Korea. I was on active duty
for two years. Am I automatically
entitled to vocational rehabilitation
training at Government expense?

A. Not Necessarily. One require-
ment of the law is that you must
need the training to overcome the
handicap of your disability.

Q. I want to take training under
the Korean GI Bill, but the only
way I can reach my goal is to take
courses in two different schools at
the same time. Would this be pos-
sible to do?

A. Yes. Concurrent enrollment and
attendance at two schools is permit-
ted under circumstances such as
yours. But you’ll need monthly cer-
tifications of training from each of
the schools you attend.

Q. I'm planning to enroll in college
under the Korean GI Bill this fall;
and I want to know if I could get a
part-time job in the evenings to
supplement my monthly GI allow-
ance. Also, would my allowance be
reduced if I got a job?

A. There are no restrictions on
veterans getting part-time jobs to

Q. If I interrupt my Korean GI
Bill schooling some time within a
month, would I receive my GI al-
lowance for that entire month?

A. No. Your GI allowance would
be discontinued as of the last date
of attendance in school. It would
not be paid to the end of the month.
