Sheep-Goat Ass in 

Sets Referendum 
Texas .  Sheep and Goat Rais-

ers members and directors of the 
association recently voted to 
sponsor a proposed refrendum 
which would involve 73 count-
ies, 16.704 producers and 5,578, 
000 head of sheep and goats to 
raise needed revenue which 
waold go into a predator con-
trol program. 

The referendum will be held 
in following area counties: Cal-
lahan. Coleman, Comanche. 
Eastland, Brown and Taylor. 

The proposed program calls 
for the maximum deductions of 
20 cents a head on sheep and 10 
cents a head on goats. and would 
be expected to raise over S400. 
000, from which 32 new trap-
pers would be hired to help to 
combat predators by coordinat-
ing with the county trappers to 
assist them in problem areas. 

It is not meant to take the 
place of any predator control 
work now being done in counties 
but to add to their present con-
trol work. Assessment in the 
program. if the referendum is 
passed, will be made on all sheep 
and goats coming off pasture 
and/or producerraised lambs 
going into feedlots. Assessments 
will be collected and forwarded 
to the Commodity Board at the 
end of each month. Collections 
will be made by any firm or in-
dividual who purchases sheep 
or goats off pasture. 

The referendum which now 
must be petitioned to the Com-
missioners of Agriculeure for 
his certification, would be con-
ducted by mail ballot sent to-
gether with a self - addressed. 
postage - paid envelope to all 
sheep and goat producers in the 
73 - county area. Producers 
would then vote for or against 
the referendum and elect one 
director from each of the six 
districts which comprise the 73 
counties. Three directors at 
large will also be elected, and 
these directors will make up the 
producer board of nine direct-
ors. 

All costs of conducting the 
referendum will be paid by the 
Texas Sheep and Goat Raisers' 
Association. The estimated cost 
of the referendum is S10,000. 
If it passes, the producer board 
can repay the TS&GRA for ref-
erendum expenses if it wishes.
