Fire Prevention Program
Presented For Schools

Anything will buurn and noth-
ing is fireproof. This fact was
brought out by Ben Bullard, as-
sistant safety director for the
the Texas Farm Bureau at Waco,
in a graphic animated fire pre-
vention demonstration held March
1 at Cross Plains High School.

The three things needed to
start a fire, air, fuel and heat,
brightly illuminated as Ben plug-
ged n the parts of his fire tri-
angle board, causing the flashing
“F -1-R - E” sign. He defined
fire contro! as he removed, one
at a time, the three parts.

As part of a discussion on fire
control and the classes of fire (A-
B-C-D), Bullard demonstrated
taking away air by smothering
the flame of a candle; smothering
the flame of a kitchen fire (pot
of burning grease — class B) and
taking away the ajr or oxygen of
another class B fire, a burning
gasoline rag.

The audience also witnessed the
burning of steel (steel wool); the
loud shotgun-like explosion of one
drop of gasoline and they saw the
wiring burn inside the wall and in

the attic of a model house. (Class
C).

With each sequence of animated
and actual fire hazard of the vari-
ous classes both inside and out-
side the house and around the
farm, Bullard gave applicable pre-
vention annd control suggestions.
For fire control, he pointed out
that many fires in the home, ve-
hicles, equipment and other build-
ings can be extinguished while
jn the incipient stage; provided
you have a U/L approved smoke
detector and fire extinguisher of
the correet size and type. “Re-
charge each portable extinguisher
after each use,” he added.

Also, he said, National Safely
Council has suggested that nearly
half of the home-fire victims
could escape death with 30 to 60
seconds additional warning. There-
fore it was strongly urged at
least one smoke detector be prop- .
erly placed in each home. Multi-
level homes should have a detec-
tor on each floor.

benefits, Glyn Hammons, Social
Security district manager in Abi-
lene, said recently.

Applying for benefits at the
proper time is very important,
Hammons said. This is because
benefit payments are geared o
the month of application.

For example, a person applving
after reaching 65 generally can
receive benefits for up to 6 months
\chore thc month of application,
but not before the month he or
she reaches 65. A person apply-
, Ing between 62 and 65 cannot gen-
i erally get any benefits for months
|bef01e the month of applicatien.

In addition, a person can rc-
ceive Hznefits only for months he
or she meets eli“ibility require-
ments for the entire month..., Gen-
erally, this means that unless a
rerson was born on the first day
of a month, he or she cannot get
a benefit for the month of his or
her 62nd birthday. The first bene-
fit payable is for
month.

Before applying. a person
should gather togther the requir-
ed evidence. This includes his er
her Social Security card or a rec-
ord of the number, birth or bap-
| tismal certificate, and Forms W-2
or self-employment tax returns
for the past two years. If this
evidence is not available, the peo-
ple at the Social Security office
may be able to suggest substi

tutes.
