Contract Extra Peanuts
To Avoid Penalty - Bains

Additional peanuts produced for
crushing or exporting must be con-
tracted by April , Oran Bains,
chairman of the Callahan County
Agricultural Stabilization and Con-
servation Commictee, said.

Additional peanuts are those
marketed from a farm for which
a poundage quota has been estab-
lished and which are in excess of
the poundage quota, and alsc
those marketed from a farm for
which no farm poundage quota
has been established. ‘“This pro-
duction must be either placed un-
der an approved contract with a
handler or be placed under price
support loan, at the $200 per ton
loan rate. If the additional pea-
nuts are marketed, or considerea
marketed, in any other way cx-
cept as green peanuts, they will
be designated as quota marketings
2nd subject to a 385 cent per
pound penalty,” the ASCS official
said.

The peanut price support pro-
gram no longer limits the num-
ber of acres of peanuts that can
be planted. This means that any

person can grow peanuts anywhere |
in the céuntry and market the

peanuts for other than domestic
edible use. Under previous pro-
grams, production was limited two
farms with an allotment.

According to Mr. Bains, a han
dler may contract with a farmer
to buy additional peanuts for
crushing or export, or both. How-
ever, all contract forms (CCC-
1005) must be submitted to the
county ASCS office for approval
by April 14
