Even if you consider yourself 
the world s best driver, winter 
weather requires paying added 
attention to the rules of the 
road. 
iSellowing .is some advice from 
I 	ee cla per Cent Insurarch 
J; gents of America (11AA) that 
can help you drive more safely 
this winter season: 

Keep in mind that ice at 30 
degrees farenheit has proven to 
to more slick than ice at zero 
degrees. Take extra care when 
arising slick rostds. 

Certain items should be placed 
in the car in case you find your-
self stranied, or if yceir tires 
lose U-actinn. For lost traction, 
keep sand, cat litter or some 
sort of traction mat on hand. 
Flashlights and blankets, as 
well as canned thinks and pack-
aged foods, could be lifesavers 
if your car breaks down on a 
deserted road. 

Begin driving in winter weath-
er by slowly accelerating to de-
termine if your wheels spin —
if they don't;  reduce your speed 
and drive carefully. If they do, 
use the steering wheel. Steer 
the car in the direction you 
want the front to go and the 
rest of the car will probably 
skid out sideways. Do not brake 
until you have regained. control 
of the steering wheel. Apply 
gradual pressure on the brakes. 

While _driving, remember to 
keep sufficient distance be• 
tween you and other cars. It 
takes three to nine times as far 
to come to a stop on snow and 
ice. 

Be sure to have antifreeze in 
your windshield washer as well 
as some in your cooling system. 

If you're stranded, stay with 
your car. Exercise to keep 
warm. Use a flashlight. Leave 
the window just a crack, if the 
engine is running, for some 
fresh airs Use flares if you have 
then.

The Callahan County Unit of the 
American Cancer Society met Jan-
uary 8, in the courthouse at Baird. 
Eleven volunteers and Pat Frosch 
from the Abilene District Office 
attended. Those attending for tiie 
first time were Lavada Poindexter 
of Clyde, Ann Long and Peggy 
Koenig from Cross Plains. 

During the business meeting, 
presided over by Louise Mercer, 
vice-president, chairmen gave re-
ports for their committees. Cubelle 
Harris, Memorial Chairman, re-
ported that $50 had been given 
fur memorials since the Novem-
ber meeting. Mack Kniffen, Ser-
vice and Rehabilitation Chairman, 
reported seven patients served, 
four equipment loans and 11 calls 
for information for period Sep-
tember - December. Pat Frosch 
reported that this area has served 
more patients than any in the 
state and that more news articles 
appear in newspapers in this dis-
trict than any other in the state.

this uproots or breaks off brush 
species. Chaining of live species 
provides only temporary content 
because of resprouting. However, 
more live plants are uprooted 
when soil moisture is high. Chain-
ing can prcvide temporary brush 
control that will allow sufficient 
2rOsS growth so that prescribed 
burning can be used as a follow-
up treatment. 

Chaining is used effectively to 
retreat areas that have been treat-
ed with herbicide. For example, 
mesquie may be controlled ef-
fectively by chaining an area 
three years after spraying with a 
herbicide, Gerngross points out. 
With high soil moisture, many pre-
siously sprayed trees are up- 
rooted. Dead or partially dead 
mesquite trees are easier to up-
root than unsprayed live trees. 
Chaining 4- most effective en 
plants with a main stem diameter 
of 5 inches or more. 

Power grubbing is generally 
used as a maintenance practice.

Mechanics! brush control meth-
ods such as rootplowing, grubbing 
and chaining should work well 
this winter due to good moisture 
conditions, says Greg Gerngross, 
Callahan Cetatty Agent with the 
Texas Agricultural Extension 
Service, the Texas A&M Universi-
ty System. 

Rootplowing is an effective 
method of controlling brush, but 
it is more efficient when soil mois-
ture us seificient to allow the 
blade to pass through the soil 
with rc-dueed resistance. Seeding 
c' forage species is often neces-
sary and desirable following root-
plowing. 

Because. rootplowing is expen-
sive, it should be used on sites 
with high production potential. 
says Gerngross. Root plows with 
fins usually provide the best 
brush control but they also de-
stroy existing turf. A thin bladed 
root plow without fins will mini-
mize turf damage but may result 
iu reduced brush control.
