As usual, state and other 
peace officers throughout 
this section of Texas will be 
working longer than normal 
hours in an effort to prevent 
motor vehicle accidents. The 
number of fatal mishaps 
across the state has been 
lowered this year, according 
to information in news 
release from the Texas 
Department of Public Safety 
which is printed elsewhere in 
today's Review. 

Following is an overview, 
in part, of Children's Protec-
tive Services provided by 
Barbara Evans, Public In-
formation Officer for the 
Texas Department of 
Human Resources. 

The Texas Department of 
Human Resources is man-
dated by law to investigate 
reports of suspected child 
abuse and neglect and to pro-
vide services to protect 
children from abuse, 
neglect, and exploitation. 
Services are provided to any 
child in need of protection 
without regard to family in-
come or citizenship. During 
1984, the number of in-
vestigations rose 6.7% to 
61.576. Over the last two 
calendar years, the number 
of child abuse cases has in-
creased 50.4%. 

The department maintains 
a toll-free 24 hour 
hotline( 1-800-252-5400 ) to 
receive reports of suspected 
child abuse and neglect. The 
identification of callers is 
confidential. Reports are in-
vestigated on a priority 
basis, depending upon the 
extent of apparent danger 
the child faces. Services are 
designed to remedy the 
situation. Services to the 
child and the family include 
counseling and referral to 
community agencies. Court 
action is initiated if 
necessary: A court may 

The major portion of 
downtown Cross Plains will 
observe Thursday, July 4, as 
a full holiday.

Walker Truck and Trailer 
Sales, both of which will be 

order removal of children 
from their homes, assign-
ment of managing conser-
vatorship, and placement 
with relatives or in foster 
care. When rehabilitative 
services fail, attempts may 
be made to legally free 
children for adoption. The 
department develops and 
certifies foster and adoptive 
homes for children removed 
from their homes. 

Approximately 
18,000-26,000 children in 
Region 04 will be at risk of 
abuse and neglect in 1985. In 
fiscal year 1984, 4,222 abused 
or neglected children were 
identified in Region 04. In 
fiscal year 1984, protective 
service workers investigated 
2,547 reports of suspected 
child abuse and neglect in 
Region 04 with the number of 
confirmed instances of 
abuse or neglect being 2,247. 
As of February 1985, Region 
04 had 55 children's protec-
tive services workers. An 
average of 311 children a 
month received foster care 
under the state-federal Aid 
to Families with Dependent 
Children program, while an 
additional 96 children receiv-
ed foster care paid entirely 
with state funds. 

The department provided 
adoption subsidies to 61 
children in Region 04 with 
special problems or han-
dicaps enabling them to 
have permanent homes with 
families who otherwise could 
not afford their special 
needs. 

Additional information 
about protective services for 
abused and neglected 
children may be obtained 
from a local office of the 
Texas Department of 
Human Resources. Reports 
of suspected abuse or 
neglect may be made by 
calling 1-800-252-5400.

Rumored Insurance Dividend

According to Putt Bran-
don, Veterans Service Of-
ficer for Callahan County, 
false 	information 	of 
unknown origin is again 
spurring thousands of World 
War II veterans across the 
nation to contact the 
Veterans Administration for 
payment of a special life in-
surance dividend to which 
they are no longer entitled. 

In 1950, the Veterans Ad-
ministration paid almost $3 
billion in special dividends to 
some 16 million former ser-
vicemen who carried GI in-
surance during World War 
II. Federal law states that 
all claims for this or any 
other dividend declared 
prior to January 1, 1952, 
must have ben filed within 
six years after date of 
declaration. 

The Veterans Administra-
tion continues to pay annual 
dividends to those veterans 
of World War II who have 

kept their old policies of Na-
tional Service Life Insurance 
in force. This annual divi-
dend is due and paid each 
year shortly after the an-
niversary date of the policy. 
The policyholders do not 
have to apply for the divi-
dend each year, as it is paid 
or applied to the appropriate 
insurance 	account 
automatically, following the 
anniversary date.

Gramm, a former Democrat 

himself, knows the weaknesses 
of his former party and is play-
ing them to the hilt. He is also 
using his official influence to 
gather funds from across the 
state and nation in his long-
shot bid to score a dramatic 
upset win in the hear : of Demo-
cratic territory. 

Conservatives The Key 
He has only to make a good, 

close showing to some out 
smelling good, beta's?. of the 
region's political history. A 
win would seal his .rniition of 
leadership within a GOP that 
still eyes former Di•rnocrats 
with some distrust and jeal-
ousy. 

A victory also 'n:ourages 
the new doctrine that conser-
vative Democrats can become 
Republicans in Texas and keep 
on winning. The Democrats 
have managed to fight that 
concept to a standstil, and so 
far, only one Texas legislator 
has switched this summer, 
Gary Thompson of it 3ilene. 

But a victory in this north-
east corner would live new 
hope to that concep:, and to 
the expected candidacy of 
switcher Kent Hance. 

For the Democrat;, the con-
servatives hold the key to vic-
tory, especially if the voter 
turn-out is mediocie As pre-
dieted. Then, they can decide 
the run-off by choosing be-
tween the Democrat, whom-
ever emerges, and the Repub-
lican. 

If they choose the Repub-
lican, they may well decide to 
remain in their new party. The 
magnitude with which they 
will cross party lines will hinge 
on how fast the Democratic 
winner can repair fences with 
the seven Democratic losers. 

And that is where Phil 
Gramm is countinr on them 
not to succeed. 

Gramm's Influence 
The situation on the election 

eve is one heavily influenced 
by the new Republican U.S. 
Senator Phil Gramm and very 
similar to the circumstances In 
his home congressional district 
which catapulted him to state-
wide office. 

In that '83 election, Gramm 
drew heavily on unified GOP 
support from around the state 
and defeated a field of some 
ten Democratic challengers. 

Now from his position as the 
top Republican officeholder in 
the state, he has engineered a 
similar scenario for victory for 
former Aggie quarterback Ed 
Hargett, his hand-picked can-
didate. 

First, he enticed long-time 
Congressman Sam Hall to re-
sign and accept a federal judge-
ship which Gramm asked Rea-
gan to give him. Then, when 
Hall vacated the seat, thereby 
creating the need for a special 
election, Gramm was ready to 
run a well-funded, lone Repub-
lican.
