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Editor’s Note: Following is a
story which appeared in the Abi-
lene Reporter-News last Thurs-
day concerning the guilty plea
of David Nichols, who was ac-
cused of the July 3 stabbirg
death of Geneva Green of Eu-
less at a rest stop on Interstate
20 near Clyde. Proceedings were
held in Baird's 42nd District
Court. The article was written
by Loretta Fulton, State Editor,
for the Abilene daily paper.

A calm, casually dressed 28-
year-old Abilene man pleaded guil-
ty here Wednesday to the July 3
murder of a Euless woman, but
the motive for the stabbing death
may never be known.

A confession to the murder of
Geneva Carter Green, 37, signed
by defendant David Nichols, was
read aloud in 42nd District Court
before a sparse audience Wed-
nesday morning. But the confes-
sion gave no clue as to the reason
the woman was stabbed to death
in the women’s room of a rest
stop on Interstate 20.

“Nobody really knows,”” Callahan
| County Attorney Bob McCool said
after the hearing in which Nichols
pleaded guilty to the murder in
return for 60 years in the state
prison.

McCool said that in conversa-
tions with investigators Nichels
gave ‘“not one iota of information
about why he killed Mrs. Green, a
stranger. In his confession, Nich-
ols said “he didn't know why he
did it,”” McCool said.

According to his statement,
Nichols was drinking with friends
at a lake early in the morning of
July 3, McCool said. Nichols later
dropped his friends at their homes

and went te the rest stop area,

Dressed in jeans with deep
cuffs, jogging shoes and a brown
T-shirt, the bearded Nichols stood
calmly in front of Lane, his
hands folded in front of him, and;
answered, “Yes, sir,” to questions
posed by the judge.

Nichols was charged with Mrs.
Green’s murder after he was ar-
rested in California for allegedly
attempting to murder a female
hitchhiker there by stabbing her
more than 20 times.

Nichols was brought back to
Texas by Callahan County Sheriff
Bill Skinner. He had been held in
Taylor County Jail until Sept. 16
when he was transported to Calla-

han County Jail for arraignment.

During his Sept. 17 arraignment, |
Nichols entered a not guilty pleal
and was scheduled to go to trial |
the week of Oct. 13. His attorney.I.
Shanks, said Wednesday Nichols
pleaded not guilty during the ar-
raignment because ‘‘we were still
in the stage of deciding what was
best for him.”

Block Ouflines USDA
‘87 Wheat Progam

Secretary of Agriculture John R |
Block has outlined the U. S. De-
partment of Agriculturue's 1'0-‘
duced acreage and conservatinnl
plans for the 1982 wheat erop. |
Block said these decisions are;
contingent on the U, S. Congress
passing a new farm bill which
authorizes the actions.

Block said farmers who wish '
to become eligible for price sup-
port loans, target price protec-
tion and the farmer-owned re-
serve program must comply with
all reduced-acreage requirements.
There will be no payments for re-
duced plantings, Block said.

Block said participating farmers
must reduce the acreage of
wheat acreage base. The base will

age adjusted in cases where there
is a regular crop rotation for
wheat, he said.

Secondly, farmers must devote
to conservation uses an area equal
to 17.65 per cent of their 19882
wheat acreage planted for harvest
(planted '82 wheat acreage x 17.65
per cent equals acreage devoted
to conservation uses).

For example, Block said, a far-
mer with a 1981 planted acreage
of 100 acres must plant no more
than 85 acres of wheat for 1981
harvest to become eligible for the
program. The 15 acres reduced
(17.65 per cent of 85 acres) must
be devoted to a conservation use.
If the farmer planted fewer than
the allowed 85 of wheat acres, he
or she would be permitted to de-
vote fewer to a conservation use.
For example, if this farmer plant-
ed only 50 acres of wheat, he or
she could devote only 8.8 acres to
conservation uses (17.65 per cent
of 50 acres).

The land taken from production
and devoted to conservation uses
must be eligible cropland, must
be protected from wind and wa-
ter erosion and may not be me-
chanically harvested. However,
farmers will be permitted to graze
this acreage except during six
principal growing months.

Farmers participating in the re-
duced acreage program on one
farm must assure USDA that they
are not exceeding the 1981 wheat
base on any other farms they own
or operate.

Farmers are not required to par-
ticipate in the wheat program to
qualify for program benefits on
other crops grown on the farm,
Block said.

For 82 Crop Told

Secretary of Agriculture John
R. Block has announced his in-
tention to implement a 15 per
cent ‘“‘reduced acreage’ program
for the 1982 wheat crop to off-
set the effects of record supplies
and depressed wheat prices. Pro-
gram operating procedures will be !
issued after pending farm legis- |
lation is enacted into law.

“Wheat supplies in the United
States are 14 per cent above last
| year,” Block said. “The carry-
| over next June is expected to cx-|

ceed 1 billion bushels, the highest
| level since 1977-78. The reduced
| acreage program will strengthen
prices by reducing the 1982-83
marketing year supplies.” Block !
said the increase in supplies and |
decrease in prices is the resultl
of two successive record U. S.
wheat crops and a record-setting |
1981 world harvest. 7

The program will be voluntary
so producers can decide for them-
selves, based on market C(:anc‘,i-i
tions, whether they want to par-
ticipate. Program benefits, how-
ever will be tied to participation.
“Soil conservation will be strong-
ly stressed in this program,”
Block said. ‘“The reduced acre-
age will have to be devoted to
conservation uses.”
