Among the many things that 
springtime brings to mind is 
Spring cleaning, and Cross Plains 
Postmaster Joe E. Hanke, Jr. has 
a reminder to include your mail-
box in this annual spring rite. 

Mailbox Improvement Week, 
May 18-23,provides the perfect 
opportunity to clean, repair, re-
paint or replace your mailbox. 

"Neat, attractive mailboxes add 
to the overall apparance of the 
community and aid in the, de-
livery of mail," the Postmaster 
said. 

Boxes should be within easy 
reach for letter carriers. On ru-
ral routes, the carrier must have 
access to the box without leav-
ing his vehicle. Mailboxes on ru-
ral and contract routes must be 
located on the right hand side 
of the road in the direction 
traveled by the carrier, the local 
Postmaster said. 

"Rain or spow leaking into the 
mailbox would ruin the special 
letter; so box seams should be 
tight to prevent the loss or dam-
age of mail placed in the box," 
he said. 

Box numbers should be clear-
ly visible on the box, but in-
cluding the owner's name is op-
tional. 

All mailboxes, must meet cer-
tain requirements for size, 
strength, safety and location.

producers should be ready to 
site measures taken to prevent 
the insect infestation, or the rea-
sons why the loss was beyond 
control. in other Words, unless 
preventive measures are made 
when the loss is attributed to 
insects, no disaster credits will 
be given. It is believed that there 
are a number of measures that 
can be adaQted to meet each 
individual's operation. 

"Due to our mild winter, a 
host of insects have emerged 
this spring. Greenbugs .have al-
ready made their mark on wheat, 
and most recently, reports that 
armyworms have been spotted 
in Coleman County, southern 
Taylor county, and isolated por-
tions of Callahan County. The-
newly hatcher larva begin feed-
ing immediately on foliage and 
can do a considerable amount of 
damage in a very short time, ac-
cording to the Texas Agriculture 
Extension Service. Generally, 
the greater the acreage, the 
more concentrated the insect 
damage will be. 

"If producers have questions 
concerning any of the above dis-
aster provisions, they are en-
couraged to contact the ASCS 
Office, second floor of the 
courthouse in Baird."

The Supplemental Security 
Income program provides for 
pericdic reviews of eligibility for 
supplemental security income 
payments. These periodic re-
views, or redeterminations, are 
conducted to assure that supple-
mental security income payments 
are made only to eligible per-
ions and that the past, current 
and futurue amounts of any sp-
plemental security income pay-
ments are correct. 

Often changes oc:iti that can 
affect a person's eligibility for 
supplemental security income or 
the payment amount. These 
changes include increases and 
decreases in income, gifts (either 
in cash or in-kind), changes of 
address, changes in marital stat-
us, changes in household size or 
composition, changes in resour-
ces, etc. 

"Althouguh we usually try to 
complete the redetermination in 
a face-to-face interview, it is not 
always required. If you can't 
come to the office to complete 
your redetermination, call us. 
Many times the necessary infor-
mation may be obtained through 
telephone interviews or by mail-
ing forms to you for comple-
tion," says Glyn Hammons, dis-
trict office manager of Social Se-
curity Administration of Abi-
lene. 

"Remember, the redetermina-
tion process does not relieve you 
of your responsibility to report 
any changes as they occur. The 
redetermination process is sim-
ply a device that helps assure 
that we get the right check, to 
the right person, at the right 
address on time!"
