State Government Spending 
$4.045 Each Minute. Each Day
Titans Battle 
Over New Mex. 
Grasslands

A Roswell oil man said to be 
the largest single land owner in 
the United States and a tena­
cious Texan locked horns again 
this week in battle over a New 
Mexico grasslands ranch.

Gus Wortham of Cypress, Tex­
as, came out ahead in the first 
of two days bidding on 69,000 
acre Concha Ortiz y Pino de- 
Klevin ranch near Estancia, N. 
M. but lost out today.

Millionaire Roswell oilman Rob­
ert O. Anderson, described in 
T ook Magazine last week as the 
'man who owns the most land in 
the United States”  bought four 
or five tracts for sale by the New 
Mexico Land Office tixlay.

Anderson paid $274,194 for the 
•16,532 acres he bought here to- 
Jay, Wortham paid $291,139.90 or 
approximately $30 an acre, for 
lhe one tract he brought tixlay— 
9,713 acres.

Three other <|iialified bidders 
were scared off Ixath tixlay and 
at Estancia Monday when Ander­
son and Wortham locked horns.

At Estancia Monday Wortham 
paid $473,502 for 12,602 acres as 
be paid from $35 an acre for one 
portion of the ranch and $40 an 
acre for another portion.

State Land Department offici 
ials called the sale the biggest 
:n the department’s history. An­
derson previously had held leases 
on part of the ranch and will 
be paid $22,363 for improvements 
he had made.

Expenditures During 1962-1963 
Reach Total of $2,314,000,000

It costs Texas taxpayers over 
$4,045 every minute of every day 
to keep its government in action 
during the 1962-63 fiscal year, ac­
cording to a recent report from 
Stale Comptroller Robert S. Cal­
vert’s office.

Texas Cotton 
Estimated At 
4V2-Million Bales

The Agriculture Department 
estimated the cotton crop today 
at 14,847,06' bales, an increase of 
4 per cent from a month ago.

The Texas crop was estimated 
at 4,500,000 bales and the yield 
per acre at 368 pounds. Texas 
gainings were 1,417,415 bales com­
pared to 1,422,217 last year.

Production last year was 14,- 
867,000 bales and for the 5-year 
(1957-61) average 13,125,000. The 
Sept, forecast was 14,310,000.

All cotton crops since 1953 have 
been grown under federal acre­
age allotments and marketing 
quotas seeking to limit overpro­
duction. Allotments were down 
marly 10 per cent from last year.

The department estimated the 
yield at 500 pounds lint per acre 
compared with 161,900 last month, 
112,700 Iasi year and 73,200 for 
the five-year average.

The Annual Farm Bureau 
Resolution Meeting will be 
held Monday, Oct. 14th in the 
Legion Hall at 7:30.

However, this constant and un­
failing drain on the stale treas­
ury is offset by tax collections 
averaging $4,601 a minute for the 
year ending August 31.

At the year's end, Calvert re­
ported the expenditures of the 
state totaled $2,314,789,376. This 
includes money for government­
al operation, land purchases, re­
funds and debt service payments.

On the happy side of the ledg­
er is the report that receipts for 
the year amounted to $2,358,427,- 
830. This is money from general 
and special taxes, fees, permits, 
and grants from the federal gov­
ernment.
Chain

Another way to look at this gi 
gantic expenditure:

If the money the slate spent* 
were converted to a chain of $1 
bills it would encircle the earth 
more than nine times.

Highway construction and 
maintenance and education took 
the bulk of money collected last 
year.

These two arms of government 
cost taxpayers 64.54 cents of ev­
ery dollar paid into the Treasury, 
Calvert reported.
Education Costly

Public education, both second­
ary schools and colleges and un­
iversities, topped the list with 
37.47 cents of every tax dollar.

The cost of tax supported ed­
ucation for the year was $549,- 
918,816. Most of ihe money was 
spent on public schooling. The

One of ihe organizations sup­

ported by Muleshoe’s United 
Fund drive is-the USO — an or­
ganization which serves Ameri­
can military personnel all over 
the world, as well as stateside.

126 men from Bailey County 
are a part of the more than 
140,000 Texans in the military ser­
vice. Texas has over 300,000 ser­
vicemen stationed within its 
borders at 71 military installa­
tions. These men and women are 
being served by 17 USO Centers 
throughout the state.

New Cotton Bill 
Predicted Soon: 
Surplus Grows

The nation's cotton surplus is 
climbing again this year in spite 
of a sharp recovery in cotton 
sales.

The trend was outlined by the 
Agriculture Department in a re­
port which could result in step­
ped-up pressure for new legisla­
tion to promote cotton consump­
tion. A congressional source pre­
dicts that a cotton bill will be 
called up for House debate be­
fore the end of Octobei.

The department’s report today 
estimates that the carryover cf 
surplus cotton next Aug. 1, the 
end of the current marketing 
season, will be up to 11.9 million 
bales. This would be an increase 
ot 700 009 over the size of the 
surplus on Aug. I, 1963.

The increase is expected be­
cause farmers are reporting rec­
ord per-acre yields on their 1963 
crop, erasing most of the effect 
of a cutback in federal acreage 
allotments.

Cotton is produced under a fed­
eral program of acreage controls 
and price supports. For the 1963 
crop, following a sharp increase 
in the surplus last season, the 
department reduced acreage al­
lotments to the legal minimum— 
a national total of 16 million 
acres, a reduction of 10 per cent.

Per-acre yields;, however, zoortf- 
rd to a new record of 482 pounds. 
As a result, the 1963 crop is cur­
rently estimated at 14.3 million 
bales, down only about 4 per cent 
from 1962 in spite of the acreage 
cut of 10 per cent.

Industrial Rep 
C of C Confer

Efforts for industrial develop­
ment of the Muleshoe Area were 
pointed up this week by a visit 
staff representative.

Allen Seawright, Community 
Coordinator of the Texas Indus­
trial Commission. Austin, confer­
red Wednesday with a chamber 
of commerce group regarding 
services his office can offer to 
help gain consideration of Mulo- 
shoc in locating manufacturing 
plants.

The Texas Industrial Commis­
sion has recently launched a pro­
gram of advertising and pro­
moting Texas sites for new 
or expanded industrial installa­
tions. It also offers to work with 
chambers of commerce and other 
industrial developers to enhance 
their efforts on the local level.

Seawright pointed out that there 
is a tremendous competition ac­
ross the country for new plants

Deposits and Loans Both Up 
Over Last Year's Bank Calls
Combined assets of Bailey County's two banking houses 

climbed almost to the 13-million dollar mark at the end of
September.

The figure were released in response to calls for the 
statements of condition by state and federal banking agen-

cies.
According to the banks’ state­

ments, total deposits on hand at 
the two institutions on September 
30th were $12,921,(M7.54. A year 
ago deposits stood at $9,973,152. 
94. The figures also show size­
able Increases over the corres­
ponding period two years ago.

Loans climbed almost one and 
three-quarter million dollars over 
the same period a year ago, a 
survey of the statements reveals. 
Loans in force during the cur­
rent bank calls amounted to $7,* 
634,282.96. At the end of Septem­
ber of last year loans totaled 
$5,848,447.44. "

The banks reported deposits 
also increased for the current 
year, climbing from $9,610,034.63 
last year to $11,869,348.39 at the 
current call.

Muleshoe State Bank register­
ed an increase in assets of about 
$1,876,556.52 over 1962. At the 
same time deposits rose $1,895,- 
657.95 in the last year and loans 
climbed $1,116,067.25.

Assets of the Muleshoe State 
Bank rose to $7,246,121.24 at the 
September bank call, according 
to its statement of condition. At 
the same time in 1962 assets 
were $5,369,564.72. The 1962 figure 
was also up over 1961.

V.hf V .' i  firms asset ros* de 
posits climbed accordingly. The 
bank house statement showed de­
posits of $6,770,515.79 were on 
hand at the end of last month. 
Last year, deposits were $4,874,- 
857.84. Again this figure was well 
up from that of 1961.

The statement also showed an 
increase of the total amount of 
loans in force. On the current 
statement, loans in force totaled 
$4,520,866.07. Last year loans 
amounted to $3,404,798.82.

Muleshoe’s younger bank, First 
National Bank of Muleshoe, show­
ed a hike in assets of $1,071,338.- 
05 over the same time las', year. 
Another Increase 

The banks statement of condi­
tion showed assets of $5,674,926.- 
27. Last year assets stood at 
$4,603,588.22. Deposits showed a 
similar increase with the current 
statement of condition showing 
total deposits of $5,098,832.60. In 
1962 deposits were $4,135,178.78.

The banks statement also show­
ed an increase in loans in force 
at the current call.

” Land Ho" Marked The Beginning Of A Nation Built On The Integrity Of Individual

LAND HO. With these two dra­
matic words a new world was 
discovered. With these two dra­
matic words a new era in man’s 
quest for freedom began. With 
these two words Christopher Co­
lumbus secured for himself a 
permanent place in the history 
of man.

The discovery of the New World 
by Columbus is not a single, 
isolated instance in the history 
of man but rather a dramatic 
finale of a chapter which began 
. . . who shall say when?

Did it begin with Leif Eric- 
son who with a small band of 
Norsemen sailed from the Scan­
dinavian Peninsula and landed 
on the north-eastern coast of the 
North American continent more 
than four hundred years before 
the journey of Columbus?

Would the history of the world 
be different if this voyage of Eric-

son’s had received the attention 
that was his due rather than ig­
nored completely except by a few 
historians who recorded it?

Did it begin with Marco Polo 
who during the thirteenth Century 
traveled to the Orient, visited 
with Kublai Khan and returned 
to Europe wih fascinating stories 
of China which he called Cathay, 
and Japan which he called Cip- 
ango, “ The Twelve Thousand Is­
lands inhabited and uninhabited” 
in the waters beyond India?

Did it begin with the quest for 
new riches and new markets by 
the countries of Europe which 
had emerged from the Dark Ag­
es? Who can say where it be­
gan. Is it important? In a lim­
ited manner yes! For all somehow 
managed to contribute to this his­
torical voyage of 1492, a voyage 
by Christopher Columbus and 
three ill-fitted vessels, the Nina, 
Pinta and Santa Maria which

sighted land on October 12, 1492.
A man is born, a man dies and 

what happens in between is the 
fabric of history. Christoforo Co­
lombo was born in the seaport 
city of Genoa in the year 1451. 
His father was a weaver of wool­
en garments. But as young Chris­
toforo grew up he cared nothing 
for the shop of his father and 
spent every moment lhat he could 
on the docks of Genoa gazing o 
mouthed and wide-pyed at the 
galleons and the single-masters 
and dreaming of the day when 
he would have his own ship under 
his feet.

His father recognized the dram 
of Christoforo and sent him to 
the university of Pavia where 
he learned well the science of 
astronomy, geometry and cos­
mography. His interest in study 
was spurred by the fact that he 
was a sailor at the age of four­
teen. At the age of nineteen he

returned from school and joined 
his father in the business of 
weaving.

But at Ibe end of three years 
he had enough of his father's 
business and turned again to the 
sea, which was to be his life 
as long as he lived.

A curious man, and inquisitive 
man. a man of imagination, Chris- 
opher Columbus travelled through­
out the waterways of Europe 
read all that he could of the 
books written by men who had 
traveled before him. He was par- 
tieularly spurred by the works 
of Marco Polo and his atories 
of the Orient. In addition he was 
influenced by a famous cosmo- 
grapher, a map-maker from Flor­
ence bv the name of Paolo Tos- 
canelli, who helped develop his 
thinking towards the resolution 
that the earth was round and 
the riches ot the Orient could be 
reached by sailing Westward.

Christopher Columbus was an 
adventurous yet cautious man and 
when he finally came to the con­
clusion that the earth was round, 
it was based on more than just 
correspondence with a Florentine 
map-maker or the books of Mar­
co Polo. It was based on infor­
mation available to all who would 
open their minds.

For instance, a Portugese Cap­
tain, sailing from Cape St, Vin­
cent had found that a distance 
of over 1,000 miles to the west 
some strange hand-wrought wood 
bearing no relationship to any­
thing of the workmanship of Eur­
opean civilization.

The brother-in-law of Colum­
bus also reported evidence of wood 
and cargo which came from lands 
Westward. In addition Columbus 
had also heard the reports cf the 
voyages of Leif Ericson and other 
great Norseman.

And so, finally convinced that

the world was round, he now 
sought help from Portugal and 
Spain to secure for him ships 
and men and provisions with 
which to make the journey.

We are all familiar with the 
rebuffs that Columbus suffered. 
He was accused of being a mad 
dreamer, was ridiculed by the 
King of Portugal and finally ap­
peared before Queen Isabella who, 
believeing the words of her ad­
visors, also turned down Colum­
bus and his request. But who can 
say what prompted her to qual­
ify her refusal?
what prompted her to qualify 
her refusal?

Who can say that it was greed 
for the new treasures which she 
imagined might be found in the 
Indies or the dreams of building 
a greater Spanish Empire? Or 
whether she truly believed this 
man Columbus? Whatever the 
reason Queen Isabella on Jan­

uary 2, 1492. gave her pledge to 
finance the Westward trip of 
Christopher Columbus.

He was commissioned Admiral 
of the Open Sea and was given 
command of three vessels, the 
Nina, the Pinta and the Santa 
Maria.

Few would sail with him and 
so finally in desperation he turn­
ed again to help from the Palace 
and the prisons of Spain were 
scoured for the sailors who would 
man the three ships on their 
journey Westward towards the 
brink of the earth into what they 
imagined would be a horrible 
end.

In all. the three ships, the Nina, 
the Pinta, and the Santa Mar­
ia, were manned by eighty-eight 
men including one visionary Ad­
miral and eighty-seven frighten­
ed men. They weighed anchor 
on Friday morning, August 3,

Throe day9 out to sea, the Pin- 

ta lost her rudder hut the ship 
captained by Martin Pinzon put 
into harbor at Teneriffe.

The Nina and the Santa Maria 
stood by while the Pinta was 
being repaired and finally on the 
sixth of September the three ships 
wetghed anchor again. But in 
the meantime, news of the jour- 
ny of Columbus had spread to 
other countries and the Portu­
gese sent out several ships to 
stop him, to wreck him if poss­
ible.

Columbus nearing ot the news 
realized he hud to out-strip the 
Portugese men of war. Speed was 
of the essence. They weie bless 
ed with good winds and they out­
stripped the Portugese ships sent 
to catch them.

It was a long, mysterious fright 
ening journey. On the eleventh 
day out to sea, the men began to 
react strangely, frightened by the 
pnenomenon of the ship's com­
pass spinning wildly, startled by 
the strange birds which greeted 
them.

The tension was such that Mar- 
tin Pinzon, an able Captain, be­
lieved he saw land less than four 
weeks out so sea. But it was a 
mirage.

Exactly one month from the

start of their journey, the Pinta 
came across a stick in Ihe ocean 
and the Nina saw a branch cov­
ered with berries floating in the 
water. But still the cries of mu­
tiny came and they reached a 
crescendo.

It was only the fear of having 
gone too far and not knowing 
what awaited them Westward, 
plus the able leadership of Co­
lumbus and Captain Martin Pin- 
iori and his brother, Vincente, 
which kept the men in check.

Exactly thirty-six days after 
the three ships, set sail from Ten 
eriffe, spurred in their departure 
of war who wre on their trail 
'o destroy them, Christopher Co­
lumbus pointed to a light on land.

It was ten o’clock at night, 
Thursday night, October 11, 1492. 
The word quickly spread to the 
other ships. LAND HO, LAND 
HO.

But they had to wait for the 
darkness to dissipate before they 
recognized that they had truly 
sighted land. This was the Island 
of San Salvadore. Thai morning, 
Friday, October 12, 1492, Chris­
topher Columbus dressed in a 
manner befitting an Admiral of 
the Open Seas and accompanied 
by wide-eyed sailors went ashore 
bearing the Admiral’s Banner. 
When ihey landed all the men 
kneeled on shore, kissed the 
ground and thanked the Almighty.

for which he had come, Christo­
pher Columbus took possession 
of the land in the name of their 
majesties, Queen Isabella and 
King Frdinand.

When Christopher Columbus re­
turned to the court at Barcelona 
he was given a royal reception 
and exhibited to the King and 
world: cotton, strange plants, un­
known birds, some gold, parrots.

He was given the title of Don 
and in the immediate excitement 
of the discovery by Christopher 
Columbus of this new route to 
the Orient, no one, in the wild­
est stretch of the imagination, 
could ever forsee the truly stu­
pendous riches that would some­
day be discoverer! in the New 
World.

Screwworm 
Infestation 
On the Rise

There is no longer any doubt 
that Texas will experience an in­
crease in screwworms this fall. 
The buildup that officials of the 
Southwest Screwworm Eradica­
tion Program warned about re­
cently is a reality.

Officials at the sterile fly pro­
duction plant near Mission say 
that more than four times as 
many infestations are now being 
reported weekly as a month ago. 
Producers in a number of coun­
ties where no screwworms have 
been reported for months are 
now discovering cases. However 
none have been reported in Bail­
ey County for several weeks. Re­
cent rains over most of the state 
and plenty of animal wounds are 
credited for the upswing in cases 
elsewhere.

Eradication workers are con­
cerned about the increase because 
it necessitates using more ster­
ile flies for treatment of individ­

ual cases. This is at a time when 
all available flies are needed in 
Lite barrier zone between the Unit­
ed States and Mexico to protect 
(tie Southwest from being infest­
ed by migrating flies.

Of particular concern to erad- 
icators are reports that many 
farmers and ranchers are no long­
er using smears and sprays for 
screwworm prevention and treat­
ment. This makes their livestock 
“ silting ducks”  for screwworm 
attack during the fall.
In spite of the upsurge of cases, 
the September total of 439 was 
still far below the September 
1962 tally of 3,967. However, of­
ficials said, early eradication will 
depend on the cooperation receiv­
ed from livestock producers. They 
should continue to treat animal 
wounds, collect larvae samples 
and report cases promptly to the 
county agent, livestock inspector 
or vocational ugricultu.e teacher.

When Russia and Britain offici­
ally ratify the treaty it will be the 
first treaty on a point of major 
East-West conflict that the West 
has been able to work out with 
the Soviet Union since 1955.

HOUSE PASSES TAX BILL
The House passed by a vote of 

271 to 155 the largest tax cut bill
in history.

If the Senate passes the measure 
it holds the prosppects of $100 to 
$200 more take-home pay every 
year for the majority of tax-pay­
ing families.

The administration proposes the 
tax cut to begin January 1.

If the Republican presidential 
nominating convention were to be 
held tomorrow, many feel Sena­
tor Barry Goldwater would be the 
party’s candidate against Presi­
dent John F. Kenedy a year from 
next November.

That is the view of many po­
litical writers and pundits, wheth­
er or not they happen to person­
ally agree with the Goldwater 
philosophy. And it is backed up by 
some public opinion polls with 
excellent past performance re­
cords. In these polls, the Senator 
is significantly ahead of other 
possible candidates.

The Goldwater boom has been 
a dramatic one. Numbers of his 
followers are imbued with almost 
a Messiah-like zeal. Goldwater 
clubs have sprung up throughout 
the country. Goldwater stickers 
and buttons are seen growing 
number. He seems to have a par­
ticularly strong following among 
the younger Republicans, which 
is a very great asset indeed. 
And this has happened even 
though he is not a formally an­
nounced candidate for anything 
except his Senate seat. He has 
taken it in stride, with modesty 
and good humor.

Senator Goldwater is a conser­
vative, who has small use for 
most of the ideas of the liberal 
wing either in or out of his party. 
Yet he is a strong party man, 
who had charge of the campaign 
to elect Republican senators in 
’62 and labored loyally for all 
concerned, including some with 
whom he is in profound disagree­
ment. Moreover, he has gone to 
some length, particularly of late, 
to disassociate himself from the 
extreme conservative right wing. 
He has modified some of his po­
sitions — on taxation, certain 
government welfare activities 
and other controversies. But he is

the tireless and eloquent enemy 
of policies which, in his view, 
threaten to create a cntral gov­
ernmental colossus, possessed of 
virtually limitless powers, at the 
expense of local and individual 
rights and responsiblities. The in­
dividual human being looms very 
largo in his esteem. He dosn’t 
think of people as statistics.

But the fact that the Senator 
now seems well ahead of any 
other Republican hopeful does not 
mean that this condition will ob­
tain next summer, when the con­
vention is held. A great deal of 
water can go under the bridge be­
tween now and then. Some Gold- 
water supporters feel that the 
drive to nominate him may have 
started too early — that it may 
run out of steam at the crucial 
time. In any event, a real fight 
looms. The anti-Goldwater forces 
are now gathering, in large part 
at last, behind Governor Rocke­
feller. The Governor, liked the 
Senator, is not formally a candi­
date. But few doubt that he will 
make a run for the prize. And. 
like the Senator, the governor 
on the big issues in speechs and 
avoid labels, either liberal or con­
servative, and to make it clear 
that his views aren’t just a Re­
publican version of the present 
Administration’s. He has strongly 
emphasized his faith in private 
enterprise, in maintaining vig­
orous and responsible local gov­
ernment, in holding federal spend­
ing to the present level, and 
so on. Actually, there are a good 
many important areas in which 
he and Goldwater see pretty 
much eye to eye. But there are 
others wherethe differences are 
great, and it is this that will be 
stressed in the months ahead.

Cotton Root Rot 
Con Be Reduced 
In Several Ways

Farmers have been planting
cotton on root rot infested land 
for years with little effort to 
control this major cotton disease.

Root rot, which is making mar­
ginal land out of otherwise 
productive cotton land, thrives 
during wet weather. However, 
it has been severe in many dry 
areas this year. Research has 
ihown that several practices will 
reduce cotton root rot. They are 
crop rotation, deep plowing, and 
residue management. Any one of 
these practices will help to reduce 
root rot, but a combination of 
them will do a better job of con­
trolling disease.

Through this year’s crop is in 
the harvest stage, now is the 
time to plan for next year’s 
crop. Plan a crop rotation, and 
residue crop on the root rot land.

A good three year rotation pro­
gram to follow is grain sorghum, 
small grain and cotton. Grain sor­
ghum and small grain are high 
residue crops when grown under 
good productive conditions, say 
agronomists. By following the 
small grain with cotton the farm­
er has the opportunity to deep 
plow the grain stubble during 
the hot, dry summer months to 
a depth of 8-10 inches, which 
will kill, some of the root rot 
fungi. The following spring the 
soil is ready for cotton.

These soil management prac­
tices will not control the cotton 
root rot completely, but they 
will greatly reduce it.

Rockefeller's Return
More liberal Ripublicans have been en­

couraged of late to S D e a k  of Governor 
Nelson Rockefeller's comeback. They point 
to a recent Gallup Poll which shows that 
the New York Governor has picked up two 
or three points on Senator Barry Gold- 
water, of Arizona. They also are cheered 
by the fact that, among both Democrats 
and Republicans, Rockefeller is running 
about even with Goldwater.

Comeback talk makes for interesting 
political speculation. But it should be re­
membered that the main factor for Repub­
lican candidates to consider is their popu­
larity within their own party. They must 
win the nomination from Republicans.

And while it is important for Republi­
cans to think the nominee can win, it is al­

so true that the opinion of most Demo­
cratic voters is relatively unimportant, for 
they are not going to vote Republican, in 
any degree, except perhaps in the South. 
And there Goldwater is the overwhelming 
favorite.

Those who are trying to explain Rocke­
feller's comeback say that his private lift 
is now dropping into the past.

Nevertheless, perhaps this will drop in­
to the background. Then the only issue 
which Republicans would be faced with 
would be one of following a candidate 
who was very much like the Democrats in 
his liberalism, or a conservative. That is »  
the basic issue, and not the personal life 
of either candidate. It should be the basic 
issue.

DeGaulle - Adenauer
Elderly, retiring Chancellor Konrad A d ­

enauer of West Germany has paid his last 
official visit to President Charles DeGaulle 
of France. In a somewhat romantic com­
munique from Paris, it was said that the 
two men had broken all kinds of diploma­
tic precedents with their fondness for each 
other.

De Gaulle not only shattered protocol to 
go to the airport to greet Adenauer but 
did it again when the Chancellor left. And 
the two men, at De Gaulle's suggestion, 
had agreed to meet again from time to 
time, even after Adenauer is a private 
citizen.

The Paris communique spoke somewhat 
wondrously of this simple arrangement as 
"unprecedent" in modern history.

Of course, it all adds up to the fact that 
De Gaulle hates to see the aging Chan­

cellor, whom he won w e r  almost com- 
pleteiy, departing the scene. He will have 
no such adulation from the new German A  
Chancellor, Lewis Erhard, though Erhard j1 
has pledged himself fo honor the Franco- 
German alliance.

It is unlikely that Erhard will further 
this aim, for Erhard has made it clear he 
favors British entry into the European 
Common Market, and also that he places 
the United States goal of a broad Atlantic 
alliance and community ahead of the smal­
ler goal of a Bonn-Paris axis, dominated by
Paris. 'T

Thus the sentimental farewell, Ameri­
cans will hope, marks the dimunition of the 
axis philosophy over and above the broad­
er concepts championed by President John 
Kennedy.

DEMOCRATIC REPUBLIC

Frankly Speaking has never 
confined itself to any one field 
of thought or material; so, today, 
let’s have a look at the GDR, 
the so-called German State, more 
widely known as East Germany, 
the noble sister republic of the 
USSR.

The German Democratic Re­
public was 14 years old on Oc­
tober 7, 1963. The republic proud­
ly claims that it is the first 
peace-loving state to be estab­
lished on German soil. Peace 
that comes from denial of free­
dom; peace that come s from 
some 60,000 border guards; and 
peace that comes as long as you 
stay behind the Berlin wall.

The Republic maintains deiplo- 
matic, cultural, and trade rela­
tions with many states. It is also 
known that the GDR is a full- 
fledged member of many interna­
tional organizations and takes an 
active part in their work. The 
Republic seems to be represent­
ed in all parts of the world with 
consulates, embassies and trade 
agrements. However, I have nev­
er seen any facts, figures or 
statistics on East Germany be­
yond East Germany. I did read 
recently that the GDR enjoys 
ever-growing political prestige 
because it Is conducting a poli-

cy of peace and peaceful co-exis­
tence and is putting forward prac­
tical constructive proposals for 
the settlement of the “ Big Ger­
man Question.’ ’

I enjoy reading the London 
Times, which is printed on onion­
skin paper and flown into the 
states. Last month, the Times 
made mention as did the Chris­
tian Science Monitor that the 
GDR is being recognized after 
fourteen years as a state that 
is sovereign, economically sound 
and growing stronger. This may 
be true to some degree; how­
ever, in the summer of 1962, 
th store windows and stores 
were bare. Isn’t it strange that 
every day their own Vopos po­
lice and GDR military personnel 
risk life to escape from such 
strong and sound surroundings.

Furthermore, the Bonn Govern­
ment is a thorn in the flesh 
for it is trying to convince (he 
world that East Germany is not 
a true German state — only a 
Soviet-puppet territory. The Wes­
tern Federal Republic of Ger­
many seems to be the true Ger­
man state.

Frankly Speaking — Europe 
will nevre know the real mean­
ing of peace, the God-given mean­
ing of peace until East Germany 
and the GDR turn to the realis­
tic basis that a house divided 
against itself will forever fall. 
The .German people both East 
and West must make this deci­
sion.

Family Farms Are Expanding 
Fast In The $10,000 Bracket

Cotton Mills 
Margins Widen

For the third consecutive month, 
cotton mill margins have grown 
wider. The spread between the 
price of a pound of cotton and 
its approximate cloth equivalent 
averaged 25.27 cents. This com­
pares with 24.71 cents a month 
earlier and 25.23 cents a year 
ago. Prices for cloth advanced 
during August and priegs of cot­
ton continued to decline moderate­
ly.

The Department of Agriculture 
distributed food to 6.4 million 
families last year who were in 
the low income category.

Agriculture Secretary Orville 
L. Freeman, appearing recently 
before the Family Farms Sub­
committee of the House Commit­
tee on Agriculture said, “ Family 
operated farms with $10,000 or 
more of marketings are the most 
rapidly expanding sector of Amer­
ican agriculture. During the 1949 
-59 period, this group increased 
from 3̂ 4,000 to 648,000. . ”

Far from being on its way out, 
Freeman insisted, the family 
farm “ is the strongest and most 
viable production unit in agricul­
ture. . . Among the developed 
nations, the family farm is gl- 
ways present in a successful ag­
riculture. It is always absent 
where agriculture has failed. Sci­
ence, technology, education and 
capital are all essential to the 
achievement of abundance. But 
only when teamed with the fam­
ily farm has the result been an 
outpouring of food and fiber such 
as we are blessed with in the 
United States.”

Freeman said the general pub­
lic too often equates the "fam­
ily farm”  with ’40 acres and a 
mule’ or with a homestead of 
160 acres. . . terms applied to 
the family farm of a century ago.” 
Family Farm

On the contrary, he said:
“ The family farm of today can 

be and is big or little in terms of 
acres, capital investment or 
dollars of output. The distingu­
ishing feature of the family farm 
is the incentive that ownership 
and management of a farming 
operation vests in the farm fam­
ily that provides most of the 
work. Since the members of the 
average farm family provide 1.5 
man-years of their own labor on 
the farms that use less than 1.5 
man-years of hired labor as fam­
ily farms.”

“ On the average, under to­
day’s conditions,”  Freeman said 
“ gross sales of $10,000 or more 
are required for an adequate 
family farm operation. Obvious 
ly, some farms that gross below 
family incomes) and, obviously, 
a farmer with gross sales of $20,- 
000 but high expenses does not 
make a decent income.” Dollars 
remaining at t|ie end of the yar 
are what counts.

“ Much of the criticism and 
confusion about the family farm 
have ignored the trend of the 
past decade which shows that 
many family farms are adequate 
or rapidly becoming adequate. Of 
all the classes of farms— both 
family and larger than family 
farms— only the family farm 
grossing $10,000 or more a year 
has actually increased in num­
ber over the past decade. The 
critics have been led astray by 
the generalization that bigness is 
always efficiency and that small­
ness is not — and by the de­
cline in numbers and the prob­
lems of the less than adequate 
farm. They give attention only jo 
Ihe extremes, and ignore what 
has been taking place in the very 
important middle. . ”

“ Family operated farms with 
$10,000 or more marketings arc

the most rapidly expanding sec­
tor of American agriculture. Dur­
ing the 1949-59 period, this group 
of farms increased from 334,000 
to 684,000 — a 95 percent increase 
(table 2). They nearly doubled 
their proportion of all farms 
with $2,500 or more in marketings, 
reaching 31 percent of all such 
(arms in 1959 as compared with 
only 16 percent in 1949.

“ The number of farms oper­
ated by hired managers, rather 
than increasing, has declined 
(table 3). Moreover, farmers are 
increasingly becoming “ apart- 
owners”  both by full owners rent­
ing additional land and by ten­
ants acquiring part of the land 
they operate. The numbers and 
proportion of all tenure classes 
except 1949 and 1959.
“ As measured by output, many 
proficient family farms are large- 
scale operations — and their 
number is increasing. For exam­
ple, in 1959, there were approx­
imately 82,000 farms producing 
between $40,000 and $100,000 
worth of marketings. Nearly half 
of these were family farms, and 
they accounted for 44 percent of 
the total marketings of this size 
group of farms (table 4). And, 
of the nearly 20,000 farms pro­
ducing $100,000 or more of mar­
ketings, over 7 percent were 
family farms.”

The Secretary noteil that until 
recently, our food and fiber was 
marketed through an open sys­
tem of markets, "usually free of 
wide-spread or continued domi­
nation.” But, he said, the rise 
of mass buyers has given rise 
to new methods and techniques 
of procurement that are no long­
er open to the public eye.

“ The growth of a food indus­
try which would be closely inte­
grated from production to the re­
tail outlet could virtually elimi­
nate upen trading. Carried to 
the ultimate, it could reduce the 
farmer to the status of a hired 
employee, and in many cases an 
employee without any of the ben- 
fits found in most employer — 
employee relationships.”

Contract farming, he said, 
could also “ remove management 
decision from the farmer to a 
corporate bureaucracy whose in­
terests may be neither those of 
the farmer nor the sonsumer.”

We should insure fair prices 
to farmers through public sup­
ply management programs when 
over - production makes such 
programs necessary. This will 
provide adequate production at 
reasonable prices and avoid flood­
ing either the market or govern­
ment storage bins.

We should strengthen the le­
gal power of cooperatives to com­
pete more effectively with the 
growing centers of power with­
in the marketing structure of 
strengthen their ability to sur­
vive in a changing market pat­
tern by joining together in strong 
cooperatives. We should deter­
mine whether new types of sell­
ing and bargaining cooperatives 
can be extended into other farm 
industries.
