A Coach's Opinion

This letter is being written in 
respense to an item that. appear-
in Carolyn's Corner last week 
tn the sea kct of the Pee Wee 
Basketball League. 

The concept of the Pee Wee 
Basketball League is a fantastic 
idea. It is .meant as a forum for 
teaching the 3rd, 4th and 5th 
graders "The Basics" of basket-
ball. Participation in programs' 
like these should better prepare 
our kids for participation in 
school sponsored sports. 

The basics we should be teach-
ing the kids are: How to dribble, 
rebund, shoot, throw a ball in. 
set up for free throws, what the 
3 second line is, what is and 
isn't a foul, traveling, carrying 
the ball, double dribbling, etc. 
Since our goal is to teach then? 
basics we should also call the 
penalties and rule infractions 
dealing with the basics during 
the games. 

As a coach, (I have coached 
for the past two years) I feel 
we have not accomplished our 
goal of teaching the kids "The 
Basics", because once we get 
into the game the referees over-
look almost all of the basic rule 
infractions. How can we teach 
the kids the right way, if we re-
fuse to help and show them the 
light way? I have to say that 
because of this the format has 
taken a real beating this year. 

In essence, all that the league 
has accomplised this year is 
allowing the kids to have a semi-
supervised play period on the 
basketball court. "This" we call 
teaching the basics. The one 
saving factor is most of the coa-
ches have instilled a spirit of 
good sportmanship and a love 
of the game into eachof their 
kids. 

The spectators have been criti-
cized for hassling (bad sports-
manship) the referees too much 
and not giving them enough 
uraise for the job they've done. 
They have a fair share of has-
sling due them.

Quick Breads 
Quick breads! Could there 

be any other baked treat more 
in tune with the times? For 
the cook, there is the satis-
faction of baking bread with-
out spending hours in prep-
ration and having many 

recipe variations from which 
to choose. For the recipient, 
the pleasure comes in savoring 
slices plain or with spreads 
v,ith meals and for around-
the-clock snacks. 

Broadly defined, quick 
breads encompass nut breads, 
muffins, popovers, pancakes 
and waffles, biscuits, fritters, 
dumplings, crepes and more. 
But, we're going to focus on 
preparation tips for the two 
most popular types — nut 
breads and muffins. 

Both are called quick for 
several reasons. Their texture 
depends on the action of 
carbon dioxide bubbles which 
begin forming right in the 
mixing bowl as certain in-
gredients are combined. 
Quick-acting agents such as 
baking powder or baking 
soda, rather than slower-
acting yeast, hurry along the 
rising process. 

And, unlike yeast breads, 
the tender texture results from 

mistake is overbeating. Batte ti 
should be slightly lumpy 
rather than smooth to avoid 
uneven, tunneled texture, 
coarseness and an unattrac-
tive shape. 

Keep muffins and loaves 
shapely by using proper pan 
sizes. Muffins brown best in 
shiny metal pans, whereas loaf 
pans of glass or dull metal of-
fer the most even browning. 
The bottoms of muffin and 
loaf pans should be well 
greased with solid shortening 
and filled no more than 2/3 
full to allow for rising. Fill a  
unused muffin cups 1/2 full 
of water before baking. 

Generally, the most reliable 
doneness test is inserting a 
wooden pick in the center 
when the minimum baking 
time has elapsed. Signs of 
underbaking are pale color 
and a heavy, moist interior; a 
hard, dry crust results from 
overbaking. Don't fret about 
a cracked top on quick breads 
— that's typical in the gently 
rounded, slightly bumpy 
top. 

Muffins should be removed 
from cups at once to allow 
steam to evaporate and pre-
vent sogginess. Most recipes 
suggest letting breads cool 
in pans a few minutes before 
removing to wire rack for 
complete cooling. 

Muffins are best served 
fresh from the oven. Quick 
breads, however, usually have 
better flavor and slice more 
easily if made the day before 
serving. Wrap both muffins 
and breads tightly to retain 
moisture and store in 
refrigerator.

AUSTIN — In the wake of se-
veral executions in Texas and the 
nation, a prison-reform group is 
going grassroots to build support 
to abolish the death penalty. 

The head of that organization, 
Citizens United for the Rehabili-
tation of Errants, wants precinct 
caucuses to approve resolutions 
opposing the death penalty and 
said CURE is considering endorse-
ments of political candidates. 

Up to now, CURE has been a 
non-partisan group lobbying the 
Texas Legislature for a fair shake 
for Texas prisoners. 

But with the court system again 
permitting capital punishment and 
with a majority of legislators 
making no move to stop executions, 
CURE now has no alternative but 
to throw itself at the mercy of the 
electorate. 

Charlie Sullivan, who leads 
CURE, argues that while several 
public opinion polls may have in-
dicated support for the death pen-
alty, the recent series of execu-
tions have produced a backlash. 
"l'At one time the majority of 

the people in this country were 
against the death penalty. Now 
that we're Hoping that people 
think again and go back to their 
roots by opposing capital punish-
ment.''

The league, itself should have in-
sisted that once he had threaten-
ejection he should follow through 
and they would stand behind 
him. This was not the way it 
oas handled, however, By not 
immediately ejecting the spec- 
ator, the referee lost a measure 

of his authority and at the same 
time the spectator made his 
print (right or wrong) by cal-
ling the referees bluff. It is for 
these reasons, I feel we should 
not allow high school boys or 
adults to rferee games unless 
they are knowledgeable of the 
rules and have enough confi-
dence in their ability to call a 
fair and even game. Above all 
the benefits the kids gain from 
this program should be con-
sidered foremost. 

Just to set the record straight, 
the ejected spectator was my 
husband. Whether or not the 
ejection was fair or unjust is 
not for us to judge. I do feel.
