session of the Cuya­
hoga county grand 
Jury to hear the 
stories of scores of 
business men who 
allegedly have been 
terrorized by l.abor 
union officials. Ness 
said these men were 
prompted to volunteer their infor­
mation because of the security of­
fered them and the knowledge that 
many others were prepared to tes­
tify.

In addition to protests from busi­
ness men that they were being shak­
en down. Ness also had numerous 
complaints from rank and file union 
men that their le.aders had obtained 
dictatorial control of the unions and 
had used it for racketeering pur­
poses.

This resulted in hundreds of men 
being thrown out of work, impeded 
legitimate business, and kept hun­
dreds of thousands of dollars in new 
industries out of the city, the Ness 
report was said ’ o have stated.

Secretary Hull

Trade Treaty with Britain
IN  WASHINGTON and London It 
 ̂ was officially announced that the 

United States and Great Britain had 
agreed to negotiate a reciprocal 

trade treaty, which 
‘'as been sought by 
Secretary of State 
Hull ever since he 
started his recipro­
cal program In 1934. 
The negotiations are 
expected to begin 
before the close of 
the year.

American admin­
istration officials be­
lieve such a pact 
may lead to a com­

mercial union of all English-speak­
ing peoples and will be a powerful 
influence m preserving world peace.

London looks upon it as an in­
strument to form a front which all 
nations may enter later on coiidi- 
tioni of most-favored-nations reci­
procity, and therefore as an indi­
rect reply to the new German- 
Ilalian-Japanese alliance.

Principles said to be already 
agreed upon provide tnat Great 
Britain would receive reduced 
American tariffs on textiles and 
coal.

In return she woulS grant the 
United States lower tariffs on food­
stuffs, certain raw materials, iron 
and steel and other essentials of a 
rearmament program.

Immediate opposition to the pro­
posed pact developed among the 
statesmen in Washington. Senator 
James Hamilton Lewis of Illinois. 
Democratic whip, protested against 
any British accord until the Eng­
lish pay off their defaulted war 
debt to the United States. He called 
the proposed pact "trade treason ”

Senator Henry Cabot Lodge, 
Massachusetts Republican, served 
notice he would sponsor a resolu­
tion halting negotiation of all new 
trade treaties until ongress can 
determine whether they are respon­
sible for the current business re­
cession.

Representative Allen Treadway. 
Massachusetts Republican. de­
nounced the proposed treaty as cer­
tain to prove disastrous to Amer­
ican business. He warned it would 
throw "more Americans out of their 
Job*.”

I battle of the administration against I business is going to last is one of 
' the most important questions in 
I Washington. P'ew observers believe 
' that it is anything more than a stra- 
; tegic retreat. Most of them believe 
I that the offensive will be renewed.
' with fresh vigor, when the present 

business recession turns, as every­
one hopes it soon will, into renewed 
prosperity.

Some of the Capitol Hill leaders 
predict, however, tl.^, even if busi­
ness should blossom like the rose 
next summer the drive toward 
"planned economy" will not be re­
sumed until after the election next 
November. A few even predict that 
it will not be resumed in full force 
until after the Presidential election, 
though this seems less probable. Such 
a long delay is not compatible with 
the President’s normal mental proc­
esses.

Had it not been for the business 
rcci'ssii.n there would have been a 
battle between con'trc.NS and the | 
F'l ident aim. t as bitter, and 
probably as siv'nifleant. as that j  
• ver enlarging the Supreme court 
last winter. Congress was all set 
for revamping of the undistributed 
earnings tax. and tl.e capital gams 
tax, long before the business men 
back in the districts and states be­
gan to blame the whole recession 
on governmental interference with 
busir.ess management and invest­
ment trends.

To Fisht Again
The same battle will be fought, 

but the battleground will be differ­
ent. The President has retreated to 
a stronger position. Son James and 
Charley West, Tommy Corcoran and 
Charley Michelson. will be found 
buttonholing senators and represent­
atives to prevent modification from 
going too far. rather than to pre­
vent any modification at all.

And there may be no fight what­
ever to force immediate power 
projects into the seven TVA’s. In 
fact Sen. George W. Norris is al­
ready giving out interviews that his 
understanding with the President on 
that subject seems to be very dif­
ferent from what the President now 
thinks it is.

As another result of this “ breath­
ing spell”  the President and Sen.

La Follette has never been afraid 
of taxes—nor of admitting frankly 
that more must be laid on the small 
Income group. He has consistently 
scorned the New Deal intimation 
that the rich could be made to pay 
for New Deal spending So he wants 
to boost the rates on small incomes 
and lower the exemptions as well. 
Moreover, he wants the government 
to go right on with spending—in­
crease it until every available "em­
ployable”  can be put on the govern­
ment payroll.

Strategically, this puts the Presi­
dent in between the two extremes, 
an extremely enviable political po­
sition. It may make very much 

1 harder the task of the southern con- 
i servatives, who hope to win party 
' control, nominate a conservative,
I and really "turn to the right”  in the 
I next national platform.

Tax Revision
! President Roosevelt bends to the 

gale, to keep the New Deal trunk 
from snapping, but even as he bends 

i he shows clearly the resiliency 
I which will lend power to the swing 
I back so soon as the gale has ceased 
I blowing.

With a congress all set for re- 
I vision of the tax laws to ease the 
j burden business has been bearing,

Not This Session
This administration eagerness to 

confine modification of the undistrib­
uted earnings tax is excellently Il­
lustrated also in the statement 
made by Sen. Alben W. Barkley, 
Democratic leader, after a talk with 
the President, Barkley said:

"In my Judgment, we cannot act 
this session (meaning the short ses­
sion) on for amendment
of the undistributed profits tax to 
relieve new and debt-burdened cor­
porations.”

Contrast this with Senator George, 
who says:

“ There can be no business re­
covery unless those who employ la­
bor can retain some of their earn­
ings to pay debts and to expand 
operations. I am confident the con­
gress will modify the provision im­
posing the surtax on undistributed 
earnings, and allow those earnings 
to be used by business in the inter­
est of the workers.”

Some very shrewd observers do 
not believe the Pn .■•ident will insist , 
on the text of his first message. ; 
They think it was almo t purposely ‘ 
put in general terms. Ct rtainly it 
left plenty of loopholes. Fv n his 
flat declaration against sp' oulative 
profits—an old d'gma of the New 
Deal doctrine—was not specific.

On this point congress is deter­
mined to permit the spreading of 
losses over at least two if not three 
years, in clear opposition to the 
New Deal theory that saving for a 
rainy day merely makes it rain 
harder, and sooner.

Again Soft Coal
"Like the poor, the soft-coal In­

dustry is always with us,”  a high 
administration official lamented at 
a little gathering of the best govern­
mental minds.

At present two agencies of the 
government, the inierstate com­
merce commission and the bitumi­
nous coal commission, are not just 
seeing eye to eye on this liTriflcally 
important problem, intensified at 
the moment by the fact that the 
administration is straining every 
nerve to get business out of its 
doldrums.

The National Coal association is 
indignant both at the boost in rail­
road freight rates on coal already 
grantee  ̂ by the I. C. C., and at the 
present demand for a further in­
crease of about 15 per cent.

The present increase, the associa­
tion’s officials claim, "is to take ef­
fect despite the evidence that high 
rail rates are diverting coal in large 
tonnage to truck transportation as 
well as accelerating consumer use 
of substitute fuels which move by 
pipe-line. To add another 15 per 
cent increase to rail freight rates 
on coal, as now asked for by the : 
railroads, will be suicidal.”

The bituminous coal commission, i 
which earlier maintained that the I 
increased cost of coal would be , 
borne mainly by the railroads and i 
utilities, and not by householders, | 
is now perturbed. It is opposing ' 
vigorously the increase now on the ' 
table before the I. C. C. |
But the Railroads

But on the other hand, what is to 
be done for the railroads? Weak­
ness in their stocks is regarded by 
the administration experts as one i 
of the big factors in the recent stock 
market slides, and in the general 
recession of business. Administra­
tion agents have been delving ea­
gerly into the possibility that busi­
ness could be revived by railroad 
buying. First there was the idea of 
lending them more money—pour­
ing it out. But they learned that 
this would interest only a few roads, 
chiefly those already in financial 
trouble. The stronger roads would 
prefer to do their own financing— 
if—and that has been the trouble— 
they considered the situation justi­
fied the spending.

So it has become obvious that the 
railroads must be permitted to earn 
more, not just to have cheap money 
loaned to them, in order to start 
any real amount of spending.

On this phase the I. C. C. is in­
clined to agree, but it has learned 
through sad experience, as indeed 
have the railroads, that rate ad­
vances are nuiiKUMrantee of bigger 
earnings. Freight diverts quickly 
to trucks. The 1. C. C. has rather 
reached the conclusion that the only 
freight-rate advance that is sure 
to produce more money In the rail­
roads* treasuries is one on products 
so heavy that truck hauling is un­
economic. Of these, coal and ores 
stand out like sore thumbs.

But the danger point has been 
reached on coal, the bituminous coal 
commission believes. It is con­
cerned about the switching from 
coal to other fuels, though of course 
not concerned with whether trafifle 
is diverted from the railroads to 
trucks.

Mussel Shells, Worth Many Millions,
Made the Great Pearl Button Industry

The history of mussels in Michi 
gan is nut much different from 
that in other mussel-producing 
areas, observes a wliter in Uie De­
troit Free Press. When a maker 
of mother-of-pearl buttons from sea 
shells in Europe, moved to Musca­
tine. Iowa, in 1890, and turned out 
pearl buttons from fresh water mus­
sels on a little hand machine, the 
exploitatioo of the nation’s mussel 
beds was inevitable. As soon as the 
business was a success, American 
brains and capital came Into the 
picture. Power machines were in­
vented to make mussel shells into 
pearl buttons. The business grew 
rapidly.

The great Mississippi river, the 
"father of waters," bad a natural 
supply of mussel beds, untouched 
by the greed of man. It was the 
largest supply of fresh water mus­
sels shells and fresh water pearls 
In tha world, worth many miUtons 
of dollars. Some these beds 
produced 1,000 to 4,000 tons of mus­
sel shells to the mile. One man with 
a mussel boat could catch from one 
to two tons e< shells •  daj;. Soczm

found fresh water peails worth 
thousands of dollars each.

The manufacturers in the button 
business were no different from oth­
er manufacturers. They were in 
business for profit, not for health. 
They made more and better ma­
chinery. They glutted the market. 
The shrewder men uncovered new 
markets, and whipped the old china 
and horn buttons out of existence. 
The fresh water pearl button be­
came the strongest, most beauti­
ful and best button that was ever 
put on manufactured garments.

In the search for new sources of 
supply, the Michigan mussel beds 
were discovered, among which 
those of the Grand river were most 
productive. Their history is th e  
same as that of the Mississippi; 
In fact, ths same ss that of the 
exploitation of most of our natural 
resources.

any attempt to reduce weight unless | 
they are willing to cut down to a !

If they are unwilling to cut I 
down on the food intake for the' 
sake of their appearance, he then 
warns them of the danger of over­
weight.

Thus at the obesity or overweight 
clinic at the Mount Sinai hospital,  ̂
Dr. Charles Markson gives every 
patient full information in printed 
form as follows:

"Overweight increases the strain 
on the heart and kidneys. This ex­
tra strain often results in diseases 
of the heart, bloodvessels and kid­
neys. Overweight, aside from caus­
ing fatigue and bodily discomfort, is 
also known to be an important fac­
tor in causing diabetes.

"These complications generally 
appear after the age of forty. To 
lessen these dangers and so in­
crease your chances of health and 
long life, you must begin early and 
make a serious and constant effort 
to keep your weight at a normal 
level.

"A  strong will is the first essen­
tial in the reduction treatment of 
overweight. You must learn to use 
or exercise this strong will, other­
wise the result is bound to be dis­
appointing.’ ’

Thnmbtack Your Draperies 
to a Board.

'T 'O  G IVE draperies the smartly 
tailored effect obtained by the 

professional decorator, a valance 
board must be used. A straight 
one by tw'o inch board will be 
needed. A small finishing nail in 
the top of the window casing near 
each end and screw eyes placed 
near the top of the back of the 
valance board will hold it in place 
as show’n at A. Both side drapes 
and valance may be thumbtacked 
to the board and then be quickly 
hung all at once by hooking the 
screw eyes over the finishing 
nails. Think of the advantage on 
cleaning day! Just lift board and 
all off the nails and take outside 
for dusting.

Tack the side drapes to the 
board first as at D, arranging full­
ness in flat pleats. In making the 
valance, allow enough material to 
fold around the ends of the board 
as at C; then tack it along the 
top, stretching it just enough so 
that it is perfectly smooth.

The valance showm here is made 
of glazed chintz and matches the 
glazed chintz border that faces the ’ 
edges of the side drapes. The 
glass curtains may be hung just 
inside the window frame or to the 
bottom of the valance board.

Ball Player 
Might Solve 
Latin Feud

WHO'S NEWS 
THIS WEEK...

N e w  YORK—If President Rafael 
Leonidas Trujillo Molina of the 

Dominican republic persists in his 
impromptu war with Haiti, and 

spurns President 
Roosevelt’s offer 
of mediation, it is 
possible that tney 
might buy him off 

with a fast black shortstop and a 
couple of outfielders.

President Molina is a rabid base­
ball fanatic, and only last June he 
was accused of stealing many of the 
best players of the American negro 
teams. The charges, quite violent 
and vehement they were, were 
made by the National Negro League 
of America, comprising six teams, 
and were backed up by Ferdinand 
Q. Morton, New York civil service 
commissioner, who is the Judge 
Landis of the league.

It was asserted that agents and 
emissaries of ihe President did re­
peatedly, by trick and device, 
snatch an ebony ball player wher­
ever they might find him; that they 
had thus cashiered some of the best 
talent of the negro league. The 
Pittsburgh Crawfords were e-;pecial- 
ly loud and insistent in their com­
plaint

The dictator tf S nto D imingo 
learned fighting and ball playing 
with the United States M -rines, 
with them eight years, until the end 
Df the period of occupation in 1924. 
When he took over the country in 
1930, by double-crossing old Presi­
dent Velasquez, his enemies said, 
he made baseball a major detail of 
his planned economy.

He helped build up the Central 
American league and brought 
tr c through quite a
H e a ountmon pennant win-
Army to Get ners He throws 
Sfar Player visiting teams at 
his palace in Ciudad Trujillo. He'll 
practically call out the army to sur­
round a good ball player.

He was a farm boy when the ma­
rines came along. He worked up 
in the Dominican army from pri­
vate to brigadier general, gaining 
the presidency by a clever coup 
d'etat. In 1933, he liquidated a 
strong opposition by putting it in jail. 
Several thousand exiles have for 
several years maintained a Junta in 
New York city, led by Dr. Angel 
Morales, former Dominican minis­
ter to Washington. They have ac­
cused President Trujillo of whole­
sale killings and of ruthless sup- 
pression of all political rights and 
civil rights.

When Sergei Bensome, former 
secretary of war, was murdered in 
New York in April. 1935, the polit­
ical enemies of the dictator said his 
agents had committed the crime. 
When he became president in 1930, 
at the age of thirty-seven, he was 
the youngest ruler of any sovereigo 
state.

A former member of the Repub­
lican National committee, who still 
keeps a few pipe lines open, tells 
me chances favor President Dodds, 
as to both choice and acceptance of 
the chairmanship of the program 
committee.

President Dodds, who looks and 
works like President Wilson, is a 
specialist in government. He has 
a generally liberal slant, but ha' 
been vigorously outspoken against 
bureaucracy and has steadily cried 
down the Juggernaut state. The 
curse of "statism," he says, is the 
world’s greatest menace. He would 
appear to fit Into the picture of a 
rejuvenated and realistic party re­
organization.

He has for years been knowm as 
an expert on plebiscites, electoral 

practice and mu­
nicipal g o v e r n -  
ment. He was a 
technical adviser 
in the Tacna-Arica 

boundary dispute and refereed the 
Nicaraguan election of 1928. Later 
he saved New Jersey 814,000,000 by 
a 150,000-word digest of a govern­
mental reorganization survey.

He is a native of Utica. Pa., edu­
cated at Grove City college. Pa., 
and Princeton, with a doctorate 
from the University of Pennsyl­
vania. He lectured on political sci­
ence at Western Reserve. Pennsyl­
vania and Swarthmore and became 
s traveling student of Latin Amer­
ica, finding there a usthil laboratory 
of political techniques.

Princeton made him a lecturer on 
politics. It all sounds pretty dry, 
but he is always alert to the human 
equation and stipples, his dessicated 
thesis with a dash of color.

The Home Telephone and Elec­
tric Co. of Baird has (frown from 
a very small exchanife to a bi(f 
business concern reachin(f out 
over Callahan and adjoinin(f 
counties.

It was in 1893 that J. M. Allen 
put in a small telephone exchang;e 
in Baird. A few years later Mr. 
Allen sold the business to Dr. 
H. H. Ramsey, Dr. McCauley and 
Bonnie Richardson, with Mr. 
Richardson as local mana(fer. In 
1<.H)5 the business wa incorporat­
ed under the name o f Home Te l^  
phone and Eelectric Co.

T. P. Bearden became a stock 
holder in the company in 1908, 
and later purchased a controlling 
intesest in the company which at 
that time operated only four 

exchan(fes in the county includ­
ing about sixty miles of toll lines.
