Nobody is denying the president
credit where it's due. He's been mn
effective communicator and a success-
ful statesman. He's also been given
the right to exercise those talents by
couple of hundred million bosses
who employ him.

On the whole, they have given him
overwhelming support - not to men-
tion the best press of any president
since Franklin Roosevelt.

Now comes a scandal with a bag of
unanswered questions and the bosses
are maising questions of competence

dents, are supposed to be servants.

Our servanis. They work for us. All of

us, whether we voted for them or not.
We got the right to be boss when we
whipped the stuffing out of the red
coats.

Now that we're boss, we'll ask any
question of our employees we jolly
well please. And if we don't like the

L

answers they come up with, we might
just fire the whole bunch. Probably
won't. Probably shouldnt. But if we
choose 1o do it, consider it done.

That doesnt just go for President
Reagan. It went for President Carter,
whom we fired; for President Ford,
whom we fired and for President
Nixon, who quit before we got the
chance to fire him.

All were terminated because we
didn't like the way they were running
our business, 1.e. government.

Like most bosses, we demand
moming reports - reports which have
been supplied by the press daily for
just over 200 years. As bosses we get
all sorts of data. Some of it suppor-
tive of the president, some of it
critical.

It doesnt offer directives, merely
data and recommendations which the
boss is free to ignore. It's when he
ignores the directives from other
sources - like certain branches of the
government - that the trouble starts.

But this is not good enough for
some people. They say the reports are
too critical, and sometimes disrespect-
ful.

Well, nobody forces anybody to
run for this high pressured, some-
times thankless position. You go to
work for somebody, you agree to an-
swer them when they have a question.
If you choose not 1o answer, you quitL.
If you do answer, your questions had
better be truthful if you intend to
hang around long.

You take the pgood with bad,
though. The presidency never runs
short of applicants. Remember too,
the Reagans have enjoyed a lot more
of the former than the latter.

Once it's out - the truth - the only
way we're going to know what it is
if the press gives it to us in our daily
reports. You'd think the guy would
have figured that out by now.

If you are one of those try-
ing to firm your figure, you may be
considering joining a health spa.

ASK QUESTIONS

Texas has many fine health spas
and fitness centers. But numerous
consumers have found that they join-
ed the wrong one when the spa they
joined closed after only a few months.
So, it is important to check the
reputation of the spa’s parent com-
pany. @ How long have they been in
business? ® Do they have unresolved
consumer complaints at the local
Better Business Bureau or at my
Consumer Protection Division? If the
answers to these questions are un-
satisfactory, you should look for
anotker place to exercise.

CHECK IT Our

If you decide to join a health spa
or club, be sure to visit the facilities
several times before buying your
membership. Go by at the time of day
you are most likely to use the spa.
Note whether your preferred hours
coincide with peak times. If so, you
will want to see whether the club is
crowded. If it is, you might find it dif-
ficult to use the equipment or pool.

It is generally not a good idea to
buy a “lifetime"” membership. Many
consumers have found that the
lifetime referred to was that of the
spa—not the lifetime of the member.
Of course, no one would admit that
upon selling the membership, but
that's how it sometimes works out.

You should pick a club that's con-
venient to your home and/or office
My Consumer Protection personnel
tell me that people are much less like-
ly to use a spa if they have to drive
a long distance.

Find out exactly what your
membership includes before signing
a contract. If the Salesperson pro-
mises something to you that is not
written into the contract, get that
promise in writing. Verbal promises
are worth very little when a written
contract is involved.

Finally, if you have any health
problems, check with your doctor
about what kinds of exercise are best
for you before joining a spa.
