ALMOST HERE

With the fall mohair shearing
season almost here, and there being
no decline in the number of screw |
worm flies, heavy damage can be
X

However, some goat raisers are
using control methods which are
very practical (jd have resulted in
keeping the screw worm infestation
to a minimum,

Several Callahan County goat men
used the following plan with good
results during last falls shearing
season:

All goats that received cuts or
scratches during the process of
shearing, are marked with red paint
or some other suitable material be-
fore being released.

When shearing of the flock is
completed, all goats that are marked
should be separated and put in a
separate pen, or a small trap pas-
ture until the following day; at
which time all goats should be treat-
ed with Shear-62.

If the goats are treated at the
time the cuts are made, bleeding
will wash off some of the treating
material, thereby resulting in a re-
infestation in a short time.
