History’s Dusty Pages Reveal lnteresting Heritage

Searching through the dusty
pages of life long spent, in order
to place each branch ofa family
tree in its place, oft time
reveals some very interesting
facts and sometime produces
some real ‘characters.’

Both resulted as the history
of the family tree of a Mule-
shoe man, Bill Woodard, 424
West Avenue B,, unfurled,

A trail of relatives came
from England in the 17th century
when Nathan Tabor came to
this country. He was the son
of John Tabor, the seventh son
of a family of 13 children ...
10 sons and three daughters.
Little else is known concern-
ing his life with the exception
of the names of his brothers
and sisters.,

The heritage trace reveals
that the family of John Tabor
settled in Virginia and was in-

deed an Englishman, His great
grandfather was William Tabor
and was a martyr of the Indians,
leaving three children from
which the Tabors descended,
Down the trail of ancestry
comes the marriage of Emma
Tabor to William Crawford
Woodard,  Muleshoe’s  Bill
Woodard is the third of nine
children born to this union and
is the great-great-grandson of
Nathan and Elizabeth Taylor
of who this story of unusual
nature concerns,

The story was uncovered in
Bryson City, N. C,, and goes
like this, Two tombstones,
now in the Tabor Cemetery in
Swain County’s Brush Creek
Community, were delivered 68
years after they were ordered,
It took the Civil war, Sherman's
march through Georgia and a
fire to cause the delay,

Nathan Tabor, one of West-
ern North Carolina’s earliest
pioneers, was born April 4,
1784, shortly after the end of
the Revolutionary war, He
died in Brush Creek country
on February 16, 1851, after
making arrangements for tomb-
stones to be ordered for him
and his wife after her death,
He was to be buried, he said,
between two huge Oak trees on
a hill near what was then the
site of his home, The old log
cabin since has been destroy-
ed, Mrs, Tabor was to be
buried at his side.

Elizabeth Tabor, Nathan’s
wife, died January 6, 1860,
Relatives immediately sent to
a firm at Tate, Ga, for tomb-
stones to be inscribed as fol-

ows:
“Nathan Tabor,
4, 1784:

Born April
Died February 16,

1851:  'Beneath This Rests
an Honest Man’’ and ““Elizabeth
Tabor, Born March 28, 1796:
Died January 6, 1860: ‘Blessed
are the Pure in Heart for They
Will See God.”

The tombstones were to be of
Georgia marble, five feet high,
shaped something like obelisks,
and attached at the base to a
large marble slab covering the
graves,

Apparently the firm at Tate
had a backlog of orders and
there was some delay, The
tombstones  were eventually
made and stored in a large barn
for shipment to Swain County.
The stones were taken from a
quarry near Tate, Thebarn was
located near the quarry,

With the outbreak of the Civil
War, priority was immediately
given to war-related materials
on the available transportation
facilities,

The stones and their bases
remained in the rather isolated
barn until Sherman made his
raid through Georgia near the
end of the Civil war, A de-
tachment of Sherman’s troops
drifted through the area and
burned the barn,

A mound of ashes and debris
left, soon blended with the coun~
tryside and apparently the barn
and contents were forgotten
during the long years in which
that sector struggled to recover
from the war,

In 1928, chance led to theun-
earthing of some of the stones
and the Tabor stones, being of
unusual shape, the discoverers
rubbed off enough dirt and
smoke stains to distinguish the
word ‘“Tabor,’’ By coincidence,
4 woman named Tabor --Hattie
Tabor -- lived in Jasper, Ga.
not far away, She turned out to

be a great-granddaughter of
Nathan Tabor. She wrote a
relative, John DeHart Tabor,
who lived in Swain County, a
grandson of Nathan Tabor, He
went to Tate and madearrange-
ments to have the stones ship-

to Swain County in 1928,
They arrived 68 years after they
were ordered and were placed
on the graves of Nathan and
Elizabeth Tabor,

ONLY RECENTLY, more
than 100 years after the tomb-
stones were ordered, Verlin
Tabor, another great-great-
grandson, put the finishing
touches to the arrangements
made by this pioneer as he had
asked them to be, Traces of the
stump of one of the two Oak
trees is still visible near the
tombstones, In spite of many
cleanings, traces of Civil War
smoke smudges are still in evi-
dence.

a large part of Swain County,
Tabor bought a section cover~
ing what is now almost the en-
tire Brush Creek section of
Swain, settled there and built
a house, He soon married a-

Surrounding the graves of
these early day settlers are the
graves of six generations of Ta-
bors and number about 100,
Nathan was the first to be buried
in the spot known as Tabor Ce-
metery,

Legend of the Tabor family
goes that Nathan, as a very
young man, was a friend of
Daniel Boone, The story from
the Carolinas and Georgia re-
veals that he and Boone once
led a party across Cumberland
but split up because of a dif-
ference of opinion, Tabor led
his group to Chattanooga, thena
small settlement, Some died
of malaria, including Tabor’s
first wife,

Tabor returned to the moun-
tains, settling near Franklin,
where he met a man named

Silver who owned a huge tract
of mountain land called the
“Silver Entry,”” This included

He was one of the original
seven founders of the present
Brush Creek Baptist Church,
After many years as arespect-
ed community leader, he sensed
the end and made his final
arrangements for burial, Now,
after 116 years after his deam
he rests in quiet dignity, on a
beautiful little hill, between the
remnants of his two trees, his
wife by his side, nis(umb;tones
in place as he wlshed inscribed
as he wished with lallhful des-
cendants respectfully keeping
the “little hill’ fresh and green,

Nathan Tabor is not forgotten,

Woodard has another great-
great-grandfather, Neither has
he been forgotten, He was known
as ‘fighting Billy,’ noted for
never having lost a fight and
one given to roaming the moun-
tains,

‘The colorful story of “Fight-
ing Billy Woodard’’ comes from
Pumpkintown and goes some-
thing like this:

“Fighting Billy"” Woodard, a
bare-knuckle mauler with the
strength of an ox, fought most
of his life and never lost a
fight,

His fists made him a legend
while he lived.

They gave him a name and a
certain amount of fame inan era
when backwoods sports tended
toward the bloody, crude, bar-
barous and cruel,

For he reigned atatime when
bear-baiting, dog-fighting, gan-
der-pulling and rough- and -
tumble fighting were still not
too uncommon,

“Fighting Billy’’ took on all
comers for 30 years or more,

He fought fist and skull,
sometimes tooth and nail.

He retired without ever hear-
ing of the Marquess of Queens-
berry and his set of rules for
boxing, which eliminated blows
below the belt and the use of
bare fists.

“Fighting Billy’’ came out
of the hills of Tennessee and
settled in here around 1864.

He came just a jump ahead
of Col. George Kirk’s ruthless
band of marauders which
“Fighting Billy’” had taken
some pot shots at while bi-
vouacked near his old home

place,

“That Kirk,"" he was fond of
relating years after the fact,
““would come out of a mornin’
and stand on a rock off back
of the house and crow like a
bantam rooster. Idecided one
mornin’ I'd give him some-
thin’ to stop his crowin’, I
got down by rifle-gun and got
off a couple shots, Missed
him clean as a whistle, So I
figured I'd better head across
the mountains.’

That brought “Fighting Bil-
ly"" to the upper reaches of
Savannah Creek in Jackson
County where he took up land,
built himself a house, and be-
gan farming.

The custom back then was for
folks to gather of a Saturday at
the country store and engage
in swapping, yarning, wrest-
ling and fisticuffs.

Here would gather the cham-
pions of the various commun-
ities to strut and bragand issue
challenges which were surely
and quickly accepted,

Sometimes these were mere-
ly rough-and-tumble wrestling
matches entered into without
anger. But usually there was
always somebody who wanted
to earn a name for himself
with his bare fists,

Such an occasionarose short-
ly after “Fighting Billy’’ moved
in here,

Nobody remembers the name
of the fellow who was boasting
how good he was with his fists
that day, but “Fighting Billy”
took him on and soon had him
flat and bloody on the ground,

After that, “Fighting Billy""
seldom missed aSaturday with-
out being called upon to defend
his title,

“He was a great fighter,”
Joe Bishop said in telling the
story of “Fighting Billy" a
couple days ago, “He fought
all over and he never took a
licking in his life,”

Joe, the sage of Pumpkin-
town, and the historian of Sa-
vannah, is a kinsman of the
legendary “Fighting Billy,”
He's been collecting stories
about “Fighting Billy"’ for half

a century,
“Billy licked every man he
ever took on,”’ Joe said,

“There’s no telling how many
fights he had. [I'm talking
about planned fights, Notfights
in anger. He fought all over
the county and over in Mason
and down in South Carolina,

“As a matter of fact, Billy
was considered the fightin’est
man these parts ever bred.
He ruled the roost until he got
too old to fight, Just said he
was through, And nobody chal-
lenged him, either,

“Back in those days, folks
went to South Carolina for their
goods, Walhalla and Anderson
were the market towns for folks
in these parts, And Billy made
many a trip down there in his
time. And he fought there, too,
They called him the champion
of South Carolina,””

Unlike most bare-knuckle
fighters of the day, “Fighting
Billy’' was never one to boast
and brag about his skill with
his fists, And he never issued
a challenge in all his fighting
days. But he never turned
down one, either,

““The nearest he ever come
to taking a licking,’’ Joe Bis-
hop said, “was one Fourth of
July over at Franklin when he
squared off against Bill In-

graham,
“Both of them were big men

and both of them as stout as
an ox, They went at it for the
championship of the county, And
from what Billy said later, it
was a bare-fist fight to end all
bare-fist fights,

“Billy would knock Ingraham
down and he would get up and
knock Billy down, It went on
and on through the hot after-
noon, with both of them getting
bloodier and bloodier,

“Finally Billy layed a hefty
one into the side of Ingraham’s
head and stumbled about, like
he was addled. A shout went
up and folks began slapping
Billy on the back,

“Ingraham was flat on the
ground, out to the world.

“But Billy knew he had been
in a fight. He always said
it was the hardest one he ever
got through, Said he felthe was
a goner for sure when he hit
Ingraham the last time. Said
he couldn’t have thrown another
lick to save his life.

“Yes, sir, Billy was a great
fighter, He died back around
1895, about the time I was
born, He’s buried here at the
Zion Hill cemetery, No, there
are no dates onhis grave mark-
er, So I can't tell you how old
Billy was when he died,””

Joe Bishop looked off up to
the creek for a momeat, off
toward the homestead that Billy
carved out here almost a hun-
dred years ago.

“For all his fighting,”” Joe
said, “he was a good man, He
was a good farmer in his day,
He was a real thrifty fellow,
He was real handy in the com-
munity.”

The FBI Director called at-
tention to the significant
increase in robbery ona nation-
wide basis and, particularly,
to a 33 percent increase in
armed robbery. He disclosed
street robbery, which makes
up over one-half of all rob-
bery offenses, increased 27
percent, business house rob-
beries 38 percent, service sta-
tion robbery 26 percent, chain
store robberies 39 percent, and
robbery of residences 10
percent, Bank robbery contin-
ued its sharp upward trend with
a 60 percent increase during
the nine-moath period in 1967
over the same moaths in 1966,
The FBI Director also singled
out a marked 22 percent in-
crease in the use of firearms
in aggravated assaults

According to the FBIfigures,
the nationwide burglary in-
crease of 16 percent continued
to be influenced by an 11 per-
cent increase in daytime bur-
glary of residences, Burglar-
ies of non residences rose 18
percent,

In the larceny category
purse-snatching increased 23
percent, thefts of personal
property from automobiles 17
percent, pocket-picking 14 per-
cent, and shoplifting 11 percent
during the nine-month period,

Assuming the 1967 crime
trend as recorded during the
first nine months continues at
the same level through the last
Quarter, Hoover noted there

would be an increase of €5,000
violent crimes over 1966 and a
further increase of 450,000
property crimes over 1966, The
FBI Director pointed out the
last quarter of the year, Octo-
ber through December, has his-
torically been a period of high
crime incidence,

Since 1960 crime has in-
creased 88 percent waile popu-
lation has increased 10 percent,

Director J. Edgar Hoover
observed, “Our  spiraling
national crime trend is not a
new phenomenon, It has been
clearly demonstrated statis-

tically over recent years, These
continuing crime increases are
too often treated routinely and
rationalized as a burden to be
tolerated in today's changing
society, The time for coucert-
ed action cannot be delayed
any longer, State and local po-
lice agencies must have the sup-
port of all citizens and all
levels of governmeat, State
and local police agencies need
to improve their capability in
the prevention and solution of
crime, and thereby, increase
the risk of detection, To ac-
complish this, increased finan-
cial support is necessary to
raise selection and training
standards, develop modern
communication and information
systems, and to further supply
new technologies to all aspects
of the law enforcement effort,’”

Largest Draft Quota
Called Since Last Year

AUSTIN---State draft boards
will be called upon to furaish
1,659 men for the armed for-
ces in January, Colonel Morris
S. Schwartz, state Selective
Service director, said Tuesday.

This quota is the biggest
monthly call since November
1966, when the quota was
2,012 men,

This compares with quotas
of 924 for December, 1,159
for November, 977 for October,
1,180 for September, and 1,421
for August,

The Texas quota of 1,659
for induction in January is the
state’s share of a national call
for 34,000, all for the army.

The Selective Service boards
will forward 5,455 men in Jan-
uary for pre-induction exami-
nation, Colonel Schwartz said,
and they have scheduled 3,485
for this examination in Decem-
ber.

Local board quotas for in-
duction and pre-induction ex-
amination inJanuaryare sched-
uled to be mailed from state
Selective Service headquarters
on or about December 6,

The House Republican Task
Force on Crime Tuesday un-
veiled plans for a ‘“‘compre-
hensive legislative” attack on
the three major money makers
of organized crime; gambling,
narcotics trafficking and loan-
sharking, They pegged the
“take’’ from these racket acti-
vities at “nothing less than $10
billion a year -- $50 for every
man, woman and child in Amer-

ica,

Federal statutes specifically
aimed at those offenses “‘are
largely inadequate,’’ Congress-
man Bob Price,a member of the
GOP  Crime Task Force
charged, and said ‘“‘no legis-
lation of significance in these
areas has been enacted since
1961.”"

In a prepared statement, the
Task Force outlined its plans
for a program “aimed directly
at the three most lucrative
racket activities, In some in-
stances we will modernize old
proposals; in others, we will
make recommandations to fill
the gaps in existing laws; in
still others, we will propose
new laws where none now ex-
ist,’” they said.

Because ‘“‘organized crime
cannot be met with programs
whose impact will not be felt
for twenty years, immediately
effective solutions are re-
quired,”” the Crime Group said,
and these are “laws and law
eaforcement,”

Price reiterated his sapport
for legislation which would per-
mit court supervised electro-
nic eavesdropping and which
would broaden witness immun-
ity procedures, but said that
“pending Coagressional action
on these bills,”” the enactment
of their new program would
“greatly aid the Executive
Branch’’ in the war against
organized crime,

Price indicated that the first
part of the program would deal
with “loan-sharking’’ and that
the legislation would be intro-
duced hopefully in a day or
so.'

Expansion in CPI -- plus
matching funds from others with
a stake in cotton research and
promotion -- should add some
$25 million to $30 million to
the total effort for cotton next
year, he told the forum,

The National Cotton Coun-
cil, which has made its staff
and facilities available to CPI
since 1961, will continue to ser-
vice the program, thus avoid-
ing staff duplication and over~
head expense, This makes it
possible also for other industry
groups, through the Council, to
share with cotton growers in
financing cotton research and
promotion.

Research expenditures by all
agencies in behalf of cotton
presently are estima‘ed at $26
million annually, This includes
that of the Department of Agri-
culture, land grant colleges and
experiment stations, allied in-
dustries and foundations, Plains
Cotton Growars and other cot-
ton organizations, Cotton Pro-
ducers Institute, and the
National Cotton Council,

Domestic sales activity, he
explained, was pioneered by the
Cotton Council and was greatly
augmented whenC Pl was organ-
ized in 1961, Matching funds
multiply the industry's direct
investment, swelling the tolal
promo‘ion outlay to an esti-
mated $12 million to $16 mil-
lion annually. This could be as
high as $28 million in 1968,

Promotions patterned after
the Cotton Council are being
conducted in 14 major cotton-
consuming countries, he noted,
