Isaac Howard. He was described as
an unusual man who was held in high
regard by his fricnds and paticnts.
Scott stated that Dr. Howard oficn
dropped by unannounced for lunch at
the home of fricnds and requested a
spcedy mcal, duce 1o his busy sched-
ule. Of course, he was always in-
dulged. Dr. Howard was a dedicated
country physician who was under
paid and over worked.

Howard lans are fascinated by Jack
Scolt's acquaintance with Robert E.
Howard and his family. Scotl's
knowledge of their lives and dcath
have made him vastly popular with
the REHUPA members. They trea-
surc conversations with this man with
a brilliant memory of cvents.

Bob Pipcs, pastor of the Church of
Christ, led the benediction. The
crowd visited and mude new fricnds
following the dinner.

Sawrday the¢ Howard Housc was
filled with visitors and local residents
touring each room. Howard memo-
rabilia was available and rcfresh-
ments were served.

She recalled a urip Robert,
who was live years her elder, and his
parcnts made to Arkansas Lo visit her
family when she was a teenager. She
and Robert went exploring and she
remembered him carving his initials
and the date which was about 1923 or
1924 into several trecs on her father's
farm, Mrs. Bycrs remarked, "I just
wonder il onc of the trees might still
be standing.” She remembered her
father writing to Dr. Howard who he
called "Que." She said they always
corresponded with cach other but she
had never been in the Howard home
until Saturday. Mrs. Byers was elated
to be in Cross Plains for the Howard
observance and was impressed by the
preservation ol the house.

Norma Evans, local postmasier,
stated that the pictorial cancellation
was a great success. Carol Green-
wood designed the pictorial cancel-
lation featuring a Conan type char-
acter. The post office was active
Saturday afternoon with Howard en-
thusiasts. Evans noted that the new
Texas stamp (fcaturing the cowboy)
was a favorite of out of state visitors.
They also sold t-shirts and lapel pins.
The pictorial cancellation along with
t-shirts and lapel pins will remain
available 30 days past June 15, "We
were happy to scrve the public during
the Howard Day festivities,” she re-
marked.

There were several sidewalk sales
in progress Saturday in the down-
town arca. The Chamber of Com-
merce was sponsoring this partof the
activities.

The Howard [cstivitics were well
attended and most impressive. Billic
Loving, Howard Housc hostess, mo-

Commissioners
Approve
Investment
Funds Policy

Don't look for Callahan County's
general funds to be Invested out-
side of the county any time soon.
" Callahan County Commission-
ers, meeting in a regular court
meeting Monday, June 10 passed
an investment policy concemning
county general funds which states
only county banks will be used to
deposit county funds .

According to Callahan County
Judge Blll Johnson, commission-
ers voted to approve a motion to
have put in writing Callahan
County account funds will only be
invested In money market certifi-
cates or certificates of deposits.
The county's Investment policy
further states investments will only
be made Into banks In Callahan
County—no Investments will be
made outside of Callahan County.

Last year several counties and
municipalities throughout the state
suffered large Investment losses In
a statewlde Investment pool.

Other items brought before
commissioners Included:

—Commissioners opened one
bid for the purchase of a road
grader for Commissioner Bryan
Farmer's Precinct #2. Commis-
sioners voted to award the bid by
West Texas Caterplllar for the road
grader in the amount of $117,970.
The bid also states West Texas
Caterpillar will buy-back the road
grader after a five-year period for
$103,000. The total cost to the
county for the use of the road
grader over the five-year period is
$16,470.

—Commissioners met with rep-
resentatives of the Callahan

County Sheriff's Posse to discuss
delinquent taxes, Apparently, for a
few years, the sheriff's posse did
not file an exemption as a non-
profit organization and was taxed
on the organization's property.
Since the sheriff's posse group
owes Baird ISD more In delinquent

taxes, commissioners agreed that
whatever Balrd School Board

members did regarding the delin-
quent tax would be okay with the
county commissioners. The
county's portion of the delinquent
taxes Is near $300.
—Commissioners signed the
minutes of the previous meeting
and voted to pay all approved billis.

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House Defeats Amendments to
Cut Peanut, Animal Damage
Control Programs

During considcration of Iegislation
providing agricullurc appropriations

for fiscal ycar (FY) 1997, the House

of Representatives this week de-
fcated amendments which would
have been devastating (o the peanut
and animal damage control pro-
grams.

By a volc of 189-234, the House
rejected an amendment which would
have created aceiling of S640 per ton
of pcanuts which a producer could
receive for FY 1997,

This cffort is the most.cxtreme

form of price-fixing you can find,
and itisclear to me the proponentsof
this amendment did not understand
the peanut program or that passage of
such an amendment would have de-
nied produccrs the opportunity Lo get
the best price from the market for
their product.

Qur recent experience with cercal
manufacturers lowering their prices
in the face of record grain prices has
apparently failed to convince some
folks that the price the producer is
receiving does not play a major rolc
in determining the price of the final
product.

The House also rejected an
amendment which would have re-
duced funding for the U.S. Depart-
ment of Agriculture's (USDA) Ani-
mal Damage Control (ADC) Pro-
grams by 50 percent, from $26.8
million to $13.4 million.

The ADC functions to control ani-
mals manilesting cconomic damage
as wcll as the control of animals for
human salcty or the safcty of other
animals, and protects livestock,
aquaculture, and certain ag crops.
Under the proposcd ADC amcnd-
ment, the funding reduction would
have come from western livestock

As the result of drought, hail and
high winds which occurred during
the period of June 1, 1994 through
February 20, 1996 and continuing,
businesscs that are dependent upon
these producers may have experi-
enced a significant loss of income
which would not otherwise have
occurrcd. These SBA disaster loans
arc designed 1o help meet such a
nced.

In order to qualify, small busi-
ncsscs must meet SBA'S size stan-
dard. Busincsses which can meet

their financial nceds through other
sources arc not cligible.

What will our children remember most about home? Will they remember that their
father and mother loved each other, were kind to each other, and demonstrated
their love and kindness toward one another?

Dr. John White, in his book entitled Eros Defile, states that the love of mother and
father (husband and wife) -- their love for each other -- is even more important than
their love for their children in insuring their children's later life, especially their
marriage, in being successful.

| believe this is very interesting, and important for us parents to know! The two
greatest predictive factors of our children's marriage being successful are: 1)
Successful marriage of parents; 2) Happy childhood, chucked full of successful
experiences. It seems logical to assume then that if ones parents’ marriage is
unsuccessful, chances are greater that the children's will be also -- and if a child's
life is a series of failures, then their marriage is more likely to fail also.

So in addition to remembering that their parents loved each other and were kind to
one another, hopefully our children will remember that home was a place of
happiness and joy, that they were treated fairly, deeply loved, with that love
demonstrated and verbally expressed. And they should remember that home was
a place where God and His word were respected and obeyed, that the Bible was
read onadaily basis and acceptedas the standard forliving -- thathome was aplace
where friends and friendships were dearly cherished but that truth and right were
even dearer -- and that home was a place where they were strengthened and
supported, built up instead of torn down.

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Preparation and use of herbs:

Cup of tea - The most common way
of preparing herbsisinateacup. The
usual amount is a teaspoon of leaves,
blossoms or flowers to a cup of
boiling water. The water is poured
over the herb, then steeped for3t0 5
minutes. Strain before serving.
Honey or lemon may be added to
taste.

To extract the deeper essence-from
harder or coarser herbs such as
stems, bark and roots is called de-
coction. The herbs are usually sim-
mered uncovered for 10 1o 20 min-
utes until 1/3 of the water has de-
crcased through cvaporation.
NOTE: for coarser herbs such as
chamomile and Burdock, these must
be gently simmered in a covered pot
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to bring out their medicinal proper-
ties. Strain before using.

An external application of herbs is
generally used to treat swellings,
pains, colds, and flu. In preparation
soak a towel or cloth in the desired
tea and apply the towel, as hot as can
be tolerated without burning, over
the affected arca. Cover the towel
with a dry flanncl cloth. Repeat as
nceded.

Medicare Creeping
Toward Insolvency
Wl‘lll woula' you think of your federdl government if it knew
' Medicare was in trouble, yet did nothing to save it?
Last yéar's Medicare trustees” report was bad, predicting the

program would be bankrupt after the year 2002. As dismal as that projection
was, we now know that actually it was optimistic.

The trustees’ most recent report, released June S, paints an even dimmer
plc!ure It projects that if the program continues to operate as it does currently,

it will be bankruph just five years from now -- the year 2001.

Medlcare has to be strengthened financially, and we have to stop the
rmsmanagcmem once and for all. I have seen the numbers issued by the
Medicare trustees, and we must act soon.

In 1995, along with many other members of Congress, I tried to alert
Texans that Medicare was in trouble and needed reform. Congress approved
a carefully crafted plan to save Medicare by making it more efficient and by
slowing the program's explosive rate of growth. Our plan still increased
spending per beneficiary from $4,600 in 1995 to more than $7.000 by 2002

-- 7 percent per year.

This plan would have preserved Medicare for the next generation.
But strengthening Medicare financially won't be enough. It’s not just a
questions of spending more money, it's a question of spending money

smarter.

There are a number of other improvements we need to make in the
program. Washington has a way of making everything more expensive,
complicated and difficult for Americans to understand. That, too, must
change. We need to simplify the system so that seniors can read their bills and
communicate better with their health-care providers.

Too many seniors have told me their Medicare coverage is inadequate,
or offers coverage for things they don’t want or need while not covering the
things they do need. Medicare users should be in charge, not the bureaucracy.
Seniors should have the right to choose a health care plan that suits them best
-- or to stay in their current plan if they wish.

More than at any other time in several decades, the current Congress has
been willing to make the tough choices and do what is necessary. Congress
is not going to allow Medicare to go bankrupt. Senior citizens will continue
toreceive the health care they need and deserve. It’s too important to people’s

lives for that to happen.

But the longer we wait to honestly address the waste, fraud and abuse that
are so well documented, the harder the task of reform will become. It is vital
that Congress’ plan to save Medicare be put into action -- sooner rather than

later.

When Social Security Is Not

Enough

If you're currently receiving Social
Sccurity bencelits, you may think that
you can't get Supplemental Sccurity
Income (SS1), too. But, the fact is,
you may be able to receive both if
your total income and resources fall
within the SSI limits.

To get SSI, you must be age 65 or
older, or be blind, or have a disabil-
ity. And, your incomc and the value
of the things you own must be below
certain limits.

Income refers to the moncy you
have coming in -- camings, Social
Sccurity benefits, other government
checks, pensions cic.  Non-cash
items you rcceive such as food,
clothing and shelter arc also consid-
cred income. The amountol income
you can have and stll get SSI de-
pends on whether you work or not,
and where you live. The basic na-
tional payment rate in 1996 is S470
per month for onc person and S705
foracouple. Some states add money
1o the basic payment, so they have
higher income limits than other
states.  Your local Social Sccurity
officc can tell you about the limits in
vour sate

Resources are the things you own,
including property, cash, bank ac-
counts and life insurance, etc. Wc
don’t count cverything you own
when we decide if you can get SSI.
For example, we don't count your
home and many of your personal
belongings. And, we usually don’t
count your car. You may be ablc to
gct SSTif the things you own that we
countarc worth no more than $2,000
lor onc person; or S3,000 for a
couple. These limits arc the same in
Cvery state.

Generally, il you don't work, you
may be able to get SSI b your
monthly income is less than S490 per
month for one persen, S725 lor a
couple. But, il you're working, you
can have more income cach month,
Your benelit is decrcased as your
income increases until your benelit
iscompletely reduced. Keepinmind
that, il you're applying for SSI dis-
ability benefits and earn more than
S500 per month, you probably won't
be cligible for benefits.
