Protection 
Meeting Well 
Attended 

ABILENE—Callahan County was 
well represented Monday night at a 
meeting with the Rural Fire 
Protection Steering Committee.

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herbs (rosemary, sage, thyme, 
oregano, and/or marjoram). 

Trim fat from pcirk tenderloin. 
Season tenderloins with salt and 
pepper. Combine parsley and finely 
chopped herbs, coat tenderloin on all 
sides with herb mixture. Wrap each 
tenderloin in plastic wrap and chill 
for 6 to 24 hours. Meanwhile, to 
make sauce, halve 2 large peppers 
(sweet), remove stems, seeds and 
membranes. Place peppers cut side 
down on a foil lined baking sheet. 
Bake in a 425 degree oven 20 to 25 
minutes or until skin is bubbly and 
brown. Place peppers in a new 
brown paper bag; seal and let stand 
20 to 30 minutes or until cool enough 
to handle. Peel skin from peppers, 
place peppers in the bowl of a food 
processor. Add the quarter cup 
roasted hazelnuts, 2 cloves garlic, 2 
tablespoons sherry vinegar, 1 table-
spoon rosemary, 1 tablespoon 
oregano, 1 teaspoon sugar, 1/2 tea-
spoon salt, and 1/8 teaspoon ground 
red pepper. Process until smooth. 
With processor running, gradually 
add 1/2 cup of the olive oil; process 
until thick. Cover, chill until needed. 

Heat 1/4 cup olive oil in a large 
ovenproof skillet. Add herb-crusted 
pork and brown over medium heat, 
turning to brown all sides, about 8 
minutes total. Transfer skillet to a 
400 degree oven, bake for 15 min-
utes or until meat thermometer reads 
160 degrees. Remove from oven, let 
meat set for 5 minutes. 

Meanwhile, place the red pepper 
sauce in the top of a double boiler, 
heat over a simmering water. Thinly 
slice meat, serve with red pepper 
sauce. 

Makes 6 servings. 
Crunchy Poppy Seed Noodles ---

Into a sauce pan, place 4 cups water, 
bring to a boil, add 1 teaspoon salt 
and 1 tablespoon oil. When water is 
at a rolling boil add 1 1/2 cups wide 
egg noodles. When noodles are 
tender pour into a colander or sieve, 
drain. Place cooked noodles back 
into the sauce pan. Add 2 table-
spoons butter or margarine, toss, 
then salt and pepper to taste. **Sour 
cream may be substituted for butter 
or margarine for that European 
taste.** Place in serving dish, 
sprinkle lavishly with poppyseed. 
Serve with herb encrusted pork ten-
derloins and carrot-raisin salad.
