EX-oERIFF AL BN
SHOT LIST FRIOAY NIgHT

Another attempi was made on the
lite ~f Al Irvin, exssheritf of Calla=
han (County, at his fanch home a few
miles south of Bairtll about 9 o’clock
last Friday vight. Four shots from
a 38 or 41 caliber gun were fired at
him while he and other members of
the household wer; eating supper.

Th= shots were fited through the
screen door from short range, one
of which strack Ifvin in the right
temple, entering frpm the rear side
and passing through the front of the
eye cavity. The iye was entirely
destroyed and renfoved by attend
ing physicians. His condition is ser
ious but it is reported that there is
a chance for his retovery. The oth-
three shots misséd their intended
mark and penetrahd the furniture
and wall of the difing room.

Then the
jaw relaxed ard, Mussick fell back
dead. !

Fearing that the bite of the dog
was responslble for her husoand’s
death, Mrs. Mussick will take the
serium freatment for hydrophobia.
