" One of the men died after being
taken out of the seas was Pet Robin-
gon, the drammer of the orcliestra.

The accident was due to a dooble
collision in the north <channel off
Coriewall Point.

West Camak, both of them being dam-
aged, The West Camak stood by with
her forepeak full of water,
sending out wireless calls for aid. The
Clan liner, Clan Maicolm, responded
but in the confusion due to the heavy
fog ran into the dlsabled Rowan.
which sank immediately,

The West Camak helped in the res-
cue work, Captain Donald Brown of
Glasgow reported to have gone
down with the Rowan.

ANTI-TRUST SUT %ON
BY STATE OF MISSISSIPPI

Penalties of $13, 000.000 Imposed Upon
138 Fire Insurance Concerns

is

Jackson, Mlu.—nComprte vietory
was won by the State Revenne Agent
over the 139 fira insurance company
defendants o the aotitrust suit, in a
decision by Chancellar V. [I. &iyiker,
who ruled that the Mississiopi Inspec-
tion and Advisory Rating Bureau was
merely the old Southwestern Tariy
Assoclation, barred from the State
15 years ago, In disguise.

The decision lield the bureau fixed
and enforced fire insurance rates in
Mississippi and that the defendant
companies were responsible for the
bureau, The Chancellor, however, as-
serted the Iinsuranes agents were
“merely victims of eircumstances.”

Penalties aggregating nearly $13.-
000004 ware imposed by the Chancel-
lor againgt the defendant companies.

The Chancellor imposed the mini-
mum penalties of $200 per day, provid-
ed by the satute that was in effect
from 1908 to 1910, and a fire of $25
per day from 1910 up to the time the
companies withdrew from business in
this state during the early part of the
current year.

JUDGE LINDSEY AFTER
THOSE HIGHER UP

Denver, Colo—Declaring that “it
would be unjust to punish a lesser
offender zgainst the hootleg laws whila
wealthy soclal leaders of Capitol Hill
are allowed to have thelr wine cellars
without. fear of molestation,” Judge
Ben B. Lindsey of the Juvenila Court
Saturday freed Chester Lasatler and

EARM TRUCKS EXEMPT
FROM PAYMENT OF TAX

The truck law of Texas as amend-
ed at the last session of the legisla-

ture. does not impose a mileage tax,
as heretofore, but does impose a
flat annual tax, according to the
size and capacity of the trucks as
tollows:
