How many resldents of any smhll
community have ever considered what
might happen if there were nv news-
papers? Just previous to “Sab-
seribe for Your Home Town Paper
Week,” which {8 to be ohserved the
country over November 7-12, is a good
time to recall the plight of Macon,
Mo., not long ago, when fire put the
Chronicle-1Terald ont of business for
two weeks,

According to The Publishers' Anx-
lliary, the old town ecrier, relic of
many years buek, was yanked from
his hiding place, dusted off, and put
back on his job, with a Jangling bell,
a4 megaphone, and a fog-horn volce only
a little worse for long disuse,

It may have been a novelty for two
weeks, But think of a community
without printers’ Ink, compelled to get
fts anpnouncements of suctlons, sales,
court sesslons, births, marriages,
deaths, epldemics of sickness, dog or-
dinauces, board meetings, commenge-
ments, tax notices, advertisements
of help and situations wanted, acei-
dents, and the rest, through a shouted
word llke that of the ordinary train
announcer {n a city depot. The town
crler was a romantic figure in his day,
but few towns would llke to réturn (o
his ministrations now.

When one thinks of the temporary
plght of Macon, and that It might
become the permanent handicap of
many towns, it Is well to think of sups
porting the local paper.

He Knows His Folks.

Here are some random observations
of a man who has visited and studled
a good many small communities; If
yon read your local paper you will
not miss much that Is bhappening
around home, There is no use saying
that you wish your town had s paper
like one In the other town, for the
other feilow there 1s saying the same
thing. ‘The man who reads his local
paper thoroughly Is usually & pretty
good citizen and has it all over the
fellow who dees not, Loeal papers,
when all is sald ond done, do more to
uphold the Institutions of this state
and country than any other known
contributing force in the world's work,

Mr. Goforth, In discussing the par-
tial resumption of freight service,
gtated that the crews were made up
of reeruits from several applications
on file and from officials having pre-
vious experience In operation of
trains. No distinction & being made
between union and nop-union men, he
gtated, declaying that several applica-
tions had been received from union
men.

Armed guards patrolled the prop-
erties of the company throughout the
day, but not a single instance of vio-
lence marked the second day of {he
walkout.

So far as the operation of freight
fraffic In the yards of the company
here Is concerned, operations were at
a gtandstill,

“The strike so far has been entirely
snceessful to our canse,” union offi-
cials declared. “We did not expect

we have demonstrated what & few
Juen ont means, and we are entirvely
‘satisfled.”

IS REPCRTED FAVORABLE

Heavy Penalties Imposed Upon Those
Participating In Mob Vielence.

Wasghington.—The Dyer anti-lynch-
Ing biil imposing heavy penalties on
persons involved in mob action result-
ing in the taking of life was f{avor
ably reported by the House Judiciary
Comml!ttes.

The measure as reported provides
that any member of a mob which puis
eomeone to death shall be imprisoned
for life or for net less than five yvears
and that State and municipal officials
who through neglect of duty fail to
pravent lynching shall be fmprisoned
for not more than five vears or fined
not more than $5.400. Federal Dis-
trict Courts would have jurisdlction.

Any county in which a person Is
lynched under the measure would be
required to forfeit $§10,000, which
would go to the family of the victim.
The bill deflnes "a mob or rlotous
assemblage” ag an "assembly com-
posed of five or more persons acting
in concert for the purpose of depriv-
Ing any person of his life without
authority of law.”
