A communicution from the State
Bankers Asscciation concerning the
bol! weevil menace, addressed to the
Hirst Guaranty State Bank of Cross
Plains, was placed with the Review
oftice for publication this week.
The communication, sipned by
Warren P. Andrews, president Tex-
as Bankers Association, and C. S. E.
Holland, chairman Committee on
Agriculture, follows:

Many experts whoare in a position
to speak with authority, agree that
if the boll weevil continues to spread
as it has the last two years, Texas
may shortly expect to lose its
supremacy as a cotton producing
state. The weevil is already a menace
of gravest portent to-the planter of
the south.

There is a remedy at hand that
will destroy billions -of the pests it
applied without delay. If the cotton
stalkks are cut. piled and burned,
experts say practically all the weevils
will be destroyed. If the cotton
stalks are allowed titemain in the

e weevils will
have had ample food and will have
prepared for winter's hibernation.

A south-wide campaign is now on
for the immediate burning of all

Graphic Ta
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British Captain Testifies to
Submerging That Cost the
Lives of Crew.

THREE SHIPS ARE TORPEDOED

German Commander to Be Put on
Trial for Brutally Inhuman Acts
at Sea—~Captain Is Ship's
Only Surviver.

London.—A graphic aceount of the
torpedoing of the British steamship
Torrington in April, 1917, and the sub-
sequent fate of the crew was given by
the only surviver at Bow street police
court, says the Daily Telegraph, when
Sir Chartres Biron sat for the purpose
of taking evidence on commission In
support of charges which have been
formulated against the submarine
commander, a Captain Wilhelm Wer-
ner,

Me. V. M. Gattie conducted the pro-
cesdlings on behalf of the British gov-
ernment and Doetor Dunger represent-
ed the German governtnent.

Mr. Gattie explained that Werner
was one of the German officers agalnst
wliom it was proposed that proceed-
Ings should be taken at Leipzig. He
had not yet heen arrested, but it was
thonght desirable that, while Captrin
Starkey, the principal witness, was in
London his deposition should be taken,
so that in the event of the accused
man being apprehended there need be
no delay in his trial. ]

The charge against Werner was that |
he, being in command of the submarine
U-55 on April 8, 1017, in the North
Atlantic, 150 miles southwest of the
Scilly [Isles, torpedoed the Brirish
steamship Terrington, and afterward
wilfully 'murdered, by drowning, 34
members of the crew. That was the
vessel's total complement other than
Captain Starkey, who was the ooly
survivor, |

The Torrington was owned by the
Tathnm Steamship company of CQur-
dUt, and was proceeding from Gibral-
tur 1o Cardiff. She wis an ordinary
merchant vessel, not a war vessel at
all, and carried opne gun for purely
defensive purposes, us many ships did
during the wars Un the morning of
April 8 the second mate reported thut
there were some lifebouts on the port
how, and the conrse of the Torrington'
varied with the abject |
of rendering assistance if necessary.

Insulted by German Captain,

Suddenly Captiin  Stiarkey noticed
the wake of 2 torpedo which wuas com-
ing towsrds him.

Before the submarine submerged
members of the German crew got into
Captaln Starkey's lifeboar and rowed
uway, and they afterwards returned
wlth loot from the Torrington and
ulso provisions, which were identified
by Cuptain Starkey as having been In
the other lffeboat. Captain Starkey
was afterwards kept a prisoner on
the submarine, and while he was on
board two other British ships were
torpedoed and their crews disposed of
in the sofie way, He was eventually
taken to Germuny, and after the arm-
istice be came back to this country
and told his story.

Insulted by German Captain.

Capt. Anthony Starkey of Cardiff
guve evidence bearing out counsels
statement. He said he was thirty-four
years of age and was now master of
the steamship Brendon. Deseribing
what took place after he went on board
the submarine, he sald that Werner,
who spoke good English, asked him
his nume, and when he told him he
sald. “Yon le,” and pushed over an
old copy of Lloyd's Register, in which
the name of the previous ecaptain. of
the Terrington appesaved.

Witness explained that Gie bod only
been captaln of the wessel tor four
months, and Werner then asked it he
had any gunners on hoard. He re-
pled  that rhey were on deck, and
Werner remarked that he did not see
anyone In uniform. Witness replied
in & jocular munner that he had not
given them time to put on their best
clothes,

Mr, Gattie—If yon had known he
was coming you would have dressed
up *or It. Was it the practice for
gunners to be dressed in uniform?

Witness—Nao; they were members
of the crew, Werner then sald, “You
are a d— pirate. You deserve to he
shot, and as for the others, let them
swim."

Had you any idea then what he
meant? No, T thought it was just an
expresslon like “Let them rip.” mean-
Ing let them go, don't bother about
them. Werner then went away and
the submarine submerged.

Continulng, witness said that after
the submarine came to the surface
again  the Gepman sallors returned
In the Torrington's lfehouat, and he
noticed that they had, among other

in the porg lifeboat. About two hours

later witness heard that the Torring-
ton was sinking. When witness ar-
rived on the submarine he found two
other British captalns already there—
Captain Draper of the Umvet! and
‘Captain Ashfield of the Petridge—
both of whose ships bad been sunk.
Told He Was Lucky.

Mr, Gattle—Did you have any con-
versatlon with the members of the
submarine's crew?

Yes, I was bemoaning my fate, and
£ man named Kuper, who was lead-
Ing seaman, sald, “You are lucky you
have your life” On another occasion
I was talking to the senlor wireless
operator, and he algo sald 1 was locky
to he allve, and added, “There are too
many about now or 1 would tell you
something more 1 used to get the
English wireless nuws every night from
this man, and one night he sald: “Your
crew never got home, They were all
drowned.”

Witness waut on to say that on
April 14 the submarine sunk another
ship, named the Tora, The ecaptain
was brought helow by Werner and the
submarine then submerged, as she had
done after the Torrington was tor-
pedoed. When she rose again Werner
sent for witness and asked him If he
would like to see a ship sink. For
the sake of getting some fresh alr he
replled, “Yes," and he went up Into
the connlng tower and saw the Tora o
short distance away, She dld not,
however, sink untll some time later,

Two or three days later anothee
vessel was sunk by gunfire, and again
the submarine suhmerged after the
captain had been brought below. In
neither case, a8 far ns witness could
see, was there any necessity for sub-
merging. Witness was eventually
landed at Heligoland and remained a
prisoner until December, 4018. Beéfore
he left the sabmarine one of the officers
gave him a plece of torpedo as a sou-
venir and a pass bearing the U-boat's
number and the commander's name,

I. Paul Accused (vv, 1-0)

Tertullus, perhaps n Roman barris-
ter, formally made the mecusation ae-
eording to Roman law, He began with
flattery. He gave Felix the 7allest
pralse when he snd all the people
knew that he led: for Fellx was one
of the worst gevernors—destitute of
morals and justice, He brought a fonr-
fold charge against Paul:

1. “A pestilent fellow™ (v, 5). This
would Indicste a fellow utterly base
and corrupt-—a plague.

2, An inelter of rehellion, 8 mover of
sedition (v. &), ' This they hoped
would bring him Into confliict with the
Roman power.

3. That be was the ringleader of a
sect—an - schismatical party=—a heretlie
(v. ).

4. That he had profaned the temple
(7. 6).

Il. Paul's Defense (vv. 10-21).

In this defense note:

1. Panl's frankhess and courtesy (v.
10). " Flattery is entirely wanting. He
glves recognltion of the fact that Felix
had been ruler of this' people long
enough to be able to judge justly, as
the habits and ways of the Jews were
famillar to him; and then, in a dignl-
fied muanner, assumes that Fellx will
render n just decision based upon the
facts of the case,

2. The charge of seditlon denled (vv.
11, 12). " He fiatly snd scornfully de-
nied this charge, showing fts utter
falsity, since the tlime was too short,
being bur twelve days since he went to
Jerusalem, and half of that time had
heen spent fs o prisoner of the Ro-
mans. His donduet while there dis-
proved It—he disputed with no man In
the temple; nelther did he make any
attémpt to Ineite the people in the city
nor In the synagogue,

8, The charge of heresy (vv. 14-16).
This tharge he met by a concession
and i denial. He gdmitted that he was
of the “Way" which they ealled heresy,
but clearly showed sthat” it was In
keeping with the Hebrew religion: (1)
he sorshiped the snpe God (v. 14);
(2) he fully believed in the same
Seriptures (v. 14): (3) he had the same
hope of a coming resurrection of the
dead (v. 15), He declared that he
made ag the principle of life a con-
sclence vold of offense before God and
man.

4, The charge of sacrilege, or profa-
nation of the temple (vv, 17-21). This
charge he refuted by showing (1) that
he had come all the way from Greece
(v. 17) to worship at the feast; (2)
that he had not come up empty-hand-
ed, but had brought alms for his na-
tion (v. 17): (8) that there were not
competent witnesses present to testify
as to his behavior in the temple (v.
19) ; by challenging his enemies to
testify us to his conduet in the council
(v. 20).

I1l. Paul Before Felix the Second
Time (vv. 22.27),

This ia a sort of a sequel to the
trial. Wicked as Fellx was, Paul's
manner somewhat won his favor,
though he did not release him, His
sentence wag indulgent imprisonment,
which kept him free from his enemles
while unger Roman protection, Felix
sent for Puaul that he might hear of
Christ from him, Phaul behaved him-
self arlght before these sinners in high
life. He reasoned of righteousness,
self-control and judgment to come, he-
fore Felix and his sinful wife, with
